The second week of the cottage season
at this resort has been one continuous
round of pleasure for the hundreds of visi-
tors who are here and who will remain here
until the close of the season éarly In Oc-
tober mext.

ME. REID TO RIDE ALONE.

He Objected to the Lord Chamberlain's

Arrangement.

A dispatch from London to the Philadel-
phia Press yesterday says: Whitelaw Reld,
the special envoy of the United States to the
coronation, will have a carriage to himself
in the royal procession through London's
streets next Friday.

The World correspondent has learned that

the remarkable circumstances under which
this departure from the published official
program was brougnt about are these:

The official list placed the speclal envoy
of the United States in a carriage with
Turkhan Pasha, the special representatlve
of the Sultan of Turkey, and Admiral Ger-
vais, representing the French republie. It
would be bad enough to be in the same
carriage with the Turk, but the positlon
was aggravated by the fact that the Amerl-
can envoy was to be placed with his back
to the horses, while the Turk would sit
beside Admiral Gervais in what is usually
regarded as the seat of honor

Mr. Reid immediately protested that as
the envoy of the United States he could not
accept the position allotted to him.

The lord chamberlain was very sorry, but
urged that his place was fixed strictly in
accordance with the table of precedence,

Mr. Reid expressed his regret that he
should have to defimitely decline to join the
procession under such conditions. i

Then the matter - was referred to King
Edward, who, the instant he heard of the
trouble, directed that the Unlted States en-
voy should have a separate carriage.

The lord chamberlain was technlecally
right in his arrangement, according to the
established court usage, but Mr. Reid was.
shown 1t in time. Medlaeval notions of
precedence should be revised in the light
of the existing order of things.

Few incidents connected with the corona- ]
tlon have excited more ecomment that the
invitations sent to Henry Labouchere, M.P.,
and Sir Charles Dilke, M.P., to luncheon on
the king's yacht at the naval review. Mr.
Labouchere's caustic eriticism of the ecourt
got hlm proscribed by Queen Victoria, but
he always was a friend of the present king,
who has thus shown his liberal tendencies.

Sir Charles Dilke is one of the ablest and
most valuable statesmen in England, but
Queen Vietorla would never recognize him
after his divorce court trouble, The king
evidently Intends to withdraw the ban so
Dilke can be included in the next liberal
cablnet.

SCHOOL TRUSTEES INDICTED.

Charged With Corruption and Receiv-
ing Bribes for Appointments.

A dispatch from Philadelphia yesterday
says: Twenty-four true bills of indictment
were returned by the grand jury today
charging Thomas F. G. Selxas, B. Frank
Brown, Joseph Travls, Albert W. Wieder,
William H. Sivel, and David Johnson with
consplracy to extort money and to commit
bribery in conneection with the appointment
of school teachers. All of the defendants
but Johnson are members of the twenty-
eighth ward sectional school board. John-
son is sald to have acted as an intermediary
between persons seeking positions as school
teachers and the directors.

The indictments were based upon evidence
submlitted by the board of education and
strengthened by witnesses examined by
District Attorney Weaver. Charges were
made recently that candidates for posi-
tions as school teachers in the institutions
controlled by the twenty-elghth sectlonal
school board were compelled to pay to the
directors varioug amounts of money in or-
der to secure the appointments,

The allegations were investigated by the
board of education and the district attor-
ney, and the latter, on the authority
of Judge Beitler of the quarter sesslons
court, presented the resuilt of the investiga-
tion to the grand jury, the indictments fol-
lowing. <

1he proceedings are somewhat out of the
ordinary, as the indictments were secured
before warrants had been issued for the
arrest of the defendants. After the grand
Jury's presentment, District Attorney
Weaver made application for bench war-
rants. Travis and Wleder surrendered
themselves and furnished bail before Judge
Beitler In the sum of $1,500 each for a hear-
ing next Monday. The others under indict-
ment have not as yet been apprehended.

FLED WITH §50,000.

President of a Philadelphia Trus
Company Missing.

A dispatch from Philadelphia, Pa., yester-
day says: As a result of the assignment of
the Unitzd States Trust Company the po-
lice are looking for Henry R. McDowell, its

presidsnt, a member of the New York bar,
to arrest him on information sworn fo by
Charles L. Brqwn, assignee, charging ium
with larceny of”its securities and embezz!e-
ment of its funds to the value of $50,000.
It is belleved, however, that McDcwell is
already on his way to Europe.

McDowell was elected president of the
company about six months ago.

There were 10,000 shares of stock at a
par value of §25. The first thing McDowell
did, it is said, was to secure the authoriza-
tion of 10,000 additional shares, with a face
value of $230,000, which were given to him
to negotiate. In addition to this, when he
was made president there was intrusted to
him securities to the value of $50,000.

After-
ward L became a ‘Phllodemié,” when I en-
tered the class of poetry. Our jnstructor,
or professor, was a fine classjecal scholar,
but a funny little mdn, with odd peculiar-
itles. OQur relations suddenly ceased, for
Father Fay, which was his name, one day
went to the president and faculty and be-
fore the ‘society’ and astounded every-
body with the demdnd that he be absolved
from all his vows and be permitted to
sever his connection with the Jesults. He
said he wanted to get marrfed. He did
get married and left us then and thege.

“There was another prefect there at that
tlme whom we called “The Cadet.” He was
the fifth one, and we all hated him heart-
ily. He had commenced his career at
West Point, and looked as if he had swal-
lowed a ramrod. I forget his name, and I
am glad of it. This man was an orator,
but by no means a man of God; he was
spiteful and tyrannical. What a contrast
were the men, after God's own heart,
Father McGuigan and the Rev. Drs. Tom
and Sam Mulledy, who were successive
presidents of the university to 1847, when
I left it

I had a good, big fight to a finlsh with
the cadet—a drawn battle rather—with
honors even, whereupon I came near be-
Ing expelled. Father Ward and others
stood my friends and my sentence was com-
muted to two whole days and nights in
the ‘sky parlor’ on bread and water, which
I was persuaded to y8ubmit to, and re-
malned in college. -

“That sky pario$?” Dées It now exist? Is
It ever tenanted? Thousands of boys have
passed through thati mill since my day
and some may resppnd, with reminiscences.
Then, it was, asaéa_:dpame implies, hign
up on the top st ‘the south college,
above the Infirmav¥, at the end of the
wing on_the decllyity:nf the hill sloping
to the Potomac, ,aﬁxdlg\looklng upon the
Three Bisters, the‘d__[“ fatal rocks in the
civer.

been entered’ by 'bhrgld¥s and- stripped: of
fresh loaves, ‘hot' from the bvens. - A wateh
was set. Shadowy forms were seen to en-
ter the: premises -and. they ‘were followed.
On entering the~ bakery  ‘there was a
scampering as of rats; and only one misty
form was discerned. Quick us lightning it
also disappeared through a hole In the
floor, setmingly Impossible for any thing
other than a weazel or ferret to sqeeze
through, but that he dld not without de-
tection, and ‘Rat Laudry' got all the credit
and the blame that accrued.

The Old Sky Parlor.

“I had not been in the sky parior more
than half a day when another prisoner was
brought up and the key turned upon him in
the adjoining cell. When the jaller had re-
tired we communicated. It was ‘Rat Laun-
dry,” for some new offense. We were mu-
tually overjoyed that In our mlsery we had
company. The college bell began to toll.
Somebody was dead. Who? A terrible
dread ran through me and thrilled me with
the thought—can It §8"‘the cadet?” Was 1|
a murderer? The last I saw of him he was
stretched unconseious across my Dbed,
whence he had attempted to capsize me
upon the floor, although he knew I had
just been discharged from the Infirmary
and a ‘ticket to sleep’ and must not be
aroused for early mass at 5 a.m. He was
bruised and slightly bloody, and his cassock
was torn to ribbons. ‘Rat’ relleved my
fears at once; he assured me that it was
‘Old Brother Meade' who had dled, after
years in the infirmary, and ‘the cadet’ was
marching around making himself offensive
and obnoxious as ever, Brother Meade was
an old lay brother of the 8. J., or SBociety
of Jesuits. Rat Laudry had hils cronies
and emissaries in the Institution, and he
was well supplled with bottles of pop and
ginger ale and bundles of cigars, plpes, to-
bacco, &c., which he hauled up by means
of a string from the ground in the rear,
where they had been:attached by students
and were pulled through the round holes
which lighted our dungeon on the roof.
‘Rat’ generously shared with me, and he
also contrived to pass through my grating
a duplicate deck of cards, with which we
each played solitalre.

“On the second day I was released and
attended class, mass, studies and recita-
tlons as before. I left ‘Rat’ up there, but
soon saw him at liberty also behind the
ball alley smoking a corncob pipe, whieh,
of course, was breaking the rules. That
was the only time in my college days I got
into trouble or was *had up’ for punish-
ment, apd it was not my fault altogether,
a8 the then president, Dr. Sam. Mulledy,
the faculty and several prefects exhon-
orated me, and further privately said that
‘the cadel’ deserved discipline.

“But amusing things often occugred In
our college experience. One railny day a
special embassy or, delegation arri at
Georgetown College: It consisted of two
foreign-looking pri ‘The reverend fath-
ers and thelr subordinite were dressd in
the outdoor habit of thelr arder. Their
credentlals proclaimied” hem.-of the most

austere and rigid g tions known to
the church—Benedi rfars, monks of La
Trappe—three of whom, were. sent abroad

by special dispenss
thelr monastery in
funds from the fa
pair ruin caused b z
a'blglt‘ay and schools. i :
“The younger, t.and jolly little fel-
low. had almost :wuﬁu of his t
He had been denigd. itp exercise for over
twenty years. If was interesting and pa-
thetic.now to lis his attempts to re-
sume the use of his vocal ergans. A three-
year-pld chlld could .glven him object
lessdns. However,| t little. chap had
made the best of and opportunities
and had picked u

and nudges of his grave chaperon and co-
delegate, Father John. Father John was
silent as a gravestone and knew no change.
Father Peter., on the cont . chattered
away like a magpie or‘a stone polipar-
rot’ until quiet from sheer exhaustion, then
‘his half-shut. twinkling eyes, mobile fea-
tures and shrugging. shoulders continued
the discourse in. p iime. His stubby
arms and dumpy legs taTked and

: z “ *His llltt_!é‘ belly
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““We numbered 600 students on an aver-
age in those early days, nearly sixty years
ago, not counting a hundred or more day
scholars from the surrounding territory,
with whom we dld not affiliate. Our privi-
leges were few; discipline was strict—there
would be rebellion today. Our uniform was
a military one. It was very handsome and
bacomllgl.

“A: h brick wall surrounded our terri-
tory on all sides, except the river, which
other college buildings guarded, and the
college walks, divided from us by a mas-
sive, high iron railing fence, similar to that
which surrounded the United States Capitol
for so many years. In the college walks,
as beautiful a natural landscape garden as
the famous groves of Blarney, stood the
college observatory and ‘the wash house,"
the priests’ laundry.

**We had no academic gowns and flat-top,
tasseled caps, as they have now, and our
classes were first, second and third. Now,
I believe, they have freshmen, sophomores,
etc., and old Georgetown College is a full-
blown university, among the biggest of the
‘grQwn-ups,” and disputing successfully
prizes and trophies of all kinds with the
best. Long may she wave.

“I pald the dear old alma mater a short
visit a few years ago, when they dedicated
the grand central granite-front building. I
scarcely knew the old place, and nobody
there kndw me, and I knew no one, nor did
I care to make myself known.

“While we are dealing In the pathetie, al-
low me to recall an occurrence that threw
a black pall over our hearts, who were
friends and companions of Urbellino de Al-
vear, son of the Buenos Ayrean minister to
the United States. He was drowned In
sight of all of us, in the Potomac, at the
‘Three Sisters.” De Alvear was about eigh-
teen years old. SBomething drew us to-
gether. He was of a sweet and gentle na-
ture, and I learned to love him. That day
he and I had just had a llvely bout at hand
ball, when the cry was passed along:

‘“‘A swim! Come on, we're going swim-

ming!
' "We were dripping with perspiration, but
dldn't stop to resume coat or vest; just
snatched up our garments and joined the
crowd. We were all in and plunging and
leaping about like a school of porpoises,
when we observed Urbelllno de Alvear
make a dive from one of the rocks into the
deepest and swiftest part of the river, and
coming soon to e surface, made some
urgent gestures, accompanied by cries of
‘Help! Help!" and disappeared agaln be-
neath the waters. All laughed and waited
for him to reappear. He was known to be
a fish in the water; a long-distance cham-
pion swimmer. We never saw him in life
again. Had it not been for his reputation
as a swimmer and his love of a joke we
might have saved him. 1 was bewildered
and almcst wild. - The body was not recov-
ered until late the next day.

“Bells talled constantly, the college was
draped in mourning. Mourning was in our
hearts. The newspapers of the day were
fllled with notices of the sad occurrence.
Thé funeral took place, the body was re-
moved, and I hecame o ill thdt I had to be
3ent to my hompe.

Started in a Theater.

“It was about a year after and I was still
a student, out on a short leave, or during
some holiday or other, I don't remember
now which—but I was at the theater, which,
I think, was Risley's Varleties. The vaude-
ville performance must have been wvastly
amusing, for there was a sudden sound of
laughter behind me, followed by several
sentences loudly and vehlably expressed. At
the sounds I turned gtartled and astonish-
ed beyond expression., What I heard sur-
prised me—Wwhat I beheld alarmed me. Was
I mad? There, half arisen from his seat,
looking me in the eyeg as 1 faced him,
stood Urbellino de Alvear.

“Subsequent inquiry developed that it was
Urbellino’s twin brgither I so startlingly
encountered. It was said their mother
never had been able to tell them apart. And
certalnly he had every look, voice and ges-
ture of his poor brother.

“We had studentg frgm all parts of our
country, and many from South and Central
America, from Canada and even from
abroad. The Jesuits hayve ever been thor-
ough and efficient teachers, to make schol-
ars, as the Jews are to make money. A
goodly number ¢f our youngsters were cre-
oles from New Orleans, “who spoke a
French patois hard for a Frenchman to un-
derstand. Others came from the French
provinces of Canada, and what a Babel
they made when they ftirst met and at-
tempted to swap talk. We had gmong us
De Witt Clinton Yell, the son of the gov-
ernor of Arkapsas at that time. Also John
Lee Carroll, who himself was for several
terms governgr of Maryland. Henry
Makenzie of Baltimgre, a lineal descendant
of Henry Makenzie. Bob Doyle of New
York and Peter G. Howle of Washington,
son of Maj. Howle of the Marine Corps,
were fine and even famous poets. There
was Thomas Caton of Washington. Julian
Cumming of Georgia and Alfred Tete, a
creole, both Hotspurs, had a fight and
Cumming drew a penknife and seriously

Tete had to be conveyed to the infirmary.
“Alfred Tete Polk of Tennessee, the
nephew and adopted son of President Polk,
became famous, or notorlous, long after-
ward.
“Lastly, to wind up this strange, eventful
history, one of our number was poor Jim
Donaldson of Baltlmore, who, many years
after he graduated, was trled, convicted
and hanged for murder. Had not somebody
witnessed the deed and seen him throw the
knife down a sewer hole and recovered and
identified and produced the same in court
he never would have been convicted.
‘“‘Barney (Bernard) Caulfield of Washing-
ton, an orphan boy reared by the wvener-
able Father William Matthews df St. Pat-
'tick’'s, became a member of Congress from
Illinois. Dick (Richard H.) Clarke, also of
Washington, became a member of Congress
from pome state south. Alexander Shep-
herd, was with 1ge at Strahan’s school.”

Then there are sandwiches of every possi-
ble description, from the masculine an-
chovy to the feminine peach With such a
meal it 18 only fitting that conversation
should be of the happlest and brightest
kind; the pleasant freedom of the room's
arrangement, in contradistinction to the
rigid chalr arrangement of a dinner party,
predisposes the company to lightness and
merriment. Then, too, there is the pleasure
of surprise visits; one never knows who
may drop in.
