The New York Tribihe of today says:
All the prelimifary Work for the intro-

duction of wireless ttlegraphy at the navy
yard has been completed, and messages
will be received as soon as the instruments
are put in place. For that purpose the tall
flagstaff near, the entrance of the Sands
street gate has been set apart and altered
to suit the surrounding conditions. A top-
gallant mast had to be set up, which now
makes it twice as high above any of the.

FTAE OF_"VlmhNS"
Filibustering Expedition to
Free Cuba Thirty Years Ago.
STARTED FROM HERE
GEN. RYAN AND HIS INTREPID-

ITY AND DARING.

Old Washingtonian Tells Graphically
of Meeting Him and His

Confederates.

"About the close of 1873 or the beginning
of 1874, one morning, at Brown's Hotel,
now the Metropolitan, there was intro-
duced to me a memorable and since famous
group of men," said an old Washingtonian
while in a reminiscent mood.
"The most remarkable of the coterie was

a' tall, slender, sunbrowned, active, impul-
sive individual considerably over six feet
high. He was of Irish extraction and was

born in New York state. He said he had a

mother and sister in Chicago, and a brother
in Arkansas. He was fully fifteen years
younger than myself and as wiry as an In-
dian. His long, dark-brown locks of wavy
hair, which he wore in cavalier, or western
and southern style, made a picturesque
framing to a striking face. As well as I
remember, he bore a strong resemblance in
character and person and recalled to my
memory the dashing General Custer.
"I spent the entire evening on this first

meeting with these three remarkable men.
It did not transpire until some weeks after-
ward, and then was cautiously divulged to
me little by little, as we met from time to
time, who these men were and what was
the object of their presence in Washington
and their ultimate purpose and designs.
"It came more explicitly one night when

we were seated on a bench in Washington
Circle. I was joined by the corporeally
largest of my new-found friends. He was
maritime; that I saw, for I had been years.at sea myself. He must have been from
New England, that I derived from his ac-
cent and behavior. He had been presented
to me as Captain Fry.

A Filibustering Expedition.
"We engaged in a long conversation, dur-

ing which I learned they were engaged in a

filibustering expedition to free Cuba. Fry
was the navigating officer of the enterprise.
Their vessel was chartered by the Cubans,
and was to land at Santiago, or elsewhere
on the southern coast. The vessel was of
800 tons burden, and had been an old
blockade runner in the civil war. She was
loaded with ammunition and all kinds of
arms. There were 154 men, exclusive of
officers, an dthp intention was to join the
command of Barbetro or Barbetes, the
Cuban insurrectionary, commander of that
province.
"Unfortunately, the Virginius, so called,

met with mishap about eighteen miles off
Jamaica, in the Caribbean sea. She was
discovered and overhauled by the Spanish
steamer Tornado, which, firing shotted
guns across her bows, compelled her to sur-
render.
"Barrios was then captain general of

Cuba, and he ordered an immediate court-
martial for the trial of the prisoners to
be held aboard the Tornado. Its result was
foreordained. They were all sentenced to
be shot to death in squads, at sunrise, the
officers to take precedence.
"General William A. C. Ryan, chief in

command, and Captain Fry, the navigator,
with thirty-four men, were executed at
daybreak next morning in the plaza ad-
joining the barracks. A trench was dug
and there the bodies remain to this day.
"The rest of the prisoners followed each

succeeding morning by fifteens down to
the cabin boy, and were buried without dis-
tinction in the same d!tch.
But to return to Washington. The Vir-

ginlus set out for Cuba from the navy
yard at daybreak on the morning of the
10th of October, 1874, and soon, too soon,
reached the point in the Caribbean sea, off
Jamaica, where she was no doubt watched
for and awaited by the vigilant and re-
vengeful Spaniard. Her capture was speedy
and inevitable, as the cruiser Tornado was
far swifter and her crew and armament
much heavier and more formidable than
the little 800-ton, wornout Virginius.

British Vice Consul's Efforts.
The British vice consul at Santiago, Mr.

Brambett, interposed his best efforts, and
afforded his American cousins all the pro-
tection, aid and comfort he possibly dared
under the delicate circumstances. He was

especially drawn to love and pity their
gallant and rash commander, Gen. "Wac"
Ryan, as he was called by friends and fol-
lowers. Mr. Brambett received all poor
Ryan's last messages to his mother, sister,
brother and fiancee at Sunnyside, N. Y.,
and took charge of his clothing, books and
papers, and his gold watch and chain, to
be given to his associate, Gen. Geo. W.
Cook, in Washington. where Ryan had or-
dered him to remain, as likely to be- of
more use to him and Cuba.
"Cook was anxious and pleaded to go with

them, but Ryan inexorably refused, and
thereby saved Cook's life. The general is
alive today, and I meet hIm frequently.
and we talk over the merry and mournful
first days of our 'auld acquaintance.' Ryan
also sent a long, thick, glossy curl of his
brown hair to be divided among his
friends, many of whom he named. He bade
them a cheery (?) 'good-bye, all,' whIle
every eve around was strcaming, and a
tear glistened in the dark lashes of his
own bright, fearless eyes.
"They shot him first. When they bade

him kneel, facing the wall and submit to
be blindfolded and handcuffed, lhe leaped to
his full height and straightened himself
proudly as a king of men, and absolutely
and sternly refused, insisting upon stand-
ing and facing the soldiery. Cowed by his
grandeur, they dared not refuse him. He
tore open the bosom of his military coat
and, baring his heart, with flashing eyes
and in the voice of command ordered the
Spaniards to 'Fire!'
"A volley rang out like- unto one shot,

and the rash and brilliant young American
filibuster fell to the earth on his face with-
out a sigh or groan. Twelve bullets pen-
etrated his heart and lungs.
"I was surprised that the English vice

consul did not get accorded to the brave
American the honor of a separate resting
place, that his grave might be opened, the
remains identified and a monument erected
to him and his martyr followers by Cuba
Libre at this or some future day. Perhaps
some means were so devised by which
Gen. Ryan's body may be known, if ever
exhumed.

Everytming Conhacated.
"The Virginius and .her cargo of am iuni-

tion and arms were, of course, confiscated.
Whether she was broken up or burned by
order of Spanish Captain General Barrios,
grutilized by Spain in her desperate and

'Tutile-endeavor to secure her 'ever faithful
island' to Alphonso XIII, Lknow not.
"Ryan had served with distinct on on the

Union side in the civil war and had been
honors bly discharged with promotion. This
mistaken, misdirected, uncontrolled and un-
controllable spir't doubtless followed out
his destiny. Intensely -liberty loving, he
could not discriminate. Any tale of suf-
fering or tyranny he could not hear wIth
indifference. As I have said, he knew not
fear; there was no craven blood in his vig-
orous, throbbing heart and veins, He was
struck down, badly wounded, in the battle
of the Wilderness; lingered long and suffer-
ed in- the hospital; and ultimately was con-
veyed to New York, where the confederate
bullets were extracted. *

"He eventually recovered, but the war
was then over; yet Ryan had not had
enough. He soon got it. He wore one of
the bullets, which had penetrated deepest,
on his watch chain as a charm and sou-
venir. It was r'emoved from his dead body
at Santiage and sent by the vice consul
to his friend. General Cook.

Ryan's Mainem 5r~ught ere.
"Ryan's.-effects, which we'e seegred by

the British .wice eusud .ind safely trans-
mitted ta Cook, here ia f'ashington, filed
two las trtak.i There were two flue
sweeds. ongrdelt, two ir eganlets, ixPi-

directed te be burned. which was done: his
daily journal. Captain Fry's log and manydocuments connected with the expedition,the latter of which I expect soon to have
In my own possession. In one of the trunks
were a couple of watches and chains, with
the 'bullet charm' of the battles of the
Wilderness. There were rings and trinkets
of inconsiderable value. Gen. Cook, to
whom they were bequeathed, still holds
them in trust.
"In the days and nights elapsing between

the date of our first meeting with Ryan,
whenever a suitable opportunity occurred.
encouraged by the evident friendship which
rapidly grew between us and the mutual
liking which almost ripened Into love (for
I began to feel like a father to him and he
like he was my son). I ventured to remon-
strate. I did right, and he had the grace
not to repel me. He was a gentleman ever.
I argued, I pleaded, I prayed him not to
sacrifice himself; to give up this mad pro-
ject, which could not possibly result other
than in failure.
"He was just as resolute. 'There was no

such word as fail.' he declared. He thought
that philanthropy and the love and worship
of God pointed the way. There was never
a more generous, disinterested, honest, true
hearted man than Gen. 'Wac' Ryan.

The World Was Shocked.
"I saw it was useless and I threw up the

job. He did not. Would to heaven, he
had.
"When the Virginius, with Ryan and all

his fate and fortunes on board, stole out
of the harbor of Washington on the morn-
ing of the 10th of October, 1874, 1 knew not
a word about it. Nothing had been con-

fided to me, and I sought to know nothing
I missed Ryan and Fry in their accustomed
haunts and saw nothing, even of Cook, who
was here in Washington, until the newspa-
pers told the story of the fate of the Vir-
ginius.
"The civilized world was shocked as it

was at the blowing up of the Maine. The
massacre of the Alamo or at Fort Pillow
was as nothing beside the rage it created
in every patriotic American heart. A wild
cry for vengeance arose. Had It not sub-
sided there never would have been that
awful sacrifice of lives of our country-
men in the harbor of Havana.
"The signal and the battle cry would

have been 'Remember the Virginius,' and
Cuba would now have been free and in-
dependent near thirty years.
"But the government was right. These

unfortunate, mistaken, 1i1-advised, mis-
guided men voluntarily placed themselves
beyond the power of our own or any other
government to help them, and so perished.
The time had not yet come to call Spain
to account and settlement.
"Ryan's dear old mother and his young

sweetheart survived him but a short time."

DIED A RECLUSE.

Strange Career of Uncle of Benj. Har-
rison's Widow.

A special dispatch to the New York
Times from Port Jervis says: Col. John
H. Lord, for thirty years a recluse, died
at Rio, a mountain settlement ten miles
west of here, yesterday at the age of
eighty-five years. He was born at Rome,
N. Y., and became a protege of the well-
known civil enginecr, John B. Jarvis. after
whom Port Jervis was named, and as-
sisted him in the construction of the Cro-
ton aqueduct, New York city.
Nearly fifty years ago Col. Lord's family

was among the most prominent in north-
eastern politics, and he exercised a tremen-
dous power in the policy of the keystone
state. He was a member of the Pennsyl-
vania militia, and belonged to Gov. W. F.
Packer's staff. At the time his brother,
Russell F. Lord, was at the head of the
management of the now abandoned Dela-
ware and Hudson canal, Col. Lord was
his lieutenant, and next to him in author-
ity. He was an uncle by marriage of Presi-
dent Benjamin Harrison's first wife and a
blood uncle of his widow.
Some eighty years ago a bank was estab-

lished in Honesdale, Pa., and John Neal
was its first cashier. He had a daugh-
ter who afterward became the wife of Col.
Lord. Mrs. Neal's sister was the wife of
the Rev. Dr. Scott, professor in Washing-
ton College, Washington, Pa., and they
had two daughters, Carrie and Elizabeth.
They visited their aunt, Mrs. John F. Lord,
in Honesdale, and one of them, Lizzie,
eventually married Russell F.- Lord, who
had become a widower and was several
years her senior. The other sister was vis-
ited in Honesdale by President Harrison,
then a young Indiana lawyer, and their
acquaintance ripened into marriage. Mr.
and Mrs. Russell-Lord had a daughter, who
is now the widow of President Harrison
and niece of his first wife.
After the civil war the Lords lost their

prestige and the deceased became irregular
in his habits and finally lost his wealth.
For a number of years he worked at odd
jobs at the late Winthrop W. Gilman's tan-
nery in Sullivan county, and in lumber
mills, and suddenly disappeared from his
family and lived apart from his fellow-
man in an isolated cabin in the mountains
west of here. A few years ago the cabin
was burned, and Col. Lord resided with
residents of Rio. He is survived by one son,
a wealthy retired merchant of Philadelphia.
whose repeated offers of a home to his
father was refused. Chance visitors to his
cabin fcund it well supplied with books,
and were surprised at his extensive knowl-
edge.

MR. CTEVEAND'S GAS STOCE.
Does Not Pay Dividends and He Com-

plains Grievously.
A dispatch to the New York World from

Indianapolis yesterday says: To the state
board of tax commissioners today John R.
Pearson. president of the Indianapolis Gas
Company, and Ferdinand Winter, attorney,
admItted that ex-President Grover Cleve-
land is a heavy stockholder in the corpora-
tion. and said he is complaining because
dividends are not forthcoming.
Auditor Hart had asked if .Mr. Cleveland

were not a heavy stockholder. From what
Mr. Pearson and Mr. Winter admitted it
appears that Mr. Cleveland was led into
buying heavily of the company's stock by
his friend. E. C. Benedict of New York.
Mr. Benedict, it was said, convinced Mr.

Cleveland that he had a "good thing" for
him, as at that time the gas field looked as
It if would never fail; but, according to
both Mr. Pearson - and Mr. Winter. the
stock has paid only two dividends and it
has no value on the market. Bonds are
worth par and draw interest at 6i per cent.
but it Is said Mr. Cleveland does not own a
bond.
The ex-President, Mr. Winter said, Is

complaining "grievously" over this condi-
tion of affairs.

MASON-DIXON STONES.

Somie of the Missing Bondaary Monu-
ments Diseovered in a Church.

From the Philadelphia Times.
A number of the missing boundary stones

of the Mason and Dixon line which have
becn lost for a num-ber or years have been
located near Eikton, Md.,* and representa-
tives of the United States coast survey
have taken legal steps to recover some of
the missing and historic stones. Three of'
the stones are in a church and one in the
cellar of an old store. The one in the lat-
ter place wan put there more than thirty
years ago.
The Mason and Dixon's line runs from the

Defaware boundary line of Maryland to the
corner where Maryland, West Virginia and
Pennsylvania join. It is about 300 miles in
length, and was rup between the years of
1762 and 17418 by the two Englisl& engineers,
Mason and Dixon. When the line was
originally laid alone monuments were
placed at intervals of five iniles as far as
the BItde Ridge mountains. Beyond this
the line was marked simply by heaps of
stones.
The general assembly of Maryland of

1900i passed a law authorIsing the resurvey
of the -line. The act provided for the co-
operation of the state of Pennsylvania,
which will sbare half the expense and re-
location 4L suich of the oid emonument. as
may be found, and the , placing of new
monuments where none at present exist.

The sportsman who joins some knowledge

of taxidermy to his gun and rod engart-
ness has a valuable arrow in his quiver.
It is worth a great deal to a man to be
able to mount artistically the prise speel-
mens which be takes himself and even a
passing acquaintance with taxidermy 'wit
teach him a great deal about nature whisk
would be by him otherwise unlearned.
It is a difficult art to master, but its

rudiments are easily acquired, and the
rudiments will enable a man to do work
which is pleasing to himself and fmends.
The person able to preserve and mount
with wings and beaks outspread a half
dozen humming birds on a single flower
stem is a taxidermist, but there is a great
difference between mounting humming
birds and mounting mallards or bass.

Learned in a Week.
Any one of intelligence and application

can learn enough in a week to make a
passable attempt at putting up such large
objects as ducks or fish, which will add
greatly to the looks of dining room or

library, besides having strangely pit asant
associations.
If a man has a canvasback above his fide-

board he cannot look at it years after
without being carried back to the lake and
early morning of long ago, when the gray
clouds hung low and the wind clicked in
the rushes. It is hard to see a bass and
the fights that landed them, the surge and
dash through the water, the strain on the
rod and wrist, the useless plentifni advice
of the guide and the thrill which came
when the great warrior lay gasping on the
boat's bottom.

Arsenic for Skins.
A simple preparation of arsenic to be had

of any druggist wdl if placed In the kit b-
fore the town is left. serve to keep sound
the skins of any fish, bird or animal takin
during any outing and they may be mount-
ed at leisure of winter evenings. affording
an absorbing pursuit when theaters and
other social entertainments fail of attrac-
tion.
Many anglers have learned to make pas-

sable rods as a means of spending the early
hours of winter nig' .s. The bamboo strips.
or lancewood, or greenheart sections may
be had in the rough from the factories and
putting them together, wrapping thm,
shellacking them and giving them the
proper weight and balance afford a goud
way of killing time, but the making or rods
is a limited amusement compared with tax-
idermy, though there are many privately
made rods in use in America whose owne is
value them as high as $10, and they or.,
worth the money. If a man care to take
the wires with him to be used in maki:e
the frames for his specimens he -may a'em'
many rainy hours in camp or at the hjt-:
putting up his specimens.

Difficulty of Skinning.
The most difficult thing about taxidermy

is not the mounting, as inexperienced llka
believe, but the skinning. Once the skin,
bearing scales or feathers, has b en prop-
erly removed, the soft parts taken from
the head, the bones from the legs and ihe
whole carefully cured, putting it into shape
of the living animal and inserting the eyee
is comparatively easy. With the wire a

rough model is made, the skin stre-tchtd
over it and filling inserted to bring the skin
into proper roundness. This has reference
only to plain taxidermy. Of course titre in
more art in so shaping the specimen tiat it
will seem to be alive, and that will come
with time.
Almost any city taxidernist will give the

few needed lessons at slight cost af he is
satisfied that he is not starting a business
rival, and money spent in this way will be
repaid a thousandfold. In some parts of
the country use is now made of an embalm-
ing and petrifying fluid which is injected
into the body of the specimen day after
day for a month and finally makes the
flesh as hard as a rock and almost as
heavy. Specimens prepared in this way
have, of course, a fine appearance and are
durable. The process Is costly and tedious,
however, and not attempted by amateurs.

ABNORMAL DEVELOPIENT.

talformation of the Brain Produces
Intellectual Brilliancy.

From Answers.
Recently a Paris psychologist announced

that he had conclusively proved that mal-
formation of the brain produces intellec-
tual brilliancy. The theory is that deformi-
ty. disease or accident causes the abnor-
mal development of some part of the brain,
and the result is genius. In support of this
several cases are mentioned. It is pointed
out that Milton wrote his "Paradise Lost"
while he was blind, and it is said that the
blindness confined his mind to a certain
scope in a manner that made it possible
for him to evolve the great epic.
Cases of a somewhat different nature are

shown in the elegant writings of Thomas
de Quincy and Samuel Taylor Coleridge,
both of whom had brains in which the ex-
cessive use of opium had made havoc. Do
Quincy describes his horrible experience
with opium taken in the form of lauda-
num in his "Confessions of an Eniglish
Opium Eater." Byron's cdub foot is seri-
ously advanced as the cause of his lyric
power, anad the point is made that Sir Wal-
ter Scott's most brilliant work was dictat-
ed N"om a sick bed. Mozart and Wagner
both~had deformed brains, said to have
been due to disease and bumps while they
were children.

A Dog in a Glove.

There is no question that the beagle is a

very old breed, Early Roman accounts of
England contain references to the beagle,
even by name. Books published from about
15N0 to 1610 describe several varieties of
hounds, including "the little beagle which
may be carried in a wan's glove." That
the miniature houed was extremely popular
at that time was evident from Queen El'sa-
beth keeping a pack whIch were also said to
be small- enough to put in a glove.
