DEATH OF JOHNW. ROSS

District Commissioner Victim
of Apoplexy.

END CAME SUDDENLY

PHYSICIANS BELIEVED HE WAS
ON WAY TO RECOVERY.

Universal Expression of Regret From
the People He Had So Long
Served.

John W. Ross, Commissioner of the Dis-
trict of Columbia, died this morning at 2:30
c’'clock at his residence. 1334 Yale streat
northwest. At his bedside were members
of the Commissioner's family—his two =ons,
Lientenant Tenny Ross, T7. S. A., and Mr.
Lee Ross; his danghters, Miss Mildred Var-
num Ross and Miss Georgette Ross, and his
brother, Mr. Pike Ross. The nurses, Miss
Mahan and Mr. Ketler were also present.
Dr. Chamberlain, the Commissioner's phy-
siclan, had been summoned, but the end
had come before he reached the bedside of
the dving man.

Dr. Chamberlain states that Commissioner
Ross’ death was due to apoplexy. About
half an hour before he passed away Com-
missioner Ross suffered a sinking spell,
from which ke did not revive, and the end
came quietly and was barely perceptible to
the anxious watchers at his bedside. The
physician states that his patlent had been
making satisfactory progress and the indi-
cations for the past few days pointed to
his recovery. He and Dr. Richardson had

taken for a short drive this afternoon. The
sudden turn for the worse was a surprise
not only to members of the family, but to
both the consulting physicians.

Dr. Chamberlain was summoned to the
bedside by Foreman Hooper of Truck A, of
the fire department, and the drive from the
physleian’s residence to the home of his
patient was made in about ten minutes.
The physician immediately upon his ar-
rival examined Commissioner Ross and
found that life was extinet. From indica-
tions he judged that death had come about
ten minutes before he reached the bedside.

Funeral Services Thursday.

The funeral service over the remains will
be held Thursday morning at 11 o'cloek, at
the Church of the Covenant. In the ab-
sence of Rev. T. 5. Hamlin, pastor, Rev.
Albert Parker Fitch will officlate. Commis-
sloner Ross was a member of the New York

| Avenue Presbyterian Church, but that edi-

fice is= now closed for repairs, and for that
reason the services are to be held else-
where. The pallbearers will be selected
from among the most intimate friends of
the dead Commissioner. After the services
in the Church of the Covenant the body
wiil be taken to his old home in Lewiston,
Iiinols, where the burial will take place.

Numerous letters and telegrams of sym-
to the bereaved family have been
ved at the home today, from many
prominent men, who had been aequainted
with Mr. Ross In public and private life.
Several beautiful floral offerings were also
received from friends of the family.

Just Three weeks ago today Commission-
er Hoss was obliged to leave his office on
account of iliness, and since that time, he
has never been able to attend to any busi-
ness. His first heart attack occurred about
and from that time to the

in a critical condition, and he was waited
upon with the utmost care by his physi-
clans and by the nurses in charge.

Mrs. Isabel Ross, widow of the Commis-
sioner, has been in the eity since Thursday
of last week, and 18 the guest of Dr. and
Mrs. William F. Byrnes. She came here
because of her husband’s illness.

Shock to Community.
The news of the death of Commissioner
Ross came as a shock to the communlity,
where he has been so well and favorably
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known for many years. He was one of the
most popular men In the District among
all -classes, and his popularity was due to
his many excellent qualities of character.
As an official and man he was kind-hearted
and ever ready and willing to patiently
hear every citizen, no matter how humble,
in whatever cause that came up before him
or the board for decision. Every question
demanding his official consideration was
carefully Investigated, and his integrity
was above reproach. He was impartial in
his decisions and fair in _criticism whenever
such had to be made. The death of Com-
missioner Ross Is not only a loss to his
family, but to the entire community as
well.

How News Was Circulated.
News of the death of Commissioner Ross
traveled fast throughout the District dur-
Ing the early hours this morning. The fire
department served primariiy as the distrib-
uting agency of the sad information. Under
an arrangement which had been effected

weeks ago, in fact, when the condition of
the Commissioner became serious; it was
agreed that any call for Dr. Chamberlain's
service during the night should be made
through Truck Company A of the fire de-
partment, located near the Capitol and also
near the home of the attending physician.
The heart altacks which Mr. Ross suffered
during the earlier stages of his iliness made
it apparent that help might be needed at o
moment’s notice, and it was arranged that
the physician should be conveyed Lo the
Commissioner’s home in such an emergency
in a fire wagon.

The emergency came this morning. When
the nurse saw the first symptoms of the
fatal attack she immedlately called for Dr.
Chamberlain through the fire department.
Foreman J. E. Hooper of Truck Company A
answered the summons. Jumping inte the
wagon of the first assistant chief, stationed
at the truck house, he drove in a gallop to
Dr. Chamberlain's house.

The doctor had already been notifled of
his coming and was ready. He seated him-
self alongside Foreman Hooper, and a quick
drive from the Capitol to Commissioner
Ross' house on Columbia Heights was be-
gun. The service rendered by the foreman

was deeply appreciated by Commissioner |-

Ross' family.

Dr. Chamberlain asked Foreman Hooper
to notify Chief Dutton of the department,
and he did so. Mr. Dutton then called up
Commissioner Macfarland at 5 o'clock, and
notified him of his associate’s death. The
news was also conveyed to Colonel Biddle,
the Engineer Commissioner, with whom
Commissioner Macfarland had a brief talk
over the 'phone.

Commissioner Macfarland today wired to
President Roosevelt at Oyster Bay the
news of Mr. Ross’ death.

Matters Under His Supervision.

Commissioner Ross was charged with the
svpervision of mary of the most important
of the District departments. He was well
acquainted with the work of all the bu-
reaus. Perhaps his greatest interest was
centered in the pelice department and in
the assessment and tax departments. His
last important act in the Distriet service
was to recommend the appointment of
Messrs. Alexander McKenzie and Francis
Nye as members of the board of assisiant
assessors to have charge of the assessment
of the persona! tax provided for under the
last Districet appropriation bill.

Mr. Ross recently asked to be relleved
from further service on the bpard of trus-
tees of the Columbia Hospital, saying he
felt some younger Commissioner should be
assigned to that post.

It had come to be pretty well understood
in District circles that Mr. Ross intended
retiring from public office next May when
his term as Commissioner under the last
appointment would have expired. He felt
he would like to return to private life again
and spend the remainder of his days in
quiet and comfort.

In addition to having charge of the police
department, the assessor's and tax col-
lector’s offces, Mr. Ross had supervision of
the following: Street cleaning, removal of
city refuse, ashes, etc.; assistant assessors,
corporation counsel, auditor's office, bath-
ing beach, claims against the District, dis-
bursing officer, dog tags, gauger and in-
spector of splritous liquors, hacks and hack
stands, the Public Library, licenses, except
liquor; property clerk, special assessment
office, surgeons of the police and fire de-
partments, the Washington Asylum and the
workhouse.

Mr. Ross was also a member of the Roek
Creek Park board of control.

Sketch of His Career.

A natlve of 1llinois, a graduate of Har-
vard and successively an eminent practi-
tioner of law, a member of the Illinois legis-
lature, a professor of Georgetown Univer-
sity, president of the bhoard of school trus-
tees of the District, postmaster of the city
of Washington and member of the board of
District Commissioners for the past twelve
vears, John Wesley Rosz had a varied and
interesting career.

The prominence to which he attained in
District affalrs, and occupied for so many
vears, has been equaled by few men, if any..
It woull be no exaggeration to say that he
was perhaps the best known man in the
District. Hls long association with public
affairs and his communion with the people
as Commissioner made this easily so. And
wherever he was known Mr. Ross was
popular. He possessed a suavity of man-
ner and a reassuring composure that made
one fe¢l at home In his presence. He was
consequently the most sought of the Dis-
triect Commissioners hy the citizens of the
capltal. His famlllarity with all matters
pertaining to the Distrlet was practically
unlimited. This, together with his marked
executive abillty, sound, good judgment
and knowledge of the law, made him an in-
valuable public eervant.

Born in Illinois.

Mr. Ross was born June 29, 1841, at Lew-
iston, Fulton county, Ill.,, a community
whicn was settled by his grandfather. He
was a pupil In private schools until 1853
and in the Lewiston Seminary until 1854.
He then went to the Illinois College and re-
mained there until 1842, He attended the
Harvard Law 8chool during 1854 and
1833, and was admitted to the bar
upon examination in open Supreme Court at
Springfield, Ill., in January, 1866. He en-
tered upon the practice of his profession in
his home city, Lewlston, and had beer thus
engaged but two years when he was elect-
ed as a democrat to the state legislature.
This was in 1868 He served the first term
of two years with great credit to himself
and his constituents and was rewarded with
a second term, which began in 1870.

Came to Washington.

With the expiration of this second term
in the legislature Mr. Ross decided to come
east. Following out these intentions, he
came to Washington In 1873 and was ad-

| mitted in April of that year to practice be-

fore the Supreme Court of the United
States, As a resident of the national cap-
ital Mr. Ross soon made his influence felt.
He continued the practice of law, and was
one of the leading members of the profes-

"sion in the Distrigt.

In October, 1843, he accepted a tender of
membership in the faculty of the law school
of Georgetown University. He was ap-
pointed lecturer on the subject of common
law practice, torts and domestic relatlons.
Two years after becoming a member of the
faculty, in 1885, Mr. Ross was honored by
the university with the degree of LL.D.

While a member of the Georgetown fac-
ulty Mr. Ross was appointed a member of
the board of school trustees of the District.
This was In 1886, and he served for three
years as president of the board.

Mr. Ross was appolnted postmaster of the
city of Washington In 1888, and held that
office until September 30, 1800, he having
meanwhile been appolinted a Commissioner
of the Distriet, September 11, 1880, Mr.
Ross qualified as Commissioner October 1,
1590, and has served in that capacity up to
the present time. He was appointed on the
District board as a democrat, belng selected
by President Harrison for the post.

As District Commissioner.

During his first term of office his asso-
ciates of the District board were John W.
Douglass and Lileutenant Colonel Henry
Martyn Robert, the latter being assigned
as Engineer Commissioner. This was
known as the eleventh board of Commis-
sioners. Since Mr. Ross began his District
service there have been many changes In
the personnel of the District board, the
present being the twentieth board under
the form of government established by the
organic act. The twelfth board consisted
of Mr. Douglass, Mr. Ross and Captain Wil-
llam Trent Rossell of the army as Engineer
Commlssioner. Mr. Ross was elected presi-
dent of the District board March 1, 1893,
under the Cleveland administration, he hav-
ing been reappointed for three vears.

The District boards have been composed
of one republican, one democrat and an
army officer. It has been the rule to elect

| as president of the board the Commissioner

Ross served
as president of the thisteenth, fourteenth,
fifteenth, sixteenth and seventeenth

His Family. -

In June, 1870, Mr. Ross married Miss
Emma Tenney, daughter of Franklin Ten-
ney. Mrs. Ross died in Januaey, 1879, leav-
ing five children, four of whom still sur-
vive. One of these, Tenney Ross, is now a
lieutenant in the regular army, and has
seen several years of service in the Philip-
pines. Mr. Ross’ second son, Lee Ross, was
a volunteer soldier Quring the Spanish war
and the insurrection in the Philippines. Mr.
Ross' daughters are Misses Mildred and
Georgette Ross. In September, 1888 Mr,
Ross was married agaim, his bride belng
Mrs. Isabel McCullough of Allegheny, Pa.

Mr. Ross was the son of Lewis W. Ross,
who was born at Seneca Falls, N. Y., De-
cember 8, 1812, and who also followed the
profession of the law, locating in Lewls-
ton, Ill. He was a member of the Illinois
legislature for two terms, and was a mem-
ber of {wo state constitutfonal conven-
tions. From 1863 to 1869 Mr. Ross' father
represented the tenth Illinols district in
Congress.

Mr. Ross' grandfather was Osslan M.
Ross, a native of New York, and a soldler
in the war of 1812, The grandfather emi-
grated to Illinois in 1821, and laid out the
town of Lewlston, which he named after
his son, the latter being the father of Com-
missioner Ross. Ossian Ross was a mer-
chant and Indian trader, and accumulated
considerable wealth. Mr. Ross’ mother stiil
resldes in Lewiston. She was yearly visited
by her son.”

EXPRESSIONS OF SORROW.

Associates in Board of Commissioners
and Others Deplore Death.

District officials generally today expressed
the deepest sorrow and regret upon hear-
ing the news of Commissloner Ross' death.
All the heads of departments expressed
themselves very much alike; there was but
one note to their remarks—deep-seated,
thorough grief. Commissloners Macfarland
and Biddle feel the loss severely, and pay
a tribute to their associate as they knew
him. ‘Mr. E. G, Davis, the collector of
taxes; Mr. H. H. Darnellle, the assessor;
Mr. C. C. Rogers, the disbursing officer;

Mr. J. T. Petty, the auditor; Dr. William
Tindall, secretary to the board; Francis
Nye, now a member of the board of per-
sonal tax appraisers and formerly private
secretary to Mr. Ross; the heads of de-
partmen in the engineer division, the
members of the board of assistant asses-
sors, Major Sylvester of the police depart-
ment, Chief Dutton of the fire department,
Mr. A. B. Duvall, the corporation counsel,
all expressed to a Star reporter the personal
loss which they feel they have incurred in
the death of Commissioner Ross.

Mr. Macfarland’s Tribute.

“We become acquainted with grief, but
never with death,”” said Commissioner Mac-
farland today in speaking of Mr. Ross'
demise, “and so, although I feared that
Commissioner Ross could not live, the mes-
sage that he had gone came with a shock.

All my life long, from the time I was a
little boy, I had known Mr. Ross, and dur-
ing the past few vears had been in the
closest relations with him, €o that I have
a deep feeling of personal loss. The charm
of his manner, the Kindliness of hls dis-
position, appealed strongly to me as to
every one else. No man In the District had
more friends, and no man in public life
had fewer enemies. It I8 not possible in
the commissionership to-keep from making
either enemies or mistakes, Disappointed peo-
ple must always be nufmerous among the
thousands who come to the District bulld-
ing with requests durlng the vear. But
the disinterested, and even the disappointed,
as well as those who were gratified by his
official acts, had a pecullar feeling of re-
gard for Commissioner Hoss. This feeling
amounted to positive afféetion in many of
the officials and employes who owed their
entrance or promotion in the service to Mr.
Ross, and in many others who owed him
nothing, but were attracted by h's personal
qualities. It goes without saving that he,
like all the former Commissioners of the
District of Columbia, was an able, honest,
faithful and patriotic man. Without ex-
ception, the Commissioners have measured
up to a very high standard of character
and efileiency. The personality of the Com-
missioners has had much to do with the
great success of the Distriet government.
But we think first of the geniality, courtesy
and kindness of Commissioner Ross.
Public Service of High Order.

“His public service was of a high order.
Leaving out what he did in other relations,
the work that he did for the, District of Co-
lumbia, first as scnool trustee and president
of the board of school trustees, and after-
ward, In almost twelve years of service, as
Commissioner, unexampled In duration,
has placed us under a lasting obliga-
tion of gratitude. The duties of the
commissionership have grown more and
more exacting. Without doubt the strain
ot them broke down Commissioner Ross,
and his death is as directly due te his
service as if he had died on the field of bat-
tle. He wanted to die in the full perform-
ance of public duty, but we ought never to
forget that it cost him his life. The inces-
sant, various and vexatious appeals to the
C_ommissloners Tor all sorts of things occu-
pied so much of his day that he habitually
did much of the more important work of
his office at home at night., During the last
session of Congress, when the Commission-
ers, besldes all the office work, including
the visits of Innumerable office seckers and
the frequent board hearings of cltizens,
were g0 constantly engaged at the Capltal
or at their offices, In conferences with sena-
tors and representatives over the import-
ant leglslation due to the erisis in the Dis-
trict’s affairs, Mr. Ross' strength was fa-
tally Impaired. The function of the Com-
missioners in passing upon all legislation
respecting the District referred to them
by the committees of Congress of itself
takes much time and thought, but the more
active work of recommending to the com-
mittees in personal conference the appro-
priations and the legislation that ought to
be enacted, taxes the strongest man. Most
-people think only of the executive work of
the Commissioners, and have no adequate
knowledge of its extent, so that they do not
appreciate what demands are made upon
the Commissioners in representing the Dis-
trict before Congress. Very little of that
work appears In the newspapers. Commis-
sloner Ross was as popular at the Capitol
as elsewhere, and he will be sincerely
mourned by all the leaders in Congress,
without regar to party. It is a great loss
that we have met today.”

Col. Biddle’s Comment.

Col. John Biddle, the Engineer Commis-
sioner, said: ! \

“The death of Commissioner Ross is a
great grief to me. Prepared to 1ike him by
the many kindly expressjons ef all about
him when I first came with the:District, he
Brew in my personal affection more and
more as time went on. ; The guality that
chiefly endeared him to me and by which
I shall mostly remember him was that of a
charm which made his epmpanionship al-
ways delightful, so that ¢ was a constant
pleasure to be with him and.to talk to
him.
