THE NAVAL VETERANS

Feature of G. A. R. Encamp-
ment Omitted.

THE REASONS GIVEN

SUGGESTION OF BATTLE SHIP
CAME FROM THE PRESIDENT.

Meeting of Committee on Music to Be
Held This Evening — Notes
From Headquarters.

The prospective attendance of naval vet-
erans on the forthcoming encampment of
the G. A. R. occupied the attention of the
officials at encarnpment headquarters this
morning. The matter came up through an
interview given out yesterday by Col. Will-
lam H. Michael, chief clerk of the State
Department and chairman of the subcom-
mittee on the entertainment of veteran sea-
men, In the course of which the chairman
explained why it would be impossible to
construect a model of some famous wooden
battle ship, as suggested recently by Presl-
dent Rooseveit. When this interview was
published this morning several persons ex-
pressed a fear that the absence of a battle
ship might lessen the attendance of navy
veterans. From this point of view the mat-
ter took en an acute interest for Chairman
Warner and Secretary Bulkiey of the citi-
zens' executive committee.

It was agreed at headquarters that the
construction of a battleship on the White
Lot would be a most desirable adjunct to
the regular encampment. To build such a
mode! would cost, however, not less than
$3.500, which is much more than the eld-
zens' committee could expend on one fea-
ture of the naval veterans' program of ¢n-
tertainment. Moreover, it is said, it was
distinetly understood at the outset of the
encampment preparations that no zhip or
any similar structure was to be buflt, and
tkat all the original announcements to the
naval veterans were made with tnis uncer-
standing. The idea of another ship like the
model of the Kearsarge constructed ten
years ago came from President Roosevelt.
It would afford the committee the greatest
pleasure, as Mr. Bulkley stated this morn-
ing. to act on any suggestion the President
might make. But in this instanae the coin-
mittee is altogether without the necessary
funds.

Col. Michael's Explanation.

Col. Michael's interview follows:

“I had a talk with the President, and he
suggested that instead of again putting up
the Kearsarge, which was erected on the
White Lot ten vears ago, we build a model
of the old Hartford, on plans and specifi-
catlons to be furnished by the Navy De-
partment, which would make her precisely
as she was when she entered service under
Farragut. Acting upon the suggestion of
the President. I wrote to the citizens' com-
mittee, and said that if 1 build the ship at
all T would be glad to do what the Presi-
dent had suggested; that the Navy Depart-
ment would build spars, masts, rigging, a
wheel, binnacle, guns, anchors, awnings, in
faect, everything required for equipping a
ship: that the vessel would be built in such
a way that the naval veterans could have
their headquarters aboard of her, the cahin
being sufficiently roomy for their meetings,
receptions and banquets, and sufficient
space provided for 200 cots and hammocks.
A prominent jewelry firm in the city offer-
ed to loan candelabra and table silver suf-
ficient for 100 plates, and a large furniture
store was prepared to lend enough furni-
ture for 2.000 people. Besides, arrange-
ments had been made for obtaining flags,
pennants and signal flags of all nations for
decorating the ship.

Program as Outlined.

“The plan determined upon was to have
a President's day, when we hoped Col.
Roosevelt would deliver an address; and a
Secretary of the Navy's day, when Mr.
Moody would be invited to speak. There
wera to be addresses on naval subjects
each day by distinguished speakers. On
special evenings there would be dancing on
the gun deck, just as ten vears ago.

““The object was to provide a home and
headquarters for all sailors visiting the
city during encampment and to give them
special recognition as the heroes repre-
senting 125,(4%) men who manned the ships
from 1861 to 1865 and blockaded 3,000
miles of coast and made it impossible for
foreign nations to interfere, and who did
deeds unsurpassed in any other war. All
that was asked of the citizens' committee
was the small sum of $3.660 with which to
buy lumber and paint and to pay for the
labor of building and painting the vessel
This the committee was unwilling to give,
and, therefore, it is to be presumed that
the sailors will not feel inclined to accept
such place and recognition as may be as-
signed to them.”

Committee on Music.

A meeting of the committes on music has
been cailed by Chairman E. B. Hay to
be held at headquarters this evening at 8
o'clock. The following have been named
as additional members of that commliitee:
Dr. William Long, Mr. Carl B. Keferstein,
Mr. Harry L. Richardson, Mr. Joseph
Luckett, Lieut, D. L. Wilson and Mr, I
W. Stone.

Arthur 8. Bostwlek, secretary of en-
campment committee, I. F. Quinby Post,
No. 400, Department of New York, G. A. R,,
with headquarters at Rochester, N. Y.,
has written to headquarters that his post
is preparing to send a large delegation and
a large contingent of the W. R. C. to the
national encampment. Mr. Bostwick has
made application for additional accomo-
dations.

Col. James P. Averill, A. A. G., Depart-
ment of Georgia, has made a request for
bulletins of information and map of the
city. The question of maps 183 now under
discussion by the citizens’' executive com-
mittee, and In view of Col. Averill's re-
quest orders will probably be given-for the
fmmediate printing of a large number.

John Strandler of Van Wert, Ohlo; W.
€. Fay of Dellwood, Mich., and J. H. Wade
of Chicago, Ill., all members of the Gramd
Army, have made requests at headquarters
for accommodations.

The 4th Army Corps Association will
meet In the red parlor of the Ebbltt to-
morrow evening. It ls anticipated the at-
tendance will be large as important detalls
of the reunion program are to be dis-
cussed.

Case Sent to Grand Jury.

John R. Stewart, colored, was bound over
to await the action of the grand jury, under
$1,000 bonds, by Judge Kimball this morn-
ing. He was charged with making an as-
sault with a dangerous weapon on Edward
Scott, also colored.

According to the testimony, Stewart was
standing In front of the home of his sweet-
heart In Southwest Washington, when Scott
came along and asked him for a match to

light his cigarette. Scott declared that
Stewart made an Insulting remark, and
they had some words. He says he turned
about and the firet thing he knew Stewart
struck him across the head with a razor,
cutting a deep gash above the left eye. A
second blow on the body cut Scott in the
ribs,

The officers found the razor in the weeds
near the scene of the affray.

ROAD BUILDING.

A Special Train to Be Run Through
the Northwest.

The Agricultural Department has had
placed at its disposal by the Great North-
ern Rallroad Company a special train for
the transportation of representatives of the
office, engineers, road builders and road ma-
chinery to be used in practical object les-
gons in read building.

The traln wlill be operated under the dl-
rection of Martin Dodge, director of public

The train will start from Chicago Auguzt
15 and will reach Minneapolis early in Sep-
tember, where demonstrations of theoretical
and practical road building will be given at
the state fair grounds during fair week. At
the close of the fair the train will continue
westward to the Pacific coast, stopping at
the prinelpal cities on the way, at each of
which practical demonstrations of good
road bullding will be given.

The chief aim will be to show what can
be done with such road material as can be
found in the vieinity of the various citles
to be visited, introducing practical road
machinery and the most improved methods
of road constructicn,

OLD SOLDIERS TO ACT

New Organization for Political
Purposes Only.

ARE IN DEAD EARNEST

CLAIMED TO BE ATTRACTING
WIDE-SPREAD INTEREST.

Unification of Vote of All Persons Who
Fought for Their Country
Anticipated.

Col. Stratton of the Post Otfice Depart-
ment, who is secretary of the new soldiers’
political organization known as the BSoi-
diers' Political League, recently organized
in this city, talked entertainingly today cof
what it is expected to accomplish.

“In the first place, the order enjoins
secrecy in regard to all its operations now
end henceforward, and, while there is much
that would be interesting to the readers of
the press, even startling, if I may use the
word, vet the conditions are such that it
would not be good policy to disclose what
is being done at this time. However, 1
am not averse to saying that, in all my ex-
perience in connection with organizations,
political and otherwise, I have never seen
anything to eqgual the almost phenominal
spontaniety of sentiment that has been
aroused all over the country in favor of a
widespread organization of the league. 1
shall be surprised if there are not at least
a thousand subleagues organized through-
out the country before the Grand Army of

the Republic encampment meels here In
October, at least before election day."”

Why It Was Organized.

“What has given rise te this sudden up-
rising on the part of the old soldiers to
unite politically for a common objecl?”
Col. Stratton was asked.

“My answer to that question is simply
from an individual viewpoint when I say
that it Is a matter of patriotic impulse,
born of a desire to thwart the machina-
tions of those who are in a position to dis-
eriminate, humiliate, relegate or degrade,
if you please, the old soldier simply on the
ground that he is an old soldler. In other
words, the old soldier has learned from cx-
perience not to put his faith any more in
princes or pretenders; that latterly he is
only looked upon as good material for
spread-eagle speeches on the Fourth of
July or Memorial day exercises. He has
awakened to ihe fact as well as to a full
realization of the situation that his futuwe
hopes and fortunes lie in the direction of
being able to command or demand through
the medium of his political strength that
for which he has heretofore had to suppli-
antly beg, and he has tired of it and pro-
poses to assume the aggressive In mad
earnest. In fact, I never saw him so earn-
est and determined.”

Estimate of Political Strength.
“What do you estimate the soldiers' po-
litical strength at the present time, if
united?” |
“Well, one can only approximate, but, If
there are a million survivors on the pen-
slon rolls of the government, it Is fair to
presume that, with the large circle of re-

lationship, both male and female, running
down to grandsuns and granddaughters,
married and unmarried, that surround and
are interested in ‘pap’s’ pension, not men-
tioning persong In every city, town and
hamlet in the country who get a slice of
this quarterly government stipend, I would
say that the solution of the 16 to 1 problem
had been at last discovered.

“In other words, whereas the old soldier
a few years ago had only his dwn solitary
vote to cast for a favorite candidate, he
has now sixteen to bear it company. This
estimate might be subject to revision, but
in my opinion is not far out of the way,
and 1 think a practical test will be made at
this fall's election in the way of selecting
some shining mark in the way of a politi-
cal lamb for slaughter, if for no other pur-
pose than to give a practical demonstra-
tion of what a long pull, a strong pull, a
pull all together will accomplish.

“If successful, the unification or consoli-
dation of the soldier vote is compiete and
needs only corganized effort to hold {t in
Iine, If some of the combinations now con-
templated materialize, other elements wiil
be fused with the soldier vote which will
make it the most formidable political or-
ganization in the world.”

Advantage of Secrecy.

“Why make the organization, secr=-=?
Could you not accomplish as much without
secrecy?”’

“No, because if It were not seeret many
of its members might be easily led into
temptation and otherwise debauched. There
is nothing like machine methods to run
polities."”

“What is meant by machihe methods?”

“Well, take the municipal system of the
city of Philadelphia as an iliustration. That
city is divided into wards and precinets.
Over each of these is a political boss, or
ward leader, who belongs to the party in
power. Every policeman, fireman or other
employe who holds his place, no matter
how humble it may be, holds it under ten-
ure of fealty to the machine. By this
means Is bullt up and maintained a strong
and powerful organization that Is hard to
dislodge or disrupt. So, likewise, this or-
ganization will be formed along just such
lines, with the exceptlon that the enviren-
ments that surround each and every mem-
ber will be more binding or strenuous than
the Philadelphia plan, because we haven't
the patronage as yet to dispense. But the
man who seeks to betray the order, or sell
it out to the highest bidder, will do so on
the explicit understanding or penalty of
being branded as a perjured villain or cow-
ardly traitor. No man, however high his
station, or boundless his wealth, or little,
will recelve the ald or co-operation of the
order who cannot produce the ticket. The
last ditch has been reached and we propose
to stand or fall in its defense.

Civil and Political.

*“Some of the solalers’ organizations have
taken up the political feature. The Union
Veterans' Unlon, for instance, has incor-
porated such a plank in its platform, but
the trcuble Is that tie order, to be success-
ful, must of necessity divest itself of zll
the old-fashinned soldier paraphernalia that
now surrounds it and which really could
not be done without destroying the identity
of the order. s

“Therefore, the patent lever attachment
about to be engrafted on the parent trunk
would not suit the boys who are now clam-
oring loudly for a brand-new organization
with polities as its principal feature, and
with just enough of the old-soldier seasuii-
ing introduced to give it a military flavor-
ing.

“Its equipment will, therefore, partake
more of the civil and political than of Lhe
military usages that abound at present
all our fraternal soldler orders. The Grand
Army of the Republic forbids polliiics io be
discuseed in that order, and it is best that
the custom should prevail for obvious rea-
sons in that old parent organization.

‘“A great many misguided. misinformed
and quasi friends of the old soldiers who
write articles on the theory that the main
object of this new order is 1o Increase pen-
sions, are, to put it mildly, numbskulis.
These are the fellows who would pass a
law if they could making it a penal offense
for old soldlers to combine politically for

COMING OF MILLENNIUM.

Alleged Prophecy of an Infant Near
Warsaw, in Russia.

“In one year's time there will be a great
war between the world powers, and in three
vears we will witness the coming of the
millennium."

This startling prophecy, it is declared,
was a short time ago made by a male child
only three months old born in a small vil-
lage near Warsaw, Russla. Mr. 8. Berlin,
a Tth street merchant, recently received a
letter from- his father in Russia relating
the incident.

This unexpected speech
from such a source scared tl\e girl still
more, and she ran out of the house in
search of her mother, to whom she related
the incident. The mother immediately went
in to the baby and began guestioning him,
and finally the boy spoke again and said:
“*Send for the rabbi.” :

The rabbl was immediately called and
several of the neighbors who had noticed
the excited state of affairs about the house
also dropped in to ascertain the cause of
the commotion. When the rabbi entered
the room where sat the prodigy the baby
refused to speak until he and the rabbi
were left alone, and when the room had
been cleared, it is sald, he gave utterance
to the prophecy mentioned previously.

A few days after Mr. Berlin received his
letter with the story of the wonderful chld
another gentleman in Washington received
a letter from a different party relating the
same incident as that told in the first let-
ter. Tt is said that the prediction has cre-
ated great consternation among the Jews
of Russla, as, naturally, it was calculated
to do.

Several Hebrews lold a reporter for The
Star that, accordng to the Torah, the
miilennivm is due in about three or four
vears, and they seemed much impressed by
the reports that have come from Russia.
They consgider this prophecy as a verifica-
tion or remindér of the approaching reign
of the Jews. The destruction of the Ma-
hometan and anti-Christian kingdoms and
the restorat'on of the sced of Abraham to
the favor of God. they say, are all that is
necessary to the introduction of the millen-
nium.
