Englanl Inst America. as England herself
well understands today, through misgov-
ernmnr,t and a failure to appreciate the
grow'h and deserts of her people beyond
the sea. They were stronger and more ca-

pable than she was willing to concede. And
America was enabled to throw off the yoke
when it had become intolerable by virtue of
the unity of her effort and the outside sym-
pathy anl assistance which her courage
elici tel1.
Ther- ar.e philosophic historians who

maintain that England could not much long-
er ha: continu d her hold on America no

matter h .w liberal her policy might have
been: that destiny and the laws of power
were at work, and that sooner or later a

free America would have been inevitable.
This does not, however, excuse the folly of
the policy of Lord North, which, even if we
accept such a view of the case, made sepa-
ration a matter for the sword instead of for
peaceable negotiations
And s~ in the case of South Africa, Eng-

land owes to her colony the best of laws
and opportunity even if in granting them
she contributes to the organization sooner

or later of a great independent power in
that quarter of the world. Lord Kitchener's
reference of course was merely to the great
wealth and resources of the new colony.
He compares them to what America had to

show in the days of her colonial existence.
But the likeness may go beyond that. A
real republic of splendid proportions may
rise in South Africa and dominate political-
ly that continent as the United States does
this. Cecil Rhodes, it was thought, cher-
ished such a dream; and it is adsmitted that
his conceptions were not only large but
accurate. He knew South Africa and the
wbnle of Africa's no other man did.
Wide att, ntion just now is turned in that

direction. England's task is very difficult,
and it can only he successfully executed
by an adherence to broad principles.

As outbreak of passion in Virgnia yes-

terday cauiel an unnecessary tragedy, a

Vtilaton of the law, a crime against civili-
sation and a step backward in the progress
of the comm r.wealth.

the same crass, had been hunted for sev-
eral diys. and was finally caught. There
was only circumstantial evidence against
him, stron, perhaps, but not substantiated
by actual proof. lie was a bad character,
had ber c >nvicted of arson and theft, had
be n hearl to threaten the dead man, was
aren !n tb.' v!c'nity of the crime just prior
to it, hal i. lmmwiiat.ly after the event.
Ji:?t as th.'re was strong reason to suspect
him. t h. r.: was likewise reason why he
might lav., fled even though innocent,
r allz;r:: in h!s stupid fashion that he
would b suspected and pursued, and per-
haps lynched without a chance for his life.
That is one of the gravest dangers in the
mob-law system. It demoralizes the inno-
c. nt and renders them subject to panic.
At a.i events, the man was only sus-

rei. and when caught he denied the
crime. It is altogether likely that if tried
by due process of law he would have been
promptly convicted and executed. The mob
may declare that it has saved the state this
expense and the fear of a miscarriage of
justice. But it has at the same tirne les-
s. ned the prestige of the law, weakened
the force of the legal processes, demoral-
ized the public conception of government
by orderly methods, it has lost far more
than it has gatned. Indeed, it has lost that
which can never be restored to it. It has
itself committed a crime, and beneath all
the biuster of self-approval and justifica-tiorn th, re must lurk in the breast of every
participant in that atrocity a sense of
gu~lt.

Senat.r Platt's assurance that President
Rtooset.-: will have the solid backing of the
New York republicans at the national
convenri.n is a reminder that Mr. Plat:
always was more or less of a mascot for
Mr. Roisvelt. Mr. Platt had a great deal
to do with overcoming Mr. Roosevelt's ob-
jections to going on the ticket as a vice
presid. mial candidate.

The following is from the esteemed Balti-
more News:

"'The truth is, that Cleveland was not apolitica.l failure, but an almost unparalleled
political success; that his defiance of the
politicians resulted not in his defeat, but
in two successive .renominauions, marked
by the most signal and conspicuous proofs
of his enemies' impotence, and that he
succumbed at last not to their hostility, but
to adverse circumstances of the most un-usual kind, and such as can furnish no basis
for a warning to others In circumstances
wholly unlike them, If Mr. Roosevelt isto be told to learn anything from the case
of Mr. Cleveland, it is that if a President
be but faithful and strong and steady and
sincere and sober, he can afford to smile
at factitious opposition, because the people
wll imperiously brush it aside when the
time c tmes for matching his strength
agains: that of his Intriguing enemies."
This is eulogy at the expense of history.

Mr. Cleveland owed all three of his nomi-
nations for the presidency to the politicians.
The first was secured by a coterie of Al-
bany mnagters, headed by Daniel Ma~nning,
one of Mr. Tilden's abJys pupils. At St.
Louis. where the second nomination was
made, the hotels had trouble in housing thepoliticians, who crowded the town singing
"Four years more of Grover." The thirdi
nomination wasn secured by those politicinns
headed by Mr. Whitney, who had been pow.
erful under Mr. Cleveland's first administra-
tion. Never did politicians work harder for
any man than for Mr. Cleveland during the
whote twelve yers of his authority in his
party's councils.
To say that Mr. (teveland was "an al-

most unparallejed politics.l success" is to
misemploy a term _which has d very plai
meania=. He led an attack on silver whiclI
resulted in his party making slier the siu-
prenae issue in 1M6. After quaifying in his
lette of acceptance the tariE plank of the
free trade platform of iM he denounedh
those democrats in Congrem who did the
same thing in the preparation of a 'tar1
WI!. -And when he quitted the White House
in March, -857, there were scores of pr...e.

neat democrats who had not darkened Its
doors for several yearn, If that Is "po-
litical success" one may well wonder whai
failure may be. The only fight he won was
with the aid of the republicans, and that
disrupted his party.
Mr. Roosevelt has nothing to learn from

Mr. Cleveland except "how not to do IL'
His honesty, his courage, his sincerity are

all his own. He needs no strengthening on

any of those scores by studying the citreer
of any of his predecessors In the office of
President. His relations to his party are

wholly unlike those that Mr. Cleveland sus-
tained to his party. The republican plat-
form- is his platform. He is In full sym-
pathy with ninety-nine out of every hun-
dred republicans on all the leading Issues of
the day. Mr. Cleveland. on the other hand,
was not In 1892. nor during the succeeding
four years, in sympathy with two out of
ten of the men who were enrolled as demo-
crats. If his career as President teaches
anything, It is that no man should seek
that office through agencies he will be bound
to disappoint if election should crown his
endeavors.

"Out of the Mouth of Babes."
The story from Warsaw. through the

medium of interviews with local residents
of this city, contained in yesterday's Star,
to the effect that an infant prophet had
uttered a most remarkable forecast in that
city, can not be lightly dismissed, however
great the strain upon the credulity. Only
by casting doubt upon the veracity of the
priest who received the prophetic utterance
of the babe in secret is it possible to justi-
fy skepticism, despite the apparent impossi-
bility of the tale, for it comes from
various sources In letters the sincerity and
authenticity of which can not be ques-
tioned. Nor does the story, as toad. rest
entirely upon the rabbi's account, for It ap-
pears that the Infant astounded both an

elder child and the mother by uttering dis-
tinct sentences, one of which was a de-
mand that the priest be summoned. Super-
stition and credulity may have been played
upon for the purpose of awakening a re-

ligious fervor, but from any point of view
the incident is strange and suggestive. The
war of the powers has eluded elder and
wiser prophets than this Russian infant. It
was never less an apparent possilbility than
today. Europe is blessed with a better in-
ternational feeling than for many years
past. Emperors and kings are fraternizing
and alliances are forming outside of the
formal agreements for offense and defense.
No issues await adjustment. But that con-

dition need not shake the faith of the cred-
ulous in the alleged announcement of
this infant Ezekiel for it is one of the un-

happy facts of history that great wars of-
ten arise from sudden causes while estab-
Lshed differences betwcen nations are usual-
ly the least potent factors for the breaking
of the peace. So wholly reasonable is the
forecast in the light of Europe's record for
bloodshed that it might be accepted as

plausible but for its heavy, almost prohibi-
tive drain upon the credulity of the intelli-
gent. It will of course cause no tightening
of buckles, no polishing of guns, no laying
in of extra supplies. Europe is today prac-
tically on a war footing and nothing could
precipitate the taking of unusual precau-
tions short of an actual breach of the peace
or a flagrant violation of treaties writing
"war" large upon the horizon. Neverthe-
less so Constituted is the human mind that
the peace-loving to whom this tale from
Warsaw may come will probably watch the
passing of the next twelve months with
grave anxiety.

The Whitney Interview.
Mr. Whitney, in a card to the New York

World, denies the accuracy of the interview
in which he was made to say that "the
democrats have no issues and no man." He
admits conversing with a young man on the
subject of politics and his own affairs, but
without a thought of seeing a report of it
in the newspapers. The report, he com-

plains, does not correctly represent his
views. The Star used an interrogation mark
in commenting briefly on the interview. The
deliverance seemed a little infelicitous for
an old campaigner, however discouraged
and disgruntled he now might be. At the
same time it is evident, even from Mr.
Whitney's card, that his private opinion is
somewhat in line with the reporter's state-
ment. The diplomacy which hedges about
a leading politician calls for great care it
the preparation of a statement when it is
intended for the public. Every word ther
must be carefully weighed, and now and
then a few words thrown In for befogging
purposes. The statement attributed to Mr.
Whitney is entertained by men quite as

prominent as he is.
