WILL FIGHT TILE TRUST
TARIFF REDUCTION ON MEAT TO

BE ADVOCATED.

first Session Devoted to Addresses of

Officers-Three Days' Pro-

gram of Work and Play.

In view of the soaring prices of meat and
the ,rganization and rumored reorganisa-
tion of beef trusts and combinations, the
annual convention of the National Retail
Butchers and Meat Dealers' Protective As-
sociation. which began today at the Ra-
leigh Hotel in this city, is of unusual in-
terest to the public. The first meeting of
the three days' session took place this
morning at 10 o'clock, and so many were
the recommendations and suggestions of the
retail dealers, who come in contact on the
one hand with the consumers of meat and
with the wholesalers of this precious article
on the other, that they continued in session
until after 1 o'clock, in listening to the re-

ports of officers and forming committees for
action.

It is not unlikely that the result of the
cnvention will be a recommendation that
the tariff be removed from meat and food
products, and some even predict that a
scheme of bounty for beef raising may be
advocated, to be paid either by the national
or statie governments, this latter proposi-tion being advocated to encourage beef rais-
ing in the eastern states once again.
The meeting is attended by delegates from

many states, and its proceedings at the
first meeting were marked with enthusiasm
and accord. The morning's program con-
sisttd of addresses of welcome on the partof officers of the local association. John R.
Kelly. president of the local association,
welcomed the delegates to the District of
Columbia. and outlined a program of pleas-
ure and entertainment which had been ar-
ranged to keep the visitting delegates busy
during their leisure moments during the
three days. Included in this program is a
trip to Mount Vernon this afternoon. a bar-
becue at Benning tomorrow afternoon, and
a banquet at the conclusion of the dayThursday.
On behalf of the city of Washington, Jas.

A. Hoffman was heard. Mr. Hoffman sec-
onded Mr. Kelly's hospitality, and both
were cheered by the visitors. The ad-
dresses were responded to on behalf of the
association by President W. G. Wagner of
New York.

Business Begun in Earnest.
Business was then begun.in earnest. The

first thing done was to appoint a strong
committee on resolutions and recommenda-
tions, with Instructions to report vigorous
measures for dealing with the present seri-
ous situation. This was followed by the
annual reports of President Wagner, Secre-
tary Daniel S. Haley of Troy. N. Y., and
Treasurer Adam Sattig of New Haven,Conn.
Among the various recommendations made

was one that action be taken regarding the
Sunday closing of meat shops in the Dis-
trict of Columbia. The weighty recommen-
dations, so far as the national situation is
concerned. were contained in the report of
President Wagner. who is serving his sec-
ond term .as the presiding officer of the
association.
As showing the trend of thought amongthe retail meat dealers of the country thesewords were almost the first uttered by thepresident in his address:
Our fight has been for freedom and com-

mercial liberty against the tyranny of afew. brought about by an agreement ofwealth--a struggle to maintain our man-hood and business integrity without beingcontrolled, hampered and dictated to by thef'w wh-, ruled with an iron hand, andwhos. aim seemed to be the absolute dic-tation of price. limiting supplies when theythought it necessary to maintain prices;nfioreir:g the payment of disputed claims,tirres1eitive of their accuracy; blacklistingmn.t whose honesty and integrity had neverbe-"n questioned. if a feeble protest wasmal" ani paym'nt withheld for an injus-tie. perpetrated upon them. Not contentwith the p.tronage* of the butcher, theys0 liht the consuner, until their objective. unt s,.-red clearly to be the acquisitionof Ilu i-.tire trade, both wholesale and re-tan..

marketing of live stock. May every mem-

this great c'ountry' must revert to the bene-fit oif every butcher in the land, and only
by organization and numerical strength

sociation work came to life recently in the
city of New York--the New York Butchers'
Dressed Meat Company, launched with a
spirit and determination that knows nofailures. I hope to see before many yearslihe enterprlsee spring up end exiet in every
state of this great Union.*"The unjust and unprovoked attacks onthe good name of maany of the members ofthis asociation by a publication withoutrespect or standing are neither harmfulmer detrknental, coming from such a source,as documentoary ..eidce s..ha a-

cles attributed to men of high character In
the craft have been pronounced f6rgries,
the supposed signers disclaiming autberdhip.
"In advocating the cause of organisation,

practical as well as sentimental benefits
must ever be borne in mind; we must real-
ise the dignity and power which organise
tion brings, and what determined and per-
sistent efforts and work will accomplish.
The time must have gone by- when more
than an invitation to a brother is neces-
sary for him to join .the association of his
city. He should be conscious of the abse-
lute necessity of organization. A member
should consider it as much his duty to at-
tend the meetings of his local association as
he would to open his market in the morning,
and by his presence at the meetings give the
oficers of his association that aid and en-
couragement so essential and helpful to up-
lift and inspire an association in the ac-
complishment of its aims and objects, so
dear to us all, working In unison and ac-
cord for one common cause."

Some Becommeandations.
Some of the important recommendations

made by President Wagner Include:
"That the legislative committee of the

different states take the necessary steps to
enact a law subjecting tierced meats, boxed
meats and poultry to forfeiture if found
short weight and payment for box weights
is Insisted upon.
"That the several states take up for their

respective cities the establishing of public
abattoirs, where butchers can do their own
slaughtering, encouraging home industryand the raising of all kinds of stock In the
immediale neighborhood of cities. Partic-
ularly is this true of the southern, middle
and eastern state,.
"That our federal government elifhinate

the duty on cattle and live stock or modify
It to an extent that importation of live
stock will not be prohibited by reason of
excessive duty during periods of extreme
high prices that are a hardship to the pub-lic at large and a detriment to the retail
butchers, and that a copy of this resolution
be forwarded to the United States govern-
ment.
"That a vote of thanks and appreciationbe extended to United States AttorneyGeneral Knox and State Attorney General

John C. Davies for their aid and work in
obtaining an injunction against the beef
combination, and that a copy of the resolu-
tion be forwarded to them.
"That a vote of thanks be given t6 the

public press for the aid accorded us by the
publicity given to the methods of the beef
cominatlon so detrimental to craft and
harmful to the general public."The addresses of all the officers were
enthusiastically received, and the recom-
mendations of the president will doubtless
form the basis of action on the part of
the committee on resolutions and recom-
mendations.

TO STAY AT CAPE HAYTIEN.

Departure of the Machias Delayed at
Bequest of the Minister.

Owing to the condition of affairs at Cape
Haytien and in deferenc. to the request of
our minister there, the gunboat Machias
will remain at that port until some definite
settlement of the contest now going on
between the revolutionary and government
forces is reached. Yesterday the Machias
was directed to proceed to San Juan pro-
paratory to coming north, but today the
following cable was r"'eived from Comn-
mander McCrea, dated Cape Hay'tien, Au-
gust 5:
"Your dispatch has been received. It is

the desire of the minister to delay my de-
parture awaiting some dlefinite settlement.
Under the circumstances I shall remain
until further orders. coal permitting."

FIEBCE EATTLE FOUGHT.

Consul Gudger at Panama Says That
the Governmuent Claims the Victory.
A cablegram from Consul Gudger at

Panama. dated August 5. to the Depart-
ment of State. conveys the information that
there are revolutionary war vessels in the
bay; that a fierce battle has been fought
at Agua Dulce, an.I thatt the results of the
t'attle are not yet known. The govern-
mEnt, however. claims the victory. The
Ranger, a United States warship, is in the
bay.
Capt. Potter. in c'ommandl of the gunboat

Ranger, at the request of the governor of
Panama, was yesterdlay granted permis-
sIon to leave port in search of the C'olom-
bian gunboat Boyaca. which was supposed
to have broken down, and to be driftinghelplessly somewhere along the coast. To-
day he ca-bled the Navy Department thathe would not leave owing to the appearance
of a revolutionary vessel, and that the
government would make other arrange-
ments about the Quest for the Boyaca. The
text of his cable is as follows:
"Revolutionary vessel off harbor. It isconsidered undesirable to leave. Governor

will adopt other methods of search."
The vessel supposed to be broken downis undoubtedly the Colombian gunboat

-Boyaca, which arrived at Panama July 28iafter having taken troops and provisions
to Gen. Morales Bert I at Agua Dulce. It
was at that port that a severe battle withthe revolutionists was begun July 30, and
It may be that the Boyaca was again sent
with reinforceenents to Agua Dulce.

Consul at Utilla, Honduras.
The President has appointed John B.

Richardson of Kansas United State. con-
sul at Utilla, Honduras. Mr. Richardson
was recently appointed United States con-
sul at Port Limon, Costa Rica, but pre-
ferred to go to Utilla rather than risk his
health to the climatic conditions at Port
Limon.
Mr. Hunter Sharp of North Carolina has

been commissioned by the President inter-
preter to the consulate of the United States
at Kobe, Japan.

It Is not known
when the Ptesident. will announce an ap-
pointment.

Piachot sees President.
Gifford Pinchot of Washington, chief of

the bureau of forestry of the Agricultural
Department, was a guest of the President
at luncheon yesterday. During the after-
noon he discussed with the President some
departmental matters, including questions
that have arisen concerning the national
forest reserves.
Mr. Pinchot will depart shortly for the

Philippines, where, by direction of the
President. he will make a careful Investiga-
tion of the forests of the archipelago, with
a view to making an extensive report
thereon. The President and Mr. Pinchot
went down Into the woods below the Roose-
velt home with axes, and cleared a space
around a venerable beech three to make
practical demonstration of Mr. Pinchot's
forestry theories.
Archbishop Ryan talked briefly with the

President about the work being done among
the Indians by the commission to which he
was appointed a few months ago, as suc-
cessor to Bishop Whipple. They discussed
also the Philippine friars question, the
President speaking freely and frankly of
his attitude in the matter.
Mr. Roosevelt is satisfied thoroughly that

the Philippine friars have not the confi-
dence of the natives. It is his wish, there-
fore. to have withdrawn from the archi-
pelago the friars now there, to whom the
people will pay no heed, and to replace them
with good men-as many from America as
possible-to whom the natives will listen
and in whom they will have confidence.
Archbishop Ryan, after his visit to Saga-

more Hill, said that he agreed with the
President and Gov. Taft on the stand they
are taking toward the friars in the Philip-
pines. He believes that the present flurry
among Catholics will subside, and the
church as a whole will realize that the
President is acting for the best interests of
all concerned.

There is said to be nothing new today in
the local situation with regard to the Dis-
trict commissionership. All are eagerly
awaitting tidings from Oyster Bay and all
eyes and thoughts are turned in that direc-
tion. The Washington supporters of the
several candidates are said to be pretty well
organized. The fact that the President is
proceeding slowly in the matter gives rise
to much talk of a "dark horse." although
the people doing the talking have no real
grounds upon which to base their conversa-
tion.

Many "Dark Horse" Names.
Many names are suggested in the "dark

horse" category. 'he truth of the matter
seems to be, however, that every one in
Washington is at sea in regard to the
President's intention with the exception of
the fact that they know he will appoint a
man of unquestioned standing In the com-
munity and of ability commensurate with
the high office. Further than this nothing
is known locally, and the dispatches from
Oyster Bay indicate that the President is
very reticent with regard to the vacancy.
The leading candidates, so far as known,

continue to bp Mr. William V. Cox. Mr.
Henry L. West, Mr. James L. Norris. Mr.
T. B. Ferguson and Mr. Francis E. Leupp.
the latter having been much talked of since
yesterday, but not regarded as actively in
the race.

LOMAX FOUND GUILTY.

Court Sentences Him to be Hanged
September 9.

MONTROSS. Va., August 5.-In tlhe

Westmoreland county court this afternoon
the jury returned a verdict of guilty as in-
dicted In the case of John Lomax, colored,
charged with criminal assault, and fixed
his punishment at death. Judge Beale pro-
nounced the sentence and fixed Tuesday,
September 9, as the day of execution. The
prisoner was turned over to Captain Rowe
of the Fredericksburg militia, and will be
carried back to Alexandria.

ADMITTED TITLE WAS BOGUS.

"Lieut." Coffey Succeeded in Getting
$125 on a Check.

SAN FRANCISCO, August 5.-"Lieut."
Edgar N. Coffey of New York has been ar-
rested in Oakland charged with passing a
bogus check on the proprietor of a hotel.
His arrIval at the hotel was preceded by a
letter from Portland, Ore., purporting to be
signed by George W. Mclver, captain of
the 7th Infantry, U. S. A.. stating that
Coffey was a second lieutenant of the com-
pany, who had been sent south on official
business, requesting that his name and
business be kept secret and asking the hotel
people to cash a check for $125, which had
been given him.
The letter was written on official paper

and the 'lIeutenant" brought with him
many apparently genuine credentials. The
check was cashed, but suspicions were
aroused when a second check was presented
by Coffey. An investigation was made and
his arrest folldwed.
Among his effects were found a great

number of army official envelopes, large
quantities of army stationery, many army
transportation blanks, and a number of
blank checksi At first he strongly protested
his innocence, but finally admitted that he
was not what he claimed to be, but asserted
that it was his first offense against the law.
He is a man of fine appearance and good
address.

KING'S RETURN TO LONDON.

Preparations Are Complete for Royal
Welcome to His Majesty.

LONDON, August 5.-All preparations
haye been completed for the return of King
Edward to London tomorrow. The Vic-
toria station has been brilliantly decorated.
It Is expected that his majesty's return to
the capital will b'e marked by a great street
demonstration en route to Buckingham
Palace.
The trip to London will be made on a

royal special train, but there will be no In-
valid chair or other special arrangement, as
it is felt that his majesty is fully equal to
the fatigue of the journey.

FAMOUS DUTCH ARTIST DEAD.

Hendrik Willem Mesdag, Painter of
Marine Scenes.

AMSTERDAM, August 5.-Hendrik Wiliem
Meedag, the painter of sea scenes, is dead.
The work of Hendrik Willem Mesdag has

long been recognised in Europe as among
the finest, in its representation of ttie sea
in all moods, produced in the latter part of
the nineteenth century. but in this country
there are at present few of Mesdg's pic-
tures, and It is only recently that the at-
tention of American buyers has been di-rected to Ma productions.
Meedag was born at Groeningen in 188LHe only decided to become an artist ooss-paratively late In life, hut after he had ex-

hibited his first important pictures his suc:cesa camne rapidly. He'gaied a mnedal at'
Paris in 1870, and another in 18f8, Among
his best known works may be sentiened"A Fleet of 'iingF Boats at -Seewvn-Ingen." "Ready to Weigh Anchor Schessen-ingen,"'"TeScheidt-Morning," "dunrlge on
Dutch Coast," "Collsion," "hooking for
Anchors After Storm-North Sea" and -"nDanger."

SAYS HE WAS MISQUOTED.

Archbishop Ryan Talks of His Visit
to President.

PHILADDLPHIA, August 5.-Archbishop
Ryan, -ho returned today from his visit
to President Roosevelt at Oyster Bay, said
that he was misquoted in regard to his
attitude on the question of the retention
of the fr1irs in the Philippines. He said:
"My position in regard to the friars in

the Philippines is not that they should be
ex~elled, which we have no right to do.
but they 'should be left to the pope and
their generals to be excharged for mem-
bers of their orders of other nationalities,
especially Americans, when they can be
effected. I believe that the opposition of
some of the Filipinos arises from the fact
that some of the friars are Spaniards."

GONE TO MEET THE ENEMY.

President Castro Left Caracas Sunday
to Fight the Insurgents.

CARACAS, Venezuela, Sunday, August 3.
-President Castro left here today for the
mountainous district of Guarico, where the
advance guard of revolutionists under Gen.
Mendoza appeared some days ago.
The acting secretary of state this morn-

ing received a cable message from Minister
Bowen, dated Caracas, August 3, sayingthat President Castro left Caracas that
morning, to fght the revolutionary forces,who wery In position near Orituco, seventy-five miles frokn Caracas.

NOTA CAR RUNNING

Despite Reports That Strike Has
Been Declared Of.

IRONTON. Ohio, August 5-.Presldent
Graham of the Camden Interstate Com-
pany wires from Huntington to send the
leader of the local strikers there at once,
by request of Mr. Jacobs of the executive
board of the National Association of Rail-
way Employes.

OPENING UP THE SOUDAN.

Views of Sir Rudolf von Slatin on
Conditions About Khartoum.

Reuter's representative has had an inter-

v'iew with Major General Sir Rudolf von
Slatin, who Is now In England, and who
just before leaving Khartoum completed
an interesting journey through the western
portion. of the Bahr el Ghasal as far as
Delgona and Dar Zobeir. At Fashoda he
met the Sirdad and traveled with him to
Lado,- Kiro- and Gondokoro. In reply to
questions Sir Rudolf -said:
"Generally Speaking the Anglo-Egyptian

ET IN ASYLUM.

The Complaiammat, Perdiaaad EataIn-
dorfe Seeks to Escover $00,-
000-0o0ztUefuses Xandaman.

Ferdinand Holzendorf today petitioned
the Supreme Court of the District of Co-
lumbia for writ of mandamus, to be ad-
dressed to John Hay, Secretary of State of
the United States, commanding and re-
quiring him forthwith to Institute vigorous
and proper proceedings against the empire
of Germany, or kingdom of Prusia, or
both, for the recovery of $ O0,0o damages
in beh'alf of the petitioner.
The court Is informed that Mr. Holsen-

dorf is a native of Germany. but, by nat-
uralizsation, a citizen of the United States.
and entitled to due protection and redrcss
against any and all losses, insults, wrongs.
Injuries and damages by him, as such. ms-
tained, while sojourning In any part of any
foreign country, anything In the internal
constitution of such foreign country to the
contrary notwithstanding.
But, nevertheless, says Mr. Holsendorf,

while. bearing the passport of the Depart-
ment of 'State of the united States he was.
the 11th of May, 18hU, fasely imprisoned in
the asylum for insane at Dalldorf. near
Berlin. and there "most oppressively and
unjustly detained until and beyond the 8th
day of July, 1890, when he was declared by
the highest court of Berlin, the landgeriche,
to be and to have been perfectly sound in
mind and body, and that since his return
to Germany there is no evidence of his
being publicly dangerous, as up to that
time he has been quiet and peaceable."

Alleged Refusal to Proceed.
Mr. Holsendorf further- says that,' ignor-

ing the premises, and basing its non-action
upon irrelevant matters and things twenty
years anterior to the petitioner's American
citizenship, and to the injuries complained
of, the Department of State, through John
Hay, its Secretary, refuses to proceed, on
the part of the United States, to seek to ob-
tain redress of grievances in behalf of the
petitioner, to the manifest failure of jus-
tice, "against the policy and dignity of the
United States, and in derogation of the
rights, privileges and immunities of all the
citizens thereof."
Continuing, Mr. Holzeudorf declares that

he has never been lax, or remiss, in his ef-
forts, through the Department pf State, to
obtain redress of grievances against the
country "which sp unjustly and so mani-
festly In contempt of his rights as a citi-
zen of the United Stater oppressively de-
prived him of his liberty, reputation and
time, greatly to his cost, loss, damage and
injury; but that he has persistently pressed
the legation at Berlin, the State Depart-
ment and the President for vindication of
his rights as a citizen of the United
States."
Mr. Holzendorf, who is represented by

Attorney R. S. Tharin, sets forth in his pe-
tition that he "demands that the facts in
this cause be tried by a jury."
Counsel this afternoon applied to Justice

Hagner for a rule requiring Secretary Hay
to show cause why the writ should not
issue. After a rather lengthy hearing Jus-
tice Hagner refused the application, stating
that the matter seemed to be a political
one, and that Mr. Holzendorf had not
shown that he had a clear legal right to
the writ of mandamus.

WELL-KNOWN PRINTER DEAD.
John Darlington, Prominent in His

Craft, Passes Away.
John Darlington, one of the best known

printers in Washington, died this morning
at 6:30 o'clock at Sibley Hospital, where
he was taken a few days ago suffering
with typhoid fever. Mr. Darlington be-
came Ill about three weeks ago, but his con-
dition was not considered as serious until
recently, when his friends became alarmed
at the growing critical symptoms and he
was removed to the hospital, where, as
stated, his death occurred.
Mr. Darlington worked in Washington,

but resided in Hyattaville with his family.
His wife and eight children survive him.
He was born in West Chester, Pa., about
forty-seven years ago, and had been em-
ploved on various newspapers in this city
for about twenty years. He was very
popular with his associates and has a large
number of friends, especially among the
newspaper fraternity. Up to the time of
his Illness he was assistant foreman on a
local daily paper. He was a mengber of
Columbia Typographical Union, No. 101,
and also of the National Union, a benefi-
cial organization.
The arrangements for the funeral are not

completed as yet, but it is probable that
his remains will be taken to his old home
in West Chester. Pa.

TO SUCCEED SCHBOEDEE.

Commander Sewell to Ee Naval Gov-
ernor of Guam.

It is practically settled that Commander
William E. Sewell, will succeed Commander
Seaton Schroeder as naval governor of the
Island of Guam In the late fall. Com-
mander Sewell is now In command of the
supply ship Supply, which vessel Is under
orders to proceed to Guam for service on
that station, after the conclusion of the
joint army' and navy maneuvers early next
month.

IN ME. ROSS' MEMORY.

Tribute Prepared by District Officials,
Clerks and Employes.

The District offcials, clerks and em-
ployes completed this afternoon their draft
of resolutions upon' the death of Commis-
sioner Ross. Th'e resolutIons were prepared
by Mr. Clifford Howard, with the assist-
ance of several of his associates in the Dis-
trict employ. The resolutions will be hand-
engrossed by Mr. Boettcher, a draughts-
man of the engineer department, and pre-
sented to the late Commissioner's family.
The resolutions say:
"It has pleased our great Creator, in His

infinite mercy, to call the Honorable John
Wesley Ross from the worries of' offcial
life and the cares and tribulations Incident
to'earthly existence, to receive in His eter-
nal household the reward due so good and
faithful a servant.
"We, t'he offcials and employes of the

government of the District of Columbia,
moved by ouP depth of feeling over the sad
and Impressive- occasion of his passing
away, realize that we have been called
upon fo give up a superior offcer who had
become both ,near and dear to us through
daily association with his unvarying lov-
able personality, and who, amid the bur-
dens and perplexities of his high offce, was
ever ready to give patient heed to the hum-
blest of his subordinates, and to grant them
the surance of his kindly Interest.
"Whtever the vexation, that bernet him,

he ever showed himself the ideal gentle-
man In his graciousness and courtly man-
ner. throughout a length of service unex-
ampled in the history of one of the most
trying positions within the gift of the gov-
ernment-a length of service representing
four suc~cessive appointments from the ex-
ecutives of both great political parties, that
best attests his universal popularity and
exemplifies in the highest measure the true
nobility of his character and his peerless
qualities as a public oflicial.

INOW3UOTI FMR OTIERS

Sope of the Geaeral Service and Staf
Casege.

General orders fem the War Department
today announce the regulations and pro-
gram of instruction for the general service
an4 staff college at Fort Leavenworth.
Kan., which have recently been approved
by the war college board.
This college was formerly the infantry

and cavalry school and has been enlarged
to include all branches of the service. It
was formally recognised by Congress at the
last session by a specific appropriation for
its continuance. Ninety-six young oincers
of infantry and cavalry have been ordered
to take the course, which has been reduced1
to one year, whereas it formerly comprised
two years.
The general scheme of instruction and

training for the army which was put in
force during the past year by Secretary
Root contemplated that this school should
include among its students all those
omcers who had especially qualified them-
selves in the officers' schools at poets. but
it has been Impracticable to develop those
schools during the short time which has
elapsed since the publication of the order
establishing them, and the department has
concluded to select the student offlers for
the present term according to seniority.
This will give those lieutenants at the top
of the list an opportunity to secure a diplo-
ma from this Institution and tnis deplo-
ma will excuse them from further examine-
tibn for promotion for a period of five years.

It is intended that as soon as the post
schools reach a proper degree of develop-
ment to select the officers for this college
very carefully, and, after putting them
through a course of practical and theoret-
ical instruction with all arms of the serv-
ice, to select the most distinguished for
further work in the War College.
In this connection it should be understood

that the Army War College established in
this city Is not an institution where recita-
tions will be had from classes of officers.
On the contrary, the entire work of this
Institution will be devoted to the developing
of the Individual ability of each officer by
having him work along professional lines
having a useful end. The solutibn of gen-
eral war problems and the coisideration of
all that relates to defense will be the prin-
cipal work of that institution.

MERCANTILE COMPANIES.

Distinction Under Personal Tax Law-
Opinions by Mr. Duvall.

Mr. A. B. Duvall. the corporation counsel,
this afternoon submitted two opinions to
the District Commissioners. One deals with
the question whether the words "mercan-
tile companies," in the proviso in para-
graph 8 of section 6 of the last District
bill, includes manufacturingcompanies. This
section relates to the taxation of personal
property, and the proviso Is in the nature
of an exemption of certain specified corpo-
rations from the general taxation prescrib-
ed upon capital stock. Under the proviso
the brewers of the city have sought exemp-
tion. Mr. Duvall says the act defines and
treats a brewer as a manufacturer and
holds that the exemption of mercantile
companies does not include the exemption
of manufacturing companies.
The second opinion deals with the pro-

posed sale of and issuing of deeds for prop-
erty "bid In" in the name of the District
of Columbia at the tax sales from 1882 to
1890, inclusive. Mr. Duvall says the act
approved February 15. 1902, fixing the rate
of interest on arrearages of general taxes
prior to July 1. 1866. at 6 per cent, if paid
on or before December 81, 192, is not ap-
plicable to the purchase and sale of "bid
in" property. A purchaser of "bid in"
property is a stranger to the property and
Is not "a person owing araearages." There-
fore, the purchaser of "bid in" property
cannot take advantage of the 6 per cent
rate in lieu of other interest and penalties.

ATTACKED BY STRIKERS.
First Act of Violence in Labor Trou-
bles at South Manchester, Conn.
SOUTH MANCHESTER, Conn., August

5.-The first acts of violence in connection
with the strike of the velvet weavers em-
ployed at the Cheney Bro.'s mill took place
today. Henry Leister, a non-union man,
accompanied by a guard, consisting of four
members of the firm, while on his way to
work, was attacked by 150 strikers. He
was knocked down by a large stone, and
is reported to have been severely injured.

CABLE TO HAWAII.

Superintendent Dickinson Says Every-
thing is in Radinae for Landing
SAli FRANCISCO, August 5.-S. S. Dick-

inson, superintendent of the Commercial
Cable Company in Nova Scotia, who has
been in Hawaii for some time past mak-
ing arrangements for the landing of the
company's proposed Pacific cable at that
point, has arrived here.
He says the cable will land at Waikiki,

on what Is known as the San Souci prop-
erty, where Robert Louis Stevenson lived
during his sojourn In Hawaii. The terri-
torial government has granted permission
for an underground conduit from the land-
ing place at Waikiki to the office of the
company In Honolulu. Everything is now
in readiness for the cable.

St. Louts and South-
western shares were well bought, and pr."-
dictions of higher prices were generally
made.
An old pool in Texas Pacific gave e% -

dence of new activity, and traders bought
into the property In the hope of an early
resumption of the advance. Missouri Pa-
cifnc was strong and weak by turns under
the influence of the pool, but the impression
prevails that the experienced manipulation
in that property is only awaiting a fresh
opportunity for becoming aggressive. Atch-
ison was taken by interests closely Iden-
tifled with the property, but no effort was
made to force activity. St. Paul was neg-
lected, and Union Pacific was unusually
dull. Illinois Central was taken by strong
Interests, but there was no news as to the
reasons for the recent accumulation of the
stock. There is a suspicion that the road
will ilgure in an important railway deal be-
fore the year is out, but details are lacking.
New York Central was strong under a

fair demand, anti responded easily to the
buying. The junior Vanderbilts were
steady, but without special feature. Penn-
sylvania and the soft coal issues were
strong, the former road benefiting by its
stockholdings in the latter group. The in-
creased demand for soft coat has resulted
in large profits for the western Pennsylva-
nia, Ohio and West Virginia roads and
some buying of those stocks has resu.ted.
The hard coal properties were strong at
times as the result of further progress
toward the resumption of mining in the
strike region.
Readings were taken in fair volume

throughout the day, and predictions of an
early decision in the matter of the dividend
on the first preferred were made. The
action on this dividend will be taken as an
indication of just where the control lies.
and will determine the position of ReadingIn the Gould plan for getting a footing on
the New York seaboard. Should Reading
pass from among the possibilities. Erie
may be considered, but here, too. would be
the Morgan opposition and the material
for a hard contest. One way or another.
however, the hard coal stocks arb almost
certain of being well to the front of any
activity which may be recorded later in
the season.
