Incident of the Panic When Presi-

dent's Body Lay in State.

Alleged That .He Struck Mrs
Dunbar With His Club.

GIVEN BENEFIT OF DOUBT
p

For many weeks past the District Com-
missioners, individually, have spent much
of their spare tme in poring over the
most voluminous document it is believed
that has ever emanated from the police
department. The more the several Com-
missioners have read the hundreds of
closely type-written pages the deeper has
perplexity been written upon their coun-
tenances. The great packet, which has
been closely guarded until now, contains
the record of the hearing in the case of
Police Officer William Kemp, who was
charged with having assaulted Mrs. Paul
Laurence Dunbar, wife of the noted col-
ored poet, the 17th of last September, dur-
ing the panic which occurred the after-
noon the remains of the late President
McKinley lay in state in the rotunda of
the Capitol.
The case has been more thoroughly con-sidered by the Commissioners than has anyother police trial on record, it is under-

stood. The reason for this was the ex-
ceptional conflict of evidence which was
brought out at the hearing. The Commis-
stoners have, in truth, been dealing with a
problem as difficult of solution as was theGordian knot of old. It is believed now,however, that they have cut the knot anddealt with the matter. in the only sat-isfactory way that could be devised from
an official and legal standpoint.From the evidence adduced the case as-
sumed an aspect of doubt, such as theCommissioners were not entirely willing todecide one way or the other. It occurred
to Commissioner Ross, after giving the mat-
ter close attention, that the question wasone in which the Police Court should be ap-pealed to. The charge against the officer
was one of assault and not a mere techni-
cal violation of the police manual. Hence
it was held by Mr. Ross that only throughcriminal procedure, before a jury of twelve
men, could the conflict of evidence be
straightened out.
The other Commissioners agreed with Mr.Ross. and accordingly a letter was ad-

dressed to former Representative George H.
White. of counsel for Mrs. Dunbar, sug-gesting that the matter should properly be
taken up in the Police Court. To this let-
ter. the Commissioners stated this after-
noon, they have received a reply to the ef-
fect that the complainant did not wish to
pursue that course in the matter.

An Exciting Incident.
The incident out of which the charges

against Officer Kemp resulted caused no
little excitement at the time of its occur-
rence. The unfortunate stampede at the
foot of the east steps of the Capitol when
the remains of Mr. McKinley were in the
rotunda is a matter of history. Policemen
and soldiers were temporarily overwhelmed
by the surging of the twenty thousand peo-ple who were waiting to pass the cata-
falque. A number of people were injured.in the crush. It was only through heroic
measures that the police, the soldiers and
the marines finally forced the crowd back
to the lines originally established. It is
claimed that during this panic Officer
Kemp, without provocation, struck Mrs.
Dunbar a stinging blow on the left temple
with his stick.
The charges were preferred with the

Commissioners and the superintendent or
police. Paul Laurence Dunbar, husband of
the complaining witness, objected to the
police trial board, and consequently MajorSylvester was requested by the Commis-
sioners to take the testimony, and to re-
port it to the Commissioners for their con-
sideration and action. When the hearing
was over the testimony was forwarded to
the Commissioners. It consisted of several
hundred type-written pages. Commissioner
Ross prepared an abstract of the testi-
mony in making the recommendation tohis associates that the matter be referred.to the attorneys, with the suggestion thatit be taken up in the Police Ocurt.

Substance of the Charge.
"The substance of the charge," Commis-

sioner Ross said, "is contained in the tes-
timony of the complaining witness, to the
effect that while in the crowd on the east
side of the Capitol 'two of us were swept
up on the steps;' that the complaining wit-
ness felt an arm around her waist pullingher roughly from the steps, and that she
was whirled around in such a manner thatshe spun like a top; that she turned, andbefore she could avoid it a blow was struckher in the back; that she saId, 'Take yourhands off of me, what do you mean?!' andthe next thing she knew she was struckby a club; that the waist which she worewas drenched with blood, and that sheidentified Officer Kemp as the one whlostruck her.
"Mrs. Dunbar on cross examination saidshe gave the officer no provocation what-ever. Miss Laura Davis testified and cor-roborated most of the testimony of Mrs.Dunbar, but said she did not see the clubwhen Mrs. Dunbar was struck. MissAnita J. Turner and Ralph B. Stewart bothtestified positively and unequivocally thatthey saw the officer strike Mrs. Dunbar.

'Witnesses for the Defense.
"For the defense a large number of wit-

nesses were called, the most of whom
seemed to have identified the parties In-
volved in the controversy. Officer Kemp
was sworn, and testified that he did not
strike Mrs. Dunbar; but that she struck
him three times upon the nose, causing itto bleed. Mrs. Lula Haggerty testified:"The people were trying to get upon thesteps, and I didn't succeed In getting veryfar, and I saw Mr. Kemp there, and, know-ing him, I thought he might help me. Iturned around and saw this colored lady.He was trying his best to get the crowdback. She turned around and hit him inthe face three or four times, I can't tellwhich.' She said she did not see OffieerKemp hit any one with his club.
"Miss Mary Dorsch stated that she waspresent and witnessed Officer Kemp push-ing the crowd back; that she did not see:him raise his billy above his head norstrike any one with it; that she saw-bloodon Mr. Kemp's nose and going down on hismustache. She saw a woman hit him inthe nose, a light colored lady."
Sergeat Browne's Statement.

Six or seven other witnesses testified io'
the same effect.
An interesting account of the crowding

was told by Sergt. Browne, who said:
"The soldiers were working under the di-rection of sergeants and other officers thereto keep the crowd back. When I arrived atthe east front of 'the Capitol with reserves Ifound a surging mass of humanity. Therewere unmbrellas torn, shoes and stockingsand women's skirts, caps and every con-ceivable kind of wearing apparel, all mixedwith the crowding, jamming and faintingwomen and -screaming children, We setabout to make a line of four abreast, so asto march -into the Capitol to'see the Presi-dent's body. In so doing the soldiers werepulling and thumping the people and rushingthem. They would take their guns in themiddle and press the crowd back, and othersoldiers behind were pushing them andcursing and switching them into coluns of

fours. They were very rough, and'I re-marked to -ofileers arbund that if a police-man carried on that way they would bereprimanded for it. I saw the soldiers puttheir guns across the -line and anothersol,4ier on the ether aide take held of it andpassa the people'bak in that way, and in

"It would seem t , intentional blow

"In the great con oif which existed at

that most unfortunate occurrence it is easy
to imagine that, in the pushing and hauling
that necessarily prefatle there might have
been contact betwe4ri ad officer's club and
a lady's head, or n. dnintentional blow
from the. muzzle or'ititt end of a musket,
which might have cfised' just the injury re-
ferred to. The testirony was taken faith-
fully and fairly by Major Sylvester, but to
judge accurately and fairly in a case as im-
portant as this, the ohe who decides should
hear the testimony and' observe the de-
meanor of witnesses, in, order to weed out
the inaccuracies an4Ao judge which of the
conflicting statements 'should be relied
'upon.

"I gredtly regret ths lisincitnation 'on' the
part of Mrs. Dunbar's friends to take the
matter up in the -Police Court. This pro-
ceeding must be regarded as analogous to
a criminal prosecution. The result to the
officer, if found guilty, would mean a heavy
fine or dismissal from the force. I. there-
fore, would be inclined to adhere to the
rules of evidence which require in such
cases that the offense be established be-
yond any reasonable doubt. It is barely
possible that in some unfortunate way the
baton of the officer came In contact with
Mrs. Dunbar's head and produced a wound
which bled profusely, but I cannot from this
testimony satisfy my own mind beyond a

reasonable doubt that this officer struck
Mrs. Dunbar intentionally on the occa-
sion referred to."
The case will now be allowed to rest.

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STATUS OF DIVORCE CASES.

Justice Hagner to Decide the Scope of
New Code.

Justice Hagner, in Equity Court No. 1, to-
day announced that within a short time the
Supreme Court of the District of Columbia
will consider the point raised that, under
the new code, the court cannot legally con-
sider petitions for divorce filed during the
period intervening between the date of the
passage of the code bill, March 3 last, and
the date it went into effect, the 1st instant.
According to Justice Hagner no action will
be taken in such divorce proceedings until
a decision on the point at issue has been
reached by the court.
The statement was elicited by the pre-

sentation of a motion in the case of Lmily
J. Nash against William M. Nash, the for-
mer having flied a petition the 0th of last
November asking a divorce on the ground
of desertion. Through Attorney Mason N.
Richardson Mrs. Nash today moved the
court to sign an order of publication. Jus-
tice Hagner declined to do so for the reason
stated.
