ELECTRIC ROADS
OVER 50,000 CARS PROPELLED BY

MOST MODERN POWER.

In Nine Years Number of Horse Cars
Reduced From 22,000 to 1,400-
Use of Cables Also Decreasing.

The rapidity with which the electric sys-
tem has supplanted horse and cable power
is shown by the summary of statistics
bearing on that subject just issued from
the census bureau. In 1800 the street rail-
way companies of the United States in
operation numbered 789, of which 144 were
electric. At that time there were 2,85
electric cars in use out of $32.505 of all
kinds, and 1,202 miles of track out of 8,121.
By 1899 the number of cable cars had de-
clined from 5,089 in 1890 to 4.250, and horse
cars from 22,41)8 to 1.489; but in the mean-
time electric cars had increased to the
number of 50,6$5S and the number of miles
of track to 17.919. The stimulus given the
industry is further brought out by the fact
that whereas in 1I90 the total capital and
funded debt for all roads appears to have
reached $315.l00..(N0. in 1!,00 the total for
87t street railway systems, chiefly electric,
was $1.021.819.91.7 capital stock and $777.-
862.571 funded debt, making a total of
slightly over $1.1.00AtJ0, or just five
tirnes the figures of ten years before. On
this vast capitalization the returns from
the operation wou'd indicate a net earning
capacity of from 4 to 5 per cent.
The saving introduced by the adoption of

electricity is indicated sufficiently by the
annual report of the Metropolitan Street
Railway Company of New York for the
census year ending June :0,190. This sys-
tem employs the most expensive method of
electrical operation known, the trolley rua-
ning in a slot under the car. It appears
from the Metropolitan figures that the cost
of operating with the cable per car mile
was 17.76 cents; with the horse, 15.98 cents;
and with the electric motor 13.16 cents.
Corresponding figures were obtainable gen-
erally, and indicate a notable advance over
the census date of 18101, when both cable
and steam showed a lower percentage of
operating expenses to earnings than did
the crude young science of electricity. At
that time, however, as was pointed out.
the electric roads had for the most part
just begun operation.
In the earlier days, such as those of 1890,

a car with a pair of small motors of fifteen
horse power each was well equipped, but
the average per motor in 1900 is apparently
over forty horse power. There was a nota-
ble extension of rural and elevated railway
work, calling for heavier motors and fre-
quently involving the putting of four
motors under each car, one on each axle.
Not included in this report are 158 electric
locomotives, valued at $288,071, nearly all
for mining purposes.

NAPHTHA LIGHTING.

Statement Made by the District Elec-
trical Engineer.

W. C. Allen, the electrical engineer, has
submitted a statement to the District Com-
missioners relative to naphtha lighting in
the District during the present fiscal year.
He says the District has now in service in
the streets 1.163 naphtha lanterns, which
were purchased from the Pennsylvania
Globe Gas Light Company in July, 1899, at
$1.50 each. These lanterns had been in
service at the time of their purchase by
the District on an average of three years,
and have been used continuously since
then. In addition to these lanterns there
are now being supplied by the American
Development Company, under their con-
tract for the last fiscal year, 500 additional
lanterns.
The specifications for naphtha street

lighting for the present fiscal year require
that all lanterns for that service shall be
furnished by the contractor. "I would
recommend, therefore," says the electrical
engineer, "that such of the 1,163 lanterns
in service as may be found to be in good
condition be removed from the posts as
soon as the new contractor enters into his
contract and be stored in the property
yards; that those found to be unfit for
service be condemned and turned over to
the property clerk for sale. I would also
recommend that the 500 lanterns to be
furnished by the American Development
Company be also placed in the store room
and kept for emergency purposes.
"This would mean that the new naphtha

contractor for the present fiscal year would
be required to furnish approximately 1,200
lanterns for the present service and for
such extensions as the Commissioners may
order during the year. As mentioned in
former recommendations of mine to the
Commissioners, I am strongly of the opin-
ion that the contractor should furnish and
own all the lanterns, tanks, burners and
other appliances, except the posts, to be
used for naphtha lighting. I am conviced
that a more satisfactory and cheaper serv-
ice will be secured to the District thereby."

CHARGED WITN ASSAULT.
Youth Accused of Striking Man Who

is 100 Years Old.
Policemen Draeger and Stahl of the eighth

precinct arrested Edward Middleton. col-
ored,. twenty-three years old, this forenoon
and locked him up to answer a charge of
assault. It is alleged that he and James
IH ugheCs. who is said to be about one hun-
dred years old, are patients at Freedmen's
Hospital. This morning they were seated
on the porch in front of the ward in which
they were under 'treatment, when they be-
came involved in a dispute, and the colored
man struck Hughes on his head with a
bench.
The affair caused some excitement about

the hospital grounds on account of the age
of the victim. It was feared that Hughes
would die, but when the surgeons examined
him they found he had sustained no frac-
ture, although there was a possibility that
he had received internal injuries. Middle-
ton left the hospital and the police went in
search of him. He returned to the hospital
later in the day and was arrested.

EXPLOSION ON THE HOLLAND.

Investigating Board Fails to Ascer-
tain Cause.

The naval board appointed to investigate
the explosion aboard the submarine boat
Holland, July 30. in which one' man was
injured, has made its report. The board
failed to ascertain the exact cause of the
explosion as between gasoline or gases
evolved from the storage battery, but is of
opinion that the preponderance of evidence
points very strongly toward gn explosion
of the battery gases. The conclusion of the
board is as follows:
"In view of the lack of definite informa-

tion on this subject, the board is convinced
that it should be further investigated by
experiments, especially with reference to
the composition of gases given off by stor-
age batteries, the conditions under which
these gasea are given off, and their ex-
plosive or non-explosive character, It is
sugges'ted that these experiments could
profitably be conducted with cells in v'ari-ouis stages of deterioration.
"The board recommend, that the Holland

be thoroughly overhauled, as regards the
structure of the gasoline and battery tank,
and that the ventilating system of the ship,
particularly of the battery tank, be im-
proved."

MANUFACTURE OF ORDNANCE.
Plant to Be Erected With Large Capac-

ity-Company Officers.
The directors and stockholders of the

Ball Bearing Rifle Company, a District of
Columbia corporation, held a meeting late
yesterday afternoon. The company pro-
poses to build a large plant capable of turn-
ing out guns from the smallest caliber up
to those of ten inches, and also other heavy
ordnance material. Several propositions
relative to a site for the plant from parties
at Alexandria.Laurel and other near-by
points were consIdered by the company.

It is stated that capitalists from New
York. Chicago and Baltimore, besides sev-
eral in this city, are behind the project, and
several army and navy officers of high rank
are said to be Interested in the company.
The officers of the company are Major

Capt. Orlan Clyde Cullen, vice president;
Capt. William Broun, secretary; George M.
Anderson, treasurer, and Col. West Steever,
general counsel.

OIL FUEL TEST.

Unofficial Advices State Satisfactory
Trial of Steamer.

Although the official report of Lieutenant
Winchell. who was detailed to accompany
the oil burning steamer Maripoosa on her
recent trip from San Francisco to the So-
ciety Islands and return for the purpose of
making a comprehensive report upon every
feature of the oil burning devices used by
that steamer, has not yet reached the Navy
Department. Unofficial data have arrived
which are considered very satisfactory to
those Interested in the question of liquid
fuel. The run from San Francisco to Ta-
hiti is 3A438 ktnots. It was made by the
Marlpoosa at the rate of 13.12 knots per
hour. the whole run lasting eleven day's,
during which a little over 400 tons of oil
were consumed. The number of pounds of
oil per knot used on the run was 2610.9,
which is equivalent to 8.58 knots per ton of
oil. It required 1.55 pounds of oil per hour
to develop one horse power. This Is con-
sidered quite satisfactory, as under ordi-
nary seagoing conditions it requires be-
tween two and a half and three pounds of
coal to develop one horse power.

COMMERCE OF CANADA.

Dominion's Trade With Great Britain
on the Increase.

A steady growth In Canada's business
with great Britain is shown by a state-
mnent prepared by the customs department
of the dominion, and referred to in a re-
port made public at the State Department
from Commercial Agent Johnson at Stan-
bridge, dated August 14. The statement
shows a~n increase In traffic during the last
fiscar year over that during 1901 with all
the principal countries. The total Imports
for consumption in the last fiscal year
amounted to $202,791,5O5, as against $181,-
237,968 in 1901. The principal source of im-

pors orconsumption was the United
Stts whch was far In the lead In thIs re-
spect, with a total of $120,809,96,
The exports of Canadian produce amount-

ed to $196,019,768 dgring the last fiscal year,
as against $177,443,439 In 1901. Of this
trade the Unite4 States took $71,196,506worth, with the rest of the countrie far
in the rear, with the exception of Great
Britain, which took $190,48,245 worth.

RU8SIAN SHIPBUILDING
GOVERNXRRT TO ISSUEBOUN-

TIEBS TO NOOURAGE IT.

Loans Upon Long Time Without In-
terest to Be Made - Commercial

Agent Greener's Report.

The Russian empire is going to issue
bounties to stimulate her shipbuilding. The
State Department made public today an in-
teresting report from Commercial Agent
Greener at Vladivostock, dated July 6, giv-
ing in detail the plans by which the empire
hopes to induce shipowners to build vessels
in Russia, rather than to have them built
abroad, and to increase the purchases of
Russian ships built of Russian material.
The government loans are to be in the
shape of mortgages on the completed ves-
sel at 50 per cent of the actual cost, with-
out Interest, for' a period not exceeding
twenty years, in equal yearly payments.
The cost is to be ascertained by estimating
the expense of building ships in Russia ac-
cording to certain regulations. The amount
of the bounty will depend upon the differ-
ence between the cost of building ships in
Russia and building ships abroad.

Condition of Loans.
The loans are to be issued to seagoing

steamships under three conditions: Plans
and specifications of ships must be present-
ed to the minister of finance; the steamers
must rank in the highest class, according
to the British Lloyd's regulations, and the
average speed of boats over 1,000 tons reg-
ister must not be less than ten knots on
six hours' trial, and of under 1,000 tons, not
less than eight knots at Lloyd's lower load
line.
To enable the shipowners to repay the

loans, two measures are proposed: First.
the loans will be on long time-twenty
years-without interest; second, the gov-
ernment will bear part of the expense of in-
surance. To facilitate the export of Rus-
sian goods by steamers built in Russia, it
is proposed to allow a rebate of half the
expense for Russian coal used on all steam-
ers carrying less than three-fourths of a
full cargo on export and one-half of a cargo
on import.

Drafts on Treasury.
It has been estimated that the drafts on

the Russian treasury by the above outlined
plan to foster home shipbuilding will not be
as large as they would be by payment of
direct navigation and shipbuilding premi-
ums.
The bounty regulations were discussed at

length, says Mr. Greener, by the council
of mercantile marine affairs. That body de-
cided to first publish the entire project in
the Russian press, for remarks, criticisms
and suggestions from the interests involved.
Meanwhile to supplement the plan the
proper parties have set about register-
ing all Russian merchant ships, and com-
piling a comparative statement of methods
of navigation in Russia. and abroad.

MOODY FIRES TORPEDOES.

How a Flotilla of the Little Boats Can
Fight.

The Navy Department has made public
an extract from the report of Lieut. Chan-
dler, U. S. N., commanding the torpedo flo-
tilla, of the firing of his vessels during the
time they were inspected by the Secretary
of the Navy. The report is made to the
Secretary of the Navy and is dated August
15. It is as follows:
"Forming an exact column, the flotilla

steamed north until abreast of the firing
ground in Coddington Cove, when the Deca-
tur turned and headed for the target in the
Cove. This target consists of three plat-
forms supported on casks, about seventy-
five feet long in all, outside of which, one
at each end, are two yellow flags, represent-
ing the two turrets of the 500 foot battle
ship. Outside of these again are two red
flags representing the ends of the same
ships.
"Steaming bows on for the float, when

1,000 yards away, the Secretary passed the
firing key on the bridge, and simultaneously
discharged the two torpedoes, one on each
side. They curved as set, and one went im-
mediately under the center of the float,
while the other passed inside the right hand
yellow flag.
"While the Decatur was firing the rest of

the flotilla continued to the northward,
countermarched, and returned close to the
Decatur, about 500 yards from the target.The boats passed the target at from sev-
enteen to twenty knots, and each one fired
two torpedoes simultaneously from her portbroadside, as her tubes bore, firing while
close to the Decatur. Of the twelve tor-
pedoes fired by them, one from the Stock-
ton, hung by the tail from the tube, with
the head in the water, and finally wrenched
the tail off, but not before it had been se-cured. Of the other eleven, all but one
passed inside the yellow flags, and that one
passed just outside of the yellow flag.
"All these torpedoes had gyroscopes in

operation, except one of the pair from the
Biddle. and that one hit the target also,
and one of the casks, composing it, havIng
to be cut open to get the torpedo out, it
having broached just as it arrived under
the floats.

"I believe that the results reported above
have never been exceeded before, and I know
of no rcord equal to them. It is seen that
out of fourteen torpedoes prepared, but onefailed to run. Out of the thirteen that did
run, twelve hit between the turrets of the
battle ship target, and the other one under
one of the turrets. Fully three-quarters of
the shot would have struck directly under
the engine roo-ms. All boats except the De-
catur were at high speed when they fired,
and she was only slowed so as not to over-
run the target. Speed would have made no
difference in her shots, owing to the pres-
ence of the cap mark tube cyroscope. in
considering the results, the haste with
which we got ready for the performance,
should not be overlooked.
"After the practice and leaving boats be-

hind, to pick up the torpedoes, all of which
were reported uninjured, the flotilla formed
column at full speed. It had been my in-
tention to proceed to sea,-'for tactical work,
but I found that the vi itors seemed in-
clined to prefer a spin in the bay, which
was accordingly taken in column at full
speed."

COMMENDED BY HIGGINSON.

Torpedo Boat Commanders Get Credit
in Search Problem.

Lieut. Lloyd H. Chandler, who commands
the torpedo boat flotilla, and Lieuta. Rufus
Z. Johnston, Jr., and Stanford El. Moses,
commanding, respectively, the torpedo
boats Biddle and Bagley, have been spe-
cially commended for their services in the
naval search problem. Rear Admiral Hig-
ginson has addressed a letter to the Secre-
tary of the Navy lauding the work of the
officers named, in which he says:
"Sir: The maneuvers in connection with

the search problem having closed, I desire
to express my appreciation of the services
rendered by the torpedo boat flotilla under
the command of Lieut. L. If. Chandler, U.
S. N. I anr glad to say that not a single
vessel, of the flotilla has broken down, and
as regards the Bagley and the Biddle, un-
der the command of Lieuts. Moses and
.Tohnston, respectively, they have performed
most efficient service, having come under
my personal observation, being attached to
the main squadron at the base.
"I wish to respectfully call the depart-

ment's attention to the success achieved by
Lieut. Chandler in getting these t~orpdboats into such efficient eondition."

OYSTER SEASON OPENS.

Tongers Will Begin Operations Hon-
day-The Outlook.

The oyster season opens Monday next,
and at hundreds of points along the Po-
tomac, in the York. Rappahannock and
James rivers, in Chesapeake bay and down
in Tangier and Pocomoke sounds the oys-
termen are ready to b~egin work with the
first showing of dawn Monday. Under the
oyster laws of Maryland and Virginia the
oysters can be taken or.ly with tongs, the
use of the dredge or drag not being allowed
until October 15,- ard Lfntil that time the
oyster season cann't be st.id to be in full
swing.
While all kinds of hosts are used in

tonging for oysters. the favorite craft
seems to be a type of "" eadrise-nancy."
This- boat is cheip of c.,astruction. is very
staunch, is a splendid silar and has al-
most entirely displaced -h- once popular
Chesapeake canoe The de Arise is an im-
portation to the Chesapea ce. making its
first appearance about Ier. ye ars ago. Its
good points we-e at ote . er by the oys-
termen and its popularity tas assured.
Oyster taking is not an ' asy task. The

oysterman leafes his home it the first sign
of dawn, and rows or =ail; to the oyster
beds. All day long he mar ipulates a pair
of tongs, with Long handies. Sometimes he
finds a particu~larly good spit and his tongs
will bring up oysters each time they are
raised to the surface, but more often he
has more stones and shells than oysters to
reward him for his day's work.
After the 'atch is culled iut the oysters

are sold to the run boats ard come to the
market here. Few, if arty, f the captains
of the run boats catch the oysters they
bring to market.
From Maryland Point to the mouth of

the Potomac and in all the "reeks empty-
ing into it. the tongers wil. go to work
Monday. and early next Reek the first
vessels laden with oysters wI I arrive here.
The oplr:ions of those wto have been

long in the oyster business vary as to the
outlook. Many claim that the heavy fresh-
ets of the early spring killed many of the
small oysters. and that they '.ave not been
replaced to any great extent during the
summer. Reports from the lower river
seem to confirm this statemer t. as only in
a few favored localities are ysters to be
found in any numbers.
Unfavorable' reports come from the oys-

ter beds in the upper part of Chesapeake
bay and over on the eastern store of Mary-
land, but in Tangier sound an.d the eastren
shore of Virginia the prospc.ts are very
bright. The oysters there are fit and have
made splendid growth since last season.
In consequence of the cool weather the

dealers are looking for a busy year from
the start, and if oysters are caught In any
numbers, the coming season should be a
profitable one.
