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MORE TRUST TALK
President Answers Critics in

Speech at Fitchburg.
EXPLAINS HIS POSITION

ONLY WISHES TO GET AT THE

EVILS.

Has No Desire to Break Down Corpora-
tions Which Are Beneficial

to People.

FITC'HtURG, Mass., September 2-The
first important stop of President Roosevelt
after he had resumed his travels through
Massachusetts today was at this city.
where he found the people keeping a gen-
eral holiday. A stop of an hour was made
here and the President delivered an address,
thousands of people being assembled to hear
him. The President had a restful night at
Northfield. He took his train promptly at
S-2th a.m. The first speech of the day was

at Miller's Falls, where a large crowd had
gathered. The President expressed pleasure
at meeting there members of the "d Massa-
chusetts Regiment, which had served with
him in Cuba. At Athol and Gardner speech-
es also were made. At the latter place fully
I10.00 people greeted him. Harvard flags
were everywhere in evidence, and as the
President ascended the platform a number
of college boys gave the college cheer. At
all of the places where stops were made the
President spoke upon the necessity for good
citizenvhip in order to be successful in life.
President Roosevelt in his address at

Fitchburg devoted himself almost exclusive-
ly to the trusts, which he intended as an
answer to his critics. He said in part:

President on the Trusts.
"If some of those who have seen cause

for wonder in what I have said this fall or

the subject of the great corporations, which
are popularly, although with technical in-
accuracy, known as trusts, would take
the trouble to read my messages when I
was governor, what I sa!d on the stump
two years ago, and what I put into my first
message to Congress, I think they would
have been less astonished. I said nothing
on the stump that I did not think I could
make good, and I shall not hesitate now to
take the position which I then advocated.
I am even more anxious that you who hear
what I say should think of It than that you
should applaud it. I am not going to try to
d fire with technical accuracy what ought
to b- meant when we speak of a trust. But
if by trust we mean merely a big corpora-
tn, then I ask you to ponder the utter
f Il of th( man who either in a spirit of
r:.nc-ror in a spirit of folly says, 'De-troy

trusis.' withut giving you an idea of
what h' means re ally to do. I will g. with
ham if he says destroy the evil in the
trusts, gladly. (Applause.)

Will Seek the Evils.
"I wll try to find out that evil. I will

seek to apply remedies, which I have al-
ready "utlined in other speeches. But If
his policy. from whatever motive, whether
hatred, fear, panic or just sheer ignorance,
is to destroy the trusts in a way that will
destroy all our prosperity, no. Those men
who advocate wild and foolish remedies
which would be worse than the disease are

doing all in their power to perpetuate the
evils against which they nominally war, be-
cause if we are brought face to face with
the naked issue of either keeping or totally
destroying a prosperity in which the ma-
jorty share, but in which some share im-
properly, why, as sensible men we must
decide that It is a great deal better that
some people should prosper too much than
that no one should prosper enough. So
that the man who advocates destroying the
trusts by measures which would paralyze
the industries of the country is at best a

', lack and, worse, an enemy to the re-

'HREE DEPARTMENTS
KILITARY AUTHORITIES IN THE

PHILIPPINES REARRANGED.

Order Issued by War Department To-

day Creates Departments of Luzon,
Visayas and Mindanao.

Upon recommendation of General Chaffee,
oncurred in by General Davis, who is to be
iis successor in the Philippines, an order
was issued today by the War Department
rearranging the Philippine Islands into
three departments. The department of Lu-
ton is to be commanded by Gen. James F.
Wade, and will include all that portion of
the Philippine archipelago lying north of a

line passing through Mindoro strait south-
easterly to the 12th degree parallel of north
latitude, thence along that parallel to 124th
legree 10 minutes east of Greenwich, thence
northerly through the San Bernardino
strait. This includes the Island of Mas-
bate.
The department of Visayas, to be com-
manded by General T. J. Wint, to include
all of the islands south of the department
of Luzon and east of 121 degrees 45- min-
utes east of Greenwich and north of the
ninth parallel of latitude, excepting the Is-
land of Mindanao, and all islands east of
the Strait of Surigao.
The department of Mindanao, to be com-
manded by Brig. Gen. Sampel S. Sumner,
includes all of the remaining islands of the
Philippine archipelago.
General Chaffee has been directed to des-

ignate the places for the location of the
several department headquarters, and to
distribute staff officers and troops accord-
ing to the best needs of the service.
General Chaffee and General Davis also
recommend that four brigades of district
commands be kept up in the Philippine Is-
lands.
The division organization for a geographi-

cal distinction has been abandoned for some
time in the United States, but the old form
of command of a division and departments
isstill necessary in the Philippines on ac-

count of the legal machinery of adminis-
tration, especially with reference to the
appointment of courts-martial. It is thought
proper that this authority should remain
vested in the general officers who are serv-
ing at a distance from the headquarters in
Manila.

CHANGES HIS PLANS.

Gen. Miles Will Not Be Able to De-
part as Soon as He Expected.

A change has been made in the plans of
Lieut. Gen. Miles as announced last week.
It was originally expected that he would
leave here on his tour of inspection of the
Philippines tomorrow and sail from San
Francisco on the transport Thomas on the
16th instant. The pressure of work in his
office at present is so great, however, that
he finds he will not be able to leave Wash-
ington before next Wednesday, the 10th,
and it is more than probable that the
Thomas will delay her departure until later
in the month.
Gen. Miles is now engaged in the prepara-

tion of his annual report of the operations
of the army during the past fiscal year,
and expects to complete it before his de-
parture from this city. It is said that
there are also one or two special matters
which he desires to report upon at this
time.
The itinerary of Gen. Miles has not been

finally arranged, and is subject to change.
According to present plans he will be ac-

companied to the Philippines by Mrs. Miles
and Lieut. Col. M. P. Maus of his staff and
Mrs. Maus. Although not settled, it is
probable that the party will be joined at
San Francisco by Lieut. Col. H. H. Whit-
ney of the general's staff.

PORTO RICAN TRIALS.

Reviewing Findings in- Recent Court-
Martial Cases in the Island.

Court-martial orders issued by the officer
in command of the troops in Porto Rico

show that the native soldiers receive the
same treatment in every respect as soldiers

of the United States serving on that sta-

tion.
In one case, Private Juan P. Perez, Com-

pany G, Porto Rico Provisional Regiment
of Infantry, having been tried by a general
court-martial convened at Henry barracks,
Porto Rico, and found not guilty of larceny
to the prejudice of good order and military
discipline, was acquitted.
The finding and acquittal were disapprov-

ed by the reviewing authority, who com-

mented on the case as follows:
"The fact is established by the evidence

that the accused did steal a watch not the
property of the person named in the speci-
fication as the owner. It was, however,
shown who the real owner of the stolen
watch was, and the court in arriving at its
finding should have substituted the name of
the real owner, and then pronounced the
guilt and innocence of the substituted and
excepted words respectively.
In'another case, Private Rufeno Rodri-

guez, Company G, Porto Rico Regiment of
Infantry, was convicted by court-martial
at Henry barracks of larceny and sen-
tenced to dishonorable discharge and to
forfeit all pay and allowances. The com-
manding officer says:
"The evidence as recorded does not, in

the opinion of the reviewing authority, le-
gally justify the conclusion of the court
that the prisoner feloniously took and car-
ried away the property he was charged
with stealing, or that he can, under all the
circumstances as they appear of record, be
properly held to have committed the offense
of larceny. The sentence is, therefore, dis-
approved. The prisoner will be released
from confinement arnd restored to duty."

PEAPS AN OLD TRICE.

Man in London Asserts That He Kill-
ed a Kan in Kansas City.

A cablegram has been received at the
State Department from United States Am-
bassador Choate at London reporting that
the police have arrested a man calling him.
self Charles William Toll, who had been a
soldier i the British army in South Africa
and who oonfessed to having murdered a
man unknown to him in Kansas City, Mo.,
last January. Mr. Choate asked whether
the man was wanted here.
The State Department immediately tele-
graphed the facts to the governor of Mis-
souri, leaving it to him to answer the ques-
tion, but so far no response has been re-
ceived.
It Is said at the State Department that it

is not an infrequent occurrence for Ameri-.
cans stranded abroad to confess to an fin-
aginary crime committed in the states, in
order to secure transportation to their old
homes, and it is thought that Tolls' case
is one of thse.

THE FRIARS MENACED

HOSTILE DEMONSTRATION AT

MANILA AVERTED.

Repairs to Army Transports-Teachers
Dissatisfied-Spread of the Cholera

-Teaching Filipino Farmers.

The Philippine mail brings to the War
Department a batch of Manila newspapers
which contain many interesting bits of
news which do not get Into the cable dis-

patches from the Islands.
The papers contain the details of a pro-

psed demonstration against the friars in
the walled city of Manila, where the mon-

asteries are located. The demonstration
was sail to have been instigated by the
federal jarty, and the liberals became so

apprehensive at the continued reports of
plans for an anti-friar movement that a

letter was addressed to Acting Governor

Wright -asking that the friars be protected
from the impending trouble. The demon-
stration was scheduled to occur Sunday,
July 27, but through moral suasion and
warnings that the frairs would be given
full protection the unpleasant incident was
averted and the members of the order were
not molested.
The cholera situation is given a great deal

of space. In some localities it is represented
as fast dying out, while in others alarming
increases are noted.
The papers state that $92,000 Is to be

spent in repairs on the transport Liscum.
She is to be repaired, It is stated, at Shang-
hai, and will be almost a new vessel when
she is ready for service again, new boilers,
dynamos and electric light systems being
put in, engines overhauled and new cabin
space for first-class passengers provided. It
is stated that $40,(000 will be spent on the
Wright before she is ready for duty again.
The Manila mails give evidence of friction

which may prove serious in the end in the
workings of the educational bureau in
Manila. It is hard to find anything in the
nature of tangible charges. but there are

general expressions of discontent among
the teachers with the system under which
they are operating, which may cause some

changes in the personnel in few months.
The Philippine department of agriculture

has embarked with energy upon its work of
educating the natives in modern methods
of agriculture. A pamphlet has just been
issued for free distribution entitled "Primer
on the Cultivation of the Sugar Cane," by
Win. S. Lyon, expert tropical agricultural-
ist, which is the first of a series of such
works that are to be placed in the hands of
Philippine farmers.

ALL QUIET AT BLUEFIELDS.

Many of the Captured Filibusters Re-
leased.

The consul of the United States at San
Juan del Norte. Nicaragua, reports to the
Department of State, under date of August
1.. that apparent quiet prevails at Blue-
fields, and that business is normal, but that
the disbanding of troops has ceased, and
that Bluefields remains under more than a

"peace garrison." Other evidence of mar-

tial law, such as challenging passers-by on

the streets, &c., has been suspended.
Under date of August 22 the consul re-

ports that on the 2nth thirty-eight of the
prisoners (Corn Islandamen) captured at
Bluefields during the attack on Bluefields
July 7 were liberated and returned to their
homes by sailing vessels. These persons
are chiefly laborers of mixed blood. There
remain today in jail at Bluefields of the at-
tacking party five British subjects, four
Colombo-Nicaraguans (expatriated or dena-
tionalized citizens of Nicaragua) and two
creoles (English-speaking Nicaraguans of
the coast). All are to be tried by court-
martial "this week." No further punish-
ment is feared for them than fines or im-
prisonment.
Some comment has been caused In Blue-

fields and its vicinity by an article in the
New Orleans Times-Democrat of the 13th of
August, in which is quoted a letter from Dr.
Russell Wilson to friends In the state of
Ohio. He is credited therein with the state-
ment that the attack was "not the work of
a filibustering expedition, but a regularly
organized movement of the Colombian
army." Perfect quiet is reported to prevail
at Bluefields and at Corn Island.

IN FOREIGNERS' BEHALF.

Making Terms With Both Belligerents
at Porto Cabello.

The Department of State has received a

dispatch of August 12 last from the consul
at Porto Cabello, Venezuela, in which he
reports that, at the request of the com-

manding officers of the war vessels In Lhat
port, he urged the chief military officer 'n
case the revolutionary army take posses-
sion of Porto Cabello not to fire upon that
portion of the town in which foreign prop-
er'ty is located, and in ease the Venezuelan
national vessels bombard the town that
twenty-four hours' notice be given to en-
able the non-combatants to leave, and that
the portion of the town where foreigners
reside or have property be spared,

RURAL FREE DELIVERY.

Now Established Between Anacostia
and Forestville, Ed.

The system of rural free delivery went
into effect yesterday between Anacostia
and Forestvlle. Prince George's county,
Md. Mr. Harry McKim, a resident of Suit-
.land, Md., has been appointed as the car-
rier for the route named. The post offie
at F'orestviile has been abolished, a sub-
station now being credited to that place,
with Mrs. E. E. Nye, the former postmis-
tress, In charge. One delivery each day is
made on the route, the carrier leaving the
postal station in Anacoetia at 7 o'clock a.

Republican Leaders in Pennsylvania
Are Alarmed at the Strike

Situation.

Special From a Staff Correspondent.
NEW YORK, September 2.-The'politi-

cians are making another effort to settle
the coal strike. The republican managers
in Pennsylvania are very much worried
over the continuance of the strike and
the possible effect it may have on the
gubernatorial campaign in that state.
The coal operators have received an in-

timation that unless the strike is brought
to an end within ten days or two weeks
it might be deemed advisable to call an

extra session of the Pennsyivania legisla-
ture to adopt measures looking to compul-
sory arbitration of labor disputes. It is
said that this intimation is intended as in
the nature of a threat and one which is
expected to oe taken seriously by the
railway presidents.

It is assumed, of course, that employers
of labor such as railroads, do not want to

be forced into arbitration. The effort of
the politicians to interfere a week or so ago
failed. At that time Senator Quay is said
to have represented to President Baer that
there was danger of the state being lost if
the coal strike continued. Whereupon Pres-
ident Baer grinned and said he did not care;
he was a democrat, anyhow.

To Try Coercion Next.
Finding that pleadings were of no avail,

the managers concluded to .td a little coer-
cion on the obdurate railway preddents and
put the case to thcm in a way they could
understand. It remains to be seen whether
the bluff will work or not. The-operators
are pretty stiff-necked and have protested
that nothing could induce them to abandon
their present attitude toward the mine
workers' union.
A meeting had been arranged for today

between President Baer and Mr. J. Pier-
pont Morgan, preceding a meeting of all
the presidents of the coal railways. It was
presumed that President Baer would then
communicate the warning he is said to
have received from the Pennsylvania pol-
iticians.
President Baer was called to Lancaster,

however. where his daughter had met with
a serious accident. One of the coal rail-
way presidents said at noen today that a
formal meeting would not be held today,
but that general conditions would probably
be informally discussed by those of the
presidents In the city. Mr. Perkins, who
is one of the active partners in Mr. J. Pier-
pont Morgan's firm, and really the execu-
tive of the office, returned from Chicago
today. It had been rumored that he went
west to confer on the coal strike.

Did Not See Senator Hanna.
It may be stated that he did not talk

about the strike with Senator Hanna or
any one else, and that his visit was merely
to close up the floating of the trust which
will manufacture harvester and farm
machinery. The two smoothest politicians
in the Senate-Senator Platt of New York
and Senator Quay of Pennsylvania-are
working on the coal strike. Both have
gubernatorial campaigns under their man-
agement, and are looked to as bosses of
their respective states to win out. Both
have declared within twenty-four hours
that the strike would c9me to an end
within two weeks, and that ten-dollar coal
would not be an issue in the campaign. The
reSources of these two gentlemen are un-
limited. They are the heads of a political
trust as perfect as any of Mr. Morgan's
industrial trusts. If they are working'
jointly, as it would seem, they are in a po-
sition to make it very interesting for the
coal railway presidents. It surely will be
a case of Greek meeting Greek. N. O. M.

CEMENT FINISHERS STRIKE.
Trouble Over Wages Causes 800 Men

to Quit in Chicago.
CHICAGO, September 2-Eight hundred

cement finishers and helpers went on strike
here today, thereby stopping work on a
number of big buildings in the course of
construction, among which are several ad-
ditions to the quadrangle of the Univer-
sity of Chicago. The cause of the trouble
was the refusal of the workmen to sign an
agreement to work exclusively for the
Bosses' Association.
The men ask for an increase in the wage

scales of fifty cents for all finishers instead
of forty to fifty cents gt hour. and for
straight thirity-five centS per hour for
helpers instead of twentF to twenty-five
cents. The bosses agreed to grant this
scale if the men would sign the exclus've
agreement. The contraets of ten large

FIRED ON POLICE
Negro Wounds Eleven Before

Being Captured.
THREE CITIZENS SHOT
THEY WERE CALLED IN TO AID

OFFICERS.

Desperate Man Finally Sets Fire to

His House and Tries

to Escape.

NEW YORK. September 2-Jerry Hun.
ter. the negro who shot a number of police-
men and set fire to his house in Que'as-
borough last night in an effort to escipe
arrest was captured early today and locked
up in the Astoria jail. In th.- tight between
Hunter and those who tried to arrest hi:n
eleven policemen, three citizens and H in-
ter's wife were wounded. Mrs. Hunter.
who helped her husband in his efforts to
escape, was taken to a ho spitaI, where, it
was said today, that she was in a serious
condition. Hunter was badly beaten in
the struggle when he was caught.
John McKenna, a patrolman, was shot in

the head and face. Both his .yes were de-
stroyed. and the wounds in his head were
so serious that his recovery was thought
to be doubtful. The citizens wounded were

men who had been called upon by the police
to aid in subduing Bunter.

Yesterday he saw a man digging sand
worms on the property. and he shot at the
intruder. who ran away and told P'oliceman
McKenna what Hunter had done. McKenna
ran to Hunter's home and was shot by the
negro. The police r roes were called out
then, and a siege was begun which lasted
until after 2 o'clock this morning. Every
time a poliet man moved from cover a shot
would be fired. Fortunately for the police,
Hunter seemed to have only a shotgun.
Shortly after 2 o'clock this morning Hun-

ter set tire to the house and trie d to escape.
Mrs. Hunter carried an old cavalry saber.
and with this she fought until ove-rpowered,
inflicting severe wounds on Patrolman Cas-
s dy. Hunter ran for a patch if woods near
the house, but was caught and subdued
aft# r a severe struggie, in which he was
badly wounded.
