GEORGETOWN AFFAIRS

POLICEMAN AND A FUGITIVE
EXCHANGE SHOTS.

The Officer Proves to Be the Better
Marksman—Amos Elliott At-
tempts Suicide.

Policeman Moffett of the Georgetown pre-

' elnet, ]ast\ night used his revolver on a

colored man who was seeking to evade ar-
rest after firlng one shot from a revolver
at the officer. As & resuit of the officer’s
marksmuanship James Bunay, colored, the
man who was shot, Is a prisoner patient
at the Emergency Hospital, where he will
be detained for several days until he is
able to appear in the Police Court to answer
Lo a charge of assault with the Intent to
kill and digorderly conduct.

Moffert was walking his beat near the
corner of 2Mh and K streets northwest
about 6 o'clock last night when his atten-
tion was attracted to Bundy who Wwas
standing on the corner. The man had been
using profanity, and the officer walked up
and Informed him that ke would have to go
to the station house. Bundy objected to
being deprived of his liberty and a tussle
ensued in which the gusrdian of the peace
came out on top and a start was made for
the station house.

All went well until the corner of 3th
and K streets was reached and then Bundy
broke away and ran cast along K street.
He was pursued to the bridge which spans
Rock creek mear 27th strect, and there he
turned arpund, and. pulling a revolver,
fired it point blank at the officer, who was
cloge behind him, but the leaden missile
missed 1ts mark.

Before he had a chance to use the re-
volver a second tlme the officer brought
his plstol into play and fired at his aseall-
ant, the bullet entering the left leg just
below the thigh. The wounded man fell
to the floor of the bridge and in falling he
tossed his weapon over the side of the
bridge into the waters of Rock creek.

He was easily brought into subjection and
the patrol wagon, which was summoned,
conveyed him to the Georgetown Unlver-
=ity Hospital,

He was later transferred to the Emer-
gency Hospltal, where his injuries, which
are not serious, were treated.
