SAVED FROM PAUPER'S GRAVE.

Spanish War Veterans Bury Edward
Farrell at Arlington.

The remains of Edward G. Farrell, who
served as a member of the 18th United
States Infantry in Cuba during the war
with Spain, and since In the Philippine
Islands, were prevented from going to pot-
ter's fleld, and were given a soldier’s burlal
at Arlington this forenoon by the prompt
actlon on the part of Commander Fred. 8.
Hodgson of the District of Columbia Corps
of Spanish War Veterans. Major Hodgson
was informed by the morgue master that an
honorably discharged soldler of the war
with Spaln was In the morgue, and would
probably be buried at public expense in
potter’s field. The major promptly detailed
Mustering Officer I. N. Dolph and L'euten-
ant Albert Nolan of Harden Command  to
take charge of the body and arrange for a
military funeral at the expense of the Dis-
triet corps.

Arrangements were quickly perfected, a
casket provided and wrapped in the flag
under which he had fought, the bedy of
the dead soldier was deposited In a grave
at Arlington. The funeral seérvice of the
army was read by Chaplain Pierce, United
States army, the recently elected chaplain
of the District Corps, Spanish War Vete-
rans, while Bugler Frank Manville of John
Jacob Astor Command sounded taps
over the grave. There are several vete-
rans of the 18th Regular Infantry at the
Soldiers’ Home, and these attended the
funeral. :

The deceased was a native of Oxford,
Mass., anc: recently died of consumption in
one of the city hospitals. Efforts to locate
his relatives or friends were unavailing,
and he was finally sent to the morgue un-
der the heading “Unclaimed dead.”

WAS DUE TO ACCIDENT

JURY'S VERDICT REGARDING
DEATH OF MAJ. O'DRISCOLL.

The Railroad Company Exonerated
From Blame—Testimony of

: the Witnesses.

The Inquest to Inqufre into the death of
Major Danlel O'Driscoll, who was instantly
killed at 12:35 yesterday afternoon by being
struck by an incoming train while crossing
the tracks of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road, at Lamond statlon, near Takoma
Park, began this afternoon at 2:30 o'clock.

The inquiry was conducted by Coroner
Nevitt at the morgue.

The body of Major O'Driscoll was brought
to Washington last night. It is in a horri-
bly mangled condition, the head being
crushed to such an extent that it was im-
possible to recognize the features of the
dead man.

The coroner's jury consisted of Willlam
H. Sleeper, James W. McKee, B. F. Cray-
croft, G. T. Casper, T. B. Donaldson and
Alex. Betze.

The first witness called was a colored
man, Moses Day, who stated that he llevs
at Lamond's. Witness told the jury that
he knew Major O Driscoll, and about 12:30
o'clock yesterday afterncon he saw him
driving along the road In a buggy. He said
he was about 200 feet from the scene of
the aceldent.

Day stated that he heard the whistle of
the oncoming train, and saw Major O'Dris-
coll look out of the buggy at the side. Wit-
ness stated that Major O'Driscoll’s horse
was jogging along at an easy galt at the
time, and that when the major saw the
train approaching he took out his whip
and cut the horse sharply in an effort to
get across the track in front of the train.

Day also sald the electric crossing bells
were ringlng as the unfortunate man drove
upon the track.

Coroner Nevitt asked the witness If Major
O'Driscoll had time to stop and prevent
the accldent after he heard the whistle and
was answered In the affirmative, \

Near the Fatal Spot.

Claude Harris, another colored man, was
the next witness. He stated that he had
been talklng with Major O'Driseoll about
three minutes before he was killed, and at
a short distance from the scene of the ac-
cldent. Witness sald the curtains on the
buggy were half way down. He stated he
did not see the accident.

The next witness, Mr. Clyde C. Lamond,
testifled that he did not see the collision,
but he heard the whistle of the locomotive.
“‘Shortly afterward,”” said the witness, "1
heard a nolse similar to an explosion, and
the ecclored man, Day, shouted:

“Theress a man killed.”

“I went to the scene and found the body
lving upon the tracks. 1 pulled the coat
from over the man't head and discovered
that it was Major O'Driscoll.

Officer Charles Speer sald he was at Ta-
koma Park at the time of the accident, and
that he was Informed that Mr. Lamond, the
preceding witness, had been killed at La-
mond station. The officer sald when he ar-
rived upon the scene of the accident Major
O’ Driscoll's body had been removed from
the tracks and was lying alongside the rall-
road.

The witness sald he Informed police head-
quarters of the accldent before he left Ta-
koma Park.

The Trainmen Testify.

John Morris of Baltimore, Md., the engi-
neer of the lacomotive, No. 1313, which
caused the death, stated that he blew his
whistle at a polnt where the street car line
goes under the railroad.

He said he did not see the buggy nor the

| horse until it was too late to stop his train.

He saild the train was late, probably be-
tween thirty and thirty-five minutes.

He was asked whether he was trying to
miake up time, to which he answered that
he wasn't running any faster there than
at any other place.

The fireman of the engine, J. R. Sutch,
who also lives at Baltimore, testified that
he did not see the horse and buggy untll
after the erash.

He declared that the engineer blew the
whistle at the slgnal post, which is locates
at the point where the street railway goes
under the railroad.

The witness corroborated the statement

| of the englneer In regard to the train being

about thirty minutes late, and sald that
they were not making up time,

The last witness called was Deputy Coro-
ner Glazebrook, who stated that he per-
formed the autopsy over the remains and
found the skull split open anid other inju-
ries about the hody.

Death was caused by the crushing of the
skull and brain.

The case was at thls point submlited te
the jury.

The Verdict.

At 3:20 o'clock the jury returned a verdict
to the effect that Major O'Driscoll’'s death
was due to accident and exonerating the
raflroad company.

A Horrible Scene.

The seene of the killing of Maj. Danfel
O'Driscoll at Lamond's station yesterday
was a horrible one. The buggy in which
the unfortunate man had been riding was
almost completely demolished, and parts of
it had been carried by the fast-flying ex-
press to a point 100 feet south of the cross-
ing where the accident had occurred. Two
Oof the wheels of the vehicle were all of it
that remained intact. The buggy was ly-
ing upon a slight embankment a few feet
from the northbound track. The curtains
and leather portion of the vehicle were torn
into shreds.

Lying on the opposite side of the railway
track bed was the dead body of the horse
which a second before was attached to the
buggy. Its body was almost severed in
twain, and was lying about fifty feet from
the erossing. The tracks, roadbed and the
ground on each side for considerable dis-
The tall
post of the railroad crossing danger sig-

| nal, which stands in a prominent position,

where the road crosses the tracks of the
Baltimore and Ohlo, was covered witb the
blood of the horse.  Pleces of the wreeked
vehicle were visible for hundreds of fee:
in every direction. A lamp post which is
used for lighting this ecrossing during the
dark hours was snapped off when the ani-
mal came in contact with it and was drag-
ged from its resting place several feet and
imbodded in the embankment. The glass
and other portions of the lamp were strewn
over the tracks and along the roadside.
Like the danger post, it was covered with
a coating of blood. .

The crossing where the accident took
place is comparatively open, not belng ob-
structed to any great extent by trees or
shrubbery. On the right side of the tracks
a short distance beyond the crossing Is a
large clump of trees. On the opposite side
is a small station for the convenience of
passengers, but this, it is clalmed, does not
obstruct the view from the road. This
road at this point winds its way up a steep
slope after leaving the tracks to a point
high above the waiting station. The em-
bankments on the opposite side of the two
points mentioned are but a few feet in
helght, and an approaching train, it is
demonstrated, could easily be seen.

Killed at Curve Crossing.

A few feet beyond the station the tracks
of the rallroad curve, and it was where the
road leading to Washington crosses the
curve that Major O'Driscoll was struck.
A warning sign is displayed to good advan-
tage at the crossing, and, In addition, elec-
tric bells announce approaching trains half
a mile away either side of the grade cross-
ing. The bells continue to ring until the
train has passed. A “‘whistle post” stands
erect about 300 yards north of the cross-
ing. and the engineers of the trains are re-
quired to announce thelr approach by blasts
of the whistle. The bells were In good
working order yesterday, it Is stated, and
the engineer of the express sounded his
whistle when approaching the crossing,

According to a statement of an eye-
witness, made to a Star reporter yesterday
Major O'Driscoll was driving along at a
trot, and a8 he neared the tracks looked
out from the slde of his buggy, and then
whipped up his horse, In an endeavor tg
get across before the train reached .him.
The road over which he had just driven
runs parallel to the raflroad tracks from
Takoma Park and crosses the track at
Lamond’s station.

Major O'Driscoll resided on Sligo avenue,
on the outskirts of Takoma Park, where he
had a beautiful home. His wife survives
him. Mrs. O'Driscell was !mmediately no-
tiffied by frlends at Takoma Park of the
death of her husband.

Major O'Driscoll was well known-in Ta-
koma Park, where he had a large circle of
frlends. He was aiways Interested in the
welfare of the suburb and only recently ap-
peared before the town council of Takoma
Park, Md., relative to the proposed im-
provement of that section bordering along
the Sligo stream. He was popular among
his buslness associates and among all with
whom he came In contact. Major O'Dris-
coll was a very fluent talker and galned
considerable prominence as a politiclan by
his speeches throughout the state.

Funeral services will be held over the
remalns tomorrow afternoon about 4 o'clock
at Congregational Church, 10th and G
streets northwest, under the direction of
Decatur Lodge, No. 0, Knights of Pythias,
of which the deceased was a member. It is
not definitely known whether or not the
members of the local Grand Army organiza-
tions will particlpate in the obsequies.

SOUTH CAROLINA PRIMARIES.

State Officers and United States Sena-
tor Voted For.

COLUMBIA, 8. C.,, September 9.—Demo-
crats of South Carolina today will, in the
second primary, finally determine upon
their candidates for Unlted States senator,
governor and other state officers. The first
primary was held two weeks ago and the
candldates for each office who polled the
two highest votes were rendered eliglble
to today's contest. The two aspirants for
United States senator who will be voted on
today are Representative Asbury C. Lati-
mer and former Governor John Gary Evans,
In the first primary Latimer secured a lead
of about 4,000 votes over Evans, but with
the eliminatlon of the other four candidates
the chances of Evans and Latimer are re-

garded about even.

The two candidates for governor are Capt,
Duncan C. Heyward and Representative W.

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GENERAL MILES' TRIP
EXPECTED To RETURN ABOUT
THE MIDDLE OF JANUARY.

Arrangements Completed for His Tour
of Inspection of Military Posts
in the Philippines.

Lieut. Gen. Miles, commanding the army,
has returned from a brief visit to New
York, and today presided over a meeting
of the army board of ordnance and fortifi-
cations, which is giving final consideration
to Its annual report to Congress. Gen.
Miles has practically completed arrange-
ments for his tour of inspection of the prin-
clpal military posts In the Philippine Islands.
He will leave this city Thursday afternoon
at 3:30 o’'clock, and make a short stop at
Chicago, and possibly at other important
points on the way to Portland, Ore., from
which city he will proceed leisurely down
the coast of California in order to Inspect
the recent extensive improvements in the
coast defense system on the Paclfic. He
may go as far south as San Dlego. His
movements will be timed so as to enable him
to take passage for Manila on the transport
Thomas, which is scheduléd to leave San
Francisco about the 30th instant.

In additlon to Gen. Miles, the party will
consist of Mrs. Miles, Col. M. P. Maus, ald-
de-camp, and Mrs. Maus, and a stenogra-
pher and a messenger from the army head-
quarters. Col. H. H. Whitney will probably
Join the party later on and accompany it
back to the United States.

To Be Gone Over Three Months.

The itinerary of the trip has not been
finally arranged. It has been decided, how-
ever, that Gen. Miles will spend about a
month visiting the principal military posts
in the Philippines, and that he will re-
turn home by one of the eastern routes,
most probably through Europe by way of
the Suez canal, thus circumnavigating the
globe. It is estimated that the entire trip
will consume at least three and a half
months, and that the party will return to
this city about the middle of January.

The visit of Gen. Miles to the Philippines
is simply for the purpose of making an or-
dinary {inspection of military conditions,
such as he makes at regular intervals In
the military departments in the United
States, and has no more significance than
would a similar visit to the department of
the east or to any other of the geographi-
cal departments in this country. In the
order issued by the Secretary of War ap-
proving Gen. Miles' application for author-
ity to inspect that portion of the army serv-
ing in the Philippines he was instructed to
inspect the condition of the army and *‘to
give particular attention to its instruction,
discipline and to supplies of all kinds.”

Gen. Miles has nearly completed the prep-
aration of his annual report upon the op-
erations of the army during the past yvear
and expects to put on the finishing touches
during his trip across this country in order
to be able to forward it to the Secretary of
\’:"ar before his departure from San Fran-
cisco.

HENRY W. GRADY MISSING.

Nothing Has Been Seen of Him Since
Last Friday.
