END IS EXPECTED SOON

MR. MAHON PREDICTS SETTLE-
MENT OF THE STRIKE.

Says That He Does Not Look for a

Coal Famine-No Bad Effect
on Republican Prospects.

Representative T. M. Mahon, republican,
of the eighteenth Pennsylvania district was
in Washington today. Mr. Mahon, although
disciaiming any knowledge as to the pro-
posed strike settlement negotiations be-
tween Governor Stone and President Mitch-
ell. makes the prediction that the strike
will be settled shortly. that a plentiful win-
ter's supply of coal will be mined and that
the republican party in the state will suffer
no loss through the long contest which has
taken place between the miners and the
operators.
"It will not take long to get penty of

coal when the mines begin operations
again:" he remarked to a Star man today.
"The price of coal may he a little higher
this winter on account of the strike, but
there is no likelihood of a coal famine.
While I do not know anything definite
about the settlement negotiations, the re-
ported conference to take place between
(Governor Stone and President Mitchell
looks like the beginning of the end of the
coal strike.
"There Is no Indication that the strike has

had any bad effect on repub!lcan political
prospects in the state of Pennsylvania. In
fact. the repubAcan party there is in a more
harmonious and organized condition than it
has been for years.
'I can safely predict the success of the

republican state ticket, and there is no
cause to fear the loss of a single republican
sr at in Congress.

"()f course. there are some factional dif-
ferences in the party. but they are all of a
minor character and are nothing but what
is to be expected in a commonwealth of the
size of Pennsylvania.
'Pennsylvania has unqualifiedly indorsed

President Roosevelt, trust policy and all.
We have declared for him for nomination
in 19(4. and it is believed that whatever the
President may say or do in his anti-trust
campaign will be for the best interests of
the repubiican party in the state."

ALLEGED BOODLER TAKEN BACK

TO ST. LOUIS.

Grand Jury Investigating the Light-

charges of bribery in connection with the

FRIEND GF IEDENT
Why Senator Platt Opposes

Indorsement.

WOULD DO INJURY
CONVENTiOU WOULD DIVIDE ON

THE QUESTION.

Therefore the Senator Will Let the

Resolution, if Offered, Die
in Committee.

Special From a Staff C'rrespondent.
NEW YORK, September i1.--The return

of President Roosevelt to his own state
has revived public interest in the ques-
tion of the proposed non-indorsement of
him by the republican state convention.
This has been an all-absorbing topic among
politicians during the President's absence
In the South.
Senator Platt remains firm in the belief

that it should not be proposed in the
convention to Indorse the President for re-
rnrtration. He says If such a resolution
is introduced it will be referred to the
committee on platform, where it will die.
He will not permit it to come before the
convention. Senator Platt says that if the
resolution were brought before the con-
vention It would undoubtedly be adopted,
but it would be adopted with a minority of
3(0 out of the t15 delegates dissenting, and
he thinks that such a spectacle in the
President's own state would be a scandal
and a disgrace and would react upon the
President's political prospects in other com-
munities.

Gov. Odell's Position.
Governor Odell was here Monday and

talked long and earnestly with the senator
upon this subject. It Is learned that Gov-
ernor Odell is In a quandary. At present
he has not determined whether it would be
wise to bring up the question of renomina-
tion or not. The governor is inclined to re-
main neutral. But the senator takes no
such uncertain position. fie is:emphatic in
his statement that the hi'oduttlon of the
resolution In convention would be the work
of an enemy of the President, and he de-
clares himself the President's friend. He
insists that by keeping the President's in-
dorsement out of the platforng merely in-
dorsing his administration, the President's
surest Interests are conserved. Senator
Platt makes it plain that be does not know
whether the talk of itndorsemert has the
President's sanction. Ile repeatedly has
thrown out hints that ha thinks the Presi-
dent ought of his own Motion to head off
the men who ai-*. clanpring for indorse-
ment. Thus far no ote his spoken authori
tatively on the subject.'

Mr. Platt's New. Argument.
Senator Platt within-4bp 1st twenty-four

hours has come out *Ii angtiher line of
argument againstinigdeympnt.
He insists that the Jrst futy. of the con-

vention is to loot out for the Success of the
state and do not ing to imperil it, suggest-
ing by implication thdt the interjection of
the subject of. indorsement of the President
would affect the state ticket on account of
the factiosal irritation against the Presi-
dent. In fagt;' the senator seems to be
looking for arguments to support his fiat
that there shgN be no indorsement. and his
activity is cnstrued tpy some of the Presi-
dent's friends to be ominous. Some of te-
President's friends are uncertain as to
what should be done. One of them said:
"If Indorsement is withheld one thing .s
certain, it will be construed by the country
to be the work of financial interests that
are enraged at the President for his attacks
on trusts. That being the case the failure
to indorse might help the President rather
than hurt him. Yet there is to be consid-
ered the possible effect of a turn-down iby
the President's own state and the use .f
which could he made of it by other gentle-
men whose eyes are fastened on the White
House."
No Effect on President's Speeches.
As might have been expected, the sugges-

tion of Senator Platt not to indorse the
President has had no effect upon the Presi-
dent's utterance on the trust question.
Some comment has been occasioned by toe
fact that the next day after that announce-
ment was made a member of the House of
Representatives. a close friend of the Presi-
dent, announced from the platform where
he was speaking that the statement of
Senator Platt was taken as a threat in-
spired by the trusts and would not be effec-
tive. Senator Platt's closest friends ins'st
that great injustice is being done him by
the talk of his action having any relation
to the trusts. They assert with emphasis
that "the senator is the President's friend
and is only trying to save him certain ar-
barrassment."

It is Certain that there is a very uglysituation for the President in this state.
There is a growing cloud of doubt, re-
crimination, suspicion and bitterness on the
horizon. There is an exce-llent opportunity
for some loyal friend of the President with
good political "horse sense"-to step in and
clear up some of the "misunderstanding"
upon which the situation is blamed.

tence, or has not received a permit to pro-
ceed by rail to the Transvaal or by sea to
some British colonial port, he will be put
on board of the first steamer bound for a
foreign port and the £(20 that he depnited
will he used to defray the expenses of his
expulsion.
"In the case of foreigners, their consuls

will be expected to certify to the Portu-
guese authoritks that the conditions gov-
erning subsistence and permits have been
complied with."

THE EUROPEAN SQUADRON.

Arrival of the Illinois and the Chi-
cago at Gibraltar.

The Navy Department is informed that
the flagship Illinois and the cruiser Chicago
of the European station arrived at Gibral-
tar yesterday to take on storks and make
preparations for their cruise to the Vest
Indies to participate in the proposed win-
ter maneuvers.

Admiral-Crowninshield, commatnding the
European squadron, has been ordered to
sail, via Cape Verde Islands, early in
November, so as to reach Culebra Island,
off Port) Rico, by December 1 next. He
will take with him his entire command,with the exception of the San Francisco,
now on her way to the Norfolk navy yard
for overhauling before rejoining the fleet.
Next winter there will be no squadron on
the European station, and it may not he
re-established until the autumn of lift. It
is doubtful if Admiral Crowninshxid will
then be in command.
Upon the conclusion of the winter ma-

neuvers, the Illinois, Admiral C'rewnin-
shield's flagship, will proceed to N-.w York
for repairs and later will be assigned to
some station, but not necessarily to the Eu-
ropean.

CHAPLAIN MORRISON'S SUICIDE.

Shot Himself at the Chelsea Naval
Hospital.

The Secretary of the Navy received a
telegram this morning from Rear Admiral
Johnson, commanding the Boston navy
yard, sayIng that Chaplain William F. Mor-
rison committed suicide by shooting him-
self at the naval hospital at Chelsea. Chap-
lain Morrison was recently attached to the
cruiser Olympia, which participated in the
combined army and navy maneuvers, and
is now at Boston undergoing repairs. He
was a native of Maryland, and was ap-
pointed a chaplain in the navy in May,
1881. He held the rank of commander, and
was assigned to the Olympia last March.
No details have been received regarding
his death.

FOR A CHURCH IN PATRAS.

Competition of American Architects
is Desired.

"With a view to securing something spe-
cially apt in design.' says Consul Jackson
at Patras, Greece, ia a recent report to the
State Department. "the committee having
in charge. the erection of a church in the
city of Patras, to cost $250,4M00: has de-
cided to secure plans through an archi-
tectural contest in which American archi-
tects will be welcomed. The general order
of architecture will be Byzantine, after the
spirit of the east."
The consul writes elaborately upon the

subject and gives the conditions governing
the contest, among whi(ch are the following:
Consideration must be given to possible

effects of earthquakes, to which the region
of Patras is subject; the edifice must ac-
commodate ,510 persons, and possible mod-
els of architecture might be found in the
Church of St. Nicodemus in Athens and
that of St. Sophia in Constantinople.
The contest Is to be divided into two

parts, those passing the first degree being
entitled to enter the second degree and no
others. The first degree contest wilt close
in February, 1903. and 150 days additional
from that date will be given to those who
have successfully passed in ghe second de-
gree.
The final plans will be submitted for se-

lection to some academy of the fine arts
In Europe, and three prizes will be awarded.
as follows: First prize, $2,000; second. 3800,and third. $400.
The consul in conclusion says:
"I need scarcely add that much interest

is manifested in the attitude of the Ameri-
can artists. It is to be hoped that from
among the men who have planned and con-
structed some of the most remarkable build-
ings In the world will be found one equal
to planning a Byzantine temple to testisfaction of the Greeks."'test
