Mr. Dalzell Announces His

Candidacy.
PENNSYLVANIA'SRIGHT
THREE OTHER ASPIRANTS PEOH

THE EAST.

Western Delegations Not Unanimous
for Cannon, Who Has Aroused

'Resentments.

Representative Dalsell of Pennsylvania,
member of the committee on ways and
means and one of the republican leaders on

the floor, has announced his candidacy for
Speaker of the House to succeed Mr. Hen-
dersgn. Senator Quay has indorsed him
and he will have the entire republican con-

tingent in the Pennsylvania delegation back
of him, as well as some others.
"I am a candidate for Speaker of the

House in the next Congress," said Mr. Dal-
sell to a Star reporter this' morning, "my
candidacy being subject, of course, to the
approval of the republicans of the Penn-
sylvania delegation.
"Furthermore, I am In the fight to win.

I am not after a complimentary, nor am I
'playing for second place.' I want to win
and I believe I will win the speakership.

Claims of Pennsylvania.
"Pennsylvania is entitled to the speak-

ership. We have the largest republican
delegation in the House. More than any
other state, we keep right straight along
contributing to republican supremacy. We
get very little in return, and might be jus-
tified in feeling that we are punished for
our loyalty to the republican party.
"Moreover, the republican party in Penn-

sylvania has not been represented in the
Speaker's chair since the days of Mr.
Galusha Grow, in 1861 and 1862. The dem-
ocratic party recognized Pennsylv ia in
the election of Sam. Randall to the aker-
ship.
"There is nothing in the claim that the

speakership should go to the west. The
west has no Interests that are not substan-
tially identical with the interests of Penn-
sylvania. Besides, the west has had the
speakership for the last four years, and
we think it is our turn now.
"I may say that I have the promise of

substantial support for my candidacy out-
side of Pennsylvania."
The speakership contest will be an in-

teresting subject of speculation and discus-
sion from now on. While the actual con-
test will not come off until a year from
December, the battle lines will be form-
ing all through the coming short session
and the succeeding summer.
Mr. Dalzell's entry into the field makes

an interesting situation. The east had al-
ready furnished three candidates-Mr. Lit-
tlefield of Maine and Mr. Payne and Mr.
Sherman of New York. Mr. Payne and Mr.
Sherman will probably kill each other off,
with a divided delegation, leaving only Mr.
Littlefleld. Mr. Dalzell will co test with
him for the support of the eastern dele-
gations.

Several Western Candidates.
Another outcome of his entry into the

race will probably be the appearance of a
dark horse from the west, in rivalry witn
Mr. Cannon. In fact, there probably will
be several western candidates. It is
thought in congressional circles that Mr.
Babcock of Wisconsin will be a candidata
for Speaker, entering with the prestige of
having won fiye congressional campaigns as
chairman of the congressional committee.

It is not thought that even in the event of
a compro.mise of the Sherman-Payne rival-
ries the speakership would be permitted to
go to New York. The empire state has the
presidency and the Secretaryship of War,
and the rest of the country, it Is argued,
would hardly hand over the speakership
also.
Mr. Cannon of Illinois is at present the

most formidable rival of Mr. Daizell. And
yet It is well known In congressional circles
that Mr. Cannon will have opposition
even In the west. One of the objections
urged against him by members of the House
who do not espouse his cause is that Illinois
already is well provided for in the House
by having the chairmanships of the com--
mittee on appropriations, of the committee
on foreign affairs and of the committee cn
claims.

Resentment Against Cannon.
It also is said that Mr. Cannon has

aroused a great many resentments during
his Incumbency as chairman of the appro-
priations committee. Delegations and Indi-
viduals who have been denied their humble
supplicatlons at his shrine will renounce
him. It said by those who are opposed to
him. There are said to be many sore spots
left as the result of the sometimes ruthless
riding down of his colleagues by Chairman
Cannon
Another objection which has been urged

again-st Mr. ('annon Is the fear that as
Speaker of the House he would still con-
tinue his iron hold on then appropriations
committee. It is said that his whole heart
is bound up in the control of tien appropria-
tions of the House and that Illinois would
not only have the speakership, but the
chairmanship of the appropriationa com-
mittee as well.-

Kr. Hepburn's Attitude.
The western delegations are not unani-

moums for Mr. ('annon, as5 is well known in
congressional circles. Mr. Hepburn of
Towa. some thing of a fighter himself, is on
Mr. (Cannon's trail with hostile intent. Igosooner had Speaker Henderson dropped out,
it Is claimed, than Mr. Hieiburn took down
his tomahawk and struck the trail after Mr.
Can non.
Mr. Hepburn had not decided, It is said,

whom he would favor, but he had no doubt
as to one man he would not favor.
But Mr. D)alzelI will not be without his

troubles, it is pointed out. Mr. Dalzeli is
regarded as an ultra-protectionist. IDveryone hears the cry that comes from the west
for revision of the tariff, and Mr. D)aizellprobably will be called upon early In the
race to announce himself upon that score.

REGARDED WITH DOUBT

THE REPOBT OF A SEAW-EN-
DEBSON ALLIAWCE.

Widespread Interest in the Statement
That the Latter Will Oppose cum.

mine for Governor of Iowa.

Widespread interest attaches in admninfs-
tration and political circles to a story that
comes from Iowa relative to Speaker Hen-
derson. The statement is made that Speaker
Henderson and Secretary Shaw, former
governor of Iowa, had a long conference a
few days ago in Des Moines and that the
result was an understanding that Speaker
Henderson should next year enter the race
for the gubernatorial nomination of the
republican party against Gov. A. B. Cum-
mins. The mention of Secretary Shaw's
name as a party to such a conference and
to any alleged plan to wrest from Gov.
Cummins his control of republican affairs
in Iowa causes comment here, especially
in view of the fact that should the report
prove true and Secretary Shaw's connection
with a factional fight be established, there
would beyond doubt be a complaint by Gov.
Cummins and his adherents against his
further connection with the national ad-
arinistra-tion.

The Iowa Fight.
The rather bitter factional struggle in

Iowa is a matter of history. One of the re-
sults of this fight, and of Speaker Hender-
son's resentment of Gov. Cummins' control
and his policy on the tariff, was the decli-
nation by Speaker Henderson of the repub-
lican nomination for Congress in his own
district. While all kinds of statements were
given out about that declination, it is pretty
well known that General Henderson bitter-
ly resented the making of a platform for
his race by the Cummins faction in Iowa.
That faction, led in person by Gov. Cum-
mins, advocates everywhere and in all its
utterances a revision of any tariff duties
that shelter trusts. The old dominant ele-
ment in Iowa, composed of Secretary Shaw,
Speaker Henderson.and nearly all the other
Iowa congressmen, do not and will not go
that far in tariff revision, and their dislike
for Gov. Cummins has not been concealed.
Plausibility to the Iowa story is given by
the close personal relations between Sec-
retary Shaw and Speaker Henderson and it
is believed that if there were found to be
a good opening to overturn the influence of
Gov. Cummins it would be seized instantly.
Speaker Henderson is regarded as the
strongest man to make the fight.

It has been customary to give an Iowa
governor two terms, and Governor Cum-
mins will aspire to succeed himself. He has
built up a powerful machine in that direc-
tion and is able and popular. Yet he would
meet a brilliant man in General Henderson,
who could defeat his renomination if any
man in Iowa could. That would re-estab-
lish the old influences in Iowa.

No Cause for Complaint Given.
There is said to be no love lost between

Secretary Shaw and Governor Cummins,
but so far Secretary Shaw has done noth-
ing that would give Governor Cummins op-
portunity to complain to the President.
Naturally President Roosevelt could not al-
low a portion of his administration, one of
his cabinet officers, to become identified
with a factional struggle in a republican
state, and so there would be a dangerous
outcome should charges be made at any
time by the Cummins faction.
It was almost such a fight as this that

threatened the position of Secretary Hitch-
cock in the cabinet. The opposition of
"Dick" Kerens, republican national com-
mitteeman, to Secretary Hitchcock's par-
ticipation in the distribution of federal
patronage in Missouri led to trouble. This
was averted by the diplomacy of President
Roosevelt himself. He tactfully prevented
the continuation of the factional differences
and made appointments that for a time shut
off further complaint. Secretary Hitchcock,
outwardly at least, has not taken an active
part in Missouri politics, and remains in the
cabinet.
Secretary Shaw is believed to be too much

of a good politician to permit anything to
occur that would embroil the national ad-
ministration and the President. He knows
what it would lead to, and his shrewdness
will probably prevent anyth!ng happening
to lend color to the supposition that he is
part of a combine to elect Speaker Hender-

governor and overturn Governor Cum-
s and his cohorts. Future movements

in Iowa. however, will be watched care-
fully for developments. Iowa men in Wash-
ington identified prominently enough with
their party to know what is intended say
they do not believe that Speaker Henderson
will be a candidate for governor next year,
and declare that it is his intention to retire
from politics. On the other hand, Iowa
newspapers friendly to Governor Cummins
publish announcements that Speaker Hen-
derson will be a candidate, and the an-
nouncement is not denied. It is declared
that Speaker Henderson seeks vindication
of his position on the tariff.

RELIEVING THE DISTRESSED.

Action Taken by the War Department
Regarding the Filipinos.

Addi-tional information has been received
at the War Department in regard to the
famine in the Philippines. Governor Taft
reports that material conditions are de-
pressing and the ravages of cholera have
destroyed thousands of lives and prevented
the natives from working. Ltttle food has
been raised and what crops were planted
were largely destroyed by the locusts.
While the agricultural situation is bad,

he regards with more seriousness the loss
of the native carabao, thousands of which
have been destroyed by rinderpest during
the past year.
The situation is said to be more serious

than was at first supposed. The terrible
effects of the war are felt severely, and
Governor Taft expresses the opinion that it
will take several years to overcome the ex-
isting depression. As an emergency meas-
ure the War Department has authorized
the purchase of large qua,ntities of wheat
and flour for immediate distribution among
the distressed people. This action is sup-
plemental to that of the Philippine com-
mission appropriating $2,000,000 Mexican for
the purchase and distrlbu-tion of food sup-
plies.

CAPT. GILLXORE RETIRED.
Attains the Bank of Rear Admiral.

Owing to Civil War Record.
Captain Fernando P. GlIimore, recently

in command of the monitor Monadnock on
the Asiatic station, was placed on the re-
tiged list today, 'vith the rank of rear
admiral. His advancement is due to his
having served during the war of the re-
beilion. He is a native of New York, and
entered the navy in February, 1868S.

NEGRO PAWNED WATCH
PAWIEROER NEBrEl POEITIV$

IN DECLARATION.

Evidence That Mason Made Two At-

tempts to Have Women Meet
Him at Night.

BOSTON, November 7.-Prompted by the
finding in a pawnshop Here of the watches
of Agnes McPhee and Clara A. Morton, the
two women who were murdered in assault
cases in this vicinity, the police are press-
ing with all their energy to place, if possi-
ble, the responsibility for the crimes.
It has been learned that a negro em-

ployed by the Mason family has gone away
from the city and the police cannot ascer-
tain where he is. It was a negro who
pawned the Morton watch.
Pawnbroker Sure It Was a Mulatto.
The pawnbroker, Joseph Nemser, in

whose store both the McPhee and Morton
watches were found, was at police head-
quarters today and repeated his stories
about the watches, after which he started
for the East Cambridge jail to see Mason
for the purpose of identifying him.
Captain Dugan of the bureau of criminal

investigation said that Nemser had insisted
that it was a mulatto who offered Miss
Morton's watch for sale Saturday night,
and that it was the same individual who
brought the watch to the store on Monday
and sold it for $4.
He further stated that another negro,

older, heavier and darker than the mulatto,
joined the latter just as he was receiving
the money. -

Mason Wanted Women to Meet Him.
An apparent coincidence was noted today

in connection with the pawning of both the
McPhee and Morton watches in that the
address given in the McPhee case was 23
Grove street and in the Morton case the
same number, 23, in Greenwich street was
given.
In probing the case at Waverly t.he state

police have found evidence that Mason had
made at least two attempts to have women
meet him at night at "The Oaks," a section
of the Metropolitan Park reservation, not
far from the McLean Insane Asylum, where
he was a patient, and on the grounds of
which Miss Morton was killed.

Nemser Failed to Identify Mason.
Nemser failed to identify Mason. At the

jail Mason was placed among six other
men and Nemser carefully scrutinized each
one. He picked out one man as the person
who pawned the watch, but it was not
Mason.
The negro who has charge of the house

where the Masons live was about his work
as usual today, although the police claimed
that he had gone away. He said today that
he was at his post yesterday, and could
have been found there by the police if they
had looked for him.

EXTENDED 800 MITES.

Immense Shower .of Volcanic Ashes
Startled Ship Passengers.

SAN DIEGO, Cal., November 7.-The
steamer Luxor, Captain Timmerman, had
an experience with volcanic ashes while at
San Benito, in the southern part of Mexico.
About 10 o'clock in the morning a black

cloud appeared in the heavens, growing
larger and larger, until the whole sky was
overspread. At 2 o'clock' ii the afternoon it
became dark as night and fine ashes com-
menced falling.
The passengers became frightened, the

anchor was weighed and the steamer start-
ed at full speed for Salina Cruz, 190 miles
distant. The darkness "was Intense and the
shower of ashes reached a distance of 300
miles.

MILLION_DOLLAR DEAL
Mr. John R. MoLean Buys
Old Riggs Bank Property.

BLOCK OF BANK STOCK
THE TRANSACTION SEATE BY

AGRMB1T OF PARTIES.

Large Offce Building on the Site in

Prospect-Record Price
Paid.

A deal which is likely to be notable as
marking a record price for property in the
business section of the city, has been
brought to the point of signing the
agreement of purchase. If this agree-
ment is carried out-and there is no reason
to believe that it will not be-Mr. John R.
McLean will become the owner of the prop-
erty formerly occupied by the Riggs Na-
tional Bank, at the northwest corner of
Pennsylvania avenue and 15th street. It
is asserted that 'the price agreed upon, is
$360.000, which is -at the rate of $60 per
square foot. This will be the highest per
foot price ever paid for realty in this Dis-
trict; that is, for a plot of ground of rea-
sonable size.
The property has a frontage of 53 feet 8

inches on Pennsylvania avenue and 130 feet
on 15th street, and contains 6,988 square
feet. It is stated that the price was fixed
on the basis of $50 per square foot for 7,000
square feet, and as the property contains
twelve feet less than that area Mr. McLean
will pay a little more than $50 per foot.
The negotiations for the purchase of this

property have, it is said, been under wayfor some time, and have been conducted byMr. McLean through the law firm of Car-
lisle & Johnson, the attorneys of Mr. E.
Francis Riggs, owner of the property. There
were no brokers in the deal. Mr. Riggs
gave his counsellors power to act, and the
transaction was closed while he was out of
the city.

Mr. McLean's Purpose.
It is not definitely known what Mr. Mc-

Lean's plans are in regard to the property,
but it is understood he will erect on this
site a fine modern office building. In that
event the two-story old-fashioned building,
with walls covered with yellow stucco, that
has stood for so many years on that im-
portant corner in the business section of
Washington, will be removed, as will also
the old one-story. building fronting on 15th
street.
Many years ago this building, which was

the home for so many years of the bank-
ing firm of Riggs & Co., was occupied by
the old United States Bank. It became the
property of Geo. W. Riggs and W. W. Cor-
coran and at that time included the land
on which the new Riggs' Bank building is
now located, as well as a frontage on 15th
street, now covered by the recently built
one-story stores. The property continued
to be held by Messrs Riggs and Corcoran,
'and It was not until four or five years ago
that a division was effected, the portion
now occupied by the Riggs Bank and a front-
age on 15th street going to the Corcoran
heirs, while the corner became the property
of Mr. E. Francis Riggs, son of the late
Geo. W. Riggs. Three years ago the Riggs
National Bank bought from the Corcoran
heirs the ground adjoining on the west on
which the present bank building has been
erected, and when that structure was com-
pleted over a year ago the bank was re-
moved from the corner structure, which it
had been occupying as a tenant of Mr.
Riggs, to its new home. Since that time
the corner building has not been occupied.
In this connection it is interesting to note

that the lot on which the new bank build-
ing is built is of about the same dimensions
as the corner lot--3 by 130 feet-but the
former contains only 6,758 square feet.
For this land in the fall of 1898 the RiggsBank paid the Corcoran heirs the sum of

Buys Riggs Bank Stock.
It is understood that the agreement of

Mr. McLean to purchase this property also
included a provision for the purchase of
the shares of stock of Riggs National Bank
held by Mr. Riggs. It is thought that Mr.
Riggs' holdings of this stock comprise
about 1,100 shares, and while no definite
statement is made as to the price for this
block of stock, it is understood the figure
which Mr. McLean agreed to pay is be-
tween $6850 and $700 per share. At the lat-
ter price the stock has a valuation in
the transaction of over three quarters of a
million dollars, and when the price agreed
upon for the land is included the entire
transaction reaches an aggregate of over a
million dollars.

SECURITY FOR 'DEPOSITS.

.Acceptance of State and City Bonds
Discontinued.

The Secretary of the Treasury has dis-
continued the acceptance of state and mu-
nicipal bonds as security for public deposits.
These bonds were authorized to be taken as
security for public deposits October 1, 1902,
under -the following rule:
"The department has decided to release

for such banks as have deposits and are not
maintaining their limit of circulation a por-
tion of the bonds now held by the govern-
ment, taking in lieu therefor other satisfac-
tory security, on condition always that the
bonds released will be used for the imme-
diate issue of additional circulation. Thin
provision does not apply to those banks that
already have their maximum earculation,
neither does it apply to the banks that do
not have any deposits."-The amount of municipal and state bonds
so deposited agete roundly $17,000,000.

PREVIOUS TESTIMONY USED.

Constitutional Question to Be Argued
Before the Supreme Coirt.

Gen. Charles G. Brown, attorney general
of Alabama, and Judge Henry L. Lazarus
of New Orleans are at the Riggs. "We are
in the city to argue a constitutional ques-
tion before the Supreme Court," said Gen.
Brown to a representative of The Star. "It
is a criminal case in which there was a
mistrial on the first trial. On the second
trial the prosecuting witness left the state,
declaring her intention of remaining out of
the jurisdiction of the court and abandon-
ing the prosecution, and the lower court in
Alabama admitted the written copy of the
testimony taken at the previous trial. The
case was appealed to the supreme court of
Alabama and affirmed. An appeal was
taken to the Supreme Court of the United
States. Judge Lazarus, for the defense,
contends that under the fourteenth amend-
ment to the Constitution of the UnitedStates the accused must be confronted with
the witnesses against him or her. I am ap-
pearing for the state of Alabama, of course,
and contend that the proceedings of the
lower court were entirely regular."

said:
"The election in our state was not wildlyexciting. There was but one contest. In

the seventh congressional district Mr. J. L.
Burnett, the present member, was opposed
by a former democrat who ran as a popu-
list and republican and was soundly wal-
loped, I am gratified to say. All our repre-
sentatives were renominated and re-elected,
and while all had candidates against them,
no fight was made except in the seventh
district."

DRAWING TO A CLOSE
Both Sides Rest in Molineux

Murder Trial.

ARGUMENTS MONDAY
TESTIMONY IN REBUTTAL NOT

OVER IMPORTANT.

Mrs. Stephenson Denies She Did Not
Recognize Cornish Until He

Was Pointed Out.

NEW YORK. November 7.-The defense
in the Molineux case rested at 11:40. The
prosecution rested in its case at 12:55 p.m.
After the close of the prosecution's case

the trial was adjourned until Monday,
when the arguments of counsel will be
made.
Mrs. Anna C. Stephenson, who testified in

the trial of Roland B. Molineux yesterday
afternoon that to the best of her belief
Harry S. Cornish was the man who mailed
the poison package, was the first witness
called when the trial was resumed today.
Assistant District Attorney Osborne want-

ed to know if it was true, as reported, that
she did not recognize Cornish until he was
pointed out to her in court. The witness
said it was not true.

Trying to Establish an Alibi.
Prof. Herman G. Vulte of Columbia Uni-

versity testified that Molineux was in his
company from noon until after sundown on
December 23. 1898. It was on the afternoon
of that day that the poison package was
mailed.
Henry C. Lockwood, a post office clerk,

testified that he could not say exactly at
what time the poison package was placed
in the mail. He corroborated Mrs. Stephen-
son's statement that it was mailed on the
Broadway side of the post office.
Harry E. Howell, a clerk in Hartdegan's

store, testified that the boy Erhardt, who
said he wrapped up the silver bottle holder.
had made a misstatement. Howell said Er-
hardt had never wrapped up any packages
in the store.
William M. K. Olcott of counsel for the

defense was the ncxt witness. He testified
that on October 30 last he bought cyanide
of mercury at a drug store in th's city.
"I went into the store and bought two

chemicals," said Mr. Olcott. "Then I asked
for some cyanide of mercury. The clerk
asked me what I wanted it for. I told him
for photographic experiments, and he asked
me if I knew it. was a poisin. I said I did.
and he gave me a small bottle full.

No Trouble Getting Poison.
Mr. Olcott was succeeded on the stand by

John Sanders, a clerk in the law office of
counsel for the defense, and he and two
other employes of the same offier gave terti-
mony similar to that of Mr. Olcott. None
of them had much trouble in getting the
poison.
H. E. Terry, a reporter, gave testimony

to contradict that of Jos. Koch, who Identi-
fed Molineux as the man who hir.,d the let-
ter box from him in September, 1898. Wit-
ness was asked if Koch went to a news-
paper office and offered to identify Moli-
neux as the man who hired the letter box
ifwitness would pay him $1,000. Witness
said he did.
Mrs. Rogers' Divorce in Evidence.
The decree of divorce granted to Mrs.
Rogers was put in evidence to show that it
was granted after the death of Mrs. Adams,
and then by consent of the prosccution for-
mer Governor Black submitted a table com-
piled by one of his clerks to show that, al-
though the written exhibits are made up of
several thousand individual le tters, the
prosecution has based its contention that
Molneux wrote them all upon the simi-
larity found in some seventeen letters.
That closed the case for the defense, and
Mr. Osborne called Jo.seph Farrell. the
hitherto miss'ng Newark detective, as his
first witness in rebuttal.

Sure Former Testimony Was Correct.
Mr. Farrell, replying to a question by Mr.
Osborne, said he was sure the evidence he
had given at the first trial was correct. At
that trial he testified that he met Molineux
near a railway station in Newark on the
afternoon the bottle holder was bought.
Molineux has testified at the present trial
that he could not remember meeting Far-
rell that day.
Testifying today, Farreil said his remarkc
toMolineux was, "Hello, Rot.," and that
Molineux's reply to the greeting was,
"Hello, Joe."
On cross-examination witness said it was
necessary to go eight or nine blocks out of
the way to reach Hartdegan's store in
raveling between the railroad station and
he factory where Molmntux was employed.
Where Burns' Letter Was Mailed.
George H. Baker, a clerk in the employ
f the Newark post office, testified that the
Burns letter, the conceded writing of Moli-
reux, was mailed in Newark within a half
mile of Molineux's office.
The letter was on the much-described blue
paper, and the object was to throw doubt
rn Molineux's statement that he could not
remember where he wrote it, but was sure
that he had none of that paper at the fac-
tory.
Then Mr Osborne set about upsetting
lirs. Stephenson's identification of Cornish
tnd substantiating the account Cornish has
given of his whereabouts on the afternoon
,fFriday, December 23, when Mrs. Ste-
3henson said she saw him at the post of-
ice.

Lunched With Cornish.
John Yokum was the first witness Mr.
)sborne called for the purpose. He said he
net Cornish about noon and they lunched
together. At about 2:30 they went to thE
ffice of James E. Sullivan to talk over ath-
etic matters.
