AMIerteam are coming into Cuba pretty
rapidly. They are of the right cla. 1ost~
of them are after land. That is where theY I

ow good sene. It is about the only way
to get rich or to live in comfort without
being too rich. A newcomer who puts his
money into land or engages In genuine in-
vestment enterprise is going to distance the
fellow who has nothing but schemes.
Among the Americans who am coming

are all types. Some of the real capitalists
do not control quite as much money as they I
are credited with, yet there are investment
projects which have capital back of them,
and which with conservative management
are likely to succeed. A good many syndi- t
cates still exist on paper, and will never I
get further than that. Others have brought
money to Havana and have it in the
banks.
With the comimercial and financial

classes who do the business of the city that I

is the only real test of whether an Ameri-
can enterprise is genuine or not. If they
have money on depoit they can also have
credit, and they are given the recognition
to which they are entitled. But if they are

going to get the money later and bring it
down to Cuba, the Havana banks treat
them politely and pass them on.

Selling of Franchises.
"It was a late discovery of American cap-

italists that the Foraker law did not seri-
ously interfere with legitimate investments.
It simply prevented a lot of speculators
from peddling franchises in the United
States. Since the Cuban government was
established there has been- no general law
passed regarding franchises. For the most
part the old Spanish laws continue in
force. Under these, municipal and other
franchises may be obtained. Some impetus
has been given to plans for water works, I
street car and electric lighting projects,
gas and so forth. But as a rule the Cuban
municipalities are not rushing headlong into
public improvements. Most of them are
still too poor, and the resources of local
taxation are too uncertain. American capi-
talists have found this out, and they also
have become conservative. Where they are
going into municipal improvement projects
it is only after a careful investigation.
It is rather of the Individual American

than of the syndicate that I mean to
write, because so many inquiries still come
from individuals whose future muss depend
on the capital which they can bring and
utilize in sums from one thousand dollars
upward. Swindling land companies keep
Dn advertising that they have platted offi
lots in Paradise, otherwise known as-Cuba.
They will sell a certain amount of swamp Ior savannahs to credulous persons who
buy without knowing anything of the geog- 1
raphy or of the physical conditions of the
Island. Some persons of respectability, who i
ought to be in jail, lend their names to
the legitimate colonizing enterprises.
these schemes They throw a cloud over

Warning the Unwary.
There is a limft to which the unwary can

be warned. Where half a dozen people are
thinking of coming to the island, they will
save money by sending one of their num-
ber in advance before they invest a dollar.
And where the single individual has only a
thousand dollars he will do wisely to set
aside a third of It for the expense of a trip
to Cuba. I have met so many Americans
who bought lands from companies or whose
standing they knew nothing and then come
to Cuba to take a look at their propeT-y,that the suggestion of first coming to Cuba
and then buying the property is a constant-
ly recurring one.
With soil of boundless richness Cuba also

has a considerable quantity of poor lands.
That is the kind of land that the swindling
companies buy in order to sell to gullible I
persons in the United States. Americans
now have a further means of informing :
themselves because the United States hasa consul general in Havana and consuls in
the other chief cities whose reports to the
State Department have value.
These are general hints or pointers. Prob:

ably no one who has the prospectus habit
and takes for gospel what he reads in those
works of boom literature will pay heed to
them. Others who may want to know can
take the information for what they think
it worth.
Regarding the type of the individual

American who is coming to Cuba now I goti
the best notion from one of the Cuban im-
migration inspectors. "They all come first
class," he said. "and while in one sense
they are emigrants, they don't appear on
the records as such. I asked one man how
much money he had with him, and he
asked me would I ra-ther be pitched over-
board or would he put me to sleep right1
there on deck. I know he was mad and I
didn't ask any more Americans who wei
thought were emigrants how much money
they had with them." -'

Nominally Cuba has in force the immi-
gration laws of the United States and the
inspectors have the right to satisfy them-
selves that the immigrants are not going to
become pulblic charges. As this inspector ex-
pla,ined. he should have known better than
to ask a first-class passenger, and he won't
do it again.

The American Colonist,
A fair proportion of the Americans who

are coming in are acting on the advice of
friends or neighbors. These have passed
two or more summers. The American colo-I

nist Is apt to be discouraged during the

first rainy season, but after the second one

he finds that it isn't so bad, and he writes
to 'his neighbors telling them to come
along.

The opening of the railway which Sir
William Van Horne and his associates havet

was realized from~ fines Imposed In the Po-
lice Court, while the revenue statement for
that year shows but $3,465.55 as having
been collected on this account, the differ-
ence of $41,307.38 representing the sum
which was deposited directly with the
treasurer to the credit of the police and
firemen's relief funds.

More Serious Objection.
"This criticism is not the only one to

which the law quoted is amenable, a more

serious objection being its failure to place
these funds upon a sure financial founda-
tion, leaving them, as it does, dependent
upon collections liable at any time to fall
short of the sum required and thereby
necessitating a corresponding reduction of
allowance in the case of every pensioner
upon the rolls. The shortage of $17,000
hereinbefore mentioned compelled a re-

duction of 40 per cent in each allotment,
which proved a great hardship to the wid-
ows, orphans and.disabled veterans upon
whom the loss fell, and which -still remains
a loss, notwithstanding earnest and re-

pcated efforts since made to secure reim-
bursement through an appropriation by
Congress.
"In view of the character of thelene-

flciaries it would seem but an act of sheer
justice to guarantee the payment of these
pensions in full by so amending the law as
to authorize deficiencies in the respective
relief funds 'o be met by requisitions upon
the general fund of the District of Colum-
bia, covering to the credit of the latter all
receipts from fines and dog licenses which
are now deposited with the treasurer of
the United States."
Mr. Petty says there is no cessation in the

12,774 in the preceding year, while 1,102
vouchers have been examined and passed
in accounts for whole and half cost 'per-
mit work, Rock Creek Park and bathing
beach appropriations and disbursements for
the Washington City Public Library.
