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miners on the other, and the issue is to
determine whether the people may have
coal, except upon such terms as the union
may prescribe.

“We submit that there is nothing in the
evidence showing any basis for a demand

for increase of wages at the present time.
Taxation Without Benefit.

“The unerring symptom of underpay and
overwork in any avocation is the fact that
the workers themselves gradually leave it.
Is there any such indicatton in this case?
On the contrary, quite the reverse.

“Taxatlon without benefit is robbery. If
we are taxed for the benefit of these plain-
tiffs we ask for some beneflt in return;
not a pecuniary val'ue, but we demand,
not In insolent defiance, but as humble citi-
zens of this state, thatl protection and safe-
ty for ourselves and employes that is guar-
anteed us by the bill of rights of the con-
stitution of Pennsylvania."

The House committee on interstate and
forelgn commerce has authorized Mr,
Wanger, in charge of the Foraker safety
appliance bill, to offer an amendment to It
authorizing the interstate commerce coms-
mission to reduce the pumber of alr brakes
to be operated in trains.

THE ALLIES' ATTITUDE

Tenor of Imstructions Sent
Here.

MR. BOWEN'S EFFORTS

ENDEAVORING TO SMOOTH AWAY

DIPLOMATIC DIFFICULTIES.

Ambassadors Here Trying to Bring
Their Home Offices Into Ac-
cord.

LONDON, February 11.—Minister Bow-
en's formal acceptance of the British
protocol is not belleved here to be likely
to hasten to any great extent tne conciusion
of the Venezuelan negotiations. The As-
sociated Preas is Informed that the allies’
ambassadors have been strici'y enjoined
not to sign any of the proticsls until all
three powers are satisfled wita Lh2 terms,
when the signatures will be simultaneous.

When the question of separate treatment
of the allies is brought before The Hague
court of arbitration the triple alliance will
appear as one power, their interests being
regarded as identical.

Trying to Close Up Negotiations.

Having reached an agreement with the
British government for a settlement of the
Venezuelan claims, Mr. Bowen today is en-
deavoring to rapidly close up the negotia-
tions with Germany and Italy. It is gath-
ered that a misunderstanding which has
arisen in the German foreign office {8 at the
bottom of the delay now.

Evidently it was supposed there that the
preliminary articles of the protocol as pre-
pared here before the advent of Baron von
Sternburg provided for the prompt payment
of the full sum claimed in the original ulti-
matum, namely $350,000, the only difference
between the first and last propositions being
that in place of a clear cash payment of
the sum above named, as required by the
ultimatum, the procotol would require the
Immedlate payment of $27,000 for personal
claims and then provide for the application
of 30 per cent of the customs revenues at
Porto Cabello and La Guaira until the re-
mainder of the $340,000 was pald.

Nothing Left for the Others.

Mr. Bowen was unable to see any differ-
ence between such a demand and a straight
demand for preferential treatment, for he
argued that after paying the allies on that
basis there would be nothing left for the
other and non-coercing powers. It is be-
lieved that he succeeded in impressing his
views upon the allied representatives here,
and 1t was undtrstood that that stage of the
negotiations had been closed, and the sub-
ject could not be reopened.

On that point the Berlin foreign office Is
supposed to have differed, and so the ex-
changes going on are directed to making
the situation clear to that office. It Is
hoped that this ecan soon be done.

Meeting at British Embassy.

Great Britaln and Italy have been _askod
if they will object to an increase in the
cash payment awarded Germany should the
Berlin government refuse to stand by its
previous pledges and insist upon an ad-
vance payment of more than the £5500 al-
ready promised by Mr. Bowen to each of
the allies. Personally it is the opinion of
the British and Italian ambassadors, as it
Is of Mr. Bowen, that if CGermany can af-
ford to put herself on record as taking surh
action Venezuela wi!l not be the loser by
paying a few more thousand dollars cash.

The matter came up in a joint conference
at the British embassy today, at which
were present Mr. Bowen, the Itallan and
British ambassadors and the German en-

voy.

The ambassadors have cabled t0o London
and Rome for advice, but it is not expect-
ea that either foreign office will protest.

At the German embassy no definite ad-
vices have yet been .received regarding the
nquestion of the advance payment of tac
§40,000 demanded of Castro by Germany
in the original ultimatum. It is stated that
this demand was inserted in the protocol
through a misunderstanding, and that
when the matter is cleared up the objec-
tionable article will be eliminated.

Trying to Effect Adjustment.

The German envoy is bending every effort
to an early adjustment of the guestion
that the signing of the proto~ols may nct
be further delayed. As soon as Berlin in-
dicates a willingness to rembve this « b-
stacie the final drafts of the Germaan and
Italian protocols will be mad: with all
possibie dispatch.

No answer has yet come from Germany
to the request of Mr. Bowen that she turn
over to Venezuela, upon the raising of the
blockade, the vessels seized by the German
men-of-war. The British protocol contains
this provision, as will the Itallan, and it is
Mr. Bowen’s wish that Germany also con-
sent.

Mr. Bowen makes the point that the allies
cannot afford to keep these vessels, In view
of the fact that they are not the navy of
Venezuela, but her revenue cutters,, which
are necessary to the maintenance of order
in the country. Without these ships Vene-
zuela would be unable to prevent smuggling.
The German envoy appreclates the argu-
meniS of Mr. Bowen, and has referred the
matter to Berlin for decision.

DEMOCRATS BLOCK IT.

Effort of Senate Repubicans for State-
hood Fight Compromise.

The Senate republicans who have been en-
deavoring to negotiate a-compromise of the
statehood fight are not making gratifying
progress today. It had been heped that a
compromise might be agreed upon which
could be submitted to the committee on
territories today, and could be brought in
by the committee as a substitute for all
pending legislation on statehood.

It has been impossible, however, thus far
to reach a satisfactory agrement, and the
statehood fight still hangs on. The trouble
is that democratic acquiesence cannot be
obtained In the compromises that thus far
have been proposed.

The democrats find that they do not get
anything out of the deals which have been
presented. They complain that Senator
Quay and his colleagues, through the com-
promises, get all they want by the en-
hancement of the value of bonds, through
double statehood, which would be the same
as through single statehood, and moreover
that they would stand the chance to have
the new states repubfean.

The democrats hope to get at least a
couple of democratic senators in the deal,
but nothing thus far presented holds out
a promise to that end.

Efforts will be continued to reach a com-
promise between the republican factions.
If united republican support could be ob-
tained for sume measure it would probably
be offered, so that democratic opposition
could relieve the republicans of the charge
of having defaulted in their platform prom-
ises to the territories,

But even the republican factions have not
altogether agreed upon a compromise. Sen-
ator Quay has one alternative which wiil
be resorted to in case all other efforts fail.
He will attempt to attach the statehood
bill as a rider-to an appropriation bill,

DOVER, Del.,, February 11.—There was
an Important development today in the pro-
longed double senatorial fight, and the out-
come probably means that the democrats
will refuse their assistance to the regular
republicans.

The issue was the much-talked-of voters'
assistant law, whick, it is charged, was
enacted by the union republicans at the last
session of the legislature as a method of
learning ‘“‘that the goods had been dellv-
ered’ in the matter of purchasable votes.

When Representative Rose (dem.) pre-
sented a resolution in the House to take the
bill repealing the “voters’ assistant law"
from the committee on revised statutes and
have it considered this afternoon in com-
mittee of the whole, Representative Flinn,
who is virtually the regular republican
leader in the House, and who is also chair-
man of the committee in question, entered
a vigorous opposition.

Time for Action.

Mr. Rose declared that the repealer had
been in committee since January 30, and he
thought it was time for some action to be
taken on It.

Mr. Flinn replied that the committee was
giving the bill due consideration, and that
if the Rose resolution should pass it would
be a reflection. .

Representative Holcomb (dem.) sald that
the voters’ assistant'law had been a matter
for consideration for two years and that
every honest man in Delaware wanted It to
be repealed.

By a vote of 21 to 13, however, the reso-
lution presented by Mr. Rose was defeated
and the repealer stays In committee.

How the Regulars Voted.
The regulars voted with the Addicks
men against the resolution.

When the democrats recently presented
an ultimatum to the regular republicans
offering to coalesce with them and elect
two United States senators, one from each
side, it was strongly stated thereln that
they, the democrats, would do all in their

Reason Building Lines on Certain

establishment of building lines on the nar-
row streets in Mount Pleasant.

If the act ever becomes
operative he belleves it would be generally
expected that people along the line of a |
street should take th& initiative toward its
widening through a ‘petition signed by a
majority of the properiy owners.

DOUBT OF PASSAGE

LACK OF UNDERSTANDING AS TO
COMPROMISE.

Senators Want to Enow Its Effect as
to Government Contracts and

The Senate committee on the District of
Columbia has declded upon a favorable
report upon the resolution providing for
the repeal of the provisions of the act of
Congress of June 30, 1808, fixing charges
for the use of single or ground-wire tele-
phones in the District of Columbia.

As the District of Columbla appropriation
bill is still pending before the Senate this
-propbsed amendment to it will be a sub-
ject for consideration when it s reported
and a proposition ls made to add it to the
District bill. This may be done some_ time
this afternoon, but there will be divided
opinion as to the propriety of adopting the
amendment.

Many senators, especially members of the
Benate committee on appropriations, which
ccinsidered and placed upon the District
biil in 1898 the provision for lowering telé-
phone rates, consider the proposition to re-
peal that law one that is too serious to be
adopted without very careful consideration
and a more full knowledge of all facts con-
verning it than is now in possession of the
committee on appropriations. For this
reason it is iikely that when the amend-
ment is voted upon a point of order may be
made against it.

Effect of Compromise.

There is a lack of exact understanding on
the part of many senators in reepect to the
exact terms and the effect of the compro-
mise arrar ed yesterday afternoon between
the Chesapeake and Potomac Telephone
Company and the Telephone Subscribers’
Asscelation of the Distriet of Columbia. In
a general way It is understood that this
agreement provides that the telephone com-
pany shall give a rebate equal to the dif-
ference between the contract price of tele-
phones insisted upon by the company and
the lower rates established by Congress in
1898, the enforcement of which has never
been secured and in relation to which there
has been constant litigation.

One-half of this rebate is to go the tele-
phone subscribers indlvidually and the other
half to the Telephone Subscribers’ Associa-
tion to pay the expenses incurred in litiga-
tion and to settle bills contracted by that
assoclation. The amount, it Is understood,
which will go to the association, is about
$10,000, which, it Is estimated, will be suf-
ficient to pay the expense the association
has been subjected to and to pay its attor-
neys, who, it is understood, have not been
paid up to the present time.

One question that has arisen and has
caused comment among senators relates to
the pumber of telephone subscribers who
are to recelve a rebate. Under the terms of
the agreement, as stated by the president
of the telephone company, Mr. Bethel, it is
understood that only the subscribers in the
assoclation will receive this rebate. When
the legisiation was enacted in 1898 there
were 2,000 subscribers to telephones and at
that time the assoclation was formed with
about 700 members, which number is now
greatly reduced.

Comment is made by some senators on
the propriety of any agreement for a pay-
ment of rebate only to members of the as-
sociation while the law for a reduction of
rates provided that the lower rate should
be given to all of the subscribers. Some
senators believe that if the rebate ls given
at all it should be given to every one of the
subscribers from the time of the enact-
ment . of the law.

On the part of the Telephone Bubscribers’
Association an agreement was made to
withdraw litigation and to withdraw their
objection- to the pr amendment re-
pealing the law Iin relation to telephone
rates,

Government Contracts,

Another important matter that is involved
in the proposed amendment is in relation to
its effect on government contracts. It is
understood that it will change In some im-
portant ways the power of the government
to provide itself with telephones under its
present system, even at existing rates.

While these objections to the adoption of
the amendment have been discussed by
senators the objection to the amendment
a3 a whole goes much further. Some
sScnators comment upon the suggestion to
repeal the law in compliance with a com-
promise arrangced by an association with
the telephone company. In all events they
see serlous objection to acting on the
amendment before its effect has been fully

discussed, and not only before the appro-
priations committee, which enacted the law
in 1808, but also before the Senate,

Senators are inclined to Lhink that if the
telephone question is raised It will pio-
duce an extended debate rot only in the
Senate but also in the Housez of Henresen-
tatives and some of them ar:z ineclired to
the belief that even if the proposed amcrd-
ment were adopted by the Sznate it wold be
amended still further by the Ilsuse by a
proposition to fix a new schedu.z of tele-
phone rates in conformity with preseut
conditions.

BREMERTON NAVAL STATION.

Captain Bigsbee Will Probably Be As-
signed to the Command.

Capt. Charles D. Sigsbee, who was in com-
mand of the battle ship Maine when she
was destroyed in the harbor of Havana in
the spring of 1898, will probably be assigned
to duty as commandant of the naval station
at Bremerton, Wash., as the successor of
Rear Admiral Yates Stirling, who has been
ordered to command the Philippine squad-
ron of the Aslatic fleet. It is expected that
Rear Admiral Stirling will haul down his
flag at the Puget Sound navy yard in about
a month and proceed to the Philippines on
the battle ship Wisconsin, which is to be
the flagship on that station. The Wisconsin
is now being fitted out at Puget Bound for
the long voyage across the Pacific.

Ordinarily an officer of the grade of rear
admiral would be assigned to the command
of the Puget S8ound station, but there is no
officer of that grade available at this time.
The department is therefore considering the
assignment of one of the senlor captains.
Capt. Sigsbee stands near the head of his
grade, and will become & rear admiral in
September next. He is regarded as especial-
ly qualified for the command of the im-
portant station of Puget Bound, and “will
probably receive the assignment. He is
now in charge of the office of naval intelil-

-gence at the Navy , where he
has served with ability since Jan-
uary, 1900.

THE GOULD STOCKS

DEVELOPED GREATEST STRENGTH
IN THE MARKET.

Standard Oil Interests Still Said to Be
Booming This
Group.

NEW YORK, February 11.—The quota-
tions from London this morning on Ameri-
can rallways showed general declines, but
this did not have the effect desired on our
cpening by the room traders here who sold
stocks yesterday, going short of the market
after taking their profits on the long side
of the discount on yesterday's early ad-
vance.

The local stock market, to be sure, was
somewhat irregular at the start, but in
nearly every instance prices were from 1§
to 14 per eent above yesterday’'s closing fig-
ures.

The most strength was shown in the
Gould stocks, Missourl Pacific, Texas Pa-
cific and Wabash issues, all evidencing good
rallying powers, and they came in for most
of the activity in the Initial dealings.

It is still stated that the Standard Oil
Interests are not through with the upward
movement in this group of stocks, and it
is also hinted that the holding or unifica-
tion plan is not as far off, b as th
street belleves. A ¥

It was sald some time ago that the Gould
plans in respect to a holding company
‘would probably not be announced until
after a decision In the Northern Securities
case, but it is now hinted that the two
plans are not at all similar, in that the uni-
fication of the Gould systems as none of the
roads to be consoldated competée with each
other, nor do they cover the same territory,
as in the case of some of the Northern Se-

curities sy.

Missourt c opened up 1 and gained %
further on good buying; Wabash preferred
gained 1 per cent, but the “B.” bonds on
profit taking sales lost 5§ per cent, but later
more than regained the loss.

St. Paul opened up % percent, but lost its
gain and 3 besides hefore the end of the
first hour. This stock, however, was not
dealt in actively, but it 1s quletly reported
}:lat the Standard Oll interests are picking

up.

The Erie issues and the Pennsylvania
and ‘New York Central stocks acted a lit-
tle heavy. In the first named stocks the
quarterly statement ending December 31
last shows a surplus after fixed charges
of §1,324,700, an increase of $1,023,033.

Union Pacific, Baltimore and Ohio, Ca-
nadlan Pacific and Southern Pacific all held
well against bear attacks. The traction
shares also recelved fair support.

Quo warranto proceedings, begun In Den-
ver, as announced this morning, did not
affect the price of Smelters adversely; on
the other hand, both classes of this security
dlsclosed good buying orders and advanced
in price. The early advance in General
Electric was attributed to reports of a re-
newal of negotiations with the Stanley
Electric Company. If satisfactory arrange-
ments are completed, a stock dividend of
considerable value will likely go to General
Ele tric stockholders.

Sales of stocks up to the noon hour were
239,600 shares, a falling off from yester-
day, possibly due to a desire on the part of
some of the traders to make no new com-
mitments until after the holiday tomorrow,
in commemoration of Lincoin's birthday.
The market improved some in the second
hour, the Eries being especially strong on
account of the good quarterly statement of
earnings.

In the afternoon trading there were some
irregular price .charges, a majority of the
list showing fractional declines from the
highest figures of the early morning specu-
lation, with the exception of the Erie is-
sues and Baltimore and Ohio common, the
former rallying nearly a joint on buying by
room traders, the latter stock holding well
the 1 per cent improvement scored soon
after the opening. Expectations of an early
passage of the Aldrich bill, however, de-
terred short selling, and gave new courage
to the larger interests, who appear to be
back of the Improved market of the past
few days.

RICHARDSON'S BOOK

MATTER BROUGHT BEFORE THE
HOUSE PRINTING COMMITTEE.

The House committee on printing this
morning todk up for consideration the reso-
lution introduced by Representative Henry
C. Smith of Michigan, Inquiring Into the
matter of the printing and distribution of
Representative Richardson's compilation
of the “Messages and Papers of the Presi-
dents’” by the “bureau of national literature
and art (chartered), Washington, D. C."

Mr. Smith was before the committee, and
presented an array of particulars showing
the methods of the “bureau” in selling its
volumes. He stated that on November 22
last the secretary of the *bureau,’” Mr.
Lamson, wrote to A. B. Bragdon, Monroe,
Mich., inclosing him a certificate entitling
him to “an option on one copy of the sup-
L plemental volume of the messages and.
papers of the Presidents.” The letter added:
“You will be pleased to know that this vol-

ume makes complete all the messages of
the late President McKinley, Including his

ranks as one of his ablest addresses. It also
embraces the messages of President Roose-
velt to date. ®* * * There was no appro-
priation made by Congress for the publish-
ing of the supplemental volume; therefore,
on account of many requests for the same,
the work was taken up by the bureau of,
national literature and art, and a small
pro rata charge made for each volume.
Therefore, should vou desire a copy, imme-
diate action is necessary, in order that
your printing and binding order may be
placed immediately. If you wish to secure
this volume return application card, with
amount, $3.40, before date of expiration of
option.”
A Book Agent in Disguise.

“Agsistant secretary of the treasury, Mr.
Afles,” continued Mr. Smith, “wrote to Rep-
resentative Butler of Pennsylvania in De-
cember, 1901, concerning the Gravure Com-
pany of America, and stated that the same
‘is simply a book agent in disguise, a pri-
vate concern.’ I belleve that the so-called
allotment referred to by the -agents of the
Gravure company Is simply an alluring
form which they have adopted to give to
thz distribution an offi_ial app:arance which
it does not actually possess. It is possible
that the plates were enlarged from the por-
traits contained In the *Messages and Pa-
pers of the Presidents,’ which were made
at the bureau of engraving and printing.
I am Informed by those who represent
James 8. Barcus that the Gravure com-
pany and the Bureau of National Literature
and Art are all one, and that Barcus Is all
there is of either, and that the same are not
incorporated. It is also a fact that the
mesgages proper are distributed by the Bu-
reau of Literature and Art and the plates
by the Gravure company.”

Mr. Smith quotes a number of other In-
stances of like character which had come
under his obeervation and been reported
to him by members of Congress. He then
gave .a review of the compilation of the
work by Mr. Richardson and its publica-
tion, with a history of Mr. Richardson's
lease of the plates to Barcus for ten years,
reserving a royalty of 756 cents per set on
all sets sold.

*Mr. Barcus,” said Mr. Smith, *‘began
trading under the mame of J. 8. Barcus
Company, then under the committee of dis-
tribution, and the people were led to be-
lleve that the government was in some
way connected with the work. Now differ-
ent language is used and other names, yet
the public is still being deceived.

Resolutions Submitted.

In conclusion Mr. Smith submitted the
following:

*“*That the publication Is not legally copy-
righted, either the matter, the form, or the
1Nlustrations, and that for the protection of
the public the committee om printing
should so report and Congress so declare.
And the public should be iInformed of the
true situation, so that the possibility of de-
ception would not exist, and that the work
should be distributed, if at all, under fair
competition.

“That the language of the statute forbid-
ding the copyrighting of government pub-
lications is strong enough to warrant inter-
ference by the proper authorities by an in-
junction against every effort to deceive the
public. That the general legal ent
should be notified as to the subject, with
ltnstrucuontomthopumm the mat-
er. . :
