TH QUESTION OF THE WAIST-

COAT BUTTON.

Black and White and Gray Are Going
Out and Colors Are Takinr

Their Place.

The belief, firmly held in America, that

all Englishmaen Invariably wear the last two
buttons of the waistcoat unbuttoned, will
have received strong confirmation if the re-

ports of the recent divorce onse of Hartopp
versus Cowley should reach the United
States. kothing was said about the kin
dred practice of rolling up the ankles of the
trousers. an omission which will cruelly
disappoint the censors of our modes, but
the waistcoat-button question received full
ventilation. It was stated in evidence that
Lord Cowley; the co-respondent, had been
disturbed -in an equivocal situation In the
society of Lady Hartopp, and the maid-
servant who gave this evidence remarked
that -the 1oble earl's pertubation was evi-
denced by the fact that his waistcoat was
partly unbuttoned. Asked by counsel
whether she was aware that gentlemen fre-
quently left the last butto- or two thus un-
fastened, the blushing housemaid denied
that she had remarked the practice, but an
observant newspaper man recorded the cu-
rious fact that both the petitioner, Sir
Charles Hartopp. and the incriminated no-
bleman who do-responded- in the suit (but
who was -exonerated by the jury's verdict)
had their lit tralstcoat button undone, as
they sat in court!

Now It Originated.
I mention this triviality because the case

in question exactly illustrates the meaning
and -limits. of the unbuttoned waistcaat
habit. All the partles. were fox-hunting
people. It was originally, .and is still, the
habit of men who ride that expensive and-
immoral quadruped, the horse, to leave the
last button, or perhaps the last two but-
tons, of -a single-breaisted waistcoat un-
fasten When mounted,.for the reason that
if buttoned, on horseback, a waistcoat is
very liable to crease. A double-brea3ted
waistcoat will crease In any event, and the
practice has never extended, except among
the fools who affected it In imitation of Its
perfectly natural originators, to double-
breasted waistcoats, and indeed no habitual
cavalier wrears- any but -a single-breasted
waistcoat. The habit of turning up the
trousers at the ankle- is one of cleanliness
alone. It is bad for the trousers, and a man
really solicit6Uf about his dress will not
practice It. 'But here again, fools rush In
where wise men cleanly tread, The for-
mer noticed that horse riding men usually
have a pair of buttons sewn inside their
trousers. In -order to hold a short strap,
When riding. This strap, passing beneath
the Instep of the shoea. saves the trousers
fromd dragging up against the horse's sides.
Of course, when turned up for walking in
bad weather, the trousers showed these but-
tons. to the admiration of the habitual Imi-
tative Idiot, who, frequently unacquainted
with the difference between the right side
of a horse and the wrong one, hastened to
have useless buttons inserted In his trou-
ser-ankrta, and turned them up in order to
exhibit this decoration. No well-dressed
Englishman turns up his trousers except in
case of dire need.

TEOXAS NAST, ARTIST.

Work He Did to Show~ That He Was
Not Only a Cartoonist.

From the New York Tribgse.
Friends here of Thomas Nast, the well-

known cartoonist, who died recently in
Ecuador, have interested themselves in a
bill to be Introduced in Congress calling for
the appropriation of $2,000 for the pur-
chase of his historical paintings. While
Mr. Nast's reputation in the popular mind
will perhaps always rest upon his cartoons,
to those who knew h!m well he was not
only a cartoonist, but a painter. It was his
ambition to be some time recognised as one
of the great painters of his day. Villa, Fon-
tana, as Mr. Nast styled his home in Mor-
ristown, N. 3., is a veritable storehouse of
art objects. In his lifetime Mr. Nast trav-
eled much, and everywhere he added to his
collection. Some of these objects. were
bought by him, others were the gift of
friends, buit sooner or later all came to Villa
Fontana, and there they are today.
Few knew the sacrifice It-was to hfr. Nast

to tear himself away from these reminders
of the happiest years of his life, and go to
to Guayaquil, Ecuador, when the announce-
ment of his appo!ntment as -consul came.
It meant leaving his..family, his art treas-
ures, his own art work behind, for when the
announcement came, he was engaged in
painting what he hoped to make a master-
piece of his series of historical -paintings.
He had not named the picture, and for lack
of a better, the members of his family have
given it the deecdiptive title of "Lee Awrai-lag Grant." Unfinished, as he left It, the
big canvas is still in Mr. Nest's Morris-
town studio beside*'his' slaintidg of "Gari-
baldi." In the foreground of the painting
sits the vanquishiid cobfedefate leader, hisy~a head bowed in despair, and his eyes

eupon the half unsheathed wo acros
his knees-the sweed presented to imby
the .state of Virginia, and the swrdn he

must soon surrender--to -the leader of the

northern army. In the background are twofigures-at the righit, Coloniel Mqrshial, Lee's

aid, and at the left Captain Babcock, one
