RESCUE OF SCHOONER’S CREW.

The Boat Run Down and Left to Her
Fate.

Mhe steamer Goldsboro, Capt. Geochegan,
whieh arrived at New York yesterday, had
aboard the captain and crew of the three-
masted schooner R. and T. Hargraves, hav-
ing taken them from the schooner which
was abandoned in a sinking condition off
Little Egg Harbor yesterday.

The Hargraves was bound from
Norfolk to New York with a cargo of coal.
Bhe is well known at thls port, having
brought ice and lymber cargoes here,

OBJECTIONS TO SIGN.

Does Not Advertise Business of House
on Which It is Placed.

A question has recently arisen between
the District authorities and the proprie-
tors of a mammoth electric sign advertising
the merits of a western plickle house located
on the roof of the Darby printing building
on 14th street just south of Pennsylvania
avenue, Attentlon was called to the fact
that the sign did not advertise the business
of the house on which it was located.
Under the new license law such signs must
be erected by licensed bill posters and must
be put up only under specific permit from
the Commissioners. The pickle sign was
placed In position under & permlit taken out
from the bullding department. Mr. Darby
explained to the Commissioners that he had
leased the roof of his bullding to the pickle

company, and therefore it had a right to
maintain the sign just the same as the
lessee of space In a mercantile house would
have. It has heen decided by the Commis-
sloners that if the,pickle concern takes out
an annual license of $20, prescribed for per-
sons who post bills and erect signs, the elec-
tric advertiser may remain in position.
