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HANDKERCHE A CLUE
Young Woman "Detained" in

Burdick Case.

NAME IS HUTCHINSON
FORMERLY EMPLOYED AS CLERK

IN HIS OFFICE.

Attorney Fennelly Secures Her Re-
lease on a Writ of Habeas

Corpus.

BUFFALO, N. Y., March 7.-Superintend-
ent of Police Bull announced at 10 o'clock
this morning that a woman had been taken
into custody in the Burdick murder mys-
tery.
"We strongly suspect this woman," said

Superintendent Bull. "Her name is Miss
Marion Hutchinson, who was employed as

an extra clerk in Burdick's office. Her
former home was in London, Ontario. She
is a woman of refinement and a fine mu-

sician. She came to Buffalo last summer
with her mother and sister. Her father is
dead. She is short and slight and has a

light complexion."
Miss Hutchinson was taken to police

headquarters by detectives at an early hour
today. Much secrecy was maintained by
the police.
It appears that a handkerchief plays an

important part in the identification, and
that one not belonging to any one in the
Burdick household was found in the den
after the tragedy.
As she sat in the office she was approach-

ed by Detective Cornish, who asked her for
her handkerchief. She gave it up rather
reluctantly.

Compared With the One Found.
Then Superintendent Bull stepped into

the outer office and took from his drawer a

handkerchief which had been concealed
there.
It was taken into the inner office, laid on

a table, and carefully examined by Dis-
tret Attorney Coatsworth and Superin-
tendent Bull. and compared with the other
taken from the woman.
The woman was put through a searching

cross-examination in the private office of
Superintendent Bull. While refusing to di-
vulge any of the case in the hands of the
police. Superintendent Bull made the state-
ment that he was confident that the mys-
tery of the Burdick murder had been
solved, and that complete proof would be
forthcoming.
Miss Hutchinson was taken into Superin-

tendent Bull's private office and cross-ex-
amination was begun. Besides Miss Hutch-
inson in the office were Superintendent
Bull, Assistant Superintendent Cusack, De-
tective Cornish and District Attorney
Coatsworth.

Released on Habeas Corpus.
After her examination at police headquar-

ters Miss Hutchinson was taken to the dis-
trict attorney's office. Later Attorney Fen-
nelly, the lawyer retained by Mrs. Seth T.
Paine, appeared at police headquarters and
demanded to see Miss Hutchinson. Su-
perintendent Bull denied that she was

there, whereupon Mr. Fennelly repaired to
the city hall and obtained from Justice
White a writ of habeas corpus ordering
that Miss Hutchinson be produced in court
on the ground that she was being illegally
held for the murder of Edwin L. Burdick.
No defense to the writ was interposed by

the police, and Miss Hutchinson was there-
upon released.
Superintendent Bull issued a statement

saying she had at no time been technically
under arrest, although she was detained
and questioned.

Another Suspect Questioned.
This afternoon Assistant District Attorney

Abbott arrived at police headquarters, hav-
ing with him In a closed carriage another
young woman, apparently about twenty-
four years of age. She was handsomely at-
tired. She was taken into 'the private office,
where she was questioned by the authori-

WAS PRAYING FOR H13 MOTHER.

Crown Princess Louise's Xissing Son
Found in Chapel.

DREISDEN, March 7.-Little Prince
George. eldest son of Crown Prince Fred-
erick. was missed from the palace and for
several hours his tutors and the household
officials were in consternation. The favorite
rumor was that the prince had been ab-
ducted by agents of his mother, the former
Crown Princess Louise; but the boy was
found praying in the cathedral that his
mother might return.
The socialists are using the crown prin-

cess' episode for political agitation, and the
unpopularity of the Saxon monarch appears
to have been considerably heightened. The
carriage of Princess Mathilde, sister of the
crown prince, was surrounded by a crowd
in Wlladruffer strasse, one of the principal
shopping streets of Dresden, one day last
week, and cries of "Give us our Louise!"
were raised. Princess Mathilde was so
frightened that when the police reached the
scene she was escorted into a shop and
eventually went out by the rear door and
took another carriage home. Several simi-
lar incidents, showing the unpopularity of
the royal house, have occurred since the
agitation caused by the elopement of the
Princess Louise. but none of them has been
mentioned In the newspapers of Dresden.

THE TWO TREATIES.

Were Not Beported by Senate Com-
mittee Today.

The Senate committee on foreign relations
met today to act upon the Panama canal
and Cuban treaties. After some desultory
discussion the, committee adjourned until
Monday morning without acting upon the
treaties.
When the committee assembled it was

found that the~democratic membership was
rather attenuated in numbers.

MR. MERRIAM RESIGNS
Will Leave Census Bureau

May 15.

PROBABLE SUCCESSOR
INDICATIONS POINT TO DAVID B.

MERCER OF NEBRASKA.

He Has Been Recommended by Mem-

bers of the House, Labor Leaders
and Many Others.

Ex-Gcvernor William R. Merriam, direc-
tor of the census, personally tendered his
resignation to President Roosevelt today, to
take effect May 15. The President had not
received any advance notification of Mr.
Merriam's intentions to leave the govern-
ment sarvice except what he had s(en in
newspapers. coming from New York. He
expressed regret that Mr. Merriam had con-
cluded to lcave the census office, and w:shed
him great success in his new field. Mr.
Merriam stated that he had fixed upon May
15 that he might ccmplete some of the
work of his office before leaving here.

Active in Politics.
Gov. William R. Merriam has been active

in politics for many years. and has held
some important positions in his native
state, Minnesota, although he never he'd a

position undcr the national government un-

til appointed director of the census. March
C1s9. He was known for many years as
one of the foremost republicans of his
state.
He. was a member of the state legislature

several years, and while in the legislature

Wm. R. Merriam.

was elected speaker of the house of repre-
sentatives. He is said to have made an
admirable presiding officer. Shortly after-
ward he became the republican candidate
for the nominatin for governor of Minne-
sota, and was elected by an overwhelming
majority in 1888. His administration was
such that he was re-elected governor in
1800. On retiring from the gubernatorial
chair Mr Merriam returned to his business
as president of the Merchants' National
Bank of St. Paul, in which instittftion he
had been interested, and of which he had
been president before being elected to the
legislature. In 18i)6 he was a member of
the national committee from Minnesota and
attended the St. Louis convention. He was
a member of the committee on resolutions
and was active in having the gold plank
put in the republican platform.

As Director of the Census.
Gov. Merriam took an active part In the

campaign in 1896. after which he again
took up his private business. Later he was

tendered the appointment of director of the
census and accepted. His nomination was
sent to the Senate March 4, 1819, on the
last day of the session, and was immediate-
ly confirmed. Mr. Merriam assumed the
duties of his new position July 1 and has
held it ever since. He Is regarded as one
of the most successful executive officers of
the government, and it is said that in no
government department has such a mass of
work been done In the same time as that
done by the census office during the taking
of the last censu.. A force of over 3,000
clerks was employed in the work, and it
was hurried through to completion in record
time. Gov. Merriam was active In the agi-
tation for a permanent census bureau, and
had much to do with the drawing up of
the bill In which it was provided for.
Mr. Merriam gives up his official position

for the purpose of accepting the vice presi-
dency of the International Mercan.tile
Agency, a large corporation in the city df
New York engaged in the rating of credits
in the United States and Canada. The con-
cern was organized some time ago by
weaithy Canadians and New Yorkers. It
will do a business similar to that of Dun
and Bradstreet.
Mr. Mercer His Probable Successor.
Several men have been mentioned to suc-

ceed Mr. Merriam, but the President has
given no indication of his intentions in that
respect. The name of one man has been
presented that promises strength. This

David H. Mercer.
man is ex-Representative David R. Mercer
of Nebraska. Representatives of every re-
publican delegation in the House cailed on
the President to ask that Mr. Mercer be
appointed to a good place in the govern-
ment service, and the President replied
that he thought a great deal of Mr. Mer-
oer. Since that time Mr. Mercer has been
urged for the directorship of the census
bureau by a. delegation- of worinenen of-
this city. 9191 stronger support fromn all
directions -will be given to his candidacy
for this position.

Mr. XMecer's Career.
Former Representative David Henry Mer-

cer of Omaha, Neb., who- has just reired
from Congress after completing his fifth
term in the House, has undenbtedly, the
strongest backing to succeed ov. Merriam.
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been a matter of universal regret on the
part of members of both parties in the
House, as well as in the Senate. His serv-
ice for five consecutive terms breaks the
record so far as Nebraska is concerned, and
as chairman of the House committee on
public buildings and grounds he has dis-
bursed over $46,000,000 during that time.
The bills which have been prepared under
Mr. Mercer's hands for the erection- of
public buildings throughout the country
have been compiled with such diplomacy
and skill that they have been in every re-

spect the most popular measures on which
the House has taken action.
He originated the idea of the omnibus

public building-bill, which combined the ne-
cessities of the country into one biil, and
thus obtained the unanimous support of
delegations from every section.
Mr. Mercer has been a consistent and en-

thusiastic friend of the District of Colum-
bia so far as legislation in Congress is con-
cerned. He was a member of the District
committee and as chairman of the public
building committee was in a position to do
the District- much good. He was a firm
believer in "Greater Washington," and lost
no opportunity to show his friendship in a
substantial way. Every omnibus public
building bill contains something for the
District and the District items were looked
after personally in the House and in con-
ference by Mr. Mercer.

Friends Working for Him.
When it became known that Mr. Mercer

had been defeated his friends in both
houses of Congress began a movement at
once for a place for the popular Nebraskan
which would serve as a promotion rather
than a demotion in his retirement from
Congress. He has bden mentioned for a
place on the isthmian canal commission
and for membership on the board of gen-
eral appraisers, either of which places his
ability and attainments amply fit him for.
As director of the census, however. Mr.
Mercer's qualifications perhaps combine
most happily so far as diplomacy, firmness
and good judgment are concerned, to make
him the ideal man for the place.
Ever since Mr. Mercer has been in Congress

he has been a strong factor in the House.
He has an exceedingly engaging manner,
and has a fine quality of discriminat-ing in
his friendships. When he came to Wash-
ington first, ten years ago, it was to repre-
sent the district, a por~tion of which was
previously represented by William J. Bryan.
He was appointed by Speaker Crisp in -the
Fifty-third Congress to the committee on
public buildings and grounds. When the
House was reorganized by the republicans
in the Fifty-fourth Congres, Mr. Reed ap-
pointed him on the same committe, and
he was within 'three places of the bead
of which Representative Mill iken was then
the chairman. In the Fifty-fifth Congress,
by the death of Mr. Milliken and the refusal
of Representative Morse of Massachusetts
to take the position of chairman, Mr. Mer-
cer took the head of the table in thisg com-
mittee.
Mr. Mercer is a native of Iowa, having

been born in Deniton county in 1857. His
parents removed to Illinois soon after. His
father was a captain in the civil war and
marched with Sherman to the sea, going to
Nebraska and settling at Brownville imme-
diately after the close of the rebellion. Mr.
Mercer's -father was a blacksmith, and
young Dave received his earliest training at
the forge. His father, however, provided
schooling for him, and he was graduated in
law and began practicing that profession
before he entered politics.

DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE.

Will Have Headquarters on 13th
Street.

The headquarters of the Department of
Commerce and Labor after the first part
of next week will be in the building 721 13th
street northwest. This will be the tempo-
rary location of the department. The build-
ing is already occupied by the lighthouse
service, which is to be a part of the new

department after July 1. The half of one
floor has been found in this building and
will be occupied by Secretary Cortelyou and
Commissioner-Garfield of the bureau of cor-
porations. There is not as much space as
Secretary Cortelyou wpuld desire to stajrt
off business for his department, but the
negotiations for a building have not been
carried far enough to insure success. Mr.
Garfield expects to get right down to work
in -his new department.
Mr. Cortelyou may not transfer his own

desk from the White House to the new
location until toward the end of the week,
but Mr. Gar-field will take up his work In
the building without loss of time.
The first annotincement made by Secre-

tary Cortelyou of an appointment in his
department is that of William JT. Lee as
telegraph operator. He will have charge
of telegraph and telephones in the depart-
ment. Mr. Lee for ten years has been the
Associated Press operator, in the Senate,
and is well known to newspaper workers
of Washington and elsewhere. -He is com-
petent to fill the important position to
which he has been selected.

NO SnELECTION MADE.

Commisuion Inspects Site for Bepre-
sentatives' OfBice Building.

The commission appointed to select a site
for the new offBce building for the House of
Representatives met today, but reached no
oonclusion. Adjournment was taken until
2 oJclock Monday. There are four squares
immediately south of the Capitol grounds
from which the selection is to be made, and
the engineering features of each of these
squares were discussed before the commis-
sion in every detail this morning by Mr.

The President came to the conclusion
that he would be in no haste to confer a
fine position upon Mr. Woods after looking
over the sentiments of that citizen. Conse-
quently he placed the recommendation of
Mr. Woods upon the top shelf of his ap-
pointment cabinet, and there it lies, with
the probability that it w!ll not be taken
down. Mr. Woods is understood to have
written the President disclaiming any inten-
tion of reflecting upon the President person-
ally, but he went away from Washington
without calling personally to state the case.
The President is thought to be willing to
act upon the recommendation of the Cali-
fornia representatives in the appointment, r
and to replace Colonel Irish if a suitable
man is presented, but he is in no hurry c
about doing this.
Thinks Two Weeks is Sufficient.

hief Justice of District Court Says
United States Supreme Court Only

Can Issue Writ.

Chief Justice Bingham of the Supreme
ourt of the District of Columbia this after-
toon rendered his opinion in connection
rith the proceedings for writ of habeas
orpus Instituted for the purpose of requir-

ng the Secretary of the Navy to produce
n court here Edward Johnson, an enlisted
nan of the United States marine corps, now
mprisoned on the Island of Guam. The
iltimate object of the proceeding was to
ecure the discharge of Johnson from cus-
ody.
Chief Justice Bingham, in disposing of
he matter, sustained the contention of the
lecretary of the Navy, presented throughJnited States Attorney Beach and A.sist-
nt United States Attorney Adkins. that
he District Supreme Court was without
urisdiction to act in the cause. The chief
ustice intimated that the Supreme Court
f the United States is the only tribunal
hat has power, under the circumstances, to
ssue the writ of habeas corpus.
Attorneys W. D. Davidge and F. l.Mac-Aey, counsel for Johnson, noted an appeal
rom the ruling of Chief Justice Einghamo the Court of Appeals.

An Important Question.
The question at issue was regarded as an
nportant one. Johnson is In prison and
estrained of his liberty in a jail near the
own of Agana, Island of Guam. It was
ontended that the prisoner has not been
ommitted, and is not detained by virtue
,f any judgment, decree, order or pro-ess issued by any court or judge of the
nited States, or by any court-martal in
ny case where such courts or judges haveurisdiction under any of the laws orreaties of the United States.
The cause of imprisonment, it is stated.
that Johnson, about May 7, It1Il. was

rrested by military authority on a chargef the theft of a box of clothing and
bout $300 In Mexican currency from Clar-
nce J. Hoskins, also an enlisted man in
he marine corps. He was kept in confine-
ient until May 17, when he was turned
ver by the military authorities to the al-
jged civil authorities of the island. these
itter being ofmcere of the navy and mia-
Ine corps.

-Sentenced to Six Tears.
About October 3, 1901, in the meantime
ot having had a hearing, Johnson was
aken before an alleged court, consistingf Alfred W. Presy, an eadgn in the
avy, and afterl what is alleged to have

tared, was conducted in the Spanish Ian-
uage, and which was not understood by
ohneon-the authorities refusing to fur-
ish him with an interpreter -the alleged
ourt assumed to sentence Johnson to six
ears' imprisonment, which he is -now
erving.
