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RIVER IS STATIONARY
But Water at Memphis is

Still High.
ISLAND 35 FLOODED

FOR THE FIBST TIME IN ITS

HISTORY.

Bixty Persons Rescued From the Is-

land This Morning by
a Steamer.

MEMPHIS, Tenn., March 18.-The river
stands at 30.6 feet this morning and is sta-
tionary. No new breaks have been report-
ed. President Killough of the St. Francis
levee board announced that if the situa-
tion warranted it, he would cut the levee
near Mound City so as to allow steamboats
to get through to Marian, citizens of which
are seriously threatened by the flood pour-
ing through the crevasse at Trice Landing.
Only in two cases have loss of life been
verified.
All railroads entering the city from the

west are badly hampered by the rising tor-
rent, and in many cases their schedules
have been annulled.
A meeting of prominent negro citizens of

Memphis has been called for tonight and
steps will be taken to help care for refu-
gees.

Island No. 35 Flooded.
A dispatch from Covington, Tenn., states

that Island 85, which is considered one of
the highest. in the north end of the river, is
flooded for the first time in its history.
Sixty persons were rescued from the island
this morning by a steamer.
The Yazoo and Mississippi Valley railroad

has opened its lines again. The tracke
have been raised and regular schedules were
resumed today. The Illinois Central is run-
ning all trains and its officers do not antici-
pate any further trouble.
The situation in north Memphis is un-

changed. People are transferred in skiffs,
and many people are idle because of the
shutting down of industries.
NEW ORLEANS. March 18.-The river

situation here remains practically un-
changed. All the levees south- of the Red
river continue to hold. Men today are
working on the Sonia levee between New
Orleans and Kenner, and the Sarpy levee
above Kenner. The Mississippi valley pa-
trol train is carrying men and material to
the scene.

TWO TLLED, TWO INJURED.

Freight Train Crashes Into Furniture
Van in Allegheny, Pa.

PITTSBURO, Pa.. March 18.-A Fort
Wayne freight train crashed into a furni-
ture van of the North Side Transfer Com-
pany at the Sandusky street crossing, Alle-
gheny, today, wrecking the van and killing
two men. Two others were seriously in-
jured. The names of the killed were:
John McKnight, head severed from body.
Albert Cornelius, body crushed.
The injured were Wm. Bustler and John

McOreavy. Both are seriously hurt, but
will recover.
The accident was at a grade crossing, and

was caused by the fog and a misunder-
standing of signals. The van was com-

CONSEBVATIVES LOSE A SEAT.

Bye-Election at Bye Elects Liberal
to Parliament.

LONDON, March 18.-rhe conservatives
have suffered a crushing reverse in the
Rye division of Sussex, where a bye-elec-
tion was held yesterday for a successor to
A. M. Brookfield," conservative, who has
been appointed British consul at Monte-
video. The result was the return of C. F.
Hutchinson, liberal, by a majority of 534
over Edward Boyle, conservative. Mr.
Hutchinson, who appealed to the electors
as a critic of the government's whole
policy, obtained over 2,000 more votes than
he did in 1900, when he opposed Mr. Brook-
field, while the conservative vote fell off
about 1,000.
The result of the election at Rye has

caused great satisfaction to the members
of the opposition in parliament, this being
the first gain of an imiportant seat since
the liberals took up a dednite attitude in
the army controversy. There was much
talk in the lobby of the house of commons
today about the "moral" effect this and
the Woolwich reverse would have on the
government. It is safe, however, to say
that the situation, so far as the govern-
ment program is concerned, will not be
changed.

[INGO DIED AT SEA

VUGE ELEPHANT'S REMAINS
THBOWN OVERBOARD.

least Was Twenty-Two Years Old ali

Weighed Six Tons-Was Larger
Than Jumbo..

NEW YORK. March 15.-The- elephant
Jingo, said to have been larger than Jumbo,
died at sea on the steamer Georgic, which
arrived today from Liverpool. The ani-
mal's death occurred March -12 and the
huge body was buried at sea. An animal
show boukht Jingo in London. The ele-
phant had not traveled since infancy and
from the time of sailing from Liverpool it
fretted and pined away. Jingo was twenty-
two years old, twelve feet high, weighed
six tons and was valued at $50,000.
For sixty hours preceding its death, the
mammoth beast trumpeted without cessa-
tion and twice knocked down its keeper,
paThomas Lawrence, who attempted to
pacify it. The cries of the elephant aroused
the leopards and tigers, which were on the
ship, and they, too, joined in the cry,
which for three days kept the crew of the
Georgic on its guard.
As each day passed Jingo seemed to grow

weaker and he equirmed in his narrow cage
In an effort to get out. He was securely
chained to the cage in such a position in
the aft hatchway that escape was impossi-
ble. On the fifth day out the animal'a con-
ition became such that Lawrence gavehim -%hisky and kept him under the in-
luenc- of liquor for almost three days. It
was then that Jingo became -even more
vage than ever and began the trumpet-

The entire crew went to Lawrence's as-
sistance on the eleventh day and joined
with him in an effort to pacify Jingo. They
all failed, however, and twice the beast got
Its trunk through the bars of the cage and
struck the keeper with such force that he
was thrown to the deck. The other animals
oined in the great noise until about 9
)'clock on the morning of the 12ch, when
suddenly Jingo's cries ceased. Lawrence
ran to the cage to find the animal dead.
its carcass was examined, and, after it was
lecided it could not be stuffed, it was or-
lered thrown overboard.

The site of the present city hall was pur-,hased in 1848. according to Mr. Jones, byt pioneer for 200 pounds of tobacco and two
losen hatchets. The land on which the
lionadnock block now stands was acquiredfrom the chief of a tribe. for 180.

SECRETARY MOODY'S TRIP.

Be and His Party Sailed for Santiago

HAVANA. March 18.-Secretary Moody
and his party, with the exception of Post-
master General Payne and Senator Hale,
left Havana for Santiago on a special train
today. Mr. Payne continued his journey to
Santiago on board the Dolphin and Senator
Hale started on his return to Washington.
Mr. Moody will stop for three hours at
Matansas. He will also visit Santa Clara
and Puerto Principe and will arrive at San-
tiago Friday.
The Secretary informed the correspondent

parture that the impression he had formed[uring his three hours' stay ashore at Ba-hia Honda was entirely favorable to that
place.

Bailey and Mr. Leland
asked the President to appoint Judge Will-
lam Hook of the district court of Kansas
as a circuit judge whenever opportunity
presents itself. It is expected that Judge
Caldwell of the eighth circuit will soon re-

tire, and it is hoped that Judge Hook will
be appointed to fill the vacancy.
The callers also talked with the President

about his coming trip througheKansas. Gov.
Bailey will entertain the President when he
visits Topeka.

except Secretary Root and John Burroughs.
Whatever protection the President may de-
sire he wHi get from escorts of cavalry-
men, who would promptly eject any person
seen in the park in the vicinity of the
President's camp. The President does not
propose to communicate with the outside
world at al.l if he can help it. If he c.n
escape tr*nsacting any oicial business he
will do so. If it is necessary to send any
communications back . to Washington they
will be transmitted by courier to the near-
est telegraph dine or .to the railroad station
nearest the park. There is a complete tele-
phone system in the park, and this will be
utilized if necessary.

Not Invited to Hawaii.
President Roosevelt thus far has not re-

ceived an -invitation to visit the Hawaiian
Islands while on his western trip. It was
said at the White House ofthatlhile an op-
portunity to visit the Hawaiian Islands
would please the President immensely, it
would be impossible for him to do so on hs
approachinttrip without disarranging the
entire schedule. That, It was said, is abso-
lutelyimpracticable. President Roosevelt
hopes at some future time to gratify the
desire of the Hawaian people and his ownwishes, to visit the Islands.

ADWSION eTO ANNAPOIS
New Begulations Governing Eominta

tion -of Candidates.
The Navy Department has Issued the

new regulations governing the examina-
tions of candidates for ad ailon to' the
Naval Academ as midshipmen. The semi-
annual examinations, formerly held in May
and September, have been done away w'ith,
and henceforth none will be held later than
June 30.
According to the new order the eamina-

tions this year will be held as follows:
A general examination on i third Tues-
day in April, under.the supervision of the
civil service commission, at various desig-
nated places throughout the country. A
second examination at Washington only,
on the second Tuesday in May, under the
supervision of the civil service commission.
A third examination on the third Tuesday
in June, at Annapolis only, under the su-
pervision of the superintendent of the
Naval Academy. Those successful In their
mental examinations given under the su-
pervision of the civil service commission
will go to Annapolis for their special ex-
amination.
The regulations further provide that after

Jaunary 1, 1904, the minimum age limit for
admission to the academy will be sixteen
years Instead of fifteen, as it is at present.
The maximum limit of twenty years re-
uains unchanged.

May Mean "Must."

AN IMPORTANT RULING
OPINION RENDEBZD BY ATTOR-

NEY GENERAL KNOX.

Clause of the River and Harbor Bi1
Was Under Consideration by

Chief Law O er.

Attorney General Knox has rendered sa i

opinion to the Secretary of War in the
matter of the construction of a common.
form of expression in acts of Congress pro-
viding for river and harbor improvements
and other public works, which opinion, hav-
ing been officially adopted by the War De-
partment, will have a far-reaching effect.
It will, undoubtedly be ,.acpepted by all
other escutive departments as a precedent
for action.. The opinion in brief was to the
effect thai the phrase "is authorised" to
equivalent- to the word "may" and that
that word must be construedM have the t
meaning of "shalr'. and is mandatory in:
character. The question was whether the
requirements of the law in regard to the
construction of dredges for the improve-
ment of harbors in Lnae Erie and Lake
Michigan are mandatory In character or.
whether they are wholly or in part di-
rectory.

The Power to Direct.
"It is fundamental.". says the Attorney

General in reply, "that the work of river,
and harbor improvement, and undertakings
tributary thereto, like the dredge construe-
tion now presented, are incidents of the
national power to regulate navigation and
commerce. The authority and initiative of
Congress is complete and exclusive. An
illustration of the exercise of this jurisdio-
tion by Congress, directing and restricting
the executive, is shown by the 14th section
of the act before us, in which the Secretary
of War is directed to cause preliminary
examinations or surveys to be made re-
specting harbor improvements, and which
requires such preliminary examination un-
less a survey or estimate is expressly di-
rected; and provides that, in case after pre-
liminary examination the particular im-
provement is not deemed advisable, no sur-
vey or estimate therefor shall be made
without the direction of Congress, etc.

"In other words, in a particular and pe-
culiar sense the will of Congress operates
upon the executive in a mandatory way
In the laws technically known as river and
harbor bills. In general, it is the duty of
the executive to rry such lego ative n-
dates into effeccM'whatever the executive
opinion may be as to their expediency or
propriety, those considerations having been
determined when executive approval, to the
law has been given.
Interpretation of "AUthorisation."
I'Taking ip, aow, the pastult point of

interpretation, the -daun to be, considered
is, 'The Secretary of War is authorized to
cause to be. purchased or built,' etc. The
words italicized e'ts auttorised"), like cor-
responding expressions in statutes, are
equivalent to the'word 'may,' and the ques-
tion is, are these words used In a manda-
tory or permissive sense?
"The ordinary meaning of 'may' is Ien-

erally permissive, but as used in law it is
pften mandatory and equivalent to 'shall'
or 'must.' The rule has been stated as fol-
lows: 'It is well settled that "may" in
any statute is to be construed as equivalent
to "shall" or "must" when the public in-
terests or rights are concerned, and when
the public or third persons have a right d
jure to claim that the power granted should
be exercised. * * * A duty is impliedly.
Imposed to exercise it (the power) wheneler
the occasion arises. These terms are, then,
in effect, invariably invested with a com-
pulsory force.' etc.
"But It would be difficult to believe that

parliament Would ever have intended to
ommit. powers to public persons for publie
purposes for exercise or non-exercise In
any such spirit; that is, as convenience or
Interests might dictate when a mere privi-
lege or license is conferred upon private in-
dividuals. * * * But as regards the in.
perative character of the duty it was la1
down by the king's bench that words of
permission in an act of parliament, when
tending to promote the general benefit, are
always held to be compulsory.

Depending on the Context.
"The application of this rule, however,
depends upon the context of the statute;
the test Is the intent of the legislature. As
to this element of interpretation, It is prop-:
er to observe that the act und'er congidera,-
tion authorizes the construction of mang~
separate works of Improvement, involvithg
large expenditures, and in every case the
provision is that the Secretary ofWa
may '(in effect) undertake the particular.
improvements- authorized. If the use of
the word 'may' in such enactments isf
permissive .merely, and its force andsce
e.tend no further than to authorize te
construction of these works in the discre-
tion of the Secretary of War, then by fail'-
ure or- neglect to avail of the authority
conferred on hrim, or by adverse exerties
of the discretion entrusted to hini, he trould
defeat the exercise of legislative power in
a mnatter committed to the exclusive juis.
diction of Congress, and, manifestly. upon
consideration of the whole subject and the
entire river and harbor program, Intended
to be carried into effect promptly and en-'

ac.Equivalent to "aaJ""
"It seems to me, then, that, considering

the words '1. authorized," etc.. in the abov~e
provision as equivalent to the word 'may.'
that word must be construed to have the
meaning of 'shall,' and is not to be takum
to import mere permission, or to grant an
alternative or choice as If Its meaning were
'may or may not.'. I conclude, thereforie,
that the clause of the act of June 1.3.
above cited in mandatory In character, n
as such is binding upon the executive,
whose duty It is to carry the manate inte.
effect."
