GEORGETOWN ASSOCIATION.

Address of Welcome by President
Janney, to Which the Com-
missioner Responds.

That Mr. Henry L. West, Commissioner
of the District, has strongly intrenched
himself in the hearts of the residents of
the western section of the city, with whom
he spent many of his boyhood days, was
thoroughly demonstrated at the Linthi-
cum Institute last evening at a reception
tendered him by the Georgetown Citizens’
Association. In response to invitations sent
out there were in attendance the presidents
of the various citizens' associations of the
District, the heads of many of the depart-
ments of Lthe District government and the
business and professional men of George-
town, numberiug in all about 150. Letters
expressing regret for inability to be present
were recelved from the members of the
District committees in the House and
Senate, Mr. West's associates on the board
of Commissioners, the president of the
Business Men's Aszsoclation, the president
of the Board of Trade and several others.
* Speechmaking was the feature of the event.

Prof. B. T. Janney, president of the
Georgetawn Ciltizens' Association, as chair-
man, called the assemblage to order and
delivered the opening address, welcoming
Mr. West. Mr. Janney s=aid the death of
Commissioner Jochn W, Ross will always be
lamenied. He characterized Mr. Htosas as
one of the noblest men who has ever occu-
pled a seat o the board of Commissioners.
But, he said, President Roosevelt displayed
good judgment in gelecting Mr. West to fill
the vacancy created by the death of Mr.
Ross. After alluding to the hindrances
under which the District Commissioners
Aabor as a result of Congress’' authoriiy in
District affairs, Prof. Janney called on Col.
Henry F. Blount to address the assemblage.

Other Addresses.

Col. Blount discussed “New'' Georgetown,
enumerating the great strides made by that
section of the city and extolling the men
who lend their efforts to bring George-
town to the front. Col. Blount concluded
by speaking of Mr. West In the highest

erms.

Rev. Father Jerome Daugherty, president
of the Georgetown University, who was
next introduced by President Janney, spoke
of the educational facilities of Georgetown,
naming the public schools, the Linthicum
Institute and the Georgetown University,
and dec'aring them all to be of the high-
est order. BSpeaking more particularly of
the lnst!tutlon of which he is the head,
Father Daugherty assured the assemblage
that Le with his assoclates of the faculty
will at any time render what aid they can
in carrying out the ideas and plans of the
District government. He alluded to the
‘Georgetown University Hospital, remark-
ing upon its publle eervice and adding that
a congressional appropriation would be a
very acceptable gift for that Institution.

Commissioner West’s Response.

After short addresses by Mr. J. Holds-
worth Gordon of the board of education;
Rev. Dr. W. C. Alexander, pastor of the
West Street Presbyterian Church; Mr. F.
L. Moore, W. H. Gordon and Mr. B. W.
Murch, all of whom eulogized the new
commissioner, Mr. West, was introduced.
When he arose from his seat he was ac-
corded an ovation, and after the applause
had ceased began his remarks by express-
Ing his gratitude for the manner in which
he had been recelved. Mr. West said he
was always at home in Georgetown, de-
claring that many of the happlest hours
of his life had been spent in that sectlon.
He referred to the fact that his parents
in his younger days resided at Greene and
West ptreets, now 20th and P streets. He
said he had a warm Interest In the people
of that section of the clty, saying he looked
to them for encouragement and advice.
Mr. West outlined the ideas of the pres-
ent hoard of commissioners as to the fur-
ther development of the Distriet and sug-
gested several methods by which thelr
plans can be carried out. After telling
several storlies he again thanked the as-
semblage and appealied to it for Iits ald
In the administration of his duties as a
Commissioner of the District.

After a short concluding talk by Prof.
Janney those present repaired to the din-

Lack of I.ndividuality in Penmanship.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

Your issue of last evening contains a
discussion of vertical penmanship. The
tendency of educational methods te crush
individuality as shown not only in writing,
but In other forms of expression, is a thing
against which we should place the strong-
est guard. But I think the bank teller is
not quite right in locating the fault. Some
vears ago, when the Spencerian oblique
writing was taught In the schools, it was
an easy matter to collect a dozen copy
books in any class room the penmanship
in all of which might ha e passed for the
work of one pupil. It was likewize not dif-
ficult to find many teachers tralned under
this system whose chirography showed no

preciable or characteristic differences.
‘Igla character of component curves and an-
gles In letters marks the individuality in
penmanship—not the degree of the slant.

As long as puplls are compelled to fash-
fon their letters many years after the
models set by any one system, there will be
an undesirable uniformity in their writing.
In the first three or four grades this is
necessary, but after that the teacher should
insist simply upon legibility, neatnees and
ease. The individuality can go on develop-
ing itself just as easily when letters form
an angle of 90 degrees with the line on
which they rest as If they Inclined, and we

may still derlve from vertical writing not
onir the increased legibility, but the other
advantages which noted claim it
ﬁm—mwenuonotmwchotthe my-
opy, astigmatism, spinal curvature and ir-

Court’s Action in Case of Army Of-
Clilet Justice Bingham of the Bupreme
Court of the District of Columbia today an-
nounced his decision in what have been
termed ‘“‘the army officers’ cases.” The

court declided against First Lieutenant
Frank B. Edwards and Second Lleutenant
Hanryl(.w both of the Artillery

It was contended in behalf of the petition-
ers, both of whom are West Point grad-
uates, that the War Department, in rear-
ranging the lists of officers, gave to many
new officers appointed from civil life, and
otherwise, months after the petitioners had
received thelr commissions, credit for for-
mer gervice in the volunteers, and therefore
the new appolntees hold lineal rank much
kigher thar the petitioners. In addition to
the petitioners many other army officers
were affected by the rearrangement,

In disposing of the matter Chief Justice
Bingham held In substance that in the mat-
ter at lssue discretion and judgment were
vested in the Secretary of War, and that
it was beyvond the juriediction of the court

to interfere with that discretion and judg-
men:.

I have one thing more to sayv,”

In conciuding his

opinion. *“I cannot see myself that the Sec-
retary of War has not adopted the best
mode possible, and the only mode of pro-
cedure that couid have been devised under

the legislation of Congress as it stood at
the time he made the orders with reference
to the appointment of these persons.”
