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BATTLEWITHROBBERS
Running Fight in Streets of

Bedford, Ohio.

ONE BANDIT KILLED
ANOTHEB EVERZLY WOUNDBD

AND DATUBEA

Third Man Got Away-They Had Bob-
bed Store at Garretts-

ville.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, March 28.-A des-
perate battle was fought early today be-
tween three robbers on one aide and officers
and citizens on the other at Bedford, a sub-
urb, resulting in the death of one of the
robbers and the wounding and capture of
another. Many shots were exchanged be-
fore the fleeing men were finally brought to
earth.
Very late last night three masked men

entered the town of Garrettsville, twenty-
five miles east of Cleveland. seized the
night policeman and bound and gagged him.
The officer was then marched to the post
office, where he was compelled to witness
an attempt to blow open the safe by the
marauders. They finally, after working
some time, gave up the job without secur-
ing anything of value. They then entere1
the store of F. E. George, where they ad-
cured a small sum of money. Later they
stole a horse and buggy and drove to
Ravenna, where they boarded a Cleveland
and Pittsburg freight train for Cleveland.
Posse Waiting for Them at Bedford.
Meantime the authorities had been

aroused at both Ravenna and Garrettsville.
Telegrams were sent to Bedford, and when
the train arrived there a number of deputy
sheriffs and a posse of citizens were on

hand, armed with guns and revolvers. The
three burglars jumped from the train as it
drew up to the station. *

They immediately drew their revolvers
and a running fight began. The robbers
fired rapidly as they ran toward an open
field, while the officers and posse poured in
volley after volley upon them. Finally one
of the pursued men dropped to the grouhd
dead. A second was so badly wounded that
he left a trail of blood in his footsteps and
soon threw up his hands in surrender. The
third man escaped.
The men have not yet been Identified.

None of the officers or citizens was in-
jused

Pgisoner dives His Name.
Subsequently the captured robber was

taken to the office of United States Mar-
shal Chandler, where he gave his name as
James Bradley, 23 years old, of St. Louis,
Mo. He asserted. that he did not know
the name of the robber shot to death, or
of the one who escaped. Further than
this Bradley declined to talk and he was
locked up in the county jail.
A special dispatch from Garrettsvillestates that the robbers after failing to blow

open the post offioe safe entered the office
of W. D. Cushman, on an upper door of the
same building, where the latter was sleep-
ing. Cushman was tightly bound and
gagged, after which the robbers took $10
and a watch.
About 3100 in cash was found on the body

of the dead robber at Bedford, together
with a namber of fuses, skeleton keys and
burglars' tools. Both men were well
dressed.

President Cleaning Up Busi-

ness Before Going Away.

Mr. Harlan Resigns the Attgrney Gen-

eralship of Porto Rico-enator
Foster on the Weste;n Peeling.

President Roosevelt is disposing of -a

much business as possible, so that when he
leaves here next Wednesday morning ofa
his long swing across the continent and
back the governmental decks will be prac-
tioally clear. Cabinet officers are fast clos-
ing up matters in their respective depart-
ments that require action by the chief ex-

ecutive, and the President today conferred
with a number of his cabinet advisers See-
retary Hay was at the executive offices
early in the morning. Secretary Shaw
next took up some treasury matters with the
President, and then Secretary Root had a

conference with him. Attorney General
Knox likewise had some business. Some of
the most important matters pending in the
treasury will not be disposed of before the
President leaves here. The case of James
A. Jewell, the member of the board of gen-
eral appraisers in New York whose domes-
tic difficulties have brought him into con-
flict with the treasury. is one of these. Sec-
retary Shaw is going to investigate the case

personally.
Secretary Shaw and Secretary Root are

both watching the action of the Cuban sen-
ate as to the reciprocity treaty. They feel
that the Cuban senate is acting wisely and ",

conservatively as to the treaty. They could
not blame the Cuban upper house should it
see fit to make amendments in the treaty,
but hope that for the ultimate success of
the treaty it will be ratified just as it was
handler by the United States Senate.
Senator Warren of Wyoming paid a fare-

well visit before he sees the President in
Wyoming.in May next. Senator Warren is
going to the Virginia Hot Springs to spend
two or three weeks before he leaves for
Wyoming.
Senator Platt of Connecticut called- on the

President to present a friend, and Senator
Foraker called for the same purpose. Sena-
tor Spooner made a brief visit. Outside of
the congressional callers .there were few
visitors at the White House. The number
will be much smaller next Monday. and
Tuesday. as the President will be unable to
see any visitors except those having urgent
business.

Resignation of Mr. Harlan.
James S. Harlan, who has served two

years as attorney general of Porto Rico,
saw the President and handed the chief
executive his resignation, to take effect
April 80. Mr. Harlan. who is a son of
Associate Justice Harlan of the Supreme
Court, Intends to return to Chicago and
resume the practice of his profession. The
President expressed regret that Mr. Har-
lan had thought it advisable to leave the
government service, and extended his best 1
wishes for success. Mr. Harlan has some
work to do in connection with his position f
before he gives way to a successor. y
Mr. Harlan said that* financial and trade

conditions in P~rto Rieo are in a much
more. satisfactory condition now than at
any time for years, and that the people
are contented end happy. They are learn-
ing to speak English fast, and are pre-
paring themselves to become more close-
ly allied to this country.

The West for Roosevelt.
Senator Foster of Washington saw the

President to bid him good-bye before leav-
ing for his home early next week. When
Senator Foster was asked as to the feeling
in his state for the republican presidential
nomination next year, he said: "There is
but one sentiment in Washington and the.
west, and that is that the administration ]
of President Roosevelt has shown him
worthy of the confidence of the republican
party and the people of the country for an-

other four years, and that he ought to be
nominated and elected. I believe he will
be nominated practically without opposi-
tion. He has justifed every expectation of
his friends, and even his political oppo- I
nents have found little or not$ing to criti- j
clse. The Pacific coast would like to fur-
nish Mr. Roosevelt's running mate, and
will make an effort to do so. It is an
honor we deserve and ought to have.
There is no scarcity of good material. In
my own state there are a dosen men who 1
would make splendid presiding effoers of
the Senate. Among these are B. Ot Groam-
cup of Tacoma, or Judge C. H. Hanford of
Seattle, or any one of a number of able I
men in the state legislature. The Pacific 4
coast hopes to have a man from that sec-
tion nominated on the republican ticket,
and will do all It can in that direction."

Attorney General's Hand Strengthened
-More Money and Better Stand-

ing in Court.

Th. government already has made prog-
ress in its fight against the trusts under
the legislation of the recent session of Con-
gress. The first practical utilisation of
that, latlaton was made withib1 thirty
days after the passage .of the act in qis-
tion. In anothea featore of anti-trust-leg-
iAation the governmept has made use of
Itsnew-found power 1111 more promptly.-One- of the anti-trust bills which -passed
Congress toward the close of the session,
practically without discussion and without
attracting unusual attention, was the
bill providing for expediting cases in the
courts brought under the provisions of the
Sherman anti-trust law and theInterstate
commerce law. That bill was recommended
by the Attorney General and was unop-
posed, everybody conceding the benefit of
the speedy ending of trust litigation.
Under the authority of that act the At-

torney General has brought. the Great
Northern Securities case to a speedy trial.
with the prospect of getting a decision
from the court of last resort within -less
than a year. The new law also will be
Invoked to expedite final decision of the
case against the beef trust, if the beef
trust concludes to appeal to the United
States Supreme Court.
It Is said-in official circles that too much

Importance cannot be placed upon the
value of the expediting act, and the earlydecision, under Its terms, of the questionsInvolved in the Northern Securities and
beef trust cases. ,

To Prevent Consolidation.
In the Northern Securities case It Is the
