AFFATR IN GEORGETOWN.
Infant Dies From the Effects of Burns

-General Items.
After several hours of extreme sufferiag

from burns received while alone In bed, the
eleven-months-old girl baby of Mr. and
Mrs. Walter A. Albey of 3216 N street
northwest died about 8:20 o'clock yesterday
afternoon. No effort was spared to save
the little tot's life. The fatal accident oc-

curred about noon yesterday, when Mrs.
Albey was busily engaged In performing
her houvehold duties in the lower rooms of
her home. She had left her daughter asleep
in bed a little while before. Hearing her
screams, the mother rushed upstairs to find
the bed enveloped in flames. After snatch-
ing the child from the bed and extinguisi-
Ing the fire, she summoned Drs. Gwynn and
Snyder, who worked for several hours to
save the child's life, but without avail.
As soon as death occurred Coroner Nev-

itt was notified, and, after viewing the re-
mains, Issued a certificate of accidental
death. It is thought the unfortunate child
got hold of some matches which were lying
on a table near the bed and by some means
set fire to her clothing.
The police of the seventh precinct police

station have not yet located Mary Ford,
colored, who has been missing from her
home, No. 6 Dyer's alley, since last Satur-
day evening. As stated in The Star yester-
day, It is generally supposed that the miss-
ing woman fell into the Chesapeake and
Ohio canal and was drowned. Sergeant
Schneider and several privates of the
seventh precinct station spent several hours
yesterday afternoon dragging the water-
way in the vicinity of the place where a
coat, known to have been worn by the
woman, was found early yesterday morn-
ing. They were, however, unsuccessful,
and, it is stated, that the crew of the police
boat will be asked to assist in the search.

Among those who
died were Rear Admiral George E. Bel-
knap, V. S. A., retired, and Rev. W. H. Wil-
burn, chaplain of the United States Senate.

Foreign Affairs.
King Edward continued on his trip to

Portugal and Italy and signified his Inten-
tion to visit Paris. The Czarina of Russia -

was reported to be dangerously ill with
peritonitis. Thirty persons were killed and
100 wounded by Russian troops who sup-
pressed a strike riot near Nishni Novgo-
rod.

M Otcher-
bina, Russian consul at Mitrovitza, who
was shot by an Albanian sentry, died. Gov--
ernment troops who attacked Santo Do-
mingo City were twice repulsed by rebels.
A new cabinet was formed in Haiti. French
troops were reported to have entered
Kwangsi province, China, where a formi-
dable revolt was in progress. Among those
who died was Mrs. Horace Porter, wife of
the United States ambassador to France,
In Paris.
