Mr. Tulloch's Final Vindication.
If further proof were needed of the In-

justice to the District of the close connec-
tion between the city post office and the
Post Office Department, It is furnished by
the report of General Bristow and the ap-
pended exhibits comprising the reports of
the inspectors who, at his direction, con-

ducted an investigation of the local office.
It is entirely clear from this showing that
the ordinary rules of administration were

repeatedly violated in order to pack the
local rolls with the favorites of higher
postal officials. While this may have been
the case between the general ofien and
local establishments in other cities to some
extent, it is not as yet known that the
local office was ever before so flagrantly
used to these ends.
The Washington office is in a peculiar po-

sition in any event, being entrusted with
the handling of the great bulk of the gov-
ernmental mails, which being carried free
bring no revenue to the receiving office.
S-i that the postal payments of the citizens
of this community must not only pay for
their -own business. but to a very large ex-

tent for the public business as well. Ordi-
nary equity would take cognizance of this
fact in the organization of the local office,
wou!l dictate the appointment of a local
man for postmaster and would require the
selection of local people only for the places
at his disposal. it would furthermore de-
mand that the expenses of the local office
be kept down to the minirum of good ad-
ministi.it!on, in order that the stamp reve-

nues of the paying patrons of the office
might make the best possible showing in
the g-neral balance.
But the very reve.rse has been true for a

long time, more conspicuously, however,
since the local office was given house
room in the building occupied by the de-
partment. When the announcement was

made that the new structure, designed orig-
inally for the use of the city post office and
certain miscellaneous bureaus of the gov-
ernment, would be devoted chiefly to the
uses of the Post Office Department this re-

sult was feared, and that fear was ex-

pressed in plain terms. But no heed was
taken and consequently the local office be-
came first physically and then officially an
annex to the great institution, and the
Irregularities of which Mr. Tulloch made
complaint and which have been so pointed-
ly proved by the reports of the inspectors
and General Bristow were in a sense the
direct result of this communion.
Mr. Tulloch's allegations have now been

amply justitled, first by the Civil Service
Commission, and now by the inspection
force of the postal department Itself. The
records appear to show conclusively that he
not only balked at becoming a party to the
irregul:ir practices in the matter of ap-
pointments and special assignments, but
that he called the matters at the time to
the attention of the proper officials. When
he published his charges the community,
which knows Mr. Tulloch as a man of
honor and probity, felt that they were sub-
stantially warranted, else he would not
have preferred them. At the same time the
public felt that Mr, Tulloch's own charac-
ter precluded the possibility of these
charges involving actually criminal prac-
tices. Clse it was inconceivable that he
would have contented himself with merely
directing superior official attention to them.
The lapse of time permitted between their
occurrence and their publication suggested
that they were only administrative lapses
of a minor order, Indicating, however, a

dangerous tendency, which required curing
and correction.
The hearing of this demonstration of

irregul;-rities of several years ago upon the
present problem of a thorough overhauling
and cleansing of the postal administration
is in the urgent obligation which it im-
poses to ascertain to a certainty whether
any similar irregularities still exist in the
local office, and, if .o, to correct them
promptly and completely.

Hold the Conventions Here.

The Baltimore Sun. in a glow of enthu-
siasm over the marked success of the Saen-
gerfest just held in that city, conceives that
it would be most appropriate for the two
political parties to take heed of the ad-
varnages offered by Baltimore as a meet-
ing place for large numbers of men. it
says:
"The proximity of Washington is a great

advantage to this city as a site for the con-
ventions. If our hotels are overcrowded.
the fine ones of Washington are of easy ac-
cess andl within an hour of' the convention
hail. Persons from the western and south-
ern states always enjoy an opportunity to
visit Washington. and that fact would make
Baltimore a popular choice for the conven-
tions. There are various other attractions
here which would make the selection or
Baltimore by the national committees a
wise one.'
There is really only one city in the

United States where a political convention
can with present appropriateness be held.
and that is Washington. The proximity of
Washington to Baltimore might be regard-
ed as an asset belonging to the former
rather than the latter. Baltimore Is un-
doubtedly a conveniently situated town,
and its hotels might, in a pinch, serve nice-
ly to house the overflow from here, But
Washington is now equipped with accom-
modations for the transients sufficient to
enable it to cope with the two great polit-
ical conventions without straining any of
the seatms of Its civic clothes.
Time was when the suggestlon of hold-

ing a political nominating convention at
the national capital would have raised a
loud outcry of protest from the practical
politicians. This feeling against the seat
of government as the scene of the deliber-
ations of the parties arose from an early
prejudice against bringing the delegates to
the conventions into too close contact with
the machinery of the administration, it
was feared that the President would influ-
ence the 'nominating agents of his own
party in behalf either of himself or of his
favorite candidate. .But that wras before
the days of 'the telegraph, the fast railroad
train, the rapid printing press and the tele-

The administration can exert its
prestige in behalf of this *an or that when
the -convention in held at Heattle, if .it so
desires. There is absolately no opportunity
here for Intrigue which any other city does
not possess. But that class of political
work has gone out of fashion. 'tdo. The
conventions are too open to the .za0nte
scrutiny of the crowd. Even the "secret
conferences of delegates and leaders are

quickly reported with sufficient accuraey to
enable the country to learn the trend Of
affairs.
Under theme circumstances Washtngton

has become the Ideal, meeting place for
these conventions. To give further heed
to the old prejudice against It Is to demon-
strate a lack of appreciation by the man-

agers of the parties that the passing of time
has brought changes.. The fact that no

votes are cast here and that therefore a

convention would be as seed sown on bar-
ren ground has likewise lost its force. it
both parties were to convene here the re-

sult would be neutral. In any case a can-

didacy which depends upon the local en-

thusiasm aroused by the holding of a con-

vention in a particular city is weak indeed.
Baltimore has had enough conventions,

having entertained ten of them, the last
one having named Greeley and Brown in
1872. Now try Washington.

A Great Loss to the CoMnmunity.
The declination by Gen. Harries of reap-

pointment as a member of the board of
education means a serious loss to.the com-

nunity. He has g.ven to the public service
eight years of energetic and intelligent
effort. He brought to the work of the new

board of education the experience gained
In years of labor as a member of the old
board of trustees. He was in thorough 'ac-
cord with the views concerning public edu-
cation and the Washington school system
which Congress and the comrVun;ty de-
clared in the local reorganization and the
establishment of the board of education,
and he has been largely Instrumental in
whatever has been accomplished, whether
much or little, to carry out in th!s respect
the will of the people of Washington and
their legislature. While interested in all
branches of the work of local education, he
will long be gratefully remembered for the
special and effective attention which he
gave to the establishment of the manual
training schools, the broadening of the
work of the normal, high and night schools
and the maintenance of the vacation school.
H.s broad and accurate knowledge of every
detail of school appropriations and the con-
fidence placed In him by a wide circle of
acquaintances among senators and repre-
sentatives made him of the ptmost value
to the schools in explaining to the congres-
sional committees the estimates and in se-

curing liberal appropriations and Intelligent
legislation.
Gen. Harries' obligation to the community

-that owed by every public-spirited citizen
-has been so far discharged that he is
clearly entitled to give to his private bus-
iness affairs a greater share of h's personal
attention. But the public, while recogniz-
ing the reasonableness of his decision, will
regret the loss which the school system suf-
fers, and is repaying as far as it may, ofti-
cially and individually, by expressions of
apprec:ation the special debt which It owes
to the official who, uncompensated, or with
only nominal compensation, serves the com-
munity intelligently and faithfully.

The Triumph of Arbitration.
Secretary Cortelyou has given out the

f-llowing statemnent as an expression of
the sentiment -of the administra-tion re-
garding the settlement of the Issues lately
taised between the hard coat miners and
the operators with reference to the forma-
tion of the board of conciliation provided
for by the coal commission's awar-d.
"The administration is deeply gratified

at the outcome of the meeting of miners
at Scranton and the understanding reached
between them and the operators as repre-
sented by John Mitchell and President
Baer. It is a fitting result of' the work
begun by President Roosevelt when he se-
cured the consent of both sides to the
appointment of the strike commission, and
represents In its conservative treatment of
an embarrassing situation the substantial
advance that has been made In the ad-
justmnent of difficulties between employers
and employes."-
There is ample ground for this sentiment.

There was no precedent for the President's
course last autumn, and many. conserva-
tive citisens feared that this fact would
prevent the securing of -beneficial results.
But the situation was extraordinary and
warranted the making of precedents. The
country could not wait. for Congress to
convene and to pass appropriate legisla-
tion to force the end of a deadlock which
threatened the health -and even the f1ves
of many thousands of people. In entering
upon a i adical, because unusual, course
the President adopted the simlplest and
therefore the most effective remedy. He
resolved the matter to terms "of arbitra-
tion and framed his proposition to both
sides in such language and enforced. it
with such -potent arguments- that neither
side could reject It without Incurring the
Immediate and perhaps revolutionary re-
sentment of the country.
The arbitration thus forced upon-the con-

teetants, In perfectly equitable terms, met
the emergenoy in -admirable fashion. The
strike was ended at one and el wras
mined pending the adjustagent of the dif-
ferences, The award, 1rhen rendered after

Industrial peace Is completed by the ac-
tion of the Scranton convention, and the
announcement there made that the opera-
tors would now recognise the coneilators
named by the miners. The principle of
arbitration, summarily forced upon both
sides last autuinn under pressure of ne-
cessity and an insistent public sentiment,
has been materially strengthened by this
development The way has been cleared
to similar adjustments In future cases.

President Baer should avoid trouble as
far as possible. After his remarks it would
be very diflcult for him to convince the
general public that he is the aggrieved
party In any controversy.
