MARINES UNDER SUSPICION.

Two Arrested At League Island for
Alleged Thefts in Washington.

Two or three months ago an Investigation
was started at the marine barracks because
of a report that several hundred pairs of
shoes belonging to the government and

bearing the government stamp had been
offered for sale In stores in this city. Two
marines who were stationed here several
months ago, but who were transferred to
Philadelphia, are under arrest at League
Island because of their alleged connection
with the disappearance of the shoes. Un¬
derwear and socks, it is stated, were also
taken from Ihe storeroom at the barracks.
It is stated that marines other than those

under arrest in Philadelphia are under sus¬

picion, and have given some interesting tes¬

timony bearing on the subject under inves¬

tigation. The inquiry will result in a court-
martial and several marines will probably
be tried.

ANOTHER COLD SPELL

FORECAST OF SNOW AND LOW

STAGE OF MERCURY.

Ground Hog Getting In Its Work.Ice-

Breaking Fleet Withdrawn From.

Fotomac Channel.

The ground hog Is to begin making good
his promise of bad weather this evening.
At least such is the prediction of the ex¬

perts employed by the government to select
and assort the weather to be distributed in
this country. Snow tonight and tomorrow,
with low temperature, is the record of the
forecast. The people of the District are

getting used to cold weather by this time.
A little thing like zero temperature is

laughed at, and plowing through the snow-

covered streets became such a matter of
course that It is looked upon as only a

small inconvenience. The weather bureau
people say it is well that Washingtonianfl
have reached this happy stage of mind. It
will help them to bear the weather that is
coming to them.
Far oft In the Ohio valley, and In the

Mississippi valley, too, snow is falling
steadily. It is a cold, dry snow, it is said,
and it is creeping eastward at an alarm¬
ingly rapid gait. It is scheduled to arrive
here before nightfall, and the prediction is
that it will be one of those hard, deep
snows that usually remains on the ground
for a long period.
The temperature this morning was 18 de¬

grees above zero. It is not expected that
It will tall much below this. This low stage
of the mercury will continue for several
days. It ib said. The weather bureau does
not attempt to predict for more than forty-
eight hours ahead, but it is suggested that
the snow storm that is coming may con¬
tinue until Friday. The storm is very se¬
vere in the middle west, it is said, and it is
not lessening In violence as It travels.

Tugboats Withdrawn From Channel.
The ice-breaking tugboats which have

been at work In the harbor about George¬
town breaking the ice that blocked the
river were withdrawn this morning, as the
cold weather was making new ice and
knitting the drifting blocks together.
When work stopped yesterday evening the

tugs had the ice adrift from a point about
two hundred yards above the Aqueduct
bridge, and but little ice was to be seen be¬
low the Long bridge, except what was com¬
ing down from above. The first vessel to
go up to Georgetown for over two months
went through the draw of the Long bridge
this morning. She was the Elizabeth T.
Doyle, laden with cement Harbormaster
Sutton states that there is now no possible
danger from the Ice, but should there be an¬
other freeze he has the tugs in readiness to
return to work at short notice.

SNOW TONIGHT AND THURSDAY.

Fresh to Brisk Northerly Winds
Indicated.

Forecast till 8 p.m. Thursday:
For the District of Columbia and Mary¬

land, snow tonight and Thursday; fresh
to brisk northerly winds.
For Virginia, snow in northern, rain or

snow in southern portion tonight and
Thursday; brisk northeasterly winds,
probably high on the coast.

Minimum temperature paBt twenty-four
hours, 10; a year ago, 24.

Weather conditions and genearl forecast:
The southwestern disturbance has

moved eastward to the Mississippi coast,
with very little increase in energy. It
has caused general rains in the south
and some snow in the central valleys.
There were also local snows In the lower
lake region and the northwest. Another
disturbance has also reached the Wash¬
ington coast l'rom the north Pacific, and
has thus far caused some rain on the
north coast. The high area continues to
dominate weather conditions in the in¬
terior, and the temperatures remain
very much below the seasonal average.
There will be snow tonight and Thurs¬

day in the middle Atlantic states, lower
lake region and upper Ohio valley, possi¬
bly becoming heavy. There will also be
rain or snow in the south Atlantic states.
Rain or snow tonight in the gulf states
will be followed by fair,' colder weather
Thursday. It will also be colder Thurs¬
day in the south Atlantic states.
On the middle Atlantic coast the winds

will be northeasterly, slowly increasing;
on the south Atlantic coast brisk to high
northeasterly, becoming variable and
shifting later to northerly, and on the
east gulf coast brisk to high northerly.
The following heavy precipitation (In

Inches) has been reported during the past
twenty-four hours: Meridian, 1.04; Mont¬
gomery, 1.50.
Storm warnings are displayed on the

Atlantic coast from Savannah to Nor¬
folk; on the gulf coast from Corpus Christi
to Port Inglis, and on the Pacific coast
from Eureka northward.
Steamers departing today for European

ports will have fresh to brisk northerly
winds, increasing cloudiness and con¬
tinued low temperature to the Grand
Banks.
