ALL SCHOLARS ESCAPED,

Female College at Greensboro’ Destroy-

ed by Fire—340,000 Insurance,
Speclal Disoatch to The Evenlug Star.

GREENSBORO', N. C., February 18.—The
Greensboro’ Female College buildings were
destroyed by fire at 4 o'clock this morning.
There were ninety inmates, including facul-
Ly. all of whom escaped without Injury, and
saved trunks, wearing apparel, most of the
furniture, bedding, ete. Hotels and private
residences opened their doors to the stu-
dents.  The flre originated back of the
sleeping rooms, In the same locality of the
fire there two weeks ago.

Miss Ella Transou, a student from Ashe
county, was awakened by smoke, and gave
the alarm. The fire department found the
fire beyond control when it reached there.
The college property was transferred only
last week to the two Methodist conferences
of the state. It has a bonded indebtedniess
of $40,000, with a value of $125.0(0.

There is $40,000 insurance on bulldings
and equipment. The students will go home,
pending consideration of plans for resusci-
tation.

The college, next to the Wesleyvan at Ma-
con, Ga., was first chartered a college for
women in the south, and was burned forty
years ago.

DUE TO ELECTRIC FAN DRAFT.

New Theory Advanced as the Cause of
Iroquois Fire.

CHICAGO, February 18.—The cause of the
deadly wave of fire and superheated air
which swept over the Ircquols matinee au-

fence, bringing instant death to hundreds,
has been discovered by Investigators em-
ployed by Corporation Counsel Tolman.
The new theory will be demonstrated before
the grand jury and if accepted as correct
may change the basis of the loss of life
from the stage, where it was placed by the
coroner’st jury, to the “front of the house."

The investigations of Alfred C. Mace, a
publie appraiser, covering a period of over
three weéeks, led him into a large ailr cham-
ber above the east wall of the building.
Within this chamber, into which led venti-
lating ducts from every part of the theater,
Mr. Mace found a large electrie fan, which
when in operation produced a draft of great
force.

He declares that he has convinced himself
that this fan was operating during the fire,
and that the draft it prodnced sucked the
fire from the stage across the auditorium
and against the east wall. This theory is
based, Mr. Muace says, on the fact that he
found the iron leaves of the fan melted in
places, which could have been brought
about only by intense heat. He believes
that the draft produced by the fan was
great enough to draw the fire itself Into the
alr chamber,
