Award of Four of Six Tunnels to Lon-
don Firm.

English engineers stole a march on their
American brethren of that calling yesterday
in connection with the award of contracts
for the cons.'uction of the tunnels of the
Pennsylvania Rallroad Company under the
Morth and East rivers at New York ecity.

The contract prices for the work were
not made known, but it was estimated that
the tunnels when completed will represent
an expenditure of $80,000.v. .. The work will
be commenced at once. The tunnels under
the East river will be Criven through solld
rock. Two will be for the loecal traffic of
the Long Island railroad and the other two
for the trains of the Pennsylvania. They
will enter Manhattar. at 31st, 324 and 83d
gtreets. 'i'ne North river tunnels will ve
pinned to the rock bed oi the river by screw
piles of iron. The tunnels across the North
river will be 6,600 feet In length and 23 feat
in diameter.

WINDOWS OPENED WIDE
,.""-"‘_1"_!"""":" -
AN INNOVATION.

An innovation that is anything but pop-
ular with the clerks has been Instituted by
the new auditor for the Post Office De-
partment, J. J. McCardy, and is based upon
the soundest principles of hygiene. Every
day at 11 o'clock the windows of every of-
fice in his department are, by his order.
thrown open to permit a currert of air, or
several currents, to percolate through the
musty corridors- and purify the stagnant
atmosphere. It has been observed that af-
ter a few years of service In Washington
many a government clerk hates fresh alr.
He avolds the open cars on his way to and
from work and anything resembling a draft
in his office will cause him a fright akin
to horror. He lives and thrives on air that
would kill a horned toad and drive a sala-
mander to fresh water and ice cream. Air
of the kind permitted to remain in the
government offices of Washington would
not be countenanced in any other working
place In the world, and Auditor McCardy
had no sooner set foot in his new office
than he began to sniff and wonder what
was the matter. Comparatively speaking,
the office of the auditor is well ventilated,
but the new auditor came from the breezy
land of Minnesota, where they have ice
palaces through a great portion of the year
and where strawberries don't ripen until
some time about the period when water-
melons are happening down here in the
sunny south. He wanted fresh air and
he determined not only to get it, but to
see that every other employe of his de-
partment got it, too.

The Fresh Air Order.

He firet made a tour of inspection of hia
workshop, having two motives in making
the trip; n desire to get acquainted with
Lis co-lahorers and a wish to bhetter their
general health and make them happy and
contented men and women instead of slaves
to a tyrannous republic, ag many of them
fancied themselves to be. 8o when he re-
turned to his office _he sat him down and
Issued an order to the effect that every
window in all three floors eof his big de-
partment should be opened daily, when the
wealher permitted, for half aua hour, in
order that fresh air mignt be admitted and
the clerks be correspondingly l.appier,

But the generous-minded auditor did not
“know whereof he wrought, tor no sooner
had the paper weights been placed in po-
sition to keep the important” government
documents from cavorting across the Po-
tomac into old Virginla than the clerks,
one apd all, desertzd their posts and took
to tke corridors, where they waited until
the cooling breezes had wafted to their
heart's content, and for the prescribed
half hour laid down in the order of the
auditor. There being sevaral hundreds of
them and their work during a half hour be-
ing absolutely stopped, it followed that the
government was hardly gaining in the im-
proved health of its employes what it was
losing by their idleness. And, besides, they
were not getiing the fresh air as it came
to them, free and untrammeled, from the
ice-covered hills of Maryiand, but were
taking it after it had beén permitted to en-
ter the office and had got warmad up a bit.

But, of course, the kind-hearted auditor
could not order the clerks to remain in the
rooms during the ventilating process. Their
health might possibly be jeopardized, and
he did not feel called upon to stand re-
sponsible for any deleterious effects. He
simply knew that they needed fresh air
and he saw that they got it. The sixth,
seventh and eighth floors of the department
building are devoted to the offices and
workshops of the auditor, and the breezes
that play through the hundreds of windows
on those floors are sufficient to purify any
atmosphere, no matter how tainted it may
have become from constant use for hours
by hundreds of men and women. 2

Walking the Corridors.

And now may be seen ‘the Imerestipz
gsight daily of all those clerks walking
through the corridors on their several floors
or traveling up and down in the elevators
and trying to keep from freezing to _de:ilth-—
as they imagine they will—while their kind-
hearted chief gives them the much-nesded
fresh air.

it has come to be such a sight that the
clerks on the other floors are in the habit
of going out in the corridors to see it, and
an invasion of sightseers is threatened when
the public becomes aware of what Is going
on down in the staid old Post Office De-
partment. Throngs of pretty girls and oth-
ers to which neither of these terms can be
legitimately applied—old men and young,
boys and messengers—parade backward and
forward during the hated half hour, their
chatter and indignant expressions being
frequently wafted downward to the great
glass roof that covers the city post office.
They have frightened away the sparrows
that have been in the habit of congregating
in the court and flitting about among the
palms and plants there, and there is no
certainty that they will not disorganize the
entire foree of the department unless they
either remain in their offices during the
fresh-air experiment or are sent out to
their luncheons at that time.

President Roosevelt issued an execuilve

order warning all government officials to
exercise the greatest eare to preéesrve neu-
trality as between the warring nations in
‘the far east; the President appointed John
Barrett minister to Panama, W. W. Rus-
sell minister to Colombia and Arthur M.
Beaupre minister to the Argentine Repub-
lie; the President fixed the salaries of the
canal commissioners at $12,000 yearly, with
$15 additional per day while they are on
the isthmus, The special report regarding

the public service in the Indian territory
was made public. The Bristow report im-
plleating members of Congress in the postal
scandal wasa received by representatives
with a storm of Indignation; a résolutfon
calling for an investigation of the conduct
of members of the House by a select com-
mittee was passed, but a sweeping congres-
sional investigation of the Post Office Da-
partment was voted down; the House
passed the Indian appropriation bill; the
Benate passed the naval appropriation bill,
several bills relating to Alaska and oon-
gidered the army appropriation bill and the
nomination of Brig. Gen. Wood to be major
general; the senatorial inguiry into the
charges against Senator Dietrich was be-
gun; the House committee on ways and
meane heard arguments on the bill pro-
posing to stop the killing of seals; the In-
vestigation into the charges against Senator
Smoot of Utah was continued. Floods in
Pennsylvania caused damage amounting to
millions of dollars. Earthquake shocks
were experienced In east Tennessee, A
storm on the Paclfic coast caused much
damage In California. An explosion of
dynamite near Latrobe, Pa., killed one man
injured nearly fifty and caused much prop-
erty damage to houses within a radius of
two miles. 8ix men were drowned and
four others Injured as the result of the
collapse of a bridge spanning Yellow creek,
near Irondale, Ohio. Four men were burn-
ed to death in an explosion In a moving
freight car near Harrisburg. Eight more
bodies were reported to be In the ruins of
the Darlington hotel In New York, swelling
the death list to thirty. A mob, after
lynching a negro at Springfield, IiL. burned
the negro section of the town, the militia
being called out to restore order.

Foreign Affairs.

The Russian government made firm rep-
resentations to the Chinese government at
Peking concerning the activity of Chinese
troops along the Manchurian border; the
Japanese advanced into Manchuria and
drove back the Russlans untll confronted
with an intrenched force; the Japanese fleet
bombarded Dalny and attacked Port Ar-
thur again; five Japanese battle ships and
two cruisers bombarded Viadivostok with-
out material injury to either side; Japanese
troops continued their advance in Korea,
the Russian troops being driven back: Rus-
gian torpedo bLoats attacked the Japanesa
fleet at Port Arthur, each side losing i tor-
pedo boat; an imperial ukase was fasued
forbidding the exportation of horses from
Russia. The opposition to Premier Tisza's
policy in the Hungarian parllament was
abandoned. The repeal of the anti-Jesuilt
law by the German reichstag was assented
to by the bupdesrath in Berlin; the German
emperor left Berlin for an extended pleas-
ure tour. Another insurrection broke out
in Albania, and much turbulence was re-
ported in the Balkan states. Twenty per-
f0ons were sent to prison for the massacre
of the Jews at Kisheneff. Gen. Manning of
the British foree In Somaliland surprised
the Mad Mullah's band, killed 130 and cap-
tured 3,000 camels. Fire at Boeas del Torn,
Colombia, destroyed 100 buildings, Includ-
ing the Americin consulate. A French
steamer was reported wrecked off the coast
of Cochin-China and 100 persons te have
perished. Lleut. Carl Beseke, formerly of
the German army, poisoned his wife, daugh-
ter, itwo sons and himself. Among those
who died were Count von Waldersee, com-
mander-in-chief of the German army. and
Rt. Rev. Robert McBray, Episcopal pri-
mate of Canada.

In the District.

The bill to regulate electric wiring in the
Distriet was passed by the Senate and dis-
cussed by the House District commities;
the Senate committee bn the District
granted a hearing on the proposition to
place the control of the strest rallways of
the city in the hands of the Commission-
ers; the Senate committee on public build-
ings and grounds reported favorably the
bill to buy the square immediately south
of the Post Office Department building as
a site for a mail bag repair shop: a bill
was introduced in the Senate providing for
an advisory board to assist in improving
the city; a bill was introduced in the Sen-
ate providing for an 800-foot building line
through the mall; the Senate commitiee on
the District granted a hearing on the prop-
osition. The Commissioners made favor-
able reports on bills to aid in the construc-
tion to the extent of §100,000 of a building
for the National Homeopathlc Iospital,
for the dredging and improvement of the
Anacostia river and for a public park in
Columbia Heights. The controller of the-
currency decided that the expenditure of
money appropriated for the National
Guard is wholly in the hands of the Com-
missioners and the general commanding.
A number of changes were made in the
several boards in connection with the of-
fice of the assessor of the District. Fire
department officials pronounced the Senate
annex unsafe. The Emergency Hospital
was charged with gross neglect by the
committee of the board of charities which
investigated the death of Henry T. Offutt
Gustave B. Turner attempted to commit
suicide by cutting his throat and leaping
from a window. Joseph Clay Hilleary,
fourteen years old, disappeared from home
and his relatives suspected suicide. The
body of Andrew P. J. Higdon, who disap-
peared from his home November 20, was
found in the Potomac river. Among those
who died were David D. Stone, prominent-
ly identified with real estate interests;
Representative George W. Croft of South
Carolina and Miss Myrtle Babson, a well-
known charity worker.
