DEATH OF DR. HAWSES.

Prominent Physician the Victim of
Acute Indigestion.

Dr. William H. Hawken, surgeon and
physician, died suddenly last evening at 8
o'clock at his residence, 1317 Colnmhia road,
of acute Indigestion, in less than two hours
after he was stricken. He had been in ex¬
cellent health, it is said, and felt perfectly
well yesterday afternoon. It was supposed
that the attack was the result of something
eaten nt his dinner.
He had been a member of the staff of the

Central Dispensary and Emergency Hospi¬
tal. and formerly was connected with Gar¬
field Hospital. He was a professor at the
Georgetown Medical School for a time.
Dr. Hawkes was born in Connecticut Oc¬

tober 25. 1845. In 1847 he graduated from
the Fnlversity of Pennsylvania. He became
an assistant surgeon in the army, and was
detailed to Washington for a time. He was
private tutor to the Garfield boys while
their father was in the White House. In
1882 he joined the medical profession of the
District of Columbia. He was also a mem¬
ber of the American Medical Association.
He was married, but left no children.
The funeral will be held at his late resi¬

dence tomorrow afternoon at 3:30 o'clock.
The services, which will be private, will be
conducted by Rev. Dr. Kelly of the First
Presbyterian Church. The body will be
taken to Boston for interment.

ENGINEER HUNT RETURNS.

Result of Inspection of Sanitary Condi¬
tions in Havana.

Mr. C. B. Hunt, engineer of highways,
has returned to his desk in the District
building after an absence of about ten days
in Havana.

CERTIFICATES IMPERFECT.

Superintendent White's Comment on

Commitments to AsyUtm:
Superintendent William A. White of the

Government Hospital for the Insane has
written to the Commissioners staling that
the physicians of the city do not properly
fill out the medical certificates certifying to
the mental condition of persons committed
to the asylum from the District. He com¬

plains that the certificates do not contain
the necessary information relative to the
pathological, family and personal history
of the patients committed.
Dr. White states that in addition to con¬

taining as complete a history as possible
of the patient, the certificate should men¬

tion sufficient evidence to warrant the
diagnosis of insanity, or at least the evi¬
dence upon which the physicians based
their diagnosis of the case. This evidence
should also be included In the certificate if
it is necessary that a patient should be
admitted immediately to the hospital pend¬
ing judicial inquiry into his mental
status.
The board of police surgeons, to whom

the matter was referred by the Commis¬
sioners, report that owing to the fact that
the' family history of the persons held by
the police department suspected of insanity
is seldom obtainable it is possible only in
rare instances to furnish the information
deeired by Dr. White. They state, how¬
ever, that the evidence upon which a de¬
tention for insanity is recommended is in¬
variably supplied b> the police surgeons.
