REPLIES T GIBSON

Hansbrough on Proposed Re-
peal of Land Laws.

AN ALLEGED LOBBY

HEATED CONTROVERSY IN THE
HOUSE THIS AFTERNOON.

Resolution Reported Reinserting in
Post OHice Bill Sections Relating to
Pay of Rural Carriers.

In the Senate today Mr. Hansbrough
spoke In reply to the speech of Mr. Gibson,
made yesterday, on the bill providing for
the repeal of the dessert land and other
laws for the disposal of .the public lands.
He tcok exception to man$ of Mr. Gibson's
statements, but agread with the Montana
senaler, however. in the contention that
the timber and stone act and the forest re-
cerve llen land law could be disposed of
to advantage. Speaking of the desert land
law, Mr. Hansbrough sald it practically
was the only statute under which a private
entryman could secure land for irrigation in
the arid states. He also spoke in Ssupport of
the commutation clause of the homestead
act.

Mr. Gibson interrupted with the state-
menl that in recent years there had been
a very rapld increase in the number of
cases in which the commutation clause had
been taken advantage of in North Dakota,
and he expressed the opinion that this
had been in the interest of stock ralsers in
the western part of the =state.

Mr. Hansbrough replied that such was
not the case, saying that there was com-
paratively little stock growing in North
Dakota and that especially in the western

part of the state the settlers occupled the
lands entered by them.

An Alleged Lobby.

Mr. Hansbrough intimated that there was
an ulterior motive in the movement for the
repeal of the laws in question, Baying that
there was in Washington an organization
preparing the way for the repeal of the
desert land, timber and stone and commuta-

tlon laws, and speaking of this organiza-
tion, he said: I am satisfled that it is the
purpose of this organization to enhance the
\'3!119_01' private holdings in scrip and
lands.” He said in this connection that he
made no charge that any Senator or mem-
ber of the House of Representatives was
interested in any such an organization.

In reply to a question by Mr. Gibson he
admitted that there had been recommenda-
tions from the Interior Department for the
repeal of the laws in question, but he at-
tributed this circumstance to the fact that
very few secretarles of the department have
had practival information about the opera-
tion of the publie land laws.

Mr. Gibson quoted the last report of the
Secretary of the Interior, to the effect that
the commissioner of the general land office
had in his report recommended the repeal
r:f‘lhe commutation law, but Mr. Clark
(W ¥0.) replied that he had searched the
commissioner’s report in vain for such a
re*rmmendation,

The Movement for Repeal,

Mr. Hansbrough again reverted to the
motives of men outside of Congress who
desire to secure the repeal of the laws.
He said there was a syndicate of such
persons, and added that '‘one of the in-
dividuals connected with this organization
has been receiving a princely Salary from
one of the land grant railroads for the past
six years. *'I find, upon investigation,” he
went on, “that a great syndicate has re-
cently purchased at the price of T0 cents
an acre a large body of land from the
Union Pacific Railroad Company, and the
managers of that syndicate have been here
in Washington conferring with officials to
secure the repeal of the laws in question.”

He also said there were saw mill interests
In different parts of the country which
have large holdings of land who want the
laws repealed in order to crowd out small
holders. ‘““When, therefore,”” he added,
“’senators talk of syndicates of cattle men,
land baroms, ete.,, and when people on the
outside accuse senators  with being the
agents of such syndicates, I think it no
more than fair that attention should be
called to other syndicates interested in the
repeal of the laws.” H

Mr. Newlands expressed the hope that
the land laws might be materially modifled.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

When the House convened today, Mr.
Dalzel: (Pa.) of the committee on rules
brought in a resolution reinstating in the
post office appropriation bill the sections
stricken out yesterday relating to the pay
or rural carriers and the prohibition with
reference to their dctivity as soliciting
agents for persons, firms or corporations.

In commenting on the rule, Mr. Willilams
(Miss.) said that the rule was an illustra-
tion of the fact that the party in the ma-
jority in the House could do things when-
ever it wanted to.

Mr. Fitzgerald (N.Y.), in objecting to the
rule, made a plea for the letter carriers of
the large cities, saying that he protested
against a system of legislation which per-
mitted rural carrilers to be taken care of
while the city carriers were not. But, he
said, he had had some experience with
“machines,”” and understood the futility of
attempting to stop the progress of a ma-
chine that was well gauged.

Messrs. Livingston (Ga.), Thayer (Mass.)
and Baker (N. Y.) criticised the rules of the
House.

Mr. Williams, a member of the rules
committee, said he voted for the resoln-
tion because it enabled the House to fully
consider the question of rural carriers.
He elicited republican applause when he
said the worst thing the advocates of
incréased pay for city carriers could do
would be to secure measures tending to
equalize them with the rural carriers.

. In a Heated Controversy,

Mr. Mann (IlL.) became involved in a
heated controversy with Mr. Overstreet.
But for Mr. Overstreet’s point of order
yvesterday, Mr. Mann said, there would
have been free debate on not only the
subject under discussion, but also on a
resolution of inquiry of the Post Office
Department.

Mr. Overstreet insisted that he asked
for the rule for the very purpose of se-
curing free debate. ’

“Why,” Mr Mann asked, “is it more Im-
portant that the gentleman shall object
when a resolution of inquiry is proposed
than when any other subject is being
discussed?”

Mr. Overstreet desired to put a ques-
tion, but Mr. Mann hotly remarked 4that
Mr. Overstreet was not in a position to
ask or answer questions. Mr. Mann
thought the rule should be recommitted
and a new one brought in separating the
question of the pay of rural carriers from
that of their right to act as agents in a
private capacity. He invited a vote on
such a proposition, but said Mr. Over-
street would make a point of order
agalinst it.

FIRE-RESISTING FLUID

PREPARATION FOR THE SATURA-
TION OF THEATER CURTAINS.

Tests Made Recently Said to Have
Been Satisfactory—Fire Mar-
shal’s Report.

In an effort to secure fire-proofing tnat is
really fire-proofing for theater curtains,
scenery. and other inflammable materials
used In and around play houses and other
places where flames are likely to cause
damage, a number of tests have been made
recently of a “fire-resisting finid,”” the for-
mula and patent of Mr. James R. Smith
and splendid results are said to have been
achieved. -

One of the first tests was made at the
direction of the District Commissioners by
Fire Marshal Bieber. This test was made
in Lhe laboratory of the Capitol through the
courtesy of Mr. Elliott Woods.

Mr. Bieber made an official report on the
test, which shows excellent results. He
seys that after certain wood had been sat-
urated with Mr. 8mith's fire-resisting fluid
“‘a Bunson burner with 3 tip giving off heat
at above 2,501 degrees Fahrenheit was ap-
plied to the diffehent samples of wood sub-
mitted at different times, and the portion
touched would only char-burn. Theatrical
scenery and flimsy material tested would
not ignite."”

Mr. C. P. Cliem, chiel electrical engineer
at the Capitol, who made a test of the fluid
at the Capitol, says that, “after having ap-
plied the fire-resisting paint to ordinary in-
fiammable wood work, theatrical scenery,
lace curtains, ete., I exposed these mater-
lals for an extended period to the heat of
an electric arc registering between 4,000 and
5,000 degrees Fahrenheit. My observation
of the result of this exposure showed that
the strong heat produced a charred effect,
but the wood did not ignite or show any in-
dications of inflammability.

The same charred effect which was
noticed in the woodwork was produced, but
the application of the fire-resisting paint
appeared to have rendered them incom-
Lustible.”

Test at Treasury Department.

Another severe test was made at the
Tieasury'Department, and shewed equally
gcod results Of this test it was sald un-
offictally:

“In the chamical laboratory four tests
were made. ¢

“Test No. 1—A piece of oak wood about
ten inches square and three-quarters of an
irch thick, trsated over five years ago;
several pleces of theatrical scenery was
wrapped afbuné) the wood. The test was
for ten minutes over a Bunson burner one-
inch flame, giving off heat and flame of
over 2,000 degraes Fahrenheit. The wood
charred, but did not flame. It appeared
Impossible to lIgnite or flame the scene
cloth. i

“Test No. 2—A plece of wood, mahogany,
was tested ten minutes under the same
Fahrenhejt* as test No. 1. The wood
charred, hut did not flame. This wood had
been treate nly three weeks,

“Test No.'S was. upon theatrical scenery
taken from two.of the Washington theaters.
Four pieces were tested, each piece was
twelve inches square. Two-thirds of each
plece was chemlieally treated and one-third
not. The partnot treated instantly flashed
into flame. The paris chemically treated
would not ignite, and it was impossible to
get them to flame.

“Test No. 4 was upon a plece of pine
wood chemically treated five hours before
being tested. In about four minutes it
showed signs of forked flame. This was
under the same flame as tests Nos, 1, 2
and 3. The. chemicals had not had time
enough to penetrate the wood, but under
the heat and flame it was a remarkable
test of resisting fire.”

These tests will be continued In various
ways, and the results are being watched
with much interest.

Contention . Over Distribution
. Trust’s Stock.

NEW YORK, March 25.—The differences
of opinion which have developed -regard-
ing the distribution of the Northern Pacific
stock held by the Northern Securities Com-
pany continued today to hold the attention
of financiers and of the speculative world.
In spite of official denials that lack of har-
mony existed and notwithstanding a more
or less general opinion that the talk of
trouble was being encouraged in some guar-
ters with the object of influencing prices
on the stock exchange, Wall street was
floeded with what purported to be authori-
tative statements of the points of dispute
between the Union Pacific and Great North-
ern capitalists. One of the statements sets
forth that the matter was entirely a legal
one, and that eminent attorneys had been
called in to arrange a basis for agreement
by which all coneerned would be fully pro-
tected In the steps necessary to be taken,
including the substitution of Northern Pa-
cific and Great Northern stock as eollateral
for the Oregon Short Line bonds, lssued to
pay for the 378,000,000 of Northern Pacific
stock originally bought by the Union Pa-
cific group of financiers.

It was regarded as possible’ today that
this point may be submitted to the courts
for judiclal determination. Should thls
plan not prove feasible, an alternative sug-
gestion was that the United States courts
be requested to enter a mandatory decree
setting forth exaectly the manner in which
the Northern Securities holdings of the
Great Northern and Northern Pacitie
should be liyuidated. Such a decislon,
however, could not he had promptly, and
in the meantime there would be a tie up
of dividends, which It is believed all inter-
ested desired (o avold.

CAUSED  INDIGNATION

Ex-Senator’s Statement Re-
garding Judge Swayne,

PRONOUNCED EX PARTE
EXPRESSIQNS FROM HOUSE JUDI-

CIARY COMMITTEE.

Claimed That the Case Has Not Yet
Been Presented—Democrats Watch-

ing for a Party Advantage.

Members of the House judiciary commit-
tee, which is handling the Swayne impeach-
ment case, were highly indignant today
over the publication in morning newspapers
of a statement signed by ex-Senator Chan-
dler of New Hampshire and ex-Senator
Higgins of Delaware, in behalf of Judge
Swayne. Members of the committee, in dis-
cussing the publication this afternoon, sald
it was altogether reprehensible, coming at
this time, and wa=s as bad, in their opin-
fon, as “‘horse-shedding’’ a juror on the eve
of a trial. They contended that the com-
mittee has not yet presented the charges
to the House, and that the publication or
this statement amounts virtually to an ex
parte argument for the defense before the
case comes to trial

Amoeng democrats and republican repre-
sentatives the statement of ex-Senators

Chandler and Higgins is construed to mean
that an effort will be made to draw party
lines in the impeachment case, and there
are indications that partisan feeling may
be aroused.

The Objectionable Statement.

The statement to which exception is
taken by members of the committee is as
follows:

“The undersigned ask the conslderate at-

tention of all persons Interested therein to
the attempt to impeach Charles Swayne,
United States district judge of the north-
ern district of Florida. We participated in
securing his confirmation on April 1, 1800,
by a partisan vote of 33 to 24, after very
bitter attacks had been made upon him
through many days of discussion. Some of
his most extreme oponents continued thelr
animosity, and on July 23, 1884, when there
was a democratic President, Senate and
House, procured the passage of an act cut-
ting down the limits of Judge Swayne's dis-
trict, leaving him only a small territory,
embracing Pensacola and Tallahassee,
where there was little United States busi-
ness. Bince that time the judge has per-
formed promptly all the duties required
within his district and has been assigned
by the circuit court of appeals to judicial
duty of the highest Importance outside his
own district on other parts of the circuit.

“His character when appointed was good,
his judicial conduct since has been subject
to no just cause of reproach and there is
not, we say, after careful inguiry, any rea-
son for attacking or impeaching him.

“The judiciary committee of the House
has, however, at a meeting not fully at-
tended and agalnst a strong minority of its
members in attendance voted to ask the
House to prefer to the Senate articles of
impeachment. The question thus raised will
be decided by the House according to its
merits, as they will 4ppear from the ma-
jority and minority reports and full debate.
We are sure from our own investigation
that Judge Swayne will appear to the House
to be completely justified as to any and
every lransaction which may be called in
question by the majority report, And that
he will Indeed appear deserving of high
praise for his just and courageous action In
connection with the subjects which have
been most criticised. :

“If this is an attempt to frighten him
into resigning his judgeship or to prevent
him from the fearless discharge of his du-
ties hereafter, it will fail equally with the
assaults that have been made upon him, be-
ginning in 1889 and continuing down to the
present extraordinary effort to defame and
injure an upright and just judge.”

Report Not Yet Submitted.

It was expected that the report of the
committee in the Swayne case would be
submitted to the House today. but it was
not completed In time. The main charges

against Judge Swayne will be set forth as
follows:

Non-residence in the northern district of
state of Florida.

For unlawfully imposing a fine and im-
prisonment of one E. T. Davis and S. Bol-
den, in 1901.

For unlawfully committing to prison in
1602 one O'Neal, for alleged contempt of
court,

For conduct unbecoming a judge. in ap-
pointing one Tunison, In 1900, knowing him
to be a man of bad character.

For refusing a fair hearing and trial to
one Hoskins, in 1902,

Hope of the Democrats.
Democrats are watching developments In
the Swayne case withk th: deepest interest,
and are earnestly hoping that the republi-

cans will postpone the trial or make a
party question of the case in the House.
The democratic leaders think if the repub-
licans do this it will be good politica for
the democrats.

The democratic viewpoint is that the re-
port of the committee on the Impeachment
was non-partisan in character, being
signed by both democrats and republicans,
and that In any event the !mpeachment of
a federal judge should not be made a par-
tisan matter. They hailed with delight the
statement of ex-Senator Chandler and ex-
Senator Higgins, bringing out the partisan
features of Judge Bwayne's appointment
and confirmation, and think that they secae
in it an effort to arouse party sentiment in
the House.

The democrats say that if the republicans
by a party vote refuse to indorse the ac-
tion of the committee the democrats wil!
g0 before the country and cite the actlon
as another indictment against the party in
power. The democrats expect to make a
play out of the refusal of Congress to in-
vestigate the Post Office Department, and
if they could get the refusal of the Hous>
to bring in impeachment proceedings they
would be delighted.

Thug far no party feeling has developed
among the réepublicans on the Swayne cise.
THe republicans don't care very much a' out
it one way or the other, according to ex-
pressions which are given up to this time.

It cannot be told yet how much effect the
stalement of ex-Senators Chandler anad
Higgins may have in arous'ng party feel-
ing. The bhulk of the republicans in the
House and Senate are very much oppesed
to delaying the adjournment in order to
try the. case, and it may be that they will
gladly seize any excuse to hold the case
over, even though it should be a partisan
excuse.

NEW YORK, March 25. — The opening
trading in stocks today was quite active
and blocks of a thousand shares and up-
ward changed hands In the Pacifics, St.

This would Indi-
cate that the Southern sinee July 1 has in
creased its outstanding certificates of in-
Jdebtedness by about $1,700,000,

Mr. Spencer made a statement concern-
Ing the refunding plan In refutation of a
report current In Wall street that the
Southern was In need of money and had
sold $15,000,000 5 per cent notes. Mr. Spen-
cer said:

“The Southern Raflway Company is not
putilng out notes for $15,000.6K or any
other amount. It is arranging to fund into
five-year bonds the $4,000,000 collateral trust
bonds of December 1, 1901, and the certit-
cates of Indebtedness issued from time to
time since 1807 solely for the purchase of
rallway properties, as fully shown in the
annual reports. The certificates and col-
lateral trust bonds aggregate in amount
about $14,500,000. The funding of these ob-
ligations does not increase the fixed charges
of the company, but really diminishes them,
and the properties cost considerably more
than the amount of the obligatlons and are
Farntns interest on more than they cost.
