SINK FOUR STEAMERS

Japs Succeed at Last in Block-
irg Port Arthur.

VOLUNTEERS RESCUED

MERCHANTMEN CONVOYED TO
THEIR POSITIONS AND SUNE.

Japanese Battle Ships Bombard the
Town and Its Defenses — Russians

Incensed Over Infernal Machines.

TOKYO, Monday, March 28, 4 p.m.—A
telegram rec:vad from New-Chwang this
afternoon says that at 2 o'clock yesterday
morning the Japanese sucezeded in sink-
ing four steamers at the mouth of Por:
Arthur harbor. A flotilla of destroyers
convoyed the merchantmen, which ware
subsequently sunk, and rescued the volun-
teer crews, Later the Japanese battle
ships bombarded the town and its defenses.

Russians Enrthuse Over Makaroff.

BT. PETERSBURG, March 28, 4:35 p.m.—
Large crowds gathered before the bulletin
boards teday to read the official accounts
of the second unsuccessful attempt of the
Japanese to bottle up the Russian fleet
at Port Arthur,

Lieut. Krinizki’'s herolc attack on the
enemy’'s fireships and terpedo boats, and
the action of the tlwee Russziin oillicers in
boarding tho burning steamers, extinguish-
ing the flimes and cutiing the wires coa-
necting with the infernil machines ‘evoked
enthus'asm, while the almost un.versil ex-
clamation applied o Vice Admiral Maka-
roff, as the people turned away, was “Mo-
lodetz,” which might Mterally be trans-
lated: *“He's a dandy.”

The actlon of the Japanese in making
use of infernal machines has aroussd in-
dignation. No further detzils have been
recelved excepi that the injury to the to--

do boai destrover Silni from grounding
rsesligh.’ and that it can easily be repaired.

The Associited Press has received con-
firmation of the report that Admiral Maka-
roff, during his reconnaissance of the El-
ot Islands. captured a Japanese vessel
towing a Chinese junk, but the vessal was a
small steamer, not a gunboat. The erews
were taken off, ufter which both vessels

were sunk.
Honors for Silni Crew.

The emperor has telegraphed to Vice
Admiral Makroff an order decorating the

officers and men of the torpedo-boat de-
stroyer Silnl with the 8t. George's Cross
for thelr valor in the repulse of the Jap-
nese attempt to block Port Arthur yester-
day.

River Not Blocked Yet.

VIRGINIA REPUBLICANS

Will Put Up Candidates in Every Dis-
trict This Year.

NORFOLK, Va., March 23.—All of the
present representatives in Congress from
Virginia will have opposition in their party
for renomination this summer, and this
evein applies to Col. Campbell Slemp, the
only republican in Congress at the present
time from Virginia.

Heretofore the republicans have only
mede congressional nominations in certain
Virginia districts, but this year they have
determined to put up candidates in every
district of the state, and the campalgn In

the old dominion promises to be one of the
most exciting in many years.

There are aspirants galore, and the in-
ternal dissension among the demgocrats In
several of the districts may make the elec-
tion very uncertain. It is recognized that
there is n very substantial republican vote
in Virginia at the prefent time, and there
are fears in some democratic quarters that
the republicans of Virginia will have sev-
eral representatives In the Fifty-ninth
Congress.

CONVENTION MUST SETTLE IT.

Contest for Arkansas Governorship
Close—Both Sides Confident.
LITTLE ROCK, Ark., March 23 —Indi-
catiorns are that the contest for the demo-
cratic nomination for goxernor will have
to be settled in the state convention, which
meets in Hot Sorings June 14. The {riends
of Judge Carroll D. Wood, the apponent of
Governor Davis, charge that gross frauds
have been committed. They are still elaim-

ing a vietory for Weod and say they will
not concede Davis' election until the con-
vention has decided in his favor,

The {riends of Gov. Davls clalm to have
carried fifty-three ecounties. As a matter of
fact the full count has not been reported
from half of the counties in the state.

Today the Wood managers gave out a
statement claiming in the state eonvention
sixteen votes more than enough to elect,
with twelve doubtful counties to hear from.

Gov. Davis claims an excess of seventy-
five more than enough to control the con-

vention. It is certain that there will be
several contests for the state convention to
decide.

TIME OF ADJOURNMENT

CONTEST OVER THE NEBRASEKA
DISTRICT ATTORNEYSHIP.

Charges and Counter-Charges Made by
the Contending Factions — Invita-
tion to College Celebration.

Benator Aldrich had a long conference
with the President this morning about legis-
lative matters. Benator Aldrich is of the
opinion that Congress will adjourn about
April 15 unless the Impeachment proceed-
ings against Judge Swayne have to be
taken up. In that eveant it would be impos-
sible to name a time for getting away.

8peaker Cannon also had a conference
with the Presldent this mvorning. He said
that it was his opinion that Congress would
not be in session in Washington after
May 1.

Invited to College Celebration.

Senator Dolliver presented to the Presi-
dent Dr. King, president of Cornell College
at Mcunt Vernon. Iowa. President King in-
vited the President to attend the semi-
centennial observances of the college begin-
ning June 14. The President will not be
able to go, but will send a greeting, and one
of the members of the cabinat will probably
represent him. It is likely Secretary Shaw
will go, as he was formerly a student at
Corneli College and his daughters have both
been students at the institution.

The Nebraska Attorneyship Squabble.

The squabble over the United States at=
torneyship for Nebraska continues to dis-
turb Nebraska leaders here, and telegrams
from Nebraska say that republicans there
are taking the deepest Interest in the out-
come. It really begins to look as If the
President will have to ignore the conten-
tions of both sides and appoint a dark
horse. Democratic newspapers In the state
openly .charge that the removal of Sum-
mers, following the finding in the case of
Senator Dietrich, would be regarded by the
people of the state as a punshment for the
prosecution of Senator Dietrich. A faction
of the republicans views it the same way.
The complete exoneration of Benator Diet-
rich by the senate committee is predicted,
but it is declared that the same sympathy
for the senator, manifested in Washing-
ton, is not felt in Nebraska. W. E. An-
drews, auditor for the Treasury Depart-
ment, is a candidate for the senate to suc-
ceed Benator Dietrich. He is from Hastings,
the home of the Nebraska senator. It is
declared that Mr. Andrews will carry his
home county without trouble.”

Senator Dietrich, Edito: Rosewater and
others have represented to the President
that Summers coerced witnesses before the
grand jury to secure the indictment of the
senator. They have asked the President to
accept the findings of the investigating
committee of the senate as to Summers'
character. Editor Rosewater, in addition,

has filed charges againgst him, and is push-
ing them., o !

Opposition to Candidates.

Serator Millard and others who are op-
posed to H. C. Lindsay, republican state
chalrman, will oppose his nomination,
claiming that It would be Injurious to the
republican party In the state.

The Dietrich and Rosewater people, on
the other hand, are just as violently op-
posed to W. F. Gurley, the Omaha lawyer,
whose name has been presented to the
President In case he removed Summers.
Acts of party treason are alleged, but his
friends declare the charges are untrue, In
retaliation they recall the open warfare
of Editor Rosewater agalinst the candidacy
of former Representative D. H. Mercer,
and add to this the current report that Mr.
Rosewater’'s associates aided in the opposi-
tion to Gov. Mickey, head of the republican
ticket two years ago, resulting In the luss
o/ Douglas county to Mickey by 2,000 votes,
Gurley is pointed to as having been the
chief champion of Mercer in the same cam-
paign.

The story that Editor Rosewater with-
drew as a senatorial candidate to permit
the electlon of two republican senators is
denied. It is declared that the deal was
made before Mr. Rosewater knew of it, and
that he upbraided the representatives of
D. E. Thompson, one of the leading candi-
dates and now United States minister to
Brazil, for not informing him sooner, It is
alleged that it was Thompson's withdrawal
that made the election of Senators Millard
and Dietrich possible. Because of this, it
is declared, Thompson was made minister
t2> Brazil.

The Senatorship Fight.

The friends of Auditor Andrews, who re-
mains In Washington, are vigorously oppos-
ing the proposition advanced by the Nebras-
ka state committee that the coming state
convention should nominate a man for sera-
tor to succeed Benator Dietrich. It is
claimed that the proposition was never
heard of in Nebraska before, and Is without
precedent in that state, and that it is ad-
vanced for the benefit of Representative
Burkett of Nebraska, who is the leading
candidate for senator. If he should be
nominated or indorsed at the state conven-
tion he would have a decided advantage.
Mr. Andrews believes that the field ought
to be left open for every candidate for sena-
tor, and hopes the state convention will
not set a precedent of this kind. Mr. Bur-
kett's friends claim, however, that they will
be s,tt;le to settle the matter at the state con-
vention.

Harvey'’s Sentence Commuted.

The President has commuted to a term
of Imprisonment to expire March 20 the
sentence of Fred E. Harvey, who pleaded
guilty in Detroit to embezzling funds of
the Preston National Bank, and on Janu-
ary 18, 1001, was sentenced to imprison-
ment for five ysars in the Detroit house of
ccrrection. It appears from the reports
in the case that the prisoner made a volun-
tary confession of his wrongdocing, and sub-
sequently pleaded guilty and received the

mwinimum penalty of five years' Imprison-
ment. More than sixteen months elapsed

of guilty and sentence. The district attor-
ney and judge recommended commutation
to imprisonment for three years. He has
now been confined In prison for something
more than three years under the sentence,
and the Attorney General concurred with
the district attorney and judge In recom-
mending a commutation, because he be-
Heved that the prisoner should be given
some credit for the

Roosevelt Continues to Cap-
- ture the Delegates.

NUMBER LAST WEEK

UP TO DATE HE HAS 257 OUT OF
302 ELECTED.

Cent, but Acclamation is Now
the Watchword.

Roosevelt continues to gather them in.
Beventy-two delegates to the republican
national convention were chosen last week
and he got them all. Conventions will be
held this week in nineteen districts in seven
states and the merry harvesting will doubt-
less continue.

Up to date 302 delegates to the repub-
lican national convention have been chosen,
of which 257 were Instructed to vote for
the nomination of Roosevelt. Maintaining
this ratio would give him 77 per cent of
the delegdtes. The convention will consist
of 984 delegates and 403 will be necessary
for choice. He is now, three months in ad-
vance of the convention, within 191 of a
majority of the convention, with instructed
delegates,

The Watchword Now.

But the President's friends are not talking
about majorities nor percentages. Nomina-
nation by acclamation is the watchword
now. When New York, Pennsylvania and
Ohio have spoken, there will be nothing left
except to note down and add up, and the
talk now is to make a clean job of the

whole thing and neminate him with one
accord,

begun tomorrow. or at least some time this
week.

It may be that Mr. Payne will not be ah-
sent from his work for more than a fort-
night, but it is hardly likely that a tour of
such brief duration will prove sufficiently
effective, In view of the severity of the fli-
ness which has kept him ju his bed for so
long, and the trip may be indefinitely ex-
tended.

Mr. Payne has.himself not yet made up
his mind where he will go for his re-
cuperation, and as his family is leaving
the choice entirely 'to him his momentary
whim will probably determine it. There
hag been some talk of the south, some of
a sea trip and some of Atlantic City, but
the rigors of the climate at the latter
place at this season are hardly likely to
appeal strongly to a man just recovering
from a slege of the gout.

Mr. Payne I8 now, with the assistance
of Mr. Whitney, his private secretary, at-
tending to much of the routine business
of his office which has accumulated dur-
ing his absence, and when his trip does
begin the daily matters coming up for
his attention will have been brought so
nearly up to date as not to seriously
hanglcap him upon his return to regular
work.

HORRIBLE TRAGEDY

Charles G. Forster Kills Wife
and Commits Suicide.

DUE TO DESPONDENCY

ILLNESS OF BOTH PARTIES AS-
CRIBED AS CAUSE.

The Deeds Probably Committed Yester-
day Afternoon, but Discovery Made
This Morning.

A double tragedy occurred yesterday in
Kensington, Md., a small town on the B.
and O. railroad, near this city. Charles G.
Forster, a brother of Rudolph Forster, who
is an assistant secretary to the President,
shot and killed his wife, Elizabeth Forster,
with a revolver, and then killed himself
with the same weapon. Such was the
verdict of the coroner’'s jury gummoned
this morning by Justice of the Peace
Charles B, Nichols. From the circum-
stances it is balieved the shooting occurred
between 2 and 4 o'clock in the afternoon.

Considerable time elapsed before a jury
could be obtained teday, and the wverdiet,
as stated above, was rendered by the jury
shortly after hearing all that could be said
in the way of evidence. The jury consisted
of Mayor Cornelius Eckhardt, foreman;
John B. Stubbs, James P. Snyder, Wm. H.
Mannakee, T. A. Kelly, W. J. Umstead,
James P. Raney, James E. Kelly, Geo, W.
Hyatt, Wm. Beedle and John A. Wagner.
The health officers, Dr. Wm, l.. Lewils and
Alton W. Cornwell, a councilman of the
town, were the only witnesses examined by
the jury. Mr. Cornwell explained to the
jury the condition of mind under which he
believed Mr. Forster to have been laboring
for the past week or ten days, and Dr.
Lewis gave a certificate as to the causes
of the death. Mrs. Forster was evidently
standing a short distance away and In
front of her husband when she was shot,
the bullet entering at the base of the
brain.

In the case of Mr. Forster the bullet en-
tered above the right eye and came out be-
lew the right ear.

In the judgment of Dr. Lewls, both met
with instantaneous death. There was no
sign of a struggle of any kind, and it was
evident the plan was well outlined by Mp,
Forster in advance and that the deed was
committed shortly after he and his wife en-
tered the house yesterday aftermoon,

Mr. Cornwell’s Statement.

Mr. Cornwell stated t«. a reporter of The
Star that Mr. and Mrs. Forster had been
guests at his house since the Mith of March
last, and that Mr. Forster had become very
degpondent during the past week. He
bought a place here early last fall and lived

ir the house until about the middle of De~
cember, when, principally on account of the
iliness of his wife, he returned to Washing-
tcn for the winter. During this time his
own health had been fallhg, and this to-
gether with hi¥ wife's lllness and some
financial reverses no doubt caused his de-

spoendency.
“About 2 o'clock yesterday aflernoon,”
sald Mr. Cornwell, “"Mr. and Mrs. Forster

left my house together, saying If they did
not return shortly they might go to the
city. i
"}As they did not return at supper time, [
went over to their house, rang the bell &
number of times and In other ways tried
to attract their attention, but to no pur-
se, 1 therefore thought they had gone
to the ecity. Later in the evening 1 went
over agaln, and, getting no response, went
to the electric car station and asked the
conductor if Mr. and Mrs. Forster had re-
turned. His reply was that he had not
seen them, They had not returned this
morning, and I catled on Mayor Eckhardt,
and, stating the case to him, asked him
to accompany me to the house, as further
inquiry this morning developed that M.
and Mrs, Forster had not been seen by any
one going to or returning from the city,

“Mayor Eckhardt immediately summoned
Marshal Wagner and went to the Forster
house. As no entrance could be effected
on the ground flcor a ladder was procured
and the mayor and marshal effected an en-
trance at a second-story window of a room
adjoining the one in which the bodies were
later discovered.

“ Apeep In at the window of their bel
room told the story in part, as the pros-
trate form of one of the occupants could
be seen from the window. Entering the
room, the body of Mr. Forster was dis=
covered, with his head lying in a pool of
blood, and with a wound over tha
eve and at the back of the right ear, his
right arm lying across his body. Near his
hand was the pistol with which the
tragedy had evidently been committed. His
overcoat had not been removed,

“At his feet law the body of his wife, with
a bullet wound in the back of her head
at the base of the brain. In her
hand was an alarm clock, which she
evidently just taken from the bureau
wound, as it recorded this morning 'h:
