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JGAINST AMERICANS

Bitternessin Manchuria Men-
aces Uncle Sam's Subjects.

NATIVES SUSPICIOUS

BELIEVE YANKEES AND BRITISH
TOOK PART IN BOMBARDMENTS:

Russians Practicing System of Persecu-
tion—Parties Suspected of Espionage
for Japan Are Detained.
—

BERLIN, April 21.—A eorrespondent of
@he Frankfurter Zeitung, wrlting from
Harbin, Manchuria, under date of March
10, says:

“Great bitterness has been aroused
throughout Manchuria against Americans
and British because it Is believed Ameri-
oan and British vesscls took part in the
bombardments of Port Arthur under the
Jepanese flag.

“This bellef apparenily is due to the fact
that the Japanese fleet was larger than
the Russizns anticipated and included un-
known types of vessels. The feeling is so
strong that Amerlcans and British are not
safe anywhere In Manchuria. One Rallly,
an American, and several others, including
Davidson, a Canadian, have disappeared.
The authorities are looking for them.

“It s reported that an Englishman was
arrested in Port Arthur as a spy and was
taken to Mukden and hanged.

““The plylng of the so-called flower boats
on the Liao river, mostly under the Ameri-
can flag and ecarrying Amerlcan goods,
has been prohiblted.

“Southern Manchuria has been scoured
for several months for supplies of flour
destined for Port Arthur, which is reported

to be provisloned for two years."”
Hanging Reported at Mukden.
Epeclal Dispatch to The Evenlng Star.

NEW YORK, April 21.—A cablegram
from Berlin says: A New Yorker has been
hanged or murdered by Russians at Muk-
den. Lives of other Americans are re-
ported to be in danger, owing to the bit-
ter feellng of Russians toward Americans.

The Frankfurter Zeitung has a dispatch
from Its Manchurian correspondent declar-

ing that a bitter anti-American feeling is
grevalant throughout that sectlon. The
ussians are said to be persecuting all

Americans who failed to flee before hostil-
ities were thoroughly under way.

Four unarmed Americans are detained at
Mukden on a charge of espjonage In be-
half of Japan. Russlansgit Mukden order-
ed the arrest of a Canadlan named David-
8gon, representative of the firm of Clarkson
& Co., on a charge of esplonage, but when
they sent men to take him into custody
he could not be found. There is a similar
feellng against the English, and one En-
glishman arrested at Port Arthur on a
charge of acting as a spy, has been hanged
et Mukdsn.

SUBJECTED TO HEAVY FIRE.

Criser Bayan Escapes With No Dam-

_ages—Halil of Shells.

PORT ARTHUR, April 20 (delayed In
transmission).—-The situatlon here s un-
changed.

A large launch from the Petropavlovsk
was brought into the harbor todayv,

Two German naval officers have arrived
here. They will be attached to the Rus-
slan headquarters.

The crulser Bayan suffered no damage
from the hall of shells poured upon her
from the Japanese warships when the
Bayan went to the assistance of the Rus-
alan torpedo boat destroyers om April 13
Just previous to the sinking of the Petro-
pavlovek. The Bayan, in driving off the
Jopanese destroyers which had sunk the
Btrashnl, was subjected to the fire of six
Japanese crulsers.

Further detaila of the action of the crulser
Bayan during the night of April 18 show
that in covering the retreat of the Russian
torpedo boats she approached within thirty
cable lengths of the enemy, In attempting
t0 rescue the Strashni's crew, and stood
broadside to the enemy, keeping four
erulsers at bay, while she lowered her boats
on the other side and picked up five sailors.

In spite of the weight of the enemy's fire
mot a eingle man on the Bayan was
wounded. One of the Bayan's shells fell
between the smokestacks of one of the Jap-
snese crulsers, producing a heavy explosion
on board.

Jap Officers Captured.

TIEN TSIN, April 21.—The two Japanese
officers who were captured in Manchurla
disgulsed a= Lamas, and who had a large
quantity of explosive In thelr possession,
have been taken to Port Arthur. _An ex-
amination is being made in order to dis-
¢over how they procured Chinese pass-

orts. They will be dealt with according

martial law.

UNCLE SAM RESERVES RIGHTS

No Protest, However, Against Russia’s

Course on Wireless Telegraph.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 21, 2:25 p.m.—
Forelgn Minister Lamsdorff has been noti-
fled that the United States reserves all the
rights she may have under International
law in the event of any American oltizens
being affected by Russia's decision in the
case of war correspondents using wireless
telegraphy. This notification does not in-
volve a protest agalnst Russia's course, it
simply reserving whatever rights may exist
in regard to the yet unadjudicated question
of the use of wireless telegraphy in time
of war,

COST OF THE WAR.

Estimates of the Burden on Russia—
May Float Loan.

8T. PETERSBURG, April 21—2:25 p.m.—
Russia has made a new issue of §15,000,000
in paper currency against free gold in the
state bank. At the ministry of finance it
was explained that it was ap ordinary ls-
sue and in no sense was forced.

Under the law paper is issuable to double
the amount of gold, up to $150,000,000 gold,
In excess of which paper issued must be
covered rouble for rouble. }n the state
bank there are in round numbers, $400,000,~
000 in gold, which would permit of an ls-

sue of $350,000,000 of paper, but the paper
issul:mat present only amounts to $350,-
000,

All sorts of fizures of the cost of the
war are printed abroad. The correspondent
of the Associated Press I authoritatively
informed that the dally expenses are
averaging $750,000. and it is estimated that
a year's expenditures for the war will total

To meet this there existed.a free balance
of $50,000,000, which was Increased to $115,-
000,000 by reductions of the ordinary bud®*
gets, leaving ostensibly $135,000.000 to be
found. But a portion of the latter 18 made
up by the ipcreased earnings of the rafl-
roads owned by the government. It being
in reality a question of bookkeeping, how
the balance Is to be raised has not yet been
determined. No foreign loan has been ar-
ranged, and none is desired, if it can be
avolded, as practically the total of the war
expenditure will be raised at home.

The ministry of finance believes it may be
easy to float an Internal loan late in the
summer or fall.

WAR OFFICE BESEIGED.

Many Applicants at Tokyo to Go to the
Front.

TOKYO, April 21, 4 p.m.—The war office
{s flooded with thousands of applications
from men of every age and every condi-
tion of life for permission to go to the
front. The applications come from time-
expired soldiers and boys too young to en-
list in the army in the regular manner.

The ages of the applicants range from
fourteen to seventy. Many of them, fol-
lowing the Samouri custom, sign their ap-
plications with their own blood, and sev-
eral are wholly written in blood. Volun-
teers have not vet been accepted, but the
officials are much pleased at the desire of
the people to assist in the war.

The applications will be filed and if vol-
unteers are neaded those who are now ap-
plying for active service will be given the
first opportunity. The authorities here be-
lieve that 500,000 volunteers will easily’ be
obtainable,

Seoul Legation Guard Decreased.

SEOUL, April 21, 5:30 p.m.—Lieut. Dou-
glas C. McDougal, U. 8. M. C., with sev-
enty marines from the American legation
guard, has been ordered to leave Seoul and
sail on the cruizser Raleigh for Manila.
The marines heretofore have crowded the
small house in the legation compound and
the Bostwick office building. The impossi-
bility of properly housing the men during
the hot season, the quiat condition of Seoul
and the presence of a sufficlent Japanese
garrison to quell any dlsturbances are re-
eponsible for the decrease in the strength
of the American legation guard.

ADMITS TOGO’S CLAIM.

Russian Admiralty Disposed to Accept
Story of Disaster.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 21.—4 pm.—
There is a growing disposition at the ad-
miralty to admit Vice Admiral Togo's claim
that Japanese mines sank the Petropav-
lovsk and injured the Pobleda. The fallure
of the warships to touch the mines while
going out to sea is explained by the fact
that when starting in pursult of the enemy's
cruiger dlvision the Ruasian ships passed
out north of the mine field and in returning
after the appearance of the Japanese battle
ship division Vice Admiral Makaroff headed
straight for the entrance of the harbor,
moving directly into the mines.

While this is the general view, there are
those who stoutly resist Togo's claim, in-
gisting on the theory of the explosion of
either a magazine or the bollers, and ac-
counting for the iInjury of the Pobieda,
which was In the wake of the Petropav-
lovsk, by the confusion following the dis-
aster to the flagship, which sheered off on
striking a Russian mine laid to protect the
entrance against a repetition of the at-
tempts to block the channel.

But the theories held here are really only
conjectures, as the Port Arthur authorities
have not yet reported the result of their
investigation.

No Signs of the Enemy.

PORT ARTHUR, April 21.—All has been
quiet here since April 156. There are no
slgns of the enemy's transports off the
coast of the peninsula.

THE BALTIC FLEET.

No Hope Entertained for Recovery of
Makaroff’s Body.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 21, 6:49 p.m.—
The ships of the Baltic fleet here and at
Libau will be in commission next week. The
naval reserves of the neighboring provinces
are arriving for distribution to the ships.

At.the Viadimir palace today a requiem
mass was celebrated for the repose of the
soul of Lieut. von Kube, the Grand Duke
Cyril's ald-de-camp, who lost his life at the
time of the Petropavlovsk disaster.

All hope is given up of the recovery of

the body of Vice Admiral Makaroff. It is
belleved to be beneath tne overturned shi

The official reports place elghty as t
number of persons saved from the Petro-
pavlovsk.

The admiralty denies the statement made
by the London Times in its wireless report
that the Japanese mine ship Koryo Maru
was fired upon while laying mines before
Port Arthur. It is sald that if she came in
and laid mines the Russian searchlights
falled to pick her up.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY IN WAR.

Russian Ambassador and Becretary
Hay Have a Conference.
Announcement was made at the State
Department today that the United States
had acknowledged the receipt of the Rus-

sian government's note defilning the status

of correspondents in the far east using
wireless teleg'ra_phr. In acknowledging the
note this government reserves the right to
take action which may be necessary If
the Intereste of American citizens are af-
fected.

Date of Populist Convention
Fixed.

TO SIGN ROSELAND BILL

PRESIDENT WILL GIVE HIS AP-
PROVAL TO THE MEASURE.

Gov. Hunt to Return to Porto Rico
and Stay Until End of
Fiscal Year.

Ex-Benator Marion Butler, chairman of
the popullst national committes, called on
the President today. He sald that the na-
tional convention of the party had been
called to meet in 8t. Louls, July 4.

“What will the convention do?" he was
asked.

‘““The chances are that it will nominate
candidates for President and Viece Presi-
dent,”” he answered.

“Are you a candidate for either place?"”
he was asked.

“I am out of politics,” he sald, “and will
not again serve as national chairman,”

It is pretty well established that Mr. But-
ler is not as fully committed to populism
as he was a good many years ago. In his
own state, North Carolina, where the popu-
list bug deposited bacteria & mnumber
of years ago, populism is dead, and the only
two parties are the republican and demo-
cratic. Mr. Butler has for some time affili-
ated, in a personal way at least, with the
republicans of that state. He has called
at the White House a number of times In
the last few months in connection with
North Carolina appointments and has made
some recommendations. Personally Mr.
‘I?L}:Ier is an admirer of President Roose-

eil.

Thomas Watson of Georgia, who wue &
vice presidential nominee of the populist
party when Bryan headed the ticket of
that party eight years ago, s talked of for ]
first place this year in case the populists
put up a national ticket., Mr. Butler said
he did not know how many other men were
candidates,

He is Too Young to Marry.

Gen. Joe Wheeler, active and alert as
always, paid a brief call at the White
House. Gen. Wheeler was asked whether
he was interesting himself to any extent in
politics this year.

“No,” he eaid, “I'm not bothering much
in politics now. 1 have always gone into
any business with my whole soul. When I
was in politics I made it my business. When
I went into the army I made that my busi-
ness. So I have laid politicg aside. I am
fixing to go to Europe for s rest.”

‘*And if you don’'t mind, general, some one
will be reviving that story about your going
to be married, so that It can be fitted to
your taking a bride with you to Europe.”

“I don't suppose anybody wiil try to spring
that about me now. 1 long ago told some
of these people that I @id not believe a man
should marry when he was so young. It
isn't good to marry too young." and Gen.
Wheeler laughed to a fellow army officer
who complimented him on the agility and
youth he exhibited In his movements and
manner. Then the two army officers fell
to commenting about certaln army men who
had given up good assignments to marry,
when if they had postponed thelr marriages
for short times they would have been at
the head and forefront of events that made
other men famousg and advanced them In
the army. ‘“‘This was the case of men
who galned brides and lost opportunities to
secure fame and advancement,” said Gen.
Wheeler, The names they used were not
intended for publication.

‘Will Sign the Rosebud Bill

It is the impression among the Bouth Da-
kota members of Congress that the Presi-
dent will sign the bill that has just passed
Congress opening a portion of the Rosebud
Indlan reservation to settlement and fixing
$4 per acre as the price for all the land that
{s taken in the first three months and $3
per acre for the land sold after that. Rep-
regentative Burke of Bouth Dakota was at
the White House today. The price fixed
in the bill is considerably above the figures
fixed in the bill as originally introduced by
the South Dakota members, but is not quite
a# much as the Presldent thought the In-
dlans ought to get for thelr lands. For
some time it looked as if the difference as
to the price would prevent the bill going
through at all, as it would have drawn a
veto from the President in its original form.

Gen. Fred Grant, who I8 now in command
of the Department of the Lakes, pald his
respects to the President this morning. He
{s in Washington for a few days in connec-
tion with the settlement of the estate of his
mother.

Representative Foss, chairman of the
House committee on naval affairs, had a
conference with the President on naval
matters, the detalls of which he did not dis-
cuss, Whether the subjects were connected
with some of the amendments pending to
the naval bill in Congress was not stated.

Attorney General Knox had a conference
with the President this morning on a mat-
ter he failed to reveal. There was some
gpeculation as to the conference, the theory
being that it related to the resolution
adopted by the judiciary committee of the
House yesterday calling upon the Attorney
General for information as to why he has
not prosecuted officials of the Northern Se-
curities Company, who were adjudged by
the Supreme Court as having violated laws
of the United Btates.

Talk With a German Editor.

Bugens Zabel, editor-in-chief of the Na-
tional Zeitung, one of the leading papers
of Germany, was presented to the Presl-
dent today by Baron Bternburg, the Ger-
man ambassador., The President spent
some time talking with Mr. Zabel, the con-
versation being in German, although Mr.
Zabel speaks English. The German editor
was much pleased with the visit and on
leaving sald: ‘I regard President Roose-
velt as one of the great men of the world,
and I am certainly Indebted to him for a
long and pleasing talk.”” Mr. Zabel will be
in this country several months,

PUBLIC HEARING BEFORE COM-
MISSIONERS TODAY.

District Engineer Department Ar-
rangement M‘Wﬂh—
Views Presented.

A vigorous protest against the adoption of
the District engineer department’s plan for
the arrangement of streets abdut the union
station plaza was entered by representatives
of the Northeast Washington Citizen's As-
soclation and property ownsrs near the
station at a public hearing bafore the Dis-
trict Commissioners this morning. The
citizens objected to the olosing of F' street
northeast at the terminal station and in-
sisted that the thoroughfare mentioned be
deviated so as to open upon-the plaza.

The members of the assbciation present at
the hearing were President Evan H. Tucker,
5. Bowerbu ts, W. G. Dang, Joseph Crandail,
D. D. Bowen, J. A. Moyer; J. Fleming, A. H.
F. Holstein, J. B, Burke, W. J. Frizsell, Dr.
Starr Parsons, Dr. L. D. ,M:Itm' and Harry
Boeshe. Messrs. D. D. Fhompson, Charles
R. Tolbert and Henry C. Stewart, property
owners in the vicinity of the-station, were

also present.

Tha citizens presented for the consider-

ation of the Commissioners & plan for the
arrangement of the streels about the
plaza. This plan differs from that pro-
posed by the engineer depariment, with
respect to the arrangement of the street
east of the station. As hag been previ-
ously stated in The Btar, e engineer
department proposes to close F street at
the station and to widen Callfornia street
on the south. The Distriet afficials also
propose to continue E street im a straight
line, as at present, but ¢peiiing into Mas-
sachusetts avenue just befgre it reaches
the plaza. bl o

The citizens’ assoclatien’ proposes to
eliminate California streat altegether and
to extend F street from. -street ob-
liquely to the plaza, en the semi-
circle at the polnt where Ca nia street
now opens upon the proposed.plaza.

Changes Suggested by Mr; Tucker.

Mr. Tucker, the firet speaker, sald that
the association two years ago took up
the subject of the rallroad terminal and
suggested a number of changes in the
legislation on the project.’ With refer-
ence to the plan of the engineer depart-
ment for the arrangement of streets on
the east of the plaza, Tucker said
that the maintenance of bi a street
would be an evesore' aiid B blotch upon
the station and the vicinity. 'The gques-
tion is,” he sald, “whether you Commis-
sioners declde the matter right now or
make a botch of the mattér.” He con-
tended that traffic from the northeast
section will be congested along 24 street,
which, he said, is only thirty-one feet
wide from curb to curb. Mr. Tucker de-
clared that the proposition of the en-
gineer department i® unreasonable, and
that it will do the people residing on F
street a great injustice.

“I don't know of a greatér ouirage on
the residents of the ple of Washington
than will be perpetrated on the residents
of F street by the plan proposed by the
District engineer department,” declared
Mr. Tucker. He also éxpressed the opinion
that the department's plan will later in-
volve the District In lew suits. He =said
that the members of his dassociation are
not Interested in the matter from a finan-
clal standpoint, but that they are interested
molely for the public good. :

Col. Biddle’s Views.
\At the close of Mr. Tucker's argument
Colonel Biddle said: 4
“Every architect in. the eountry would
declare that the system. proposed by your
ansoclation, Mr. Tucker, would be abso-
lutely impossible for the most. beautiful
and artistic treatment .of the .plaza and
station.

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ASILVER AMENDMENT

House Republicans Somewhat
Anxious About It.

INSERTED IN SENATE

BY AUTHORITY OF THE FINANCE
COMMITTEE.

In the Sundry Civil Bill—Representa-
tive Hill Shows What May Fol-
low Its Adoption.

A two-line amendment In the sundry civil
bill placed there by the authority of the
Senate finance committee has aroused the
sound-money republicans in the House. It
is said that the amendment reopens the
giiver question and that if it becomes law
will commit the government again to the
constant purchase of silver bullion to be
coined into circulating medium.

The amendment in the sundry clvil bill
removeg all limitations as to the amount of
the subsidiary coinage.

“I think it is @ remarkable plece of legis-
lation,” said Mr. Hill of Connecticut, a rec-
ognized flnancial authority of the House, to
a Star reporter today, ‘‘that in the closing
hours of this Congress and without a word
of debate an amendment of two lines should
be attached to the sundry civil appropri-
ation bill reopening the unlimited purchase
of silver for unlimited subsidiary coinage
against the written advice of the Becretary
of the Treasury.

“On_this question of sound money two
presidential elections have been fought
and won by the republican party, and for
the republican party to embarrass the
election of a republican House of Repre-
sentatives by action of this kind is to me
amazing., It not only is contrary to the
heretofore announced policy of the re-
publican party, but it is contrary to the
practice of the civilized world for ten
years. Austria, Russia, Germany, France
and Japan have within the last ten yehrs
recoined into subsidiary coinage more
than $£194,000,000 of full tender silver in-
stead of buying bullion.

Silver Now on Hand.

“The United States, with $0680,000,000 in
silver on hand—a mass of metal that
would fill 500 cars, and which it costs
$100,000 to recount — now deliberately
proposes to forever store this enormous
mags and to add to the amount.

“Every dollar so purchased is in effect
equivalent to the coinage of full legal ten-
der, for it takes the place of full legal
tender in our own currency. The necessary

““With the good business conditions now
prevalling, It would seem to be the wisest
course to follow the advice of the Becre-
tary of the Treasury and the director of
the mint and gradually change over the
dollars which will not circulate into a form
of money which not only will circulate, but
which remains absorbed in the currency of
the country. .

“We have tried the silver bulllon law to
our sorrow and confusion. It began under
the Bland-Allison act and Senator Allison
admitted last summer to the Chicago bank-
ers that it was a mistake. This action of
the Benate illustrates Bryan's late state-
ment that the money question Is always
before Congress. The experience of the
past that with the purchase law of 1873
revived it can only with the greatest diffi-
culty be repealed at any future time in the
face of the single objection of any member
of the Senate.

Time to Retrace Our Steps.

“Tnless we are to fix permanently in our
currency system the 580,000,000 full legal
tender sllver dollars it is time to begin to
retrace our steps now. The sum and sub-
stance of the whole-thing i= that this two-
line amendment will compel the purchase
of from five to filne million dollars worfh
of additional silver bullion every year, with

possibility of very largely increased pur-
chases in the discretion of the Becretary of

the Treasury.

“Jt is unfortunate that this actlon should
be taken pending a presidential election.
and, indeed, from my standpoint as a sound
money man, that it should be taken at any
other time.

“If the question should be asked whether
the removal of limitations will not still
leave the Secretary of the Treasury with
option to recoin standard dollars or te buy
bullion, my answer {s that this amendment
will compel the secretary to buy bullion.
On July 1, next, the bullion of 1880 will be
exhausted and we shail have on hand 580,-
000,000 silver dollars. 54,000,000 of which are
in circulation. The highest amount ever in
| eirculation was 70,000,000 in 1802, It is man-
ifeat, therefore, that §500,000,000 can only be
circulated through mesns of certificates.

“We have today nearly $20,000,000, besides
those in active <lrculation, against which
there are no certificates outstanding. There
would be & profit of seven-tenths on each
dollar if recoined. Shall we use what we
have, or shall we begin again the mis-
taken policy of buying bullion and making
further accessiors to silver fiat money.” -

There was a great deal of interest among
both democrats and republicans on the
House side over the SBenate action, and |t
is evident that there will be political dis-
cussions over thie amendment when the
bill comes back to the House.

CONSIDERATION FOSTPONED.

Carnegie Institution Bill Called Up in
Senate.

Senator Gallinger today called up House
bill 14083, to incorporate the Carnegie In-
stitution, and asked that it be put on Iis
passage. The bill had been considered hy
the Distriect committee and the following
incerted in it as an additional provision:
“That the objects of the incorporation shall
be to encourage In the broadest and most
liberal manner investigation, research and
discovery and the application of knowledge
to the improvement of mankind.”

That provision Is in lieu of the following,
which . the commitiee recommended should
be struck from the bill: *

“That the particular business and objec-ls
of the Incorporation shall be to encourage
in the broadest and most liberal manner
Investigation, research and discovery; o
provide buildings. laboratories, books and
apparatus as required.. and afford instruc-
tion of an advanced character to studenis
properly qualified to profit there: and in
general to increase the facilities for higher

education.”

Senator Lodge objected to the passage
of the bill; saying that he had an amend-
ment he wished to offer to it and that he
preferred to have it go over in order thal
he might look over the House bill

done.

AN INVESTIGATION ASKED.

Charge That the Pennsylvania and
Other Lines Have Merged.

Representative Galnes of Wes\ Virginia
has introduced a resolution reciting that
“it i a matter of common statement”
that the Pennsylvania railroad system,
the Baltimore and Ohio company, the
Chesapeake and Ohlo Railway Company
and the Norfolk and Western Railway
Company have plans designed to effect a
“community oY interest,” including own-
ership of portions of the stock or bonds of
some of the companies by the others and
changes in the boards of directors, by

which common control or direction has
been and is being applied to the opera-
tion and rates of the lines mentioned.

The resolution closes with provision for
an investigation of these allegations by
the Interstate commerce commission,
which is to report its findings to the
House on or before December 31, 1004,
The resolution was referred to the com-
mittee on interstate and foreign com-
merce.

SOLDIERS’ HOME LOANS.

Representative Hay Introduces a Res-
olution of Inquiry.
Representative Hay of Virginia has in-

{ troduced a resolution directing the Secre-

tary of War to inform the House of Repre-
sentatives If a loaa wage ever made to How-
ard University by the board of Commis-
sloners of the Soldlers’ Home of the Dis-
trict of Columbia. If such a Man has been
made the resolution calls for information
as to when and by what authority the ac-
tion. was taken and the present status of
the loan.

The resolutlon further iInquires as to
whether or not any further loan has been
made by the commissioners of the home to
the Young Men's Christian Association of
this city, and if so under what conditions

and so forth. The resolutions call for a
statement from the Secretary showing the
sources from which the annual Income of
the Boldiers’ Home in this city is derived.

BAY STATE FOR OLNA

Massachusetts Democrats in
State Convention Today.

HARMONIOUS SESSION

PRELIMINARY MEETING LAST
NIGHT FOR CONCILIATION.

Hearst Forces Are Assured Fair Rep-
resentation on Important Committees
—Strong Resolutions for Olney.

e )

BOSTON, April 21.—Before the democratie
state conventlon, to gelect delegates-at-large
to the natlonal body at St. Louls, assembled
today there were Indications of a more
harmonlous sesslon than the leaders pre-
viously had expected. The contests be-
tween the factions of the party, due Lo pref-
erences for presidential nominees, were
fought out to a considerable extent and
disposed of during the night.

The state committee was In session untll
an early hour today and a spirit manifested
In the state committiee and the supporters
of Mr. Olney in the proceedings to give the
Hearst forces what they termed a falr
recognition on the varlous convention com-

mitteer contributed largely to this end.
But of far greater importance, in the view
of Mr, Willlams and the Hearst delegates,
was the decision of the commlittee walving
the adoption” of the “unit rule” for the
Massachusetts delegation, on the conten-
tion of the Hearst faction that a clause
in the convention call by which the conven-
tion would have the right to control the
actlon of delegates elecled in the various
congressional district= was lllegal. This
clause was ordered stricken out on the
ground that it had been frregularly ir.oerted,
In consequence of these developments in
the decision, the Heuxrs=t delegutes appeared
atl the Tremont temple before the conven-
tion In a mo'e conciliatory attitude than
has been aparent in several weeks. On the
other hand the Olney men expressed satis-
faction at the prospect of controlling the
convention. They claimed that at least six
hundred of the nine hundred delegates were

supporters of Olney.
Mr. Williams, the Hearst lcader, said that
inasmuch g the state committee had de-

cided that the insertion of the unit rule
clause In the convention call was lilegal,
the passage in the convention of any reso-

lution intended to control the actions of the
district convention delegates would be abso-
lutely futile. He added that if such action
were taken the Hearst delegates chosen at
the various distriet conventlons would dis-
regard it entirely and vote at the national
convention according to thelr inclinations.

The names of those whom the Olney faec-
tion expected to present as candidates for
delegates-at-large are: Col. Willlam A,
Gaston and Mayor Patrick A. Collins of
Bosion: Willlam L. Douglas of Brockion
and Representative John R. Thayer of Wor-
cester. The Hearst ticke: congisted of
George Fred Willlams, George E, MeNeil of
Cambridge; Joseph A. SBmith of Warcester,
b and Charles A. Dean of Wakefleld.

Hearst Men in Evidence.

About 200 of the Hearst men came to Tre-
mont Temple in a body headed by Mr
Willlameg. There was no demonstration of
any sort when they arrived.

The convention was called to order by
State Committee Chalrman MeNary. Tem-
porary organization was quickly effected
and several committees were appoint
without objection, but when a motion (u
made that a commistec on resolutionsibe
named, to which should be referred all reso-
lutions without reading or debate, there was
a stir among the Olney delegates. The mo-
tion was carried by about five to one. This
was consideéred the fifst test of the relativé
strength of the opposing factions.

Parliamentary Tactics.

This was the beginning of a series of mo-
tions and countermotions, which kept the
chairman busy. Motions were put and ta-
bled. Others were indefinitely postponed
and then efforts were made to consider.
Volce votes were doubted with the invaria-
Lle result that on a standing vote the chalr
was supported by about five Lo one. Finally
a recess was taken pending a report by the
committee on credentiels. On each of the
committees reported Hearst delegates h
been given from two o four places. Wit
the retirement of the commitiee on resolu-
tions it became understood that a brief

platform would be presented,
Flaherty for Chairman.

When the session was resumed the per-
manent vrganization was effected and John
J. Flaherty of Glouces er was elected chalr-
man. The convention proceeded to the elee-
tion- of delegates-at-large 10 the national
convention.

It was announced that there would be
no official ballot. Any ballot bearing any
rame could be deposited in a ballot box
placed on the platform. The delegales were
informed that their eredentials would be
punched as they passed the ballot

Two Sets of Tickets.

There were two sets of tickets known by
name of the respective factions, Olney and
Hearst. The former hore these names:
Wwilllam A. Gaston, Boston; Patrick A. Col-
lins, Boston; William L. Douglass Brock-
ton, and John R. Thayer, Worcester. The
