Mr. Hepburn Takes Up Yes¬
terday's Attack.

WINDING UP AFFAIRS
CONFERENCE BEPOBTS ON TWO
IXPOBTANT BUXft ADOPTED.

Committee to Represent the Houm mt

Exposition Opening.Many Meas¬
ures Passed by Senate.

The House of Representatives started in
today with a spirit of bustle and industry
that Memed to betoken determination to
wind up this sesatTn of Congress In a hurry.
Conference report# on two important ap¬

propriation bills.naval and pension were
adopted, and then General Grosvenor called
up his ship commission bill.
Representative Hepburn of Iowa took the

floor and immediately entered upon a polit¬
ical speech in reply to the attack yester¬
day afternoon of Representative Kitchln of
North Carolina upon President Roosevelt.
Mr. Hepburn spoke with vehemence and at
times In a spirit of pronounced bitterness.

Reply to Kitchin's Speech.
Mr. Hepburn characterised Mr. Kitchin's

speech yesterday as a "criminal denuncia¬
tion of the executive of the nation." Mr.
Hepburn declared that the attack was made
upon the entire nation through its execu¬
tive. and was calculated to injure the pres¬
tige of his country in the eye* of the
world.
Mr. Hepburn recalled Mr. Kitchin's ref¬

erence to President Roosevelt's statement
that a trace of brutal barbarism runs
through the people of the south.
"This gentleman (Mr. Kitchln) is a rep^resentative of the people of the south,"said Mr. Hepburn. "I call up the speechhe made yesterday as a witness to Justifythe President's statement."
Mr. Hepburn said that there Is always

prevalent a disloyal spirit, a re¬
fusal to obey laws, resulting In
mob rule. It is rampant and frequent in
one section of the country and occasionallyfound in other sections. The President
wrote of the extreme frontier in his refer¬
ence to lynching, and the gentleman from
North Carolina took It as Justification for
lynching In the south, where civilisation
exists and courts are to be found.
Mr. Hepburn said he would not permitthe brutal arraignment of President Roose¬

velt to go unpunished.
At this point Mr. Hepburn branched oftInto a tariff speech and replied to some

recent remarks of Mr. Champ Clark ofMissouri.
Would Not Tield to Clark.

Mr. Clark at one point attempted to ask
Mr. Hepburn a question, but the latter
would not yield, saying that he didn't
want Mr. Clark's remarks to appear in his
speech.
"It would improve your speech." suggest¬

ed Mr. Clark.
"Doubtless," admitted Mr. Hepburn. "Iknow the gentlemen from Missouri makeslearned quotations. If I followed him Iwould wander with Tacitus.yes. In thelanguage of an old fellow in Wisconsin. Iwould roam with old Romulus, camp outwith old Cantharades and rip old Euripides,but what In h has that to do with thelaws of Wisconsin?"
Amid the roar of laughter that sweptover the republican side Mr. Clark shouted,"Well, I will ask you a question in plainEnglish which you can answer easily," andthen asked why If the price of steel rails
was lowered in free trade countries, the re¬duction in this country could be credited tothe tartff duty?
Mr. Hepburn continued with his tariff

speech.
In the course of Ms speech Mr. Hepburnsaicastlcally referred to the "silent candi¬date of the democracy of New York, JudgeParker.
"If Mr. Sphynx of Cairo could be broughthere," said Mr. Hepburn, "he would make

ycur ideal candidate. He not only neversaid a fool word, but he could give a guar¬antee for the future.
Roosevelt's Name Cheered.

"But when the republicans nominate by
acclamation Theodore Roosevelt.''' this
reference brought a storm of applause and
cheers from the republicans.
"We will nominate him because of his

character, his ability and his Intelligence.
What, then, will you do?"
"Beat him!" promptly came the shout

from the democratic side.
"Yes, you'd beat him," retorted Mr. Hep¬burn, "If you could put your southern elec¬

tion methods Into use In the north."
"How about Philadelphia?" cried a demo¬

crat.

Mr. Kitchin Replies.
Upon the close of Mr. Hepburn's remarks

Mr. Kitchin of North Carolina was recog¬
nized to reply to Mr. Hepburn. He made a

humorous, semi-sarcastic speech, in which
he deplored the attacks mode upon him by
Mr. Grosvenor and Mr. Hepburn, and said
that they showed the greatest Ingratitude,
and that he was only trying to defend them
from the defamation of their character byTheodore Roosevelt. He admitted that he
was liable to be characterized as a peanut
politician whenever he agreed with Mr.
Grosvenor. but that his feeling of admira¬
tion for the two distinguished republicans
had led him into defending them, even at
the risk of being expelled from the House
by executive order of the President.

Bourke Cockran on the Tariff.
Mr. Bourke Cockran was then recognized

to make a tariff speech. He started out
with charging the protective with being the
fountain head of all vicious legislation.
The conference report on the bill to ratify

an agreement with the Crow Indians of
Montana was adopted.

THE SENATE.
When the Senate convened today Mr.

Piatt (N. Y.) presented a protest from tha
chamber of commerce of New York against
the Chinese-exclusion amendment to the
general deflclercy bill, declaring that "Inview of the efforts that are being made tocultivate and increase trade relations withthe Chinese empire, further restrictive
measures would. In our opinion, be suicidal,and we believe would entirely subvert theseefforts." The protest was ordered printed.The following bills were passed: Amend¬ing the act authorising the Kansas City andMemphis Railway Company to build abridge across the Mississippi river at Mem¬phis. Tenn.
Authorising the construction of a bridgeacross the Choctawhatchee river. In Ala¬bama.
Declaring that the tunnels under the Chi¬

cago river form an obstruction to naviga¬tion.
Providing for the erection of a lock anddam In the Tennessee river near Chatta¬

nooga. Tenn.
Authorising the Schreveport Bridge and

Tunnel Company to build a bridge across
Red river In Louisiana.
Authorising the construction of a bridge

across St. Andrew's bay near Grassy Point,Fit.
Granting permission to Capt. Wm. B.

Horton. United States army, to accept a
decoration from the French republic.
The general deficiency bill was laid be¬

fore the Senate and the consideration of
the Chinese exclusion rider Immediatelyentered uoon.
The Senate adopted the Cullom amend¬

ment striking out all of the House Chinese
exolusion provision except the first section,
reaffirming the act of 1808 and the other
Chinese exclusion laws In effect when the
law was enacted.

national officers presented reports, but
three, the registrar general, historian gen¬
eral and treasurer general, made recom-
mendations. The registrar general recom¬
mended that 50 cents be charged for each
set of extra application papers. Where a
candidate for admission to the organisa-

CMSto5, s^e must make out a separate ap¬
plication paper on the name of each an¬
cestor. Mrs. Fowler's committee did not
approve the 50 cent charge.

In Executive Session.
"Behind closed doors!" That Is the way

the Daughters of the American Revolution
conducted the business of the continental
congress for a few hours yesterday even¬

ing, but Its executive sessions, like the ex¬
ecutive sessions of the United States
Senate, were secref. only until the doors
were opened and the members could get
out into the corridors and talk. It is this
tendency to "talk" and not do a great deal
of thinking beforehand which. It Is said,
brought about the executive session of last
evening, when the case celebre of the Na¬
tional Society of the Daughters of the
American Revolution.the Miss Balrd-
Huey-Roberts-Manning case of Philadel¬
phia, Pa..was considered.
So far as the national society is con¬

cerned. this case is now wiped off the slate.
Mists Balrd-Huey has been vindicated. The
old national board and the then president
general, Mrs. Daniel Manning, were pretty
harshly censured, and Mrs. Roberts. the
then state regent of Pennsylvania, is cen¬
sured, for their part in the matter.
The president general, Mrs. Fairbanks,

took up the reins of office just as the
Balrd-Huey controversy was at Its height.
She determined to throw the doors wide
open for full vindication of all concerned,
and It is thought to be due to her tact and
diplomacy that the matter has been
brought to a successful, and as most of
the Daughters seem to think, happy termi¬
nation. Mrs. Fairbanks appointed a spe¬
cial committee to Investigate the whole
matter, and Mrs. Nannie McCormiok Cole¬
man of Chicago was made chairman. The
committee made an exhaustive study of th^
whole case and its findings were laid be¬
fore the open congress last night.
Mrs. Coleman recite! the history of the

case amid the most profound silence. The
congress was intensely interested and show¬
ed tills by remaining perfectly quiet, show¬
ing that when It wants to It can be quiet
and that business can proceed uninterrupted
by constant whacks of the gavel and warn¬
ings from the presiding officer to "please be
Quiet, ladies!"

The Committee'! Findings.
The ladies listened attentively to the find¬

ings of Mrs. Coleman's committee, which
were as follows

1. That the state regent (Mri. Robert*)
had a right to make the statements at the
time she did because she brought them
before the board supported by documentary
evidence.

2. That the national board erred in fall¬
ing to secure and hold the papers and doc¬
uments submitted by Mrs. Roberts.

3. That when confronted with threats of
legal action, the national board acted prop¬
erly In securing the advice of counsel

Mis* Forsyth® of New York was than

recognised, i Kiss Forsyth* was a member
of the natloqgl board at the time the matter
first came u$ and, It Is said she has opposed
every effort: to have the case reopened and
to give Mlsft Befrd-Huey a chance to be
beard on the real- merits of her ease. Miss
Forsythe Wtth a defense of the ac¬
tion of the old national board, but was

quickly called down, the congress bains
evidently In n» mood to submit to the
threshing over of bid straw. Miss Forsythe
persisted amid mutterlngs and objections
of the congress, and finally the president
general told her to proceed with her state¬
ment.
She had not proceeded far, however, when

Miss Weeks, a member of the special com¬
mittee, called her down, flatly contradicting
Miss Forsythe'a statements, and called at¬
tention to the fact that she was supported
in this contradiction by the stenographer's
report of th<? hearing of Mrs. Roberts'
charges by the national board. Miss Weeks
demanded that the transcript of these sten¬
ographic notes be rtad, which was done.
Finally it was decided to dismiss the

whole matter by accepting the report of the
committee precisely as It was read to the
congress. It ts considered by a majority of
the delegates that <hls is an entire vindica¬
tion of Miss Balrd-Huey ami a sufficient
censure of Mrs. Roberts, so far as its prac¬
tical effect is concerned.

Reports of the Delegations.
Mrs. Emma L. gtanley, state regent of

Kansas, and wife of ex-Gov. Stanley, says
the six chapters in Kansas are doing splen¬
did work. The Topeka chapter of T,opeka
has offered < ash prizes of $10 and $~0 for the
best essays written by students of the To¬

peka high school oil the subject "The Santa
Fe Trail." Mrs. Stanley explains that Kan-
ses has no landmark* of revolutionary
times, and in their stead the Kansas
Daughters have decided to mark those spots
and highways having a national as well as

a local importance. The line of the Sante
Fe trail, extending thr ugh the state a dis¬
tance of more than four hundred miles, has
been chosen as our first united undertaking.
This road, for over half a century, was the
route ov^r which passed the commerce of
the prairies. The wagon road was surveyed
by United States commissioners in l(S_'5-'27,
and the Kansas State Historical Society has
secured from the government for our use

copies of the maps anu ileld notes of tho
survey. With these as our guide, it is our

"Intention to have stone mounds ur markers
raised along the route.
In Wichita the Eunice Sterling Chapter

has had given it a plat of ground in the
city park. On this a fine flag pole has been
raised and the flag is kept floating all the
time. The society lia.s also planted a small
oak tree.a grandchild of charter oak. Sev¬
eral chapters In Kansas have real revolu¬
tionary 'laughters as members. Kansas is
represented by Mrs. Stanley and Mrs. Ku-
gene Ware, wife of the commissioner of
Denslons.
Mrs Dennis Eagan, state vice regent of

Florida, presented the greetings of the
state.
New Jersey is the smallest but one of the

state sisterhood of the D. A. R., but It
wields a powerful Influence in the organiza-
tion.

There was an exchange of individual
views that seemed to develop a unani¬
mous opinion that this memorial should
be something far out.of the ordinary
memorial tribute, and, although Congress
has appropriated KH.OOO to begin the
memorial, it Is probable that the ultimate
cost of the work will be near the million
mark. The commission was of the opin¬
ion that In view of the grandeur of Lin¬
coln's character Congress would have no
hesitation In sanctioning a project of this
magnitude.

It was arranged that during the coming
summer the Individual members of the com¬
mittee should give personal attention to
this subject and there will be on their part
a close study of the Arc de Trlnmphe, the
Nelson Memorial and other vast European
undertakings of. that character for the pur¬
pose of securing suggestions for the Lin¬
coln Memorial. It is expected that by next
fall the commission will be ready to Invite
the submission of plans from the artists
and architects "of America as a basis for
an application to Congress for the neces¬

sary funds to build the memorial.

SUSPECTED OF INSANITY.

Here she displayed masculine strength and
positive quality that was a revelation to
musicians who heard her. Miss Pepper¬
corn's work throughout was received with
great approbation. She was recalled many
times at the end of the program, and
graciously responded with an encore, a

Chopin valse, which was charmingly ren¬
dered.
