Noon Ceremonies at Which Only Small

Companies Were Present

Mrs. Roosevelt's guests yesterday after¬
noon thronged the east room, while a

thoroughly artistic performance by the
Arbos Quartet of Boston delighted all. The
mistress of the White House received at
the green parlor entrance of the east room,
with Major McCauley in attendance to
make the presentations. She is looking
unusually well after her rest from social
duties, and was stylishly gowned in black
and white lace and silk. The arrival of
Prince Pu Lun and the Chinese minister
with members of both the suite of the
former and of the legation created a
noticeable stir. The party was escorted by
Col. Symons to places at the front row of
chairs.
President Roosevelt passed through the

east room before the music commenced,
chatting with acquaintances along the
route, and took a chair near the orchestra.
He was also with Mrs. Roosevelt when the
more Intimate friends of both came back
into the green room to make their adieus.
Assisting Mrs. Roosevelt were: Mrs.

Hitchcock. Mrs. Cortelyou, Mrs. Loeb, the
Misses Hitchcock, Mrs. Cowles, Miss Hag-
ner and others, their duties really com¬
mencing in the state dining room after the
music, where tea, punch and cakes were
passed and a most sociable and informal
air prevailed.

might be expected, brilliantly satisfactory.
Countess Cassinl contributed a most in¬
teresting, even If a somber note, when
she arrived a trifle late, gowned in the be¬
coming black of court mourning. Another
notable guest was Mrs. McKee, daughter
of the late President Harrison, and for a
while a most admired White House hostess.
