Propagation of Yellow Perch.

The propagation of yellow peroh from
€ggs taken at the Bryan's Polint stétion of
the fish commission was very successful
this year, about 16,000,000 of the eggs hav-
Ing been hatched there.

The work on yellow perch has now bean

stopped and the propagation of shad has
been started.

While the hatchery on the filsh commis-
sion steamer Fishhawk was unsuccessful
with yellow perch on the Chester river
near Chestertown, the Maryland state fish-
Ing force at the Tuckahoe station, on the
Chester river near its headwaters is re-
pcrted to have been successful. It is claim-
ed that 200,000,000 young perch hatched
there were a few days ago put overboard
in the river a few miles above Chester-
town.

The faflure of the work on the steamer
Fishhawk has settled one point, that the
eggs cannot be hatched In salt water. The
steamer was working where the waters of
the Chester river are salty, and used water
taken from the river in its hatching tanks.
