‘MAY GO TO GREECE.

Departure of Admiral Barker’s Fleet
for a Long Cruise.

A representative fleet of United States
warships left Pensacola today for a cruise
across the Atlantic ocean and into the
Mediterranean sea. It includes four bat-
tleships of the north Atlantic fleet and
the newly organized European squadron.
The joint squadrons are under the com-
mand of Rear Admiral Barker, com-
mander-in-chief of the north Atlantic
fleet. The European squadron {8 com-
manded by Rear Admiral Theodore F.
Jewell.

The fleet I8 composed of the battle ships
Kearsarge (Admiral Barker's flagship),
Iowa, Alabama and Maine of the north
Atlantic fleet and the cruisers Olympia
(Admiral Jewell's flagship), Cleveland and
Baltimore. It was Intended that the bat-
tle ships Missouri and lllinois should take
part in this cruise, but that plan had to be
abandoned because of the recent accidents
to those vessels. The {tinerary of the
cruise is left to the discretion of Admiral
Barker, but the approved plan contem-
plates proceeding from Pensacola to Guan-
tanamo and beginning the transatlantic
trip from that point.

Becretary Moody and his congressional
party are now on thelr way to Guantaniamo
on the dispatch boat Dolphin, and 1t 1is
probable that they will await the arrival
there of the joint squadrons. From Guun-
tanamo the fleet will proceed direct to the
Agzores, and from there to Lisbon. Visits
will then be made to Villefranche, France,
and Trieste, Austria, and It is possible that
the cruise may be extended as far east as
Piraeus, the port of Athens, Greece, At the
close of this cruise, which will probably oc-
cupy two months’ time, the battle ship
squadron will return to the United Btates
and resume its duties on the north Atlantie
station, while the crulser squadron will re-
main on the European station and later
visit English and German ports.

The departure of these vessels and thelr
absence during the greater part of the sum-
mer will preclude the navy from participat-
ing in the proposed maneuvers of the army
on the Atlantle coast l}dl summer.

1 military distriet,

PHILIPPINE TARIFF

Important Decigion of Court

of Claims.

DUTIES JUSTLY LEVIED

COUNTRY WAS UNDER ABSOLUTE
MILITARY BULE.

Opinion Affects Similar Clzims
Amounting to Nearly $7,000,000—
Department Officials Gratified.

— e
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In the, Court of Ci.imes today Justice
Wright handed déwn »un opinion affecting
the whole question”of the validity of cus-
toms collections in the Philippine Islands
on imports from the United States between
the time of the ratifi¢tion of the treaty
with Spain in February, 1809, and the 8th
of March, 1902, when Congress, by special
act, sanctioned the levying of duties.

The court holds that tariffs on imports
were rightly levied during the time specl-
fled, as the islands were under military
rule and subject to military restrictions.
There was no civil govérnment, it is held,
and the power of the eommanding officer
to prohibit or restriet trade or commerce
was absolute. Importers, the declision de-
clares, had the privilege of salling away
with their goods if they did not wish to
pay the duty proposed. By paying
duties, however, they aecgqulesced in the
right of the military government and the
payment therefore bec&me a voluntary one.

Claim for Befpnd of Duties.

The suit decided.fodfy was that of War-
ner, Barnes & Co.,, & British corporation,
with headquarters at Manila. This com-
psny imported goods largely from New
York and Ban Franeiseo. The company
sued the United Ptates In the Court of
Claims for $81;124.64 tariffs collected at

Manila upon importations of merchandise
from the TUnited Btﬁﬂ after the treaty
with Spain and up November 15, 1801.
The decision of the court, while It invelves
less than $100,000 in this case, is virtually
a declision of a la number of similar
claims. aggregating approximately $7,000 000,

Counsel for the claimants argued in the
Court of Clalme that-under the authority
of the insular cases, Iately decided by the
Supreme Court of the Unlted States, the
levy and collection of such tariffs was
fllegal for the reason that at the time of
such collection the : Islands were
-not a forelgn country respect to Lhe
United States after Oz exchange of ratlfi-
oations of the treaty by the governments
of the United Btates and Spain.

Tariff Was Justly Devied.

Details of Jape’ Valorous Attack Last
Tuesday.

LONDON, May 5.—A Tokyo dispatch to
the Central News =tates that after Lhe
steamers had been sunk at the entrance to
Port Arthur harbor the Japanese fleet hom-
barded the forts and town on May 3. The
bombardment was continued on the mern-
ing of May &

Desperate Courage of Japs.

PORT ARTHUR., May 5.~—The Japanese
displayed desperate courage in thelr fre-
ship attack on the night of Tuesday. The
ships as they approached were divided into
three groups, ail heading straight for the
entrance of the harbor.

While still far from the shore they ran
&n the Russlan mines and they were under
a murderous fire from the Russian batter-
ies. Three torpedo boats followed the Hre-
ships to pick up the crews of the latter.

When the first ship foundered the cﬁ
clambered up the mast, cheering for
Emperor of Japan as they went down,
From the masthead of the second vessel as
she began to sink heg crew waved lanterns
to indicate her course to those astern.
Their small boats. though soon riddied, did
not raise the white flag.

A Japanese sallor who came ashore at
Electriec Hill, when summoned to surren-

-der, sprang forward with a revolver in his

hand and dled fighting.

Another Japanese sailor who was pulled
out of the water tried to throtile himself
with his necktle.

One of the Russian rowboats which ap-
proached a sinking ship for the purpose of
gavins her crew was met by a swmall-arm

re.

The Russian sailors showed every consld-
eration for the captured Japanese, wrap=
ping them up in their own couts and carry-
ing them ashore.

One of the rescued Japanese officers com-
mitted suicide by disemboweling himself,
declaring he would rather dle than go hom#
in disgrace.

May 4 (delayed in transmission).—The en-
emy's ships were visible cruising on th®
horizon this evening, and a fresh attack is
anticipated.

It has been ascertained that tweive fire-
ships participated in the latest attempt to
block the entrarce to the harbor. The
wrecks of elght of these have been definite
ly located; the positions of two others are
not yet known, ad the remaining two, un-
able to withstand the terrific fire of the
Russian guns, turned back.

The average tonnage of the fireships ex-
ceeded 2,000 tons. They were the Shibata,
Kokura, Asagao, Mikawa, Totomi, Fudo-
san, Yedo, Nagato, Otaru, Sagami, Alkoku
and Sakusa, the mtter of 3,000 tons.

This dispatch, though written when the
Russians had had opportunity to ascertain
the location of eight of the ten sunken fire-
ships, makes no mention, it will be noticed,
of the blocking of the harbor entrance, as
reported in Tokyo. The first dispatch from
Port Arthur expressly stated that the at-
tack failed to close the channel.

Jap Fleet Reappears.

PARIS, May 5.—A dispatch to the Temps
from Bt. Petersburg conflrms previous re-
ports to the effect that the Japanese
reappeared off Port Arthur yesterday
that an engagement occurred off Gen-Samn,
Korea, between a Japanese squadron and
the Russian squadron from Viadivostok.

A JAP LOAN ISSUE.

To Come From London and the United
States.

LONDON, May 5.— Further inquirles
show that a Japanese loan of $50,000,000
will be issueéd next week. It will take the
form of seven-year 6 per cent bonds, apd
the issue price probably will be 931, the
security being a first charge on the Jap-
anese customs. The loan will be issued
simultaneously in New York and Londo#f,
the only detalil remaining to be
mined being regarding the amount w |
shall be allotted to each eity. It Is an-
ticipated that London will get $335,000,000
and New York §$15,000,000,

agent in London, says the money will pot
be sent to Japan, but will be employed In
paying the balance of trade. He adds
that in his opinion no other loan will be
required by Japan before the conclusion
of the war.
