yesterday afternoon in magnificent style.

winning handily by two lengths in 1:40.

who beat W. M. Sheftel's three-year-old
colt Highball by Ben Strome.Strychinia.
by a short head. Irish Lad was an over¬

whelming favorite, opening at 11 to 5 and
closing at 7 to 5.

There were seventeen starters, the send-off

The greatest crowd that ever passed

through the gates of America"* most pic¬
turesque race course saw the struggle of
the thoroughbreds.
