Today's program embraced the playing

In addition the
usual closing d-ty handicap was on, which
generally attracts a majority of the players
of the District.

Washington at least one model playground
and six lots that some day will be model
playgrounds. This keynote of hopefulness
was sounded at a meeting of the committee
held Thursday at 2:30 p.m. in the office Of
the Associated Charities at 811 O street
northwest.
The following members of the commit¬

tee were present: Mr. Cuno H. Rudolph,
rhalrman; Mr. John B. Sieman, jr., treas¬
urer; Miss Clara J. Van Trump, secretary;
Mrs. ft lien Spencer Mussey, Mr. Mel. B.
Ftldeout. Mr. "and Mrs. Charles F. Welle',
Mr. Carleton R. Ball, Mi3S Elisabeth V.
Brown, Miss Caroline Wttmiin. Miss Ida
Hreen, Commodore John R. Sutton, Ger.
William F. Spurgln. Mr. Wallace Hatch.
Itev. F. I. A. Bennett and Mrs. Sarah Col¬
lins Fernandis.
Each one entered heartily Into all the

llscussions. Plans were furthered for the
large mass meeting to be held May 18 in
the Interest of both the public playgrounds
.ommittee and the summer outings commit¬
tee. It is hoped to secure both funds and
volunteers at the meeting. As another
means of securing funds, the holding of a
large lawn fete was proposed. The sub¬
committees on finance and caretakers were
slven this in charge, and will make a full
report later.

Report of Subcommittee.
The major part of the meeting was de¬

TO TEST CAPACITY-.

Chief Belt's Experiments With Two
Cisterns on Pennsylvania Avenue.
Chief Engineer William T. Belt of the lire

department has arranged to conduct at 6
o'clock tomorrow morning a test of the
capacity of the two cisterns located at 10th
street and Pennsylvania avenue and at 7th
street and Pennsylvania avenue, respective¬
ly. Chief Belt considers that the business
blocks in the vicinity of these two cisterns
are more liable to danger from a great con¬

flagration in the city, and it is with the
Idea of affording ample protection to the
buildings in the part of the city referred to
that he will ascertain the extent of the
water supply.
Chief Belt is desirous of ascertaining

whether or not there 1 ssufficlent water in
the cisterns to feed two of the large metro¬
politan Are engines that have lately been
installed in the department, and, in addi¬
tion. to supply the other fourteen engines
now in service here. The two large metro¬
politan engines are each capable of dis¬
placing 1.100 gallons of water per minute
Chief Belt will have two of these engines

pump from the cisterns at loth street and
Pennsylvania avenue and at Tth street and
Pennsylvania avenue, with a lead of four
lines of hose from each engine, which would
give the department, in case of a large con-

ilagration in that vicinity, eight large and
effective lire streams from these two en¬

gines alone. The water tower and deluge
streams will be tested from both engines.
With these eight strcims concentrated a
solid and effective water curtain can bs
formed. !

SUBMITS NEW SCHEDULE.

Brightwood Line Offers Improved Serv¬
ice to Patrons.

The officials of the Brightwood railway
have submitted to the Commissioners a new

schedule for the road which provides for
the running of cars every Ave minutes dur¬
ing two hours in the forenoon and two
hours in the afternoon, for cars every ten
minutes for a stated period after the flve-
minuta intervals are ended, and for cars

every fifteen minutes during the remainder
of the day.
Commissioner West stated today that the

new schedule is not aU that the Commis¬
sioners desired and expected, nor not ex¬
actly the services that Gen. Harries vice
president of the roud. Indicated to the Com¬
missioners that the road would give to the
patrons of the line. Mr. West said he called
up Gen. Harries on the telephone yesterday
and mentioned this circumstance to that
railroad official. Gen. Harries stated with
regard to the matter that the new schedule
submitted is only tentative, and that the
road cannot run an Increased number of
cars as promised on account of the lack of
power. He stuted to the Commissioner
that the company is installing new machln-
fr>" a* *he Brightwood power house, and
Indicated that after the new mnchlnery is
put into operation more cars will be pro¬
vided for the patrons of the road, between

approve the tentative schedule, but It Is
stated efforts will be made within a reason¬
able length of time to secure additional
cars on the road.

Up to a late
hour this afternoofl" only one protest had
been filed, and as a consequence it Is prob¬
able sixty-three delegates and sixty-three
alternates will receive the approval of ttie
commission forthwith. The charges filed
Involve the honesty of the election in the
twentieth district, the home of Mr. Cotter
T. Bride, and the district which he failed
to carry for Mr. Hearst. Mr. Bride is said
to have been somewhat saddened when he
found Mr. Norris had not only sallied forth
into the twentieth district, but had actually
carried It, and he was forced to the conclu¬
sion that something must have been wrong.It is said one affidavit has been filed, chal¬
lenging one voter in this district. It would
seem that even if this charge is sustained
the total vote will be reduced only by oae,still giving the district to Mr. Norris by a
good majority.
Capt. James A. Collins, who was chair¬

man of the old Hearst democratlo campaigncommittee, but wh»t preferred to cast hislot finally with Mr. O'Relily Instead of Mr.Slater, was defeated In his own district, as
were most of the otH#r members of that oldcommittee. *j~.

body two Important matters, with the rec-
ommendatlon that favorable action be
taken thereon. Tr!"Heretofore the selection of the personto represent the District of Columbia on
the national committee lias been left to the
discretion of the delegates to the national
convention. The said delegates presentedto the national convention the name of who¬
ever they saw fit for member of the na¬
tional committee. It is well known that
out of this situation unsatisfactory condi¬
tions have arisen.
"This election commission Is of the opin-ion that as the member of the national

committee for the District of Columbia
represents the whole democracy of the
District, hla selection ought to be
participated in by democratic representa-
tlves from every legislative district in the
District of Columbia.
"The recommendation of this election

commission is, therefore, that the District
democratic convention Instruct its six dele¬
gates to the national convention to present
the name of some specified person to the
said national convention for membership
on the national committee to represent the
democracy of the District of Columbia.

New Central Committee.
"Some doubt exists in the minds of a

large number of democrats in the District
as to whether or not the District conven¬
tion has the authority to select a District
democratic central committee from outside
the membership of said convention.
"This election commission believes that

the District convention ought not to be
compelled to confine the selection of a
central committee to Its own membership,
but that it should assert the power which
it undoubtedly has to go outside of its oan
membership, if It sees fit to do so, in select¬
ing a central committee.
"The recommendation of this election com¬

mission is, therefore, that the District dem¬
ocratic convention take.such action, by res¬
olution or otherwise. S3,will definitely Indi¬
cate that It has lJjte power to select the
District democratic central committee from
ouside its own membership if It wishes i.o
so do." " "

°wtat t» Condition* Made the Proposi¬
tion Not Yet Accepted.University

Club Msy Go Th6re.

An offer made by Mr. Francis 8. Duehay.
the owner of the apsrtment house which
le now being erected on the ground ad¬
joining the Army and Navy Club house at
the southeast corner of Connecticut ave¬
nue and I street, for the purchase of the
club house has been accepted with condi¬
tions which relate to the continuance of
-the club in its present quarters for a per¬
iod during which they can secure other
quarters. The consideration is understood
to be $70,000.

It has not been determined as yet whether
the conditions prescribed by the club will
be accepted-, so that no final action has as

yet been reached.
In the event the sale goes through It Is

the intention of the club to acquire a site
in Rome other locality and erect a club
house which will be suited for the present
needs of that organization as well as pro¬
vide for the future growth.
In this particular the present house Is

utterly defective, as since the ground ad¬
joining on the south and the only available
space for an addition to the club house
was purchased by Mr. Duehay and prac¬
tically the entire site was occupied with an

apartment house all hope of securing room
for an enlargement disappeared.
Under these circumstances the proposition

of Mr. Duehay was considered by the club
and accepted with certain conditions as

stated.
It Is supposed to be ultimately the inten¬

tion of Mr. Duehay, in the event he be¬
comes the owner of the club property, to
remove the building and extend the apart¬
ment house out to the corner. But for the
present he has made arrangement with the
recently formed University Club to lease
the building to that organisation, so that
during the pendency of such a lease there
will be no Change made in th'e improvement
of the corner property.

SEVSBANCE WITH DAUGHTERS.

Colonial Dame* Discuss Advisability of

Maintaining Separate Organisation.
At noon today the biennial council of the

National Society of the Colonial Dames of
America adjourned. The next meeting will
be held In this city two years hence, at the
call of the president.
Immediately after luncheon the delegates

to the number of several score repaired to
Arlington national cemetery to participate
In the ceremonies hi connection with the
placing tn Arlington House there the hie-
torlcal book containing the names of the
soldiers and sailors of the United States
who fell during the late war with Spain.
The book,. which Is engrossed on vellum,
besides containing the name of every man
who gave his life for his country during
that period of international hostility, has
devoted a page to Ensign Worth Bagley,
who was the first officer of the United
States service to lose his life in the con¬
flict. The volume will be in the care of the
superintendent of the cemetery and may be
seen and Inspected at any time by appli¬
cation to that official. It will repose in a
glass case which will rest upon a base of
Indestructible material, and In such a po¬
sition in the house that all visitors will be
able to at any time see It.

It Is rumored that there was considerable
discussion during the sessions of the coun¬
cil this year as to the advisability of re¬
questing the members who were members
also of the Daughters of the American
Revolution to either sever their connec¬
tion with the latter organiation or with¬
draw from the dames. This proposition
was vigorously fought, the protestants
claiming that to disbar from membership
the members of the Daughters of the
American Revolution would be disastrous
to the growth of the younger association
and an Injustice to the daughters. The
faction working for the adoption of the
proposition maintained that the excluslve-
ness of their society demanded that they
be not associated in any way with any
other society and that membership tn both
organisations precluded the members from
absolute fealty to either. The discussion
resulted in no action, and daughters whose
ancestors were active In colonial times
are still eligible to membership In the
more exclusive dames.
Another matter that claimed the atten¬

tion of the council was the withdrawal
from exhibition at the National Museum
of the relics of colonial times, placed there
-by members of the dames and by state
.rganizatlons of that society. One of the
delegates wished to learn what was pro¬
posed to do with them if they were taken
from the National Museum, and the authw
of the motion to withdraw them replied
that she didn't know what she would »lo
with hers unless she hid them under her
bed. for they were too valuable to leave
lying unprotected about the house. The
motion did not prevail.

TUHEBAIi OF MRS. ¥fl»aTH

Inquest Held to Determine the Cause
of Death.

The funeral of Mrs. Nellie Morris, who
was injured In a street car accident near

Bennlng road and 18th street northeast,
four months ago, as stated In Thursday's
Star, took place this afternoon from the
home of her brother-in-law. Dr. A. D. Wil¬
kinson, 465 Massachusetts avenue north¬
west. Services over the remains were con¬
ducted at St. Patrick's Church and the in¬
terment was private.
Mrs. Morris was thirty-eight years old

and was a daughter of the late Andrew
Bain and the wife of Wallace H. Morris of
Benning road.
An Inquest was held this morning at the

sixth precinct station to determine the
cause of Mrs. Morris' death. Drs. J. W.
Bayne, L. D. Walter and T. C. Smith,

who had attended Mrs. Morris at Intervals
sir.ce the accident, were examined as wit¬
nesses, and Dr. Glasebrook, the deputy
coroner, testified as to the result of the
autopsy. The latter found that Mrs. Mor¬
ris had chronic gastritis, Bright's dl.e«se
and liver trouble. She also had a weak
heart. The doctor found no evidence of In¬
jury.
Evidence given by others showed that

Bernard Morris, seventeen years old, son
of the victim, was driving home the after¬
noon of January 5. He saw a car ap¬
proaching the lane before he attempted to
cross the tracks. He said the car was

ercing fast, but a passenger on the ear and
the men who were in charge said the car
was going at only a moderate rate of speedy
The wagon was overturned and Mrs. MoT-'
lis was unconscious when picked up.
Symptoms of paralysis in the lower ex¬

tremities developed and specialists wecw-
consulted. It was only with assistance that
the injured woman was able to move about
her house. Monday, when it was reullsed
she could not recover, she was removed to
the home of her brother-in-law.
-The jury returned a verdict to the effect

that Mrs. Morris died of paralysis and gas¬
tritis. and ascribed her fatal Illness to the
accident. No attempt was made by the
Jury to fix the blame.

Fltxhugh Goldsborough's Success.

and Mrs. Edmund Goldsborough of this
city, recently made a decided hit as a
violinist at a concert given In Vienna. He
played the Tschslkowskl sonata with or¬

After fitting for college
he entered Harvard, but his musical bent
was so strong that be was allowed to con¬
tinue the violin for two yean under a
violinist of the Boatop Symphony Orches¬
tra. and he 'then went to Europe, where be
has been for the last three years studying
with Grun In Vienna. He expects to give
some concerts In Berlin and other cities

C0NTB0VEBSY 0VEB SUBWAYS.

After Delivery of Plans May Come Liti¬
gation.

In connection with the anticipated legal
proceedings which it is predicted the
Washington Terminal Company will insti¬
tute against the District Commissioners
to compel them to approve the railroad
company's plans for the construction of
the terminal subways. It is pointed out
tliat before such proceedings can properly
be commenced the plans for the work will
have to be formally submitted to the Dis¬
trict authorities. As stated In The 8tar
yesterday, no definite plans for this woih
have as yet been presented by the railroad
company, although the method of construc¬
tion proposed by the railroad engineers has
been made known in detail to the Commis¬
sioners.
From indications at present. In the event

the Commissioners refuse to approve the
railroad company's plans for the subway
construction, the terminal company will
take the matter Into court and ask for a
mandamus to compel the Commissioners to
approve the plans. It is expected that
since considerable time has already been
spent In efTorts to arrive at an agreement
the railroad engineers will shortly submit
detailed drawings of the proposed work to
the District authorities, and further de¬
velopments will depend upon the action ol
the Commissioners.

It Is learned that the cost of constructing
the subways according to the views of the
District officials will be about £90.000 or

JItO.OOO greater than the cost of the work
according to the plans proposed by the rail¬
road company. It is believed the railroad
company would not object to this additional
expense for the Washington terminal pro¬
ject alone, but It is pointed out that the
concessions In the case of the Washington
project might Involve the company In the
necessity of millions of dollars of additional
expense In subway construction in other
cities throughout the country.

The Children's Country Home.
"What need Is there of a country horns

for children here in Washington, where the

paiks are everywhere and the country can

be so easily reached? It Is the most use¬

less charity In town!*"
Tills view of the work of the Children's

Country Home is only too commonly taken,
and the managers of the home, while an¬

nouncing their annual garden and pound
party, wish to give some Idea of the pressing
need of such a place for the poor children of
the city. Those of the people of Washing¬
ton who remain here through the summer
know that comfort can only be found in a

darkened house, not in the parks heate-1
by the glare of surrounding asphalt, and
that the nigius are the time of the greatest
suffering.
Think, then, of the children who sleep hi

little rooms under the roof. The air. pol¬
luted by the foul smells of the alley, is
breathed by some four to seven people,
crowded together. The days are spent
either in the alley or, i<osslbiy, in some hot

The Children's Country Home takes

them, forty or fifty at a time, for two
weeks to the home, on the Grant road,
near Chevy Chase. They are bathed, clad
in clean clothes, given niglit gowns for the
first time in their lives, fed regularly with
healthy food, play under the trees and
paddle in the water. They have a short
religious service daily, often the first they
have ever heard, and all creeds may Join
in it. They sew and learn simple stitches.
Those who are willing to make the beds
and clean and sweep the house are "honor
children," and may go back to the grand
autumn picnic. Not being forced to work,
most of them do lt gladly. Who can say
how much fruit this little glimpse of decent
living may bring forth?
The board oi managers will give Its

annual garden and pound party at the
home on Thursday, May 12, when all who
wish to see the workings of this charity
may go without difficulty, for carriages
meet the Chevy Chase cars. The home,
empty, as the season begins in June, will
be open for inspection, and any gifts of
money or provisions will be thankfully re¬
ceived.
