ALABAMA REPUBLICANS.

Very Few Negroes Present at Conven¬
tion.One Delegate Conceded.

BIRMINGHAM. Ala.. May 10..The re¬

publican state convention met here today
Tvlth an unusually large attendance pres¬
ent. Notwithstanding the fact that the
convention Is controlled by the anti-lily
white element, very few negroes were in
the hall when the convention began. The
purpose is to select four dclegates-at-large
(o the national convention, one of whom.
It is conceded, will be a negro, name can¬
didates for presidential electors, nominate
rflate officers and elect a state executive
Committee.
The convention will also recommend a

line of action to the county organizations
with reference to the nomination of county
tickets.
A lively tight Is expected over several

county contests regarding the seating of
delegates The decision of the state com¬
mittee will, it is expected, be appealed
from In several counties, notably Its action
In Montgomery county, where S. H. H.
Washington, colored, was placed on the
.temporary roll by the committee over C.
H Scott, one of President Roosevelt's pa¬
tronage referees In Alabama and a candi¬
date for national committeeman.
The convention will indorse the admin¬

istration of President Roosevelt and the
policy of his Alabama referees.

ILLINOIS REPUBLICANS

Clans Gathering for State Convention
at Springfield.

SPRINGFIELD, 111 , May 10.All of the
oandldates for places on the republican
state ticket are here, and incoming dele¬
gates are rapidly Ailing the hotels. Gossip
nearly all relates to combinations that are

expected to be made for the convention or¬

ganization and for naming the head of the
ticket.
The consensus of opinion Is that Governor

Tates, Frank C. Lowden and Representa¬
tive Warner in combination will try to con¬

trol both organization and nomination.
There ts, however, a wide difference of
opinion as tx> whether such a combination
will be able to name the nominee for gov¬
ernor, even though successful In getting
oontrol of the convention organization.
There Is no doubt that the three candi¬

dates named will have an aggregate fol¬
lowing that will constitute a, large ma¬

jority of the convention, but It la uncertain
that the control over the delegates is strong
enough to give one of the trio the nomina¬
tion.
The state central committee this after¬

noon derided to seat the Yates delegation
from Sangamon in the temporary organiza¬
tion. The vote was to !>. This is taken
to signify a Yates-Lowden combination, by
w hich the Yates and Lowden delegates
will be seated in the temporary organiza¬
tion from practically all of the contested
counties.

Progress of Hearing in the
Post Office Case.

GEN. TYNER ABSENT
SPIRITED DISCUSSION ENLIVENS

THE PROCEEDINGS.

Testimony- Regarding the Action of

Department Officials in Connec¬
tion With Trust Companies.

The Inclement weather this morning pre¬
vented the attendance of Gen. James N.
Tyner In Criminal Court No. 1, where the
trial of himself and Harrison J. Barrett on

charges of conspiring to defraud the United
States is In progress. In fact, when the
crier formally opened court at 10 o'clock
Mr. Barrett and his attorneys and the coun¬
sel for the government were the only per¬
sons. wllh very few exceptions, present.
Later Mrs. Barrett and the other ladies of
her party arrived.
The proceedings for an hour or more after

the opening of court were as humdrum and
uninteresting as during any similar period
since the trial was begun. A rather spir¬
ited passage between counsel occurred
during the morning, however, and for .
short time the situation reminded those
within hearing of the enlivened days of the
Machen-Lorens-Groff trial a month or so
ago. As an example of how counsel refer
to one another, an incident Is cited. As¬
sistant United States Attorney Taggart
stated a proposition to the court. In reply.
Attorney Worthlngton. leading counsel for
the defense, remarked:
"Mr. Taggart Is altogether right, except

that he Is wrong."
Again Mr. Worthington objected strenu¬

ously to Mr. Taggart "leading the witness."
Major Conrad, special counsel for the

government, suggested that the question
that had last been asked by Mr. Taggart
was bound to be leading.
"I do not know whether Major Conrad

or your honor Is running the court." Mr.
Worthlngton commented sarcastically.
"The tone of my voice indicated that my

remark was intended as an Interrogatory,"
Major Conrad retorted. "I am not usurp¬
ing the power of the court."
Later Mr. Taggart asked what was con¬

sidered by Mr. Worthlngton to be another
leading question.
"Just write out the answer you want tho

witness to make and hand the paper to
him," Mr. Worthlngton observed to Mr.
Taggart. The latter ignored this sugges¬
tion.
The Reading of Letters and Documents
Much time was"consumed today In read¬

ing letters and other documents with which
the several witnesses had some connection.
The prosecution proceeded with the Intro¬
duction of testimony tending to prove its
contention that soon after a nufnber of
bond investment concerns throughout the
country received notice of the rendition,
December 5. 1000, by Mr. Barrett, as acting
assistant attorney general for the Post
Office Department, of an opinion unfavor-
able to the companies, they also received
cards announcing that Mr. Barrett would
resign from the government service Janu-
ary 1. 1901. and form a partnership with J.
Hennlng Velms. and engage in pratice be¬
fore the department. While the defense
admits that Mr. Barrett represented a large
number of bond investment concerns as at¬
torney, after he had resigned from the de¬
partment. it denies emphatically that he
sent to such concerns cards announcing
that he would engage in practice before
the department.
Justice Pritchard today declined to permit

counsel to go over again ground that had
already been covered in the examination
of witnesses, and insisted that more rapid
progress be made. Notwithstanding this
stimulus the beginning of the end of the
trial Is not yet in sight.

MR. BOWMAN RESUMES.

Continuation of Testimony in Tyner-
Barrett Trial.

A. Smith Bowman, secretary and genera!
manager of the Southern Mutual Invest¬
ment Company of Lexington. Ky. again
appeared on the witness stand when the
trial was resumed this morning. Mij. Bow¬
man. late yesterday, testified that his «om-

pany paid the firm of Nelms apd Bajrrett
?50 a month for legal services during 11)01,
and paid Barrett $1,100 for the year 11102.
The examination of Mr. Bowman was in

progress up to a few minutes before the
hour an adjournment was taken until JO
o'clock this morning. His cross-examination
was suspended In order to permit Mr.
Charles J. Bronson, pres-degt of the South¬
ern Mutual Investment Company, who was
anxious to leave this city yesterday to tes¬
tify. He stated that his company had re¬
ceived cards announcing the formation of
the Nelms-Barrett partnership.
Mr. Bowman this morning was cross-ex¬

amined at length, and a number of letters
written by him were read, the object of the
defense being to show that one of the south¬
ern Mutual Investment Company's con¬
tracts that had been verbally approved by
General Tyner was not intended by the lat¬
ter to be put to permanent use, and was,
in fact, used only temporarily.
On redirect examination Mr. 3'>vman was

required to again give the details in con-
nection with General Tyner. authorizing the
witness' company to use the malls In clos¬
ing up its old plan of business. The de-
fense Insisted that the prosecution was go¬
ing over Che same ground timeand again, and
an exchange between counsel followed. It
was terminated by Justice Fritchard insist¬
ing that some progress be made.
The prosecution next called as a witness

George B. Ott, secretary of the National
Weekly Investment Company of Lexington,
Ky. He testified that his company had re¬

ceived a card announcing the formation of
the Barrett-Nelms partnership.
A great many questions were asked Mr

Ott In reference to a fraud order Issued
against his company and about steps taken
by the company to have the order revoked
by the Post Office Department. Nelms and
Barrett had been In the employ of the
rvmpany. It was difficult to grasp the
relevancy of the testimony. The (defense
asked leave to postpone the cross-exami¬
nation of Mr. Ott and to recall him later,
after counsel should have an opportunity
to confer with their clients regarding the
matters stated by Mr. Ott.
John W. Brltton, who was connected with

a loan Investment compapy of Cincinnati.
Ohio, next appeared as a witness. His
oompany. he testified, received a copy of
the Barrett opinion of December. 1900, and
also a card announcing the formation of
the Barrett-Nelms partnership.

Additional Testimony.
The next witness, M. G. Watson, who

wa« connected with a loan Investment com¬

pany of Huntington, W. Va.. gave testi¬
mony substantially similar to that of Mr.
Brltton.
Klmer J. Miller, a member of the board

of directors of the Ohio Debenture Com¬
pany of Columbus, Ohio, the next witness
told of the receipt by his company of a
circular Issued In connection with the Bar¬
rett opinion of December S. 1900, and of a
card announcing the formation of the Bar¬
rett-Nelms partnership. Later Mr Miller
with the others, came to this city They
saw Mr. Barrett at the Post Office De¬
partment. and December 31. 1900. met him
in Baltimore. Mr. Barrett told the witness
that he would sever his connection with
the government January 1. 1901. and would
then be In a position to help the company
at the department.

Mr. Miller Recalled.
After the usual midday recess Mr. Miller

again went on the witness stand. The de¬
fense showed that the witness had tele¬
graphed Nelms and Barrett early one week
to secure from Gen. Tyner immediately a
ruling In rogard to the witness' company,
which ruling. It had been stated, would be
made Friday of thai week.
A letter from Mr. Barrett to the witness

In reply to the telegram was read In evi¬
dence. In It Mr Biirrett set forth that he
would be unable to secure the ruling from

Qen. Tyuer prior to Un Friday
The wltnaas wu also questioned JPJJESJto a big trust company Nelmji andBarrett
proposed to organise, «ts principal
Mm to cvarantee the payments promisea
by boad Investment companies.
At this point Mr. Ott *u recalled for

cro*-examination. which related in detail
to tha transactions the witness' company
had with the Post Office Department, based
on objection to tha company's form of con¬
tract.

,D. B. Atkins, who was a director of the
Columbia Investment Company of Ashland,
Ky., and Huntington. W. Va.. was called
as a witness. / He testified that his com¬
pany had received a card announcing the
formation of the Nelms-Barrett partner¬
ship, but could not recall whether the card
was that of Mr. Barrett or that of Mr.
Nelms.

.Samuel A. Stevens of the Interstate Sav¬
ings Investment Company of Cincinnati.
Ohio, was also called to the stand by the
prosecution. He testified that he received
a card in reference to the formation of the
Nelms-Barre:t partnership. The witness
added that he presumed the card had been
sent by Mr. Nelms.
The prosecution then attempted to show

that when he appeared before the grand
jury the witness had stated that the card
he received was the one issued by Mr. Bar¬
rett. Objection was entered, and a long
argument followed. The court ruled In
favor of the prosecution.
The examination of Mr. Stevens was m

FORTUNE FOR FAMILY.

House of Lords Decides Question of
Domicile in Winans Estate.

LONDON. May 10..The question of the
domicile of William Lewis Winans, for¬
merly of Baltimore, Md., who died in Lon¬
don June 23. 1807. leaving a large fortune,
was decided today by the House of Lords
in favor of the family, who appealed from
the decision of the lower courts that Mr.
Winan's was a British subject, and, there¬
fore, the revenue authorities were entitled
to collect a death duty on his estate.
The house of lords, in giving judgment,

expressed doubt as to whether Mr. Winans
Intended to abandon ills American domicile,
but saifl the crown certainly had not made
out a conclusive case.

Can Animals Count?
From Snecesa.
That a dumb animal cannot have the

arithmetical faculty, as we understand It,
Is the conclusion of Ernesto Mancini, a

recent student of animal psychology. The
animal is lacking in the power of drawing
a general, as opposed to a particular, con¬

clusion; It also lacks articulate speech;
hence It Is wanting In the explicit exercise
of Intelligence.that Is. In all that con¬
tributes to the formation of the Idea of
number and its development. Up to a
certain limit. Indeed, an animal may have
a notion or numbers.not of abstract num¬
ber. but of groups of objects or of simul¬
taneous and consecutive Images of them.
Here there is a certain likeness between
a dumb animal and a child or a savage,
with the difference that the two last may
progress further, while the animal cannot
do so. A dog. then, according to Mancini,
may know the difference between two cats
and four cats while the notions of the
numbers "two" and "four" are beyondhim.

Strange Case of the Rusks.

The tie of consanguinity between twins

is believed to be more pronounced than In
the case of triplets. The majority of twins
are alike in tastes, thoughts and habits.
One of the most remarkable Instances of
this close similarity was that of the Rusk
brothers, whtf committed suicide by leap¬ing. together Into the canal at Trenton.
They were grown men at the time of their
death, and had led rather reckless lives.
By 9ome mysterious form of telepathy
they were able to communicate with each
other at a distance of from one to five
miles, and one could summon the other bypure exercise of will power. This wasshown so often and under such severe
tests that there could be no possiblechance for prearrangement. Separated andguarded by Investigators, each would per¬mit himself to be led to any point not morethan five miles from the other, and which¬
ever of the two made the wireless tele¬
graphic call was Joined by the other ex¬
actly within a specified time. The keenest
student of physiognomy could not distin¬guish one from the other. They left theworld us they entered It.together.

PROMOTER HOOLEY ARRESTED.

Man of Meteoric Career Held for Con¬
spiracy to Defraud.

LONDON. May 10..Ernest Terah Hooley,
whose meteoric career and company pro¬
moting a few years ago astonished the
financial world, was arrested in London to¬
day on the charge of conspiracy to defraud.
Hooley's colossal bankruptcy and the pro¬
ceedings arising therefrom were the sensa¬
tion of 1898. Since then he has been con¬
nected with various promotions, some of
which led to court proceedings. Henry J.
Lawson, another company promoter, was
also arrested today in connection with the
Hooley charge.
A receiving order in bankruptcy was is¬

sued against Ernest Terah Hooley June 8.
1808. Hooley at that time was the biggest
company promoter in Great Britain. He
was prominently interested in bicycles, land
and meat extract concerns, and was sup¬
posed to be a multi-millionaire. He reached
the pinnacle of his prominence in 18JW,
when he promoted a tire company, as the
result of which he was supposed to have
cleared $12,500,1:uo. »At-jthat time he was
living a sort, of Count i*f. Morite Cristo ex¬
istence, buying yachts and race horses and
a number of historic country seats.
The announcement of the binkruptcy

proceedings against Hooley caused a great
sensation In London, thongh In the best-in¬
formed quarters his failure had been ex¬
pected for some time, owing to his inability
to float a large Chinese loan. Eventually
Hooley was formally adjudged a bankrupt.
The capital of the companies promoted by
him up to 1898 aggregated SGO,000,000 to
J65.000.000.
Ernest Terah Hooley's enterprises at one

time extended to this state. He establish¬
ed branch factories of his extensive Eng¬
lish bicycle manufacturing plants in
Worcester county about a dozen years ago
to supply the American trade. When the
bicycle business was at its best, Hooley's
concerns were run night and day, but
eventually they were involved In the gen¬
eral collapse.

IRRIGATION IN OKLAHOMA.

The Census Bureau's Report of Opera¬
tions.

The census bureau has prepared a bulletin
on irrigation in Oklahoma, showing that
in 1902 there were 3,382 acres under irriga¬
tion. The water is supplied from 113 sys¬
tems, the cost of construction of which
averaged about $11 per acre. Of the irriga¬
tion possibilities of the territory tho bulle¬
tin says:
The Cimarron and Canadian rivers, with

their numerous small tributaries, are the
principal streams draining this section.
These streams carry a volume of water dur¬
ing a portion of the year sufficient to irri¬
gate many times the present area, and, by
proper storage, several thousand acres
could bo brought under irrigation. In
some sections underground water is used
to irrigate small tracts. The soli is very
fertile, but the subsoil is so loose that fre¬
quent and copious applications of water are
required. It will be impossible, therefore,
for Irrigation to make marked progress in
the future without storage works, as the
normal flow of the streams is already util¬
ized.

Bess Too Smart for Him.

One of our neighbors has for a number of

His
farm is a village lot 50 by 200 feet, In a shel¬
tered corner of which he keeps a few col¬
onies of bees. With the numerous families
he has always lived in the most perfect
harmony of purpose, and each individual
seems to know and respect him, however
warlike they may appear to strange faces.
When all the boxes were filled this sea¬
son they were replaced by others, as Is the
usual custom. This operation did not com¬
mend itself to the bees, as it taxed their
proverbial industry to too great an extent
in a season of few flowers, like the past.

Some wise bee found a small hole In the
attic where 100 or more pounds of honey
were stored. At once all the forces of the
colonies were summoned, and with deter¬
mination that knows no failure they trans¬
ferred every particle of honey from the
garret to the new boxes on the hives. A
few days ago. when our bee farmer went
to the garret for a supply to fill an order,
he found he had been robbed. No. it was
not robbery! The bees got back what had
been taken from them. It was theirs.

Bats at a Dollar a Dozen.
From the Louisville Herald.
The myriads of bats that Inhabit Wyan¬

dotte Cave, thirty miles west of New Al¬
bany, are becoming an article of commerce.

J. O. Sibert. a young man who is employed
at the cave, recently shipped to Harvard
University, where they are used in demon¬
strations of comparative anatomy, three
dozen bats, for which he received a dollar
a dozen. Tfcey have been shipped in small¬
er quantities to other educational Institu¬
tions for scientific purposes. The bats in
Wvandotte Cave would supply the mar¬
kets of the world. While in the summer
months they abound in large numbers. ar>d
to the visitors of the cave are an object
of almost as much interest as Is the cave
Itself, the number multiplies wonderfully
In the winter.

War Office Bed Tape.
From the Manchester Guardian.
The absurdities of the war office have less

than their usual interest now that the ad¬
ministration is being transformed, but a

correspondence which is still recent is

worth a passing notice. A zealous young
officer In South Africa who had a knowl¬
edge and love of farming made his men

collect oats, which fell lavishly by the way¬
side as column after column carrying out
hay passed up-country. He ploughed some

land, sowed his oats, and eventually reaped
his harvest. This harvest, which was a
heavy one. saved the country at least £2,000.
But when his accounts were sent hom the
officials at the war office could not under¬
stand how they had come by something for
nothing. Such a thing had never happened
before. They impugned his motives and
his accounts, and the least of the charges
brought against him in a long correspond¬
ence was that he had looted the oats.Months passed, and still the young offlcer
had not been able to convince the war of¬
fice that he was honest. Then a well-known
general Intervened, and testified that he
himself had watched the experiment In
farming by which the country had been
saved a considerable sum of money. At
last the war office ended the correspond¬
ence. Nothing that had been insinuated
was withdrawn, although nothing was
pressed further. The offlcer is left with the
correspondence on his hinds, and any one
reading it could not hesitate to pronounce
it as being in effect a severe censure.

Director* nd managers, m *
class. certainly have not earned the right
of unrestricted freedom from control by
their stockholder* The battle for pub¬
licity Is not a new one by any means It
was fought out twenty years ago In the
case of the railroads.

"The better management of the railroads
Is In the main due to the rapid apreed of
scientific methods caused by abundant pub¬
lication and analysis of published facts.

. . . People who administer the pub¬
lic's money must make up their minds to
submit to public control. If they do not
Uke public control they must contrivej
get along without public money.
