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ABANDONS OLD CUSTOM

VIRGINIA PRIMARY PLAN OF
NOMINATIONS WORKS WELL.

Has Had Effect in Somo_Distrlctn of
Keeping Aspirants From
the Field.

NORFOLK, Va., May 10, 10044,
Virginia Is one of the states in which the
democratle party has abandoned the old-
time custom of nominating representatves
in Congress In district convention. The
democratic state convention which met In
Norfolk three years ago adopted a primary
plan under which all eandidates for office

are nominated by the people.

The primary plan, with the exception of
the viva voce plan of voting, has worked
well and this Is the second time that rep-
resentatives have come up for nomination
in such A manner. In some districts it has
had the noticeable effect of keeplng mnnjt
aspirants out of the fleld. It cost aspir-
ants nothing to seek the nomination for
Congress in district conventlons, but un-
der the primary plan the expense of all
state and district primaries has to be borne
by the aspirants individually. It costs from
$1,000 to $1.500 to conduct a district primary
@and this makes the expense rather great on
those having congressional aspirations. The
primary plan In this way is frequently an
advantage to the Incumbent in office.
Aspirants fear that they will not be able
to defeat the incumbent, and rather than
have to run the great risk of defeat and
the loss of all money put up they remain
out of the fleld.

Advantage to Virginia Congressmen.

This makes it cheap to be a member of
Congress from Virginia for those repre-
gentatives who can become candidates in
the general election without the great ex-
pense of a previous primary. Of the ten
Virginla districts the democratle commit-
teaes In elght of these have flxed datea for
coming préimaries.

In thls, the second district, the committee
has been called to meet May 12 to fix a
date which leaves the fourth district the
only one In which steps have not yet been
taken looking for a primary. In two of
the first mentioned elght districts the In-
cumbents have already been declared the
nominees without opposition. The fortu-
nate ones are Representative Hay of the
seventh ddstrict and Representative Swan-
son of the fifth district.

Two Profit by Failure of Aspirants.

Representatives Hay and Swanson, the
two oldest members of the lower house of
Congress in point of service from Virginia,
are the nominees of thelr party without
having spent one cent except for statlonery
and postage to notify thelr district chair-
men of their Intended candidacy, because
of being the only candidates to notify at
prescribed time.

['nder a state law In Virginia no candi-
dates for office In any general election can
spend money In any way to help themselves
into office and this takes off much of the
expenses incldent to general elections.

In the second district Representative H.
L. Maynard, who has served two terms in
Congresa, so far has no opposition, and It
does not look at present as though he will
have any. Representative Maynard has
made a record in the district for hard work
at Washington during his congressional
service. His work on the Jamestown ap-
propriation bill has been recognized on all
gldes.

The dates fixed for" most of the congres-
efonal primaries fs July 81. There ls a
great big fight on in the fourth district now
represented by Representative Bouthall.
There are to be numerous candldates In
that district, among thern Representative
Bouthall, former Representative James F.
Epps and former governor Willlam BE. Cam-
eron. With 80 many candldates in the fleld
the expenses of a primary are cut down.
Thers I8 no second day fight, the man who
receives the highest number of votes on the
first day being declared the nominee. This
fs considered, however, one of the defects
of the primary plan. The next state con-
ventlon is expected to make It a two days’

Jight, when there are more than two can-
didates.

EARLY METHODISM.

‘Discussion of Ploneer Church Work in

the City of Washington.

An account of Methodism in the District
In the early days was given by Rev. W. M.
Ferguson, D.D., in a earefully prepared
paper, which was read last evening at a
meeting of the Columbla Historlcal So-
clety in the banquet hall of the Shorsham.

The first Methodist preaching, he said, in
the District was In Georgetown and Alexan-
dria, about the year 1772. In the former
place Rev., Robert Williams, an Itinerant
evangelist from England, conducted sery-
fces in that year, while In Alexandria,
about the same perlod, Rev. John King,
also from England, was actlve -in the
preaching of the gospel. The first Meth-
odist Church was bullt in Georgetown in
the year 1788, The building, a plain strue-
ture, was located on Montgomery street,
and Its muccessor i{s now on Dumbarton
avenue,

The speaker said the first mentlon of
Washington in the official records of the
ehurch oocurred in the year 1902, but when
it Is svoken of In connection with the
Georgetown station he was of the opinion
that Methodism had an earlier beginning In
this city. He gave a number of reasons for
this bellef,

The growing Importance of the new capl-
tal city, as well as the aggressive character
of the evangelical work done by the Meth-
odist Church of that period, rendered It,
in the epinion of the speaker, unlikely that
such a promising fleld as Washington
should have been neglected up to the year
1802, He traced in outline the rise of the
firat Methodist Church in the city, which
occupled a frame structure on New Jersey
avenue southeast. In the year 1811 the first

urch bullding was erected in square 822,

d4th street southeast. The paper In-
cluded an account of Mr. Henry Foxhall,
who built the first Foundry Church, and
who was active in his efforts as well as
generous in contributions of money in ad-
vancing the interests of the Methodist
Churech.

In the discussion of the paper which fol-
lowed, Mr. John A. Kasson, the president of
the soclety; Judge A. B. Hagner, Mr. Lewis
{ Davis and Mlss Johnson spoke of Inci-
dents connected with the e
Methodlst Church. RRIE: S oF e

BALTIMORE, May ¥).—The ‘98,600,000
dock Improvement loan campaign js on in
full blast. Meetings are belng held nightly,
and lterature setting forth the benefit to
accrue from the passage of the ordinance
is being sent out to all voters by the Dock
Improvement Association. Headquarters 4
have been opened and the campalgn is be-
ing directed by the executive committee,
which meets dally and discusses sugges-

tions to Interest the voters in the pm]_wud‘

improvement. ;

There is a strong opposition af work
agalnst the floating of the .Joan and, the
anti-loan campaign is being conducted by |
citizens whom Mayor McLean has publicly
deslgnated .as the “mossback element.”
They assert that the floating of the 'loan®
means an increased tax rate, and as this
is thé cry that killed the widening of Baltl-
more's streets Mayor McLean and his ad-
visers are leaving no stone unturned to
prove the fallacy of this objection.

No Increase of Tax Rate.

The dock loan advocates assert that the
passage of the ordinance will not increase
the tax rate one cent. They set forth that
the bonded debt of Baltimore is approxi-
mately §39,000,000, which is practically off-
set by a sinking fund of $21,000,000 which
must be applied to the redemption of rapid-
ly-maturing bonds.

This leaves to the city a net indebtedness
of $18,000,000. In the event of the ratifica-
tion of the dock loan the revenue from dock
rentals will more than suffice to pay the
Interest, not only on that part of the loan
to be used for dock improvements, but on
the entire $8,000,000. -

Fallure to approve the loan, however, must
result in an increased tax rate. The $3,500,-
000 needed for improvements in the burned
district will then have to bé raised by di-
rect taxation, instead of having the dock
rentals defray this expenditure,

It will also mean a higher tax rate for
some years, as about $500,000 must be
epent annually for a term of years on the
street Improvements. From these figures
it will be seen that failure to ratify the
dock loan will be a net annual loss to the
city exceeding the Interest on $3.500,000 to
say nothing of the loss commercially from
Inadequate facllities.

Mayor Favors Progression.

“It would be most unfortunate if the
$6,000,000 loan ordinance is voted down,”
said Mayor McLane to The Star correspon-
dent this morning. “To kill this loan when
it comes before the people next Tuesday
would be one of the greatest calamities
that could happen at this time to a strick-
en city.

“It would kill the plans for bullding up
and Improving the wharves and docks.
Baltimore has no funds which could be ap-
plied toward making these greatly needed
improvements. It can only be done by the
assenting votes of the people,

i “I cannot belleve,” concluded the mayor,

that the people of Baltimore will stand in
the way of progress by defeating the rati-
fication of the loan."

Representative James W. Denny of the
fourth district, in discussing the subject
with The Star correspondent today, said:

l"I am heartily in favor of the $£6,000,000
oan.

“It will be a blg step In the right direc-
tlon. It is a fact beyond doubt that the
floating of this loan for dock Improvements
will ald In influencing the rivers and har-
bors commlittee of Congress to report next
December in favor of the appropriation
aa.l‘ted to deepen the ship channel.
