MANY HOMES DESTROYED.

Destructive Fires Burn Much Valuable

Property in One Day.

A dispatch from Montreal says: Fire de-
stroyed twenty-five houses In the suburb of
8t. Hearl, rendering ;ﬁlrty families home-
less on Friday. Most of the residents were
people In poor elrcumstances and the great-
er number of them lost all they possessed,
with no insurance. The loss Is placed at
$75,000.

Fire at Batson, Tex., destroyed eighteen
derricks, five drilling rims and twenty-two
tanks, centaining aboiit 15,000 barrels of oil.
Tom Walker of Leavenworth, Kan., mount-
ed a ladder In an effort to cut off the flow of
oll, but fell into a mass of burning oil and
tmber snd was slowly roasted to death,
while. the spectators looked on helpless to
reach him. The locs is $680,000.

An old-time resldence, the first part of
which Is sald to have been erected 265 years
ago, and which for many years had been
In possession of the Odell family, at Yonk-
ers, N. Y., was destroyed by fire.

Fire started {from burning léaves at the
Silver Luke assembly grounds, near Perry,
N. Y., end in a short time sixteen cottages
were Jestroyed. \Il‘lremon from Perry suc-
ceeded ir saving the Auditorium. The chap-
el was Furned. About six acres of the park
were burned over, 300 or 400 fine shade trees
being rulned. The property loss is estimated
at $85,000.

The residence, with its furnishings, of
Capt. A. H. Foster, in the heart of the city
of Union, 8.
