News From Liac-Tung Peuinsula In-

RUSSIA'S KIN-CHOU LOSS.

Official Statement of Killed
Wounded Made.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 8 0350 p.m.—
The Russian lesses in the fighting at Kin-
Chou are officlally stated to be thirty of-
and 700 men, killed or wounded.
These figures were given in General Stoes-
Bel’s report, which has reached the war of-
fice. It is dated May 28.

The general explains that the order waus
only partially executed, as the enemy s
flank movements necessitaied promptnesa
in retreat, which, he sald, was carried out
with great coolness, thus accounting for
the smallness of the Russlan losses. Gen.

General Stoessel pays a high tribute to
the Russian troops and refers in terms of
the warmest praise Lo the skill and cour-
age displayed by General Fock, whom he
recommends for the St. George's cross, He
dees not mention that Fock was wounded,
frcm which the general staff assumes that
the repom to this effect was untrue.

As General Stoessel speclally praises a
regiment which was not in Gegeral Fock’s
division, the general staff concludes there-
from that five reglments, or about 12,000
men, wereg engaged on the Russian slde.

SKIRMISH NEAR LICHATON.

Japanese Defeat Mixed Russian Force
in Two-Hour Fight.

TOKY?, June 3, noon.—A body of Jap-
anese encountered and defeated a
mixed fore of RNussian cavalry, Infantry
and artillery near Lichaton, nine miles
north of Polandien, on Monday last, May
30.

The engagement began at 12:30 p.m.
and lasted for two hours, the Russian
troops being finally driven northward.

near Wafangtien), which Is about nine
miles north of Polandien, on the Liao-Tung
peninsula. It was in this engagement that

JAPS GREAT STRATEGISTS.

Declared by Kuropatkin to Be Among
the World Leaders.
NIUCHWANG, June 3, morning.—Every
effort on the part of the Russians to com-
municate with the southern part of the
Llao-Tung peninsula has resulted In fall-

ure. The Japanese are in control’ of all
avenues of communication and they allow
no messages (o pauss, With the exception of
the authorities the Russians in Niu-

chwang are dally growlng more depressed
at the outlook.

An officer of high rank who has ad-
vanced here from Mukden spoke as fol-
lows concerning General Kuropatkin:

“Ile Is awakening to the fact that the
Japanvse are worthy of praise sald the
otficer “He declares that their recent
operations prove them to be among the
greatesy strateglsia In the world and te
tlds must be added great daring, capacity
for work and ability 0 stand punishment.

twelve sergeant majors and 3,460 non-com-
missioned officers and men wounded.

RUSSIANS PAY FOR GOODS.

Rouble Notes Being Used in Hamg-
yung Province.

SROUL. Korea, June 2, 4:30 p.m.—The
Russians in the provinee of Hamgyung
are said to be using rouble notes in pay-
ment for goods taken. Beeves and grain
command fair prices.

This statement hardly corresponds
with the continual tales of looting, yet
the Japanese report that Korean fugl-
tives bring Russian paper meoney to Gen-
Ban.

Twenty thousand dollars’ worth has
been sent to Shanghal via Nagasakl for
gettlement by the Russo-Chinese bank.

Suspected Russian Spies Arrested.

SEOUL, Korea, June 2, 4:30 p.m.—A Ko-
rean major and an adjutant suspected of
being Russian spies have been arrested
on Japanese representations and are now
in prison at Seoul.

The Korean authorities refuse to take
further action, claiming that the evidence
agalnst the army officer is insufficient to
definitely conviet.

Reconnoitering Near Vafangow.

VAFANGOW, June 1, via Liao-Yang,
June 2.—A continuation of the fighting
was expected here today, but the Jap-
anese did not appear in force. A recon-

noitering party, however, exchanged
shots with the enemy's scouts and the
latter were driven off, leaving two men
dead on the fleld. Tomorrow probably
will determine whether the Japanese are
strong enough to take Vafangow.

PERDICARIS WELL TREATED.

Intelligence Received From the Cap-
tives of Raisuli.
LONDON, June 3.—Mrs. Cromwell Varley

has sent to her relatlves in Norfolk an in-
teresting description of the selzure of Ion

' Perdicaris and Mr. Varley, her husband, by

bandits near Tangier, Morocco.

After describing the sudden attack of the
bandits and the capture of the outbulld-
ings she continues:

“Hearing a noise, uncle and Cromwell
rushed out to see what was the matter.
They were immediately surrounded, over-
powered and bound. When we reacfied the
scene the bandits threw mother and my-
self down a flight of steps, warning us not
to interfere in any way, so we retired. One
of the maids, however, with great pluck
and presence of mind, slipped away to the
telephone and shouted:

*“*Thieves! They are killing us."

‘“Before she could say more Raisull dash-
ed the Instrument from her hand and said
he would shoot us If we called for help.

“We waited ten minutes while uncle, as
we thought, was arranging terms with the
bandits, when a soldier informed us that
Ra}i{mll had carried off uncle and Crom-
well.”

The letter confirms the receipt of com-
munications from Mr. Perdicaris acknowl-
edging that he is well treated. The cap-
tives are lodged in a Moorish hut, with an
ante-room, in which one of Perdicaris' sol-
diers sleeps. This soldler voluntarily be-
came a captive so that he might accom-
pany Perdlcaris. The letter closes: .

Idaho Democrats Adopt Plan of United
States Senator Dubois.

BOISE, IDAHO, June 3.—The county
democratic convention has adopted Senator
Dubols' plan for dealing with the Mormon
question.

CHICAGO, June 3.—Mrs. Elizabeth Kell,
63 years old, has been found dead in the
kitchen In the rear of her store by the

police.

In an adjolning room Emil Sakrewsky, an
employe of Mrs. Kell, was found asleep.
He was arrested, and at the coroner’s in-
quest was held to the grand jury fon fur-
ther Investigation. He was charged with
being Indirectly responsible for the aged
woman's death,

A post-mortem examination by the coro-
ner's physician showed the presence of a
quantity of arsenic polson In her stomach.

MINERS PROBABLY DEAD.

Fire in Arizona Destroys Hoisting
Plant, Causing Disaster.
PRESCOTT, Ariz, June 8.—Fire at the
Hackberry mine, Big Bug districet, de-
stroyed the holsting plant and resulted in

the probable death of three miners.

The hoist house was located directly over
the shaft, and when the fire cccurred the
men were at work In the mine and were
completely ecut off by the fire. Help was
summoned from McCabe and Mayes, and
the fire extinguished. One man, in his ef-
forts to go down into the shaft, fell 200
feet, and is supposed to be dead. Rea-
cuers have been unable to get into the shaft
on account of the deadly fumes, but a
house has been sent down, through which
air 1s being forced.

AT THE WHITE HOUSE

Fairbanks Still Silent as to
the Vice Presidency.

SPEAKER CANNON WOULD POSI-
TIVELY DECLINE [T.

‘Ex-Director of the Census Merriam
Talks Politics With the President
—Postmasters Appointed.

According to authentlc unofficial sources
at the White House today, Senator Fair-
banks has In no way altered the silent at-
titude he hds maintalned from the begin-
ning as to his nomination for the vice
presidency on the republican ticket. He 18
not a candidate and will not permit a hand
to be turned for the honor. He will accept
the nomination if it comes to him without
a fight and with the evident desire of the
republicans of the country. He will not
allow the use of his name for the place
if there is to be a fight. The Indiana re-
publicans will do nothing for him at Chi-
cago except to vote for him. They will
understand that they are not to do any
booming  and solliciting of votes. Their
loyalty to and support of Senator Falr-
banks must be as full of dignity as his
own pesition.

That describes the vice presidential situ-
ation as, it revolves around the senator
from Indiana. The Hitt boom appears to
have run ite course, and Speaker Cannon
stands firm against tbhe use of his name.
One of his best frlends said at the White
House. today that he was confident SBpeaker
Cannon would not accept the nomination if
it were tendered to him. This was Repre-
sentative ‘‘Pete’’ Hepburn of Iowa, one of
the really big men of the House. “Mr.
Cannon means just what he says whén he
declares that he will refuse the nomination
if offered to him,”’ sald Mr. Hepburn, who
had been talking with the President about
an army promotion. “I know how resolute
he is, and he would refuse It quickly. He
is a good deal better off where he is, even
if he is the leader of the minvurity. than he
-would be as Vice President.”

Mr. Cannon was reminded that President
Roosevelt objected to his nomination to
the vice presidency.

“Yes, but there was not the same pre-
determination-on his part as there ig in the
case of Mr, Cannon." °

Mr. Hepburn called on the President to
ask him to promote to brigadier general
Col. Henry Duawoody of the Signal Corps.
Col. Dunwoody has been In the army forty-
two years and is the second colonel on the
list of ofticers of timt rank.

Senator Fairbanks' close friends in In-

iena, and it was oné of these who was at
the White House today, say they-hope he
will not be nominated at Chicago. If he 18
there will be precipitated a red-hot fight
for his place in the Senate, In which the
lcaders will be Governor Durbin, n-
trtives Hemenway, Crumpacker, Watson
and Charles. K. Landis. The fight, it Is
said, might not conduce to helping the re-
publicans out in November. .

The opinion 1s expressed that if some
pcpular man from Indiana or Illinois should
get into the fle]ld and make an actlve fight
he would get the nomination without trou-

Mr. Merriam is one of the men prominently
talked of to suceeed Mr, Cortelyou upon
the retirement of the latter from the De-
partment of Commerce and Labor. The
President has remained silent upon- this
subject, and it 18 doubtful if he has even
suggested to Mr. Cortelyou who will take
his position. The name of James R. Gar-
field 18 still among those talked of for the
vacancy that is to be, and a strong int-
mation has also been conveyed that the
President will select a western man, some-
.body from the far west. There are three
members of the cabinet from west of the
Mississippl, Secretaries Shaw and Wilson
of Jowa and Secretary Hitchcock of Mis-
souri, but the far west and the Pacific
coast are without representation.

Fight on Platform.

No one will
be more vitally affected than Senator Gor-
man. - :

1t becomes his task to endeavor to force
a conservative tariff plank on an essen-
tlally free-trade assembly.

Fast Time Made in Her Recent Run
From New Orleans.

It lg further pointed
out that the run is an exceptional one for
a vessel which first went into commission
In December, 1885, and which has been in
almost continuous use since. The original

engines of the Dolphin are still in her and
are as efficlent as when first installed.

SOUGHT THE LOST ISLAND.

Commander Nicholson Reports That
He Saw Nothing of It.

“S8aw nelther island nor shoal’” This is
the report telegraphed to the Navy De-
partment by Commander Nicholson, com-
manding the U. 8. cruiser Tacoma, who has
just arrived at S8an Franelsco from Hono-
lulu, and who, under direction of the de-
partment, searched for the “Lost Island of
the Pacific.””

It has long been a theory
that the American sloop-of-war Levant,
which disappeared in 1839, on its way from
Honolulu to Panama, and was never heard
of again,, was wrecked off this {sland.
American men-of-war have been In search
of the island before, but no trace of it has
been found. Its suppesed location is in

an.unfrequented part of the Pacific, off

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CALLED ON OFFICIALS.

Col. Bromwell Presented ta the Presi-

dent, Becretary Taft and Others
Col. C. B.. Bromwell, Corps of Engineers,
superintendent of public bulldings and
grounds, accompanied by his predecessor,
Col. Thomas W. Bymons, Corps of Engi-
neers, both in full uniform, called at the
War Department this morning and paid
their respects to_Secretary Taft, Assistant
Secretary Ollver, Gers. Chaffee and Gil-
lespie of the general staff and Gen. Mac-
kenzie, chief of engineers, after which they
proceeded to the White House, where Col.
Bromwell, who is to serve hereafter as mil-
itary aid in charge of official and social
functions at the White House, was formally
presented to President Roosevelt, It is un-
derstood that this was the first time that
Col. Bromwell has met the President, ex-
cept In purely official capacity.

Col. Symons will continue his residence in
this city, visiting New York whenever nec-
esgary for the discharge of his new duties
in connection with the reconstruction of
the Erle canal. Next week he will make a
visit of inspection to the southern Adiron-
dacks with a view to the selection of sites
for the large storage rezervoirs, the con-
struction of which is an Important part of
the general scheme of canal Improvements.

Fraud orders have been issued by the
Post Office Department against the Cosmos
Supply Company of Bokton and the Davol
Medicine Company of San Franeisco.

The first named. company advertised to
supply, for ten cents, Information and in-
structions whereby ladies could make from
$2 to 8 a day at home addressing and mall-
ing cireulars. Upon receiving the dime #t
sent to the remitter a list of a few com-
panies which do considerable advertising,
suggesting that a letter be written to these
companies nd asking for work of the na-
ture outlined. The assistant attorney gen-
eral for the Post Office Department, in his
recommendation that a fraud order be Is-
sued, says that the Cosmos Supply Com-
pany had no authority to use the names

of the companies they adid and that their
representations were calculated to deceive.

The Daveol Medicine Company advertises
and sells a medleine which It guarantees
will cure ailments peculiar to men. An
analysis of the drug by the Department of
Agriculture shows that it contains 50 per
cent sugar, some red pepper. mustard and
another drug which is forbidden to be sold
in most, if not all of the states, except on

‘& prescription given by a physician.* The

fraud order was accordingly issued.

Wins Championship in Eng=
land Today.

FINALS AT SANDWICH

AMERICAN NOW IN LEAD IN

Contest Ends in Flurries of Rain and
Wind From Northeast—His
Wonderful Accuracy.

LONDON, June 3.—The American golf
champion, Walter J. Travis, today wopn
the title of amateur champion of Great
Britain on the links at S8andwich, where
he defeated E. D. Blackwell, a represante
ative of the Royal and Anclent Club by 4
up and 8 to play,.

The sky was overcast, with ocecaslonal
flurries of raln and a stiff, raw wind from
the northeast, which, however, appeared
to have little effect on Travis' driving,
while his approach work and putting
maintained the wonderful accuracy whioh
characterized his game throughout the
tournament.

Travis and Blackwell started to play
the final play of thirty-six holes for the
amateur golf champton at Bandwich to-
day, in.a high wind, which greatly af-
fected the driving. Travis won the first

in 5 to 6, and running down one of his
long putts on the second green bhecamé
2 up. Blackwell missed a yard putt for
the third, which was halved, and he lost
the fourth, where Travis holed out by a
long putt. The American also won the
fifth by getting down a fifteen-yard run
putt, and then missed a short putt for
slxth, where he sustained his first lost
The seventh was halved, and Travie won
the eighth, where Bluckwell missed a
five-foot putt. The Scotchman took the
ninth hole, where Travis drgve into a
bunker. The Amerlcan was 8 up at the
turn, his outward score approximately
being thirty-five strokes.
