English Retter in Distance Runs,
Americans in Weights.

The formal challenge received at Tale
from Oxford and Cambridge universities for

a track meet this summer has been made

public. It contains an apology for the late¬
ness of the challenge, and suggests the mid¬
dle of July for the meet.
College sentiment in New Haven does not

regard the outlook for the International
meet as entirely favorable to the American
team. It Is pointed out that the visiting
team will be at a great disadvantage, owing
to the change of climate. Which has a de¬
bilitating effect, especially on the distance
men, and the superiority of the English dis¬
tance runners to the Americans will give
the Oxford-Cambridge team a decided ad¬
vantage In the scoring. On the other hand.
Glass, Schoenfuss and Shevlin are better
weight men than the English team can pre¬
sent, and the Jumpers are considered about
evenly matched.
Basing conclusions on the form shown by

the Englishmen In the Oxford-Cambridge
dual meet held In March, Tale track ex¬
perts think that Schick of Harvard can win
the K.'J-ya rd dash, though Barclay of Cam¬
bridge covered the distance under adverse
conditions In 10 1-5 seconds. The half-mile
is regarded as a sure thing for Cornwallls
of Oxford, unless he has a great reversal of
form. He has made the distance In 1.54 4-5
this spring, while the best time of Parsons
of Yale is 1.56 2-5.
Capt. Clapp of Yale is picked here as a

likely winner of the 120-yard hurdles, if he
Is in condition, but It Is no secret that there
is much doubt about his being able to take
part In the games. He is suffering from an
injury to the tendons of one leg, caused by
spiking himself as he was going over a
hurdle at Philadelphia last week. He la
now on crutches. One of the Yale trainers
said today that Clapp's Injury may keep
him from the English games.
In the mile run Gregson of Cambridge,

who has covered tin distance In 4.20, is
easily the choice*. Alcott of Yale, who tied
the American intercollegiate record this
spring at 4.26 2-5, may take second. Bar¬
clay of Cambridge and Long of Yale are
expected to have a close race In the 446-
yard run, wltu the chances, perhaps, a little
In favor of the Yale man.
In the high Jump Victor of Yale and

Murphy of Harvard will have to meet
leader of Cambridge, who has done better
than five feet eleven Inches. Vletor has
done six feet, but his average is between
five feet nine and five feet eleven. Leech of
Oxford and Sheffield and Oxley. both of
Yale, are expected to have a sharp contest
In the broad jump.

His extraor¬
dinary putting, which won him his earlier
victories, was ascribed to luck, but now
it is the unanimous opinion of not only
amateurs, but professionals who are now
at the links preparing for the open cham¬
pionship next week and who witnessed the
splendid equanimity of the stranger's
game, that the final is certainly going to
the American.

Mr. Hutchinson
would stop half way |n his shot to order
spectators to stand still, but Mr. Travis
was never flurried.
