Railroad Man Shot From Ambush.
A dispatch from Houston, Texas, lust

night says: W. T. Eldrldge. vice president
and general manager of the Cane Belt rail¬
road. was shot twice this evening at Eagle
Lake, while entering his otflee quarters.
One bullet pierced his breast, passing
through the left lung, the other shattered
a hand. The shots were fired from ambush,
and the would-be assassin leaped from
cover and made his escape. There are
faint hopes of Eldrldge's recovery.
This is the second attempt on Eldrldge's

life since he shot and killed Capt. William
Dunovant, a capitalist and a director of
the road, more than a year ago. The two
met on a passenger train en route to this
city. Both pulled their guns. Eldrldge
proved quickest, and Dunovant was mor¬
tally wounded. Eldridge gained an ac¬
quittal. Late tonight the supposed gutity
party was arrested.

Defaulting Bank Employe Sentenced.
A dispatch from Baltimore, Md., last

night says:
Je<»8e Baker, a former bookkeeper In th«

National Howard Bank of this city, who
was arrested last week, pleaded guilty in
the United States district court today to
the embezzlement of about $11!.5«0 of the
bank's funds, and was sentenced to live
years In Jail by Judge Morris. Baker's
method of obtaining the bank's funds was
unique. According to his statement, he got
the money from .iie br>nk by checks mad®
payable to a firm of brokers he dealt with.
These checks. Baker says, came back to
the bank from the clearing house on the
following day. and when they reached the
bank he destroyed them. The amount was
charged to some other large account In the
bank.

Cubans Considering a Bond Issue.
A cablegram from Havana last night

says: The government of Havana is con¬

sidering another bond issue for $2tMW0,000t
so that all the claims of the revolutionary
soldiers may be paid. It is und^-stood that
Speyer & Co. will not jnly waive their
right under the present contract of pre¬
venting another bond Issue, but will un¬
dertake to place the second loan. Although
the claims of the soldiers for which they
hold certificates entitle them to ne;uly
twice the amount of the SC>,(K>0,000 loan,
they would accept much less for cash pay¬
ment. The lack of encouragement that
American speculators, who are still buying
claims at from 2u to 80 per cent of their
face value, are likely to receive from either
the Cuban or American governments la ex¬
pected to influence the speculators also to
accept payment for the claims at heavy
discount.
