CHICAGO, June 22 _The republican
tlonal convention met ngain at noon.
terday was Ellhu Root's day.
Epeaker Cannon's,

The day was flawless, elear sunshine, a
freah bhreeze from the lake and temperature
nedar seventy-five, The delegates spent
most of the morning out of doors before
the hotels on the lake front, where many of
the states headquarters are.  Senators and
governors lined up on the eurb with much
more ordinary folk or walked up and down
watching equipages on the drive, or look=-
Ing at the salls outside the breakwiter.

No one was in quite as much of a hurry
to go to the Coliseum as yesterday. The
caze with which every cardholder got his
geat yesterday and the care the assistant
gergeants-at-arms took to secure to every
one his privileges, caused a more leisurely

na-
Yera-
This was

progress toward the hall today. Besides
that the doors were opened half an hour
liater, at 11 o'clock, Instead of 10:0. Many

delegates walked the mile separ:ting the
Collseum from the hotel distriet. They
found the hall brilliant. Fresh flowers
were on  the rostrum. Sparrows were

twittering among the girders overhead. The
band In the stand up near the birds played
national airs

Although the doors were opened a half
hour later than yesterday, for the first
twenty-five minutes after 11 o'clock, the

band playved to a sprinkling of gallery spec-
tators only. A sea of brown decked chairs
in gallery and mezzanlne was broken only
by an eccagional dot of black or the bright
spot of a woman's gown, Groups of ser-
geants-at-arms stood idly about and in the
delegates’ section a half dozen men leaned
back and read the morning popers,

Yesterday a huge bunch of pink peonies
the chalrman’s table, but today a
euperb cluster of American beauty roses
etood ready to greet Mr, Cannon when he
assumed the chalr,

The huge portrait of President Roosevelt
that had served to present a tableau by its

graced

dramatie wunvelling during Mr, Hoot's
gpeech yesterday, was placed on an easel
at the right of the platform. Otherwise
the decorationg were unchanged. The oak

boughs that lne the vaves were a bit with-
ered and when yesterday they made a
pleasant fringe of green today they were
almost as gray as the celling.

Delegates Slow in Assembling.

By 11:40 o'clock not more than 1o dele-
gates were in thelr seats and not a single
natlonal figure had made his appearance,

Former Governor Black of New York

«llk flags were whipped out in various parts
of the hall and were waved In time with
the music. The band continued to enliven
things at intervals as the walt continuel.
Meanwhile the gallery seals were being
taken to a greater extent than on yester-
day.

'i?h»- herole palnting of Presldent Roose-
velt which had adorned the platform during
the morning was removed that the view
from the left of the platform might not be
obstructed just as the convention was to be
called to order.

At 12:27 o'clock Temporary Chalrman
Root rapped for order, directing the dele-
gates to take their seats and ordering the
aisles cleared. This latter order was not
obeyed with sufficient celerity to please the
chalrman, and he directed the assistant
gergeants-at-arms to see that the aisles
were cleared. A second specific direction
from the chairman, directed toward the del-
egales in the center aisle, brought the con-
vention to order.

Chalrman  Root then Introduced Rev.
Thomas 1. Cox of the Holy Name Cathe-
dral of Chieago, who delivered the follow-
ing invocation:

Prayer by Rev. Thos. E. Cox.

“Our Father who are In Heaven, we
thank Thee for the opportunities of this
day In all humility we adore Thy sov-
erelgn majesty. To Thee we look for grace
and guldance. In Thy hands are the desti-
nies of nations; Thy providence enters into
the careers of man. There is no just power
but from Thee. Thy will is the sole source
of law and good government.

“Bless the deliberations of this conven-
tlon. Let us not forget those who have
begueathed to us a glorlous history. Give
ug wisdom and understanding. Drive far
from us all self-seeking. Fill us with love
of country, of peace, of forbearance and of
Justice. For ‘justice exalteth a natlon, but
whenr the wicked bear rule, peoples perish.’
IHaste the day when it shall be said: *Thy
kingdom of this world is become our Lord's
and His Christ's, and He shall reign for-
ever and ever," amen."”

Report of Credentials Committee.

1= the committee on credentials ready
to report?'" asked the chalrman.

Senator MeComas, chalrman of the com-
mittee on credentials, rose from his seat In
the Maryland delegation and sald:

“Mr. Chairman, the committee on creden-
tianls has instructed me to read the report,
which is now ready."”

“I'he gentleman will please take the plat-
form,” said the chalrman.

And Senator McComas, mounting the ros-
trum, proceeded to read the report.

Report on Contested Seats.

“Your committee on credentials submits
the following report In the matter of seat-
ing contested delegates, They met immedi-
ately after the adjournment of the session
of the convention of Tuesday and organized
for the selectlon of officers. Since that
time, they have day and night almost con-
tinuously consldered the cases before them
until they have completed with unanimity
the roll call of membership.

“In the contests in the fourth district of
Alabama respecting the delegates and their
alternates; in the contests respecting the
delegates and alternates from the state of
Delaware; in the second district of Geor-
gle; the third district of Mississippi, the
first district of South Carolina, the thirty-
third district of New York, the second dis-
trict of Virginia; delegates at large and
alternates from Texas; the second and sev-
enth distriets of Texas; In the twenty-first
distriet of Illinois: the fourth, sixth and
twentieth districts of Ohio. This commit-
tee recommends that the action of the na-
tional committee In making a temporary
roll shall be the action of the convention.

The first part of the document related
to those contests in which the action of
the national committee was upheld. The
report in thiz connection was recelved
with a ripple of applause, which was
slightly accentuated when the decision
plicing both the “lily whites"” and "black
and tans” of Loulsiana was read.

Wisconsin Stalwarts Cheered.

An outburst of cheers greeted the an-
nouncement that the credentlals commit-
tee had decided in favor of the “stalwart”
faction in Wisconsin, The name of each
idelegate-nt-large was greeted with cor-
dial applause when it was pronounced by
Senator MceComus.

The statement of the committee giving its
reasons for its deeision on the Wisconsin
case was heard in complete silence, the con-
vention showing intense interest in the re-
port in this particular.

The report was adopted by a viva voce
vote.

Senator Foraker moved that Gen. Oster-
haus, a distinguished German soldier of the
Union army, be given a seat,

The motion was unanimousiy adopted and
the chair appointed Senator Foraker of
Ohfo 2nd General Bingham of Pennsylvania
S commitiee to escort Goneral Osterhaus to
the platform.

Senator Depew obta‘ned recognition to
make & report from the special committee
to whicrh was referred the invitation of the
St Lou = Exposition Jompany to the dele-
gates of the conventlon to visit the expo-
sition. No action in the way of an accept-
ance of the invitatlon wee deemed necessary
by the committee. The report gave in de-
tail the transportatlon arrangements, the
trip to begin at 9 o'clock Thursday night.
The report was adopted,

At this moment the convention burst into
applause, as General Osterhaus was escort-

ed to the platform. Chairman Root pre-
sented him to the conventlon as “Major
General Osterhaus, corps commander of

Sherman.”

The general made a brief speech which
wius listened to with interest.

Odell threaded thelr way down the cen-
ter alsle. A cheer went up and the galleries
facing the maln éntrance began to applaud.

This hid hardly died out when the tall
figure of Senator Fairbanks was caught

glght of coming down the aisle to the lert.
A hearty cheer went up in that section ot

the hall Delegates at once sprang to thelr
feet and more cheers were glven., As the
sepnator reached his seat In the Indiana

Senator Depew's Intention.
Just before the convention was called to
order Senator Depew of New York sald to

the Assoclated Press that he would, as
goon as the platform was read, move to
continue the sesslon tonlght or late this
afternoon and coaclude the business of the
convention He said: 1 have plenty ot
support from other stites, The delega-
tiong are all here In full force, Tomorrow

they will not be.  We must finfsh today.”

Leaders in Conference,

Chalrman Payne of the national commit-
tee, Temporary Chalrman Root and Sena-
tor Lodge of the resolutions committee,
with the platform in his inside pocket, held
an Informal conference on the platform.
Everything for the day's program in the
way of committee reports, was in readiness,
Another shont was heard to the left and
the picturesque Alaskan delegation with
thelr totem poles, mounted with American
eagles. marched In and took thelr seats.

At 12:13 the playing of the natlonal alr
Wrought the whole assemblage to Its feet,

The announcement that Speaker Cannon
had been selected for permanent chairman
of the convention provoked enthusiastic ap-
plause.

On motion of Senator Cullom, the report
was adopted

An Enthusiastic Scene.

Chalrman Root appointed ex-Secretary
John D. Long, Benator Cullom and Repre-
sentative Burton of Ohio a committee to
ecscort Speaker Cannon to the platform.
Upon this announcement the convention
gave a mighty, spontaneous shout, and
when Mr, Cannon appeared at the speaker’'s
degk and Chairman Root took him by the
hand and led him forward to the extreme
front of the platform, the climax of en-
thusiasm was reached. Delegates with one
accord jumped to their feet and on to thelr
chalrs. Cheer after cheer went up and
wives of sound swept over the throng. The
spplause continued as the temporary and
vermanent chairmen continued to stand
arm in arm waliting for silence,

Mr. Root raised his hand for silence. The
cheers went on without cessation or dim-
inution. Twice more Mr. Root raised his
hand for a silence that was not forthcom-
ing. The delegaltes were on their chalirs
and thelr enthusiasm could not be checked.
Mr. Cannon appeared decidedly uncom-
fortable while the cheering went on and
shifted about as though the floor under-
neath him was red hot. When finally
there was a chance for Mr. Root's volee to
be heard he presented Mr. Cannon to the
convention a= a man who presided over
the greatest legislative body In the world,
“with a grip so strong, a mind so clear
and a heart so0o sound that he waould wield
the gavel In that body for many years to
come.’”” Another shout went up as Mr.
Root stepped back and Mr. Cannon stood
alone, facing the great audience.

Mr. Root returned In an instant with a
large gavel. When Mr. Cannon returned
to the front of the platform to commence
his speech there was another chorus of af-

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SKETCHES FROM LIFE—CONVENTION AT CHICAGO.

WILL BE FAIRBANKS

To Be Unanimously Nomi-
nated for Second Place.

MR. HITT WITHDRAWS

HAS SENT WORD TO THAT EFFECT
TO ILLINOIS DELEGATION.

Names of Other Candidates Will Also
Be Retired—Senator Dolliver to
- Make Nominating Speech.

CHICAGO, June 22 —Senator Fairbanks
will be nominated for Vice Presldent unani-
mously. The Illinois delegation met today
and decided to withdraw the name of Rep-
resentative Robert R. Hitt. When Illinols
fs reached on the call of states Senator
Cullom will announce that he has received
a telegram from Mr. Hitt directing that his
name be withdrawn from the convention,
and that Illinois wlill support Senator Falr-
banks.

The members of the Colorado delegation
sald that, following the action of the Illi-
nois delegation, they would not present the
name of Mr. John M. Springer as the vice
presidential candidate from that state.

The mames of the other candidates will
also be withdrawn. Senator Dolliver will
present the name of Senator Fairbanks to
the convention.

With the platform completed and in the
hands of the full committee this morning
every element of speculation seemed remov-
ed from the remaining sessions of the con-
ventlon.

Effect of St. Louis Trip.

The decision of the convention to accept
the invitation of the Louisiana purchase ex-
position Friday and Saturday has done
much to stop a small movement looking to-
ward a two-day convention., Senator De-
pew has arranged for three special tralns
for the delegates, and the tickets of dele-
gates on all rallroads will be accepted to
and from St. Louis as if it were Chicago.
New Yorkers led in the movement for a
two days’ convention, but today in view of
the fact that a large number of the dele-
Bates will go to St. Louls they are at least
quiescent. Saturday sees the dedication of
the New York state bullding, and Gov.
Odell, the two United States senators and
others will attend.

Feeling of New Yorkers

While New York felt that it could not
take the initiatlve on the floor of the con-
vention, it was perfectly apparent that
scme of the prominent delegates were at-
tempting to promcte the sentiment for an
adjecurnment sine die today. Governor
Odell sald cautioualy:

““Some of our delegates have to leave to-
rvight. 1 undarstand that in many other
states the delegates have already started.
It would not do to have a majority of
en pty seats In the delegates’ section when
we nominate. 1f the platform is adopted
today it would make a scene of great en-
thusiasm to go right on tonight and nomli-
nate."”

Former Gov. Frank 8. Black, who 18 to
noeminate Roosevelt, said: "“We ought to
go right on today and ncminate while
everybody is here. 1 prefer to speak to
full benches."

The sentiment was, however, that It was
nefther possible nor expedient to attempt
to crowd the remalning business of the
convention Into one day's session.

Social Features.

A band engaged by the Pennsylvania del-
egintion gave a concert durlng the morning.
Ladles visited the headquarters in the ho-
tels with flowers, or called to get auto-
graphs of statesmen or just to see them
frcm a distance. The turnout of carriages
and automobiles wag extraordinarily large.
One session a day of the convention gives
plenty «f time for other engagements and
there wele several late breakfasting parties
at the clubs. Most of the clubs have a
visitors' list half as large as the member-
ship.

“What a holiday this convoetion is,”” re-
marked Senator Depew to his near neigh-
bors, who happened to be Governor Dur-
bin of Indlana and Representative Hull
of lowa. *“I feel quite as though I weore
at the seashore with nothing to do except
to be idle and look at the water."”

“It isn't strenuous,’” sald Mr. Hull, “but
always Interesting. A national convention
seemsa to me more expressive of the pe-
culiar genlus of our people than any other
institution. A convention is always unique,
For one to be dull is an Impaossibility.”

A Typical Dialogue.

That scrap of dialogue represents the way
most delegates and spectators look upon
the convention. It might give the observer
a keener sensation if it were a combat, and
yet have no more suggestive character.

ACADEMY'S NEW CLASS.

Expected That the Examinations Will

Provide 135 Members.
Specinl Dispatch to The Evening Star.

ANNAPOLIS, Md., June 22—From the
April examinationg 125 members have been
admitted to the academy mney' fourth class;
one passed, but iz waiting t® make his de-
posit before admissjon;  twenfy-two were
rejected outright physically, six require suc-
cessful minor operations before acceptance
and six are still to bé examined physically.

It is es'imated that when these cases are
cleared up 135 members of the new fourth
class will have been secured ‘from the April
examinations, For the present June ex-
aminations 328 candidates are now taking
the examinations, of whom about 225 are
principals,

In addition to these there are thirty-five
candidates who have already passed the
mental examination, of whom twenty-three
are principals. Last year there were 520
vacancles, from which 317 for last year's
class were secured. This year there were
440 vacancies, and the estimate was made
275 members
for th.z year's fourth class would be se-
cured.

The mental examinations for admission
to the Naval Academy began today at 9
o'clock and will continue diring this week.
As soon as the mental examinations are
finished, those who have passed will re-
port for their physical examination. The
results of the mental examinations will be
given out in lists of forly at a time.

P. H. Bastedo, principal from the thirty-
sixth district of New York, has passed his
physical examination and bee nadmitted.

A. W. Carmichael, prinélpal from the
twenty-sixth distriet, New York, has
passed his physical examination.

REBELLION NOT IMPROBABLE.

President Moyer of Miners’ Federation
Criticises Bell's Claims.

CRIPPLE CREEK, Col., June 22—In re-
ply to a telegram from an eastern news-
paper, Charles H. Moyer, president of the
Western Federation of Miners, who is now
a prisoner in the county jail here, has sent
an extended statement on the present con-
ditions In the state from his viewpoint.
Mr. Moyer says In part:

sThe deportation of the union men and
others being, in my opinion, unlawful, the
Western Federation of Miners will use all
lawful means to re-establish their m=m-
bers in their homes. No violence Wwill be
resorted to, but such legal steps as may
be necessary to bring about the desired
results will be taken at the proper time.
Pending such action, deported members und
their families will be supported by the fed-
eration.

“General Bell claims that his policy has
been successful, and that other stales are
expected to follow suif. ; If this be (rue,
then rebelllon Is not improbsble, as the
great majority of the Americam people are
today condemning such m System., and, re-
gardless of unionism, wonld bitterly resist
any attempt to put the same imnto practice.
I disagree with the general as to the labor
troubles being settled in Colorado, but do
believe they will be settled by ghe ballot in
the month of November.'

CONVENTION GOSSIP
La Follette’s Bolt the Sensa-
tion of the Hour.

EFFECT IN WISCONSIN

LEADERS NOT CONCERNED OVER
ALLEGED APATHY AT CHICAGO.

Efforts to Stampede the Delegates Into
Adjourning Tonight—National
Committee Opposed.

Bpecinl Dispateh From a Staff Correspondent.

CHICAGO, June 22.—The sensation of the
conventlon was furnished by the La Fol-
lette faction of the Wisconsin republicans
last night. Gov. La Follette practically
holted the national committee to his party
and took his case before the voters of the
siate.

When the eommittee on credentials met
it was expected that Gov. La Follette would
take up his contest for the seating of the
delegates of his faction. He had an-
nounced, when the mnational committee
made up  the temporary roll and turned
him down, that he would carry his case
before the committee on credentials. In-
stead of doing so he withdrew his contest,
sent an Insulting and defiant message (o
the committee and with his followers left
Chicago and returned to Wisconsin.

Gov. La Follette told the committee that
he withdrew his contest because he felt as-
sured that he could not have a fair trial
He preferred to take his chances of vindi-
cation before the people of Wisconsin.

The committee felt cutrageously insulted
by this message, and the imputation that
it would not give Gov. La Follette fair
play. The members were inclined at first
to let the governor go along with his dud-
geon, but after they got to thinking over
and contemplating the possible effect upon
the republican ticket in Wisconsin of such
a bolt by one of the faction they concluded
it would be wiser to protect themselves
against such an imputation.

80 a subcommittee was appointed to go
over the case and report to the full com-
mittee today. This was done to enable the
committee 10 refute the charge that it
knew would be made by Gov. La Folletie
that the national committee had refused td
consider the caSe. By this actlon the
Spooner-La Follette fight was reopened,
and attorneye for the two sides argued and
wrangled before the committee until afier
midnight and then took a recess until to-
day, the subcommittee sitting unltil the
small hours of the morning te consider the
evidence.

Republican leaders are aghast at the rad-
fcal action of Gov. La Follette.

By It he practically read himself out of
natlonal councils of his party, but the lead-
ers are not so much concerned over that
fact as they are at the threat of open re-
belllon in Wisconsin.

The subcommittee struggled with the La
Follette defl all morning, and shortly be-
fore noon unanimously reported to the fuil
committee adverse to the La TFollette
claims and supporting the action of the
national committee.

Senators Quarles and Spooner and Repre-
sentative Babcock are confident that the
support given to their factions by the na-
tional organization will go far toward
vitiating the appeal of Gov. La Follette o
the voters.

Republican leaders are not concerned
over the apathy which marked the first
day’s session of the convention, and made
much of by the opponents of the party.

“Phe members of the convention came
here to attend to the business of making a
ticket and platform,” said Senator Hop-
kins today, ‘‘and since both have already
been made, in the main, by the people
themselves, there was nothing to excite
either enthusiasm or dissension. It has
been known for months that President
Roosevelt would be the nominee of the re-
publican party, and it was known before
the convention assembled that BSenator
Fairbanks would be the candldate for Vice
President, while every republican in the

The national com-
mittee and committee of arrangements are
doing all in their power to hold the crowd
here another day to carry out their agree-
ment with the citizens’ committee. Many
delegates, however, are slipping away
quietly and going home.

Chairman Cannon will endeavor to stop
the stampede to the rear.

In the early afternoon the efforts for an
a_djnurnmont were redoubled, and Chalrman
, Cannon sald he would not attempt to
thwart the will of the delegates If they
wanted to adjourn.

Senator Depew will move to adjourn to-
night. _ At this writing everything polnts
to the convention getting away tonight.

The applause which the delegates gave
the announcement of the action of the ere-
dentials committee in unanimously turning
down La Follette's faction was evidence of
the fact that the sense of the convention
was distinctly hostile to the La Follette
people. When Spooner, Quarles, Babcock
and the others were mentioned in the re-
port the convention applauded their names.

SBenator Galllnger, who is one of the
stanchest of the high protectionists, had
this to say of the tariff plank in the plat-
form:

GOV. PEABODY’S DEFENSE.

Claims to Be a Friend of Fair and

Manly Labor Organizations.

CHICAGO, Ill., June 22.—Before a gather-
Ing of the most notable men in the repub-
lican party Governor Peabody of Colorado
last night defended his course in the Colo-
rado labor troubles. The occasion was a
dinner given at the Grand Pacific Hotel by
Mr. Thomas F. Walsh of Colorado and
Washington. The tables were arranged in
the form of a six-pointed star and at each
of the five points a governor of a common-
wealth sat, while senators, representatives
in Congress, national committeemen and
other guests filled the other seata,

Governor Peabody expressed his advo-
cacy of “‘fair and manly” labor organiza-
tions, but said that the trouble in Colora-
do was not caused by union labor, but by
anarchists and murderers. He said that
law and order would be preserved at any
cost. He denied that the present strike was
in behalf of the eight-hour '-v for an
eight-hour day had prevalled for years.

Mr. Walsh expressed his entire friendli-
ness for union labor and said he would al-
wiys recognize its right to organize, but he
deprecated the type of lawlessness which
prevalled in the Colorado affair, and paid a
high compliment to Governor Peabody for
his courage and firmness In suppressing
riot.

Gen. Powell Clayton of Arkansas made
an impassioned speech In behalf of justice
for the negro. He bitterly arraigned the
spirit of mob lawlessness which prevails
and pleaded for right of trial. N. O. M.

RUSSIANS LOST 1,200

Force of 8,000 Under General
Kondradtsvitch Attacked.

SURPRISED BY THE JAPS

WHILE TRAVERSING A RAVINE
SOUTHEAST OF KAI-CHOU.

Meet Heavy Fire From Concealed
Artillery—Boats Sunk by Mines
in Port Arthur Harbor.

LONDON, Jvne 22.—A dispatch to the
Dally Mail under date of June 21 from Niu-
chwang says:

While a Russian force of 8,000 under Gen-

cealed Japanese artillery.

VLADIVOSTOK, June 21, delayed im
transmission.—The report that foreign at-
taches were on board the Japanese trans-
ports which were sunk by the Vladivostok
squadron in the Stralts of Korea Is untrue.
Three Englishmen, L. Anderson, J. D. Ring
and W, Kerr of the transport Sado, were
brought here.
