A dispateh from Philadelphia says: To-
bacco jobbers and sub-jobbers of this
city fear that the trust Is about to de-

Hver a deelsive blow which will practically
drive them out of business A rumor In
circulation Is to the effect that the Ameri-
can Tobaecco Company will In a few days
open a distributing house here
thls In Boston, New York
ceently.

In each city the result has been that most
of the jobbers were driven out of business,
compelled to work for the trust as
gularfed agents Some of them did not
even obtaln employment with the trust, It
is generally the jobbers
that such a move by the trust would have
the same effect as In the other citles. The
latest move of the Ameriean Tobaceo Com-
Fany—compelling all sub-jobbers to handle
exclusively fa cut plug--is looked upon as
the first real step toward the establishment
of a distributing house here,

Jubbers and sub-jobbers sav that they
know that a net is slowly and surely being
gpun about them, and that business fallure
probably stares them In the face, but that,
rotwithstanding this, they are powerless
to resist successfully. The trust goods now
constitute between 73 and &5 per cent of the
jobbers’ sales.

It fa probably the purpose of the trust, It
Is belleved, to establish distributing houses
in every large city In the country, thereby
saving the jobbers’ profit and selling its
goods directly to the retallers through sal-
aried agents. Jobbers say they uare sure
at least one branch of the trade will for
some time to come be exempt from mon-
opoly—cigars,

BRYANFLAYED PARKER

ACCUSED THE JURIST OF CON-
SORTING WITH “PLUTOCRATS.”

Big Crush at Meeting in New York
Monday Night—Asked Perti-
nent Questions.

“Democracy versus plutocracy! That is
the issue in the approaching campaign. It
is not the money question, nor imperialism
or any of the small things that have been
worrylng us in the past, but the one great
and constantly Increasing aggression of
the money power,’” sald Willlam J. Bryan
Monday night ip his address at the anti-
Parker convention in Cooper Unlon, New
York. )

“The trouble with Judge Parker and the
men who are backing him,” he continued,
“is that they are trying thelr utmost to get
between Rooosevelt and Wall street, in
order to get a campalgn fund larger than
that of the republicans.”

Mr. Bryan spoke for more than two houre
to an audience that packed Cooper Union
to its utmost eapacity. Even the aisles
were crowded for their entire length with
men and women, who stood throughout the
evening listening to the speakers, the police
provisions in the hall being inadequate to
keep them clear.

Fully as many persons as were able to
galn admission to Cooper Union when the

doars were opened were turned away by
the police. They contented themselves by
remaining outside until Mr. Bryan ap-

peared, and cheering him enthusiastically
when he entered the hall. The demonstra-
tlon inside at his arrival continued for more
than three minutes,

Gathering Peculiarly Mixed.

In many respects the gathering was a pe-
culbar mixture of political expressions.
President Roosevelt's name  was  cheered
and applanded every time it was mens
tloned, while the name of William R.
Hearst was recelved quite as enthusiasti-
cally as that of Mr. Bryan. David B. Hill
wag attacked most bitterly by J. W. For-
rest, a democrat from Albany., A platform
was adopted, and the chalrman, Judge Sea-
bury of the city court, was directed to ap-
point a4 committee of twenty-five men to go
to St. Lounis and present a protest against
Judge Parker's nomination.

Mr. Bryan lost no time in making It
plain that he believed the Esopus jurist
would be an unfit man for the nomination,
according to his standards. *'"The man who
I= nominated In St. Louis for the presidency
must be a man who prefers the honesty of
the plain people against the grasping greed
of organized corporate interests—a man
upon whom there Is not and never has bheen
the taint of the monopolies we are fighting.
That Is all I ask,” said Mr. Bryan.

“1 am opposed to the nomination of Judge
Parker for two general reasons: The first
i= I believe him to be a weak candidate:
the second is that if elected he will prove a
great disappointment to those who believe
in democratic principles,” he continued.

Why Parker is Weak.

“You ask me why will he be a weak can-
date. My reply Is that If I expressed my
own views I might use language that Is un-
complimentary. Therefore, in this ecase, 1
think it would be best simply to quote whiat
some other great man has sald. You know

that has always been a favorite tralt of
mine. Whenever 1 wanted to deseribe Mr,
Cleveland I was unable to find words to
express my own thoughts, so 1 used to
quote Mr. McKinley.

“I have sald that the platform adopted
by the New York state convention Is a
meaningless string of platitudes. Now, to

follow my favorite plan of quoting some
great man on the subject, 1 will read the
following words of another great democrat,
which, I think, describe it fitly: ‘Polltics
for cowards and straddlers, to advise and
contrive that the national demoeratie con-
ventlo trumpet next summer shall blow
some uncertain sound.’

“Who do you think sald that? I will give
you each a guess" sajid Mr. Bryan, look-
ing over the audience. Amid the shouts of
lnughter that went up there were crles of
“Cleveland!” “Olney!” **‘Pat’ MeCarren!"
“Belmont!” and many other well-known
democrats.

“You have all missed it.”” gaid Mr. Bryan.
“It was David B. Hill himself who spoke
those words away back in 18091,

1 say Parker goes before the people on
the New York state platforin on a coward-
Iy and straddling platform. that appeals
only to cowards and straddlers, and not to
the rank and file of the democratic party,
wha are by no means cowards.

Well, whoever
an unreasonable tariff?

“Who know= h= deas on any subjeet?
I he for gold? Don't know. I= he for =il-
ver?

“Now, fellow democerats, 1 wouldn't care
if we were all on the same basis, but 1
object to plaving with loaded dice. We

don’t know his views, but 1I'm afrald others
do.

“Suppose he i nominated and elected,
how do Hill and Belmont know that if he is
inaugurated next March he won't come out
in his inaugural address for the free znd
unlimited coinage of silver at 16 to 1. 1
say to them, don't take the chance.

“I charge Judge Parker now with playing
an unfair game; with concealing from the
Ereat mass of the American people hisviews
and making them known secretly to a few
capltaliste, who are to put up the cash for
his campaign.

“l say that we have the same right that
the heads of great corporations have to
know where he gtands on the trust ques-
tiggr. Is he for trusts or is he against
them? He himself has sald nothing. but
if that platform adopted In Albany means
anything it means clearly that he s against
the majority of the United States Supreme
Court in the Northern Pacific merger de-
eision, a decision which was oppos:d by
the three judges of the court appointed by
Grover Clevelund and misunderstood to be
democrats,

Iy von realize that with that slender
majority of one In  the Supreme Court,
Judge Parker, if elected President, ean

change the complexion of the court by the
appolntment of one new man, reverse that
merger declsion and throw a bulwark about
corporation interests from one end of the
country to the other, from which it would
take years to tear down.

“The democeratic party cannot afford to
add hypocerisy to 1ts other sins. Parker has
not dealt honestly with the democerats of
the country. He has surrounded himself
with a cloak of judicial ethics in order to
conceal his views from the publiec and then
whispers them secretly into the ears of the
magnates, who are to furnish the money
for his campaign.

“1 charge further that In addition to be-
ing cowardly and deceptive, the Parker
managers have been dishonest, They have
bought openly cvery delegate they could get
in state conventions to carry out their pur-
poses. In connection men were bought by
corporations and yvou can get their names
at any time in New Haven."

Says He Would Disrupt Party.

Mr. BEryan then devoted conslderable time
to a discussion of the situation in Illinois
and other states. Then he took up his
argument that Judge Parker, If elected,
would disrupt the party. “We have had
one President of that kind recently,” he
sald, “God forbld that we should have an-
other man of his kind—a man who dragged
the democratic party through the mire of
Wall street and stalned it so thoroughly
that it has not yet bean removed entirely.
