The amalgamated wage scale com-
mittee received the latest request for re-
dlu-'un:: In wiges from the steel hoop seg-
tion of the Carnegie Steel Company. The
association Is resisting the reductions, as
by granting those asked for ey ery member
of the agsociation would be working on a
greatly decreased scale.  Those manufiact-
urers who are not governed by unlon laws

have declared decreases already, and it
seems impossible for employvers of union
men to give them work if the non-union

men work on wages 10 or 15 per cent below

the regular scale The problem to he
solved Is regarded as a difficult one.  There
seems to be a universal decrease in the

wage scale. Miners In the soft coal reglon
of Pennsylvama are working at a reduced
rate. Glass workers have accepted a big re-
duction and cther manufacturers, taking
advantage of the success in these lnes, are
trying w obtain decreases, Organized mold-
ers are the latest to be asked to accept de-
creased pay.

The following is an editorial clipped from
the Brishane Worker, an Australlan jour-
nal, showing what s done through labor ef-
fort in a far-off country:

L.abor has come to clalm Its own., It is
content as yet with a portion only. The
time Is not far distant when it will be satis-
fied with nothing less than ALL. "0ld age
pensions”—that s the llmit of demand to-
day. But for how long, think you, can the
creators of wealth be appeased with a pau-
per dole “Coaclliate and arbitrate!”" —that
is the present ultimatum of labor to capi-
tallsm But day the grim humor of
concilinting and arbitrating with a syvstem
of organized plunder will be recognized,
and the ultimatum then will be short and
sharp—"disgorge!” Nevertheless, distaste-
ful as the fact is to ardent spirits, these
pallintive measures are necessary stages on
the way to the final goal. And they will be
all the sooner passed hecause we have com-
ing to the front in the movement men who
honestly regard them as measures of per-

manent value .
The first financial statement [ssued by
the U nited Association of Plumbers, Gas

Fitters, Steam Fitters and Helvers of the
United States and Canada has just been
fssued. The statement i an exhibit of
one of the most remarkable records ever
made by a labor organization in this coun-
try. The showing is for twelve months un-
der a new system and the statemeni of
Secretary Tilden of the United Associa-
ton, In connecetion with the report, follows:

We had less than $5,00 on hand eighteen
months ago, and before the present system
ook effect nelther sick, death nor strilie
benefits were paid by our international.

We feel that every member should take
an especial pride in this annual report for
the reason that we started practically
without any money elghteen months ago.
and for the vear ending the last day of
December, 1903, we paid $60 755 In benefits,
paid the running expenses of local unions
and the general office, and furnished all
necessary  stationery, supplies and jour-
nals to loeals without extra charge, and
had $50,452.46 left over to our credit at the
close of the year, We question whether
any other internatidnal organization can
hoast of any better record.

We not only aceomplished more than we
expected financially, but we added 101
unions to our list, with an increase of mem-
bership of 2455, and lost only one unlon

on account of the new constitution, and
thiat one was hardly large enough to be
worth mentioning.

The following statistical report in the
same connection is also of Interest:

The plumbers. through their high dues
system, pald  SISGATLO5 In dues alone,
against about $8000 formerly. With the
accumulation of this fund the parent or-

ganization was enabled to pay S‘.’.l.l':i'dl in
sick benefits, £11,905 in strike and $4.5(0 ‘n
deuth benefits. Local unions were pald
£20,422 for various purposes, and the inter-
national received only $2i825 from fts lo-
cils, making it a good Investment for tho
membership at large. The total rev-_a--:fs
from all sources for the year were §i07.-

29, and the expenditure for all purposes
§397.241.74, leaving & balance of $80,452.18
on kand January 1, 1ixd. The number [ 4
members who puaid dues for the year, cx-
centing those traveling or suspended, was
17,044
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Despite the slight delay caused by the
strike of fifteen laborers emuloyved last
vweek in clearing the site for the new mu-
nicipal bullding at Pennsylvania avenu:z and
14th street northwest, the work s pro-
gressing satisfactorily. Foreman Diffen-
baugh, who has been placed In sole charge
o* the construction work by Contractor A.
B. Stannard of New York., began the week
with fifty laborers and six wagons digging
up the old foundations of the power house.
The main cause of the difficulty arose be-
cause the foreman would not accede to the
demands of the laborers for §1.50 per day
instead of 17% cents per hour.
