The Tariff Plank.
The republican platform makes tho tariff

the leading issue of the campaign. All
other issues are handled with a deflnitenes3
which leaves nothing to l>o desired. Repub¬
lic in solidarity as to thein is conspicuous.
But tiie tariff plank Is left open to a double
interpretation, und promptly we have that.
K< vlsionlsts and standpatters alike express
itisfactinn, ami are going Into the cam¬

paign each faction claiming victory. Gov.
I'uinmins. who wants the paity to get a

move on, is as well pleased as Gen. Grosve-
ri'ir. who wants the party to stand still, or

pat.
This is the tariff plank:
"Protection, which guards and develops

our Industries. Is a cardinal policy of the
republican party. The measure of protec¬
tion should always at least equal the dif¬
ference in the cost of production at home
and ibroad. We insist upon the mainte-
nance of the principles of protection, and,
therefore, rates of duty should l>e read-
Justed only when conditions have so
changed that the public Interest de-
minds their alteration, but this work can¬
not safely be committed to any other hands
than those of the republican party. To In¬
trust It to the democratic party is to lnvte
disaster. Whether, as in 1882, the demo- \
cratic party declares the protective tariff
unconstitutional, or whether it demands jt iriff reform or tariff revision. Its real ob-
j. ct is always the destruction of the pro¬
tective system. However specious the name
the purpose is ever the same. Democratic
tariff has alw lys been followed by business
adversity; a republican tariff by business
pi osperitv. To a republican Congress and a

republican Pres dent this great question can
be safely Intrusted."
As may easily be seen, the whole ques¬

tion is this: Has. or has not, the time ar¬

rived when In the general Interests the
Dlngley law should be revised? The revis¬
ionists say yes. the standpatters no. Both
are agreed as to protection. The revision¬
ists ate as tlrm friends of protection as the
standp,liters. The effort to associate early
revision with an attack on protection as a

policy is el tin. r a bit of fencing, or a piece
of stupidity. Tho revisionists claim to be
the better friends of protection, in that
they do not want it to become the mask
for mere bounty. Where it is a public
benefit they want it continued. Wli'-re It Is
tilling private purses, already running over,
they want It stopped. To this extent Mr.
McKlnley was a revisionist, and his last
words were In advocacy of revision.
The question, In very definite form. Is cer¬

tain to come before the Fifty-ninth Con¬
gress. If the republicans carry the new-
House they must meet It, and If the demo¬
crats carry it they will make the tariff the
leading Issue of their opportunity. If they
are able to do no more, they will bring on
and continue a debate founded upon a bill,
and that of Itself will open up the whole
subject, and make an Impression on the
country. While the sun shone the Arkan¬
sas hut-dweller saw no reason for mend¬
ing his roof.

The War Moves.
Persistent rumors of heavy fighting at

Hal Cheng between the Russians and Jap¬
anese lack confirmation.

Kuro-
patkln. It would appear from the dispatch 's,
is mov.ng troops southward, in an attempt
to oppose the Japanese forces with a pow¬
er! ill iimy capable of putting them strictly
on the defensive. But meanwhile Oku and
Kurokl. to prevent the Junction of whose
armies Kuropatkln was reported to be mov¬

ing. have, according to a dispatch from
T. kyo, effected a meeting near Kai Ping,
Iniut forty-five miles north of Vafangow,

wiero Stakelberg was defeated last week.
This Is less than forty miles south of Hal
Cheng and about seventy-five miles frjin
I.i.io Yung, the ltusslan base. It Is. more¬
over. witlun a short distance from Nlu
Chwang. the final abandonment of which
by the Russians is believed to be Inevitable
in view of the junction of the Japan-se
armies. One report Is that the Japanese
generals hope to secure possession of Nlu
Chwang before the rains set in, for In that
city they can comfortably house their
troops. The union of the aimies of Kurokl
and Oku shifts the scene of interest to the
neck of the I.iao Tung peninsula, from
which all Russian troops save those be¬
sieged at Port Arthur have been driven.
It indicates, too, that Kurokl has aban-
o. ned for the present his apparent plan of
cutting in behind IJao Yang and striking
either at Mukden or the communications
t tween those two cities. For the present,
if the Indications do not deceive, the Jap-
iplan will be to drive the Russians
back along the railroad line, clearing 'lie
1 .tiln-'ila for free operations both against
Port Arthur and in the landing of troops.

Drunkenness and Crime.
The verdict of . guilty of murder In the

first d >grve." rendered today by the Jury In
the Sh .tr.-r case, will l»e weli received by
the community in view of all the clrcum-
Htan s of the crime. The killing was par-
ticulaily brutal and unprovoked. The man
slew his wife because she would not con¬
sent to live with him after he had. by Ills
own conduct forced her to leave him. She
was ,i hard-working, respectable woman,
apparently Intent upon maintaining herself
and child by decent means The husband
killed ler while uuder the Influence of

« liquor, .ind then cl timed Immunity from the
penalty appropriate to such a crime on the
ground of Insanity. The plea was persist¬
ent!) supported by testimony to show his
errat c conduct while Intoxicated, and an
effort was made to establish the fact that
he was irresponsible while In that condi¬
tion

It is fortunate that the Jury In this case
refus -,; to accept the plea or to allow the
circumstances adduced in support of It to
Influence them to recommend a modified
punishment. For the plea of Irresponsibil¬
ity as a result of drink Is one of the most

dangerous that cm bo entertained In court.
If gr :nted. the way Is opened to an unend¬
ing line of acquittals or modified verdicts,
utterly subversive of the ends of Justice and
inenac ng to tbe peace and safety of the
community. The man who Intoxicates him¬
self must be held by the law to assume all
respons'bility for his conduct while influ¬
enced by the liquor. The line between san¬

ity and insanity Is vague at best, and in
cases of non-lnt'oxlcatlon It Is often diftlcult
to draw It With assurance of doing Justice

to the pub]lo Of the defendant But where
the prime cause of mental unbalance la a

stimulant, particularly when It Is habitually
taken, the Jury that allows Itself to be
Bwayed from Judgment of unmodified guilt
trifles with the vital principles of criminal
procedure.
It may be true In many cases that the

drunken slayer does not fully realize what
he Is doing, or the responsibility he as¬

sumes, or the consequences of his act. But
if lie can be excused in whole or In part for
his crime, a premium is set upon such
pleas. Such a crime cannot be safely
termed manslaughter, which is a designa¬
tion set apart to cover homicides caused
without malice aforethought or deliberate
Intent. Nor can the siayer be safely ac¬

quitted and confined for medical treatment.
Ills disease Is a moral rather than a physi¬
cal one, and if the principle of acquittal is

good to any extent it is at least good to

the end of granting him freedom when
cured of his 111 condition. The spectacle
of dipsomaniac man-killers nursed to a

state of sobriety and then released would
indeed suffice to alarm all thoughtful citi¬
zens.

Let It be practically as well as theoret¬
ically established as a fundamental doctilne
in all criminal prosecutions that drunken¬
ness is not an excuse for crime, that it is

rather an aggravating factor in determin¬
es guilt, and the work of the temperance
reformers will be materially facilitated and
the jails will be less crowded.

If Cleveland Buns.
To The Star's statement that "the nom¬

ination of Mr. Cleveland would Insure an

extraordinary campaign, and it might force

realignment more radical and far-reaching
tnan did the nomination of Mr. Bryan eight
years ago." the Springfield Republican
makes this reply:
"The campaign with Mr. Cleveland as the

regular democratic candidate would indeed
be one of the rr.os<t interesting in forty
years iNo one :*an contemplate it without
"half wlsnlng, merely from the viewpoint
>>f the dramatic construction of the play,
iliat Mr. Cleveland may yet lie drawn in.
lie would either Iks the winner of an ex¬

traordinary trlu:r.ph over l>olh republican
ar.u democratic foes or the worst-beaten
candidate since Horace Greeley 'beat the
record."
The only reason why Mr. Cleveland would

not be as badly beaten as Horace Greeley
relates to conditions in the south. He
would carry tii.it section, as the result of
the unconstitutional manipulation of the
suffrage there, which he did so much to
encourage. He twice received that vote
when it was outlined by force and fraud,
and he could easily obtain it again under
the foriiis of law which have since been es¬

tablished. Hut elsewhere he would have
to stand on the record, and that would in-
su:e his overwhelming defeat.
The republicans would find their shells

all loaded for them by the democrats. The
history of the lepeal of the purchasing
clause of the Sheiman act shows such use

of federal patronage in forwarding legisla¬
tion as never was made in this country
before. That Mr. Cleveland played fast
and loose on the tariff question Is the as¬

sertion of some of the most eminent or
democrats. The sharpest criticism of his
Venezuelan attitude came from democratic
newspapers like the New York Evening
Post and the New York World. They took
the ground that he was a dangerous Jingo,
and did not know the true meaning of the
Monroe doctrine. His bond deal with Pier-
pont Morgan and the Rothschilds was de¬
nounced by the New York World in the
strongest terms; and it was a very strange
transaction.
In other words, the country would be

asked to pass at the polls upon the whole
of Mr. Cleveland's second administration,
which was the most disastrous it has ever

experienced in times of peace. This, taken
in connection with the third-term issue,
would give Mr. Roosevelt a walkover in I

those sections where we really have presi¬
dential elections.
Mr. Cleveland has many admirers, but

this fact is susceptible of proof. When the
means by which the south was carried for
him, and the means by which Tammany
after his nomination worked for him, are

taken Into account, he is shown to have
been the beneficiary of more fraud and
force at the polls than any other man who
has ever filled public office in America. And
It was the highest poetry of Justice that
such a man should have wrecked his party,
and bitterly disappointed those who had
employed such means for his promotion.

Theater Fireprooflng.
Commissioner Macfarland's recommenda¬

tions as to the fireprooflng of the equip¬
ment of theaters, which have been approved
by his colleagues and thus written Into the
local regulations, are based upon careful
inquiry, and it is safe to accept them as
being practicable of enforcement. The new

regulation prescribes that "the roof truss¬
es. all scenery, curtains and exposed wood¬
work of all stages and fly floors shall be
thoroughly covered or saturated with flre-
reslsting materials approved by the Com¬
missioners of the District of Columbia."
Thus the Commissioners will assume re¬

sponsibility for the materials designated,
if they are used and fail In test to act as

expected the fuuit will not lie with the
theater owners. Commissioner Macfar¬
land's investigations disclosed the fact that
such materials are to be had. and that they
withstand experimental tests. Certainly It
la a measure of wise precaution to require

*

their use. If they add by even a slight per¬
centage to the flre-reslsting qualities of
theater construction and thus contribute In
any measure to the safeguards against dis¬
aster, Having adopted the new regulation.
It will be the duty of the Commissioners
and their subordinates to see that It Is
faithfully observed. It Is. of course, to be
assumed that It will apply at once to all
standing playhouses, and not merely to
those that may hereafter be constructed.
The danger Is usually greatest In the old
places, although the Iroquois was Chicago's
newest theater. Bring ail up to one high
standard of safety and keep them there.

"A Land of Disasters."

It is humiliating to accept the view of
German critics that the United States Is a

"land of disasters," but such acceptance
is almost compulsory, because of the
many frightful catastrophes that occur in
tiiis country. It has been pointed out that,
in Germany, such an antiquated, impaired
and oailly equipped steamer as the Gen¬
eral Slocum would have been put out of
service lung ago through an application of
the German law; that it would have been
impossible to overcrowd the boat or to
have it start on a voyage uuder the condi¬
tions that prevailed on this vessel last
Wednesday morning, because in Germany
"officials are present at every dock to see

that regulations are enforced." The
preponderance of accidents In this country
and tiio excessive loss of life as compared
with the records in other countries are due
tf. lack ci consideration on the part of those
who are responsible for the safety of the
public-whether they lie legislators or ex¬
ecutive officers. It all goes back to the tri¬
vial regard for human life In the United
States, more especially in the big cities. To
Insure the security of the traveling public
and those who assemble In large numbers
In buildings or on the streets, the most
specific and stringent laws must be enacted,
and then there must be a sworn officer of
the law to see that the legal requirements
are observed in every instance.
