It ia ¢onclusive to my mind that the
Teurich Hrewing Company has precipitated
thi= war for the purpose of freezing out
two or three of s gompetitors, capturing
their trade then raiging the price of thelr
product through a combination with the
remaining coneerns, place a disability upon
Jubor, the saloonkeeper and the conSuming
public and rendering our men idle upon the
of Washington."”

Mr. Brinkman Talks.

Ielative to the strike in the plant of the
Chris. Heurich Brewing Company, Mr. John
. Hrinkman, one of the prominent mem-
Bera of the local labor movement, was seen
lnst evening and requested to state the
facts relufive Lo the action of the local fire-
men s organization. Mr. Brinkman sald:

“last winter the Central Labor Unlon re-
ceived o commumication from the Brewers
Association of the District of Columbin re-
gueativg a conference with o commlttee ap-
pointed  therefrom relative to matters of
mutual interest and concern,

“ln obedience to Its request a committee
of Hive were appointed, of which I was a
member, 1o meet them, ascertain what
they desired, and report back to the or-
ganization at the earllest time paaslhlp:
The committee called upon the Brewers
Association and found they desired to en-
ter into an agreement with the Central
Labor Union =imilar to agreements having
been made by and between organizatlons
of businese men and organized labor all
over the country, by which controvers'es
of every kind and character that might
arige could be settled amicably without
recourse to sirikes and lockouts, which had
disturbed the industry here and elsewhere
for many vears.

“The committee ascertained that a beer
war was in progress, and was precipltated
for the purpose of destroying competition
in the industry, and that the Chris. Heurich
Brewing Company was without the field of
the brewers’ assoclation.  When this was
learned, the committee ealled upon the
president and attorney of the Heurich com-
pany, presented them with a contract and
asked if that corporation had any objection
to interpose why the contract should not
be made with the brewers' assoclation,

Flreni=

“Mr. Leon Tobriner, who spoke for the
Heurleh company, stated to the commit-
tes e reasons why they opposed the con-

templated contract being  entered  into,
and idulged himself in heaping abuse upon
the heads of the members of the associa-
tion and charged them with a breach of
thes ngreement, which had existed between
tiem, and with bad faith all along the line,
aitd stated that they were endeavoring to
fortm # combine, the Institution of which
wanld pliee a dizability upon labor and
the lucal dealers,

An investigation of the entire matter did
not disclose to the unbiased members of
that committee any such intention on the
part of the members of the Brewers' Asso-
clation. and a majority of the members who
attenged every hearing between all parties,
fonchivbing the Federation of Liquor Dealers,
came 1o the conclusions that the contract,
with the amendments and modifications
proposed, would prove salutary to the
members of organized labor if it were rati-
Hed by thye parties at interest,

Report Adopted.

“A report was submitted to the Central
Labor Union by a majority of the members
who attended tle hearings, covering over
six lypewritten pages In which the rea-
Hons wers stated why the agreement should
be ratitied by the Central Labor Union.

Merry War in Progress,

Interesting statements were made today
1o o Star reporter in reference to the brow-
ery strike by representntives of the parties

to the controversy, From these stile-
mients it appears that & merry war between
the brewing concerns of this city has beap

in progress for some time past,

Mr. lLwon Tobriner, attorey for the leu-
richh Hrewing Company, made the flrst
Btatement He said upon belng shown an
Interview with John H. Brinkman, one of
the Joed libor leaders:

“1 do not desire to enter into a contro-
versy with Mr. Brinkman, nor have we
any controversy with organlzed labor. Our

fight is with the brewers' combine, which
= by some meuans endeavoring to use the
Firemen's Unlon te force us Into their
runks

“From what I understand the Central
Labor Union has determined to Keep out
of the controver=y and Is not involved in
the fight.

In Mr. Heurich's Behalf.

“Our company has existing contracts
with all the labor organizations in the
District. There is no grievance claimed
aguainst the company, and President
Healy has himself admitted that the Fire-
men'= 'nion has no grievance against us.

“The whole question is shall the Heurlch
company be forced into the combination

and be compelled to subject it=elf to a
eriminal prosecution under the anti-trust
law?

“We have nothing to do with what cou-
clusion Mr. Brinkman came to. Suffice it
to say it was shown to him that every con-
tingency which could arlse or exist or in
which organized labor could be interested
was already covered and.provided for by
the contracts between thg Heurich com-
pany and the varlous unions.

“These contracts provide for wages, hours
and the settlement of all disagreements and
differences by arbitration.

Reply to Mr. Brinkman.

“It is true, as Mr. Brinkman says, ‘noth-
ing was sald of the matter until the con-
tracts between the several breweries and
the International Brothérhood of Station-
ary Firemen had expired.”

““The coqtracts for the current year were
promptly signed by the Brewers' Assocla-
tlon, and the Heurich company was inform-
ed that it could become a party to the same
contract by connecting itgelf with the asso-
clation, under an agreement entered into
between the said association and the Cen-
tral Labor Unlon; and for this reason, be-
cause [t had been admitted that inasmuch
as the efforts in 1902 to force (he Heurlch
Company into the combination had failed
the Brewers' Assoclation dishanded, and
the Heurieh company elaims that it was
only revived when by some means they
learned that the firemen claimed their con-
tract with the company had expired, and
then the present effort was begun.

“This was the first informaltion that the
Heurleh company had obtained that the
brewers” assoeiation of the United States,
a8 is claimed by Mr. Brinkman, is endeav-
oring to form agreements with the several
organizations having members employed in
the varlous breweries with a view to render-
ing strikes and lockouts a thing of the past,
and institute in their stead the principle of
arbitration and conciliation.”

No Knowledge of Election.

“Mr. Heurich has never been advised that
he has been elected trustee of the National
Brewera' Assoclation, nor does he believe
it to be true. Mr. Brinkman further states
that ‘by the terms of the contract presentaed
to the local brewers and signed by Mr.
Heurich provision was made for the dis-
ruption of Beer Drivers and Stablemen’s
Union. No. 24, and other labor bodies that
might oppose them. When the other brew-
ers did not readily assent to such a propo-
sition they were thereupon threatened with
i reduection in the price of their product.’

“This I state emphatically is false,”” sald
Mr. Tabriner. *“Mr. Heurich never pre-
sented such a contract to the other local
brewers, nor did he ever threaten them
with a reduction of the price of their
product. Inasmuch as the combine has
for the purpose of attempting to prejudice
organized labor against the Heurich com-
pany vieolated the provisiong of a secret
compact which was in foree bhetween the
local brewerles from 18 until February,

103, when what was known as
‘the brewers' committes’ was dis-
banded, our company does not

feel itsell anv longer committed to secrecy,
and I now say emphatically that any agree-
ment in relation to boyeott and lockouts
which was signed by the Heurich Brewing
Company, was at the same time signed and
entered into by the National Capital Brew-
Ing Company, the Washington Brewing
Company, the Abner-Drury Brewing Com-
pany and the Consumers’ Brewing Com-
Dany,
Original Regulations.

“I have in my possession the first paper
regulating the action of the breweries, sigp-
ed in 1895, by the National Capital, the
Washington and the Heurich compaine 3,
which were then the oanly local brewaiies,
This paper in relation strikes and
lockonuts.™

Mr. Tobriner sald he had other agroee-
ments, one of which was shown to the re-
porter. It was a strong protective docn-
ment, and provided for the thorough co-
operation of the aeveral hrewing compantes
o withstand strikes, boyeotts and lock-
outs,

In conclusion Mr. Tobriner said:

“We want nothing to do with the Brew-
ers' Association  We do not intend to per-
mit them to regulate our busifess, nor are
we inclined to be indieted under the anti-
trust law."

Mr. Carry's Story.
Mr. Albert Carry, president of the Na-
tional Capital Brewing Company, stated to

is o

a Star reporter today that he regurds the

present conditions as “a bhad state of af-
fairs.™

“T will tell vou the arnr}" af this heer

war.” he sald, “from my standpoint. The
brewers had an agreement for one year,
and during that time evervthing worked

well and satisfactorily to all interested, ex-
cept that Mr. Heurich had some complaint
against the Consumers' Company.

“The complaint was that he (Heurich) had
lost the sale of upward of 10060 barrels of
beer during the yvear the agreement was in
force
end of the vear the brewers could not come
to a4 new agreement and the Heoarieh com-
pnay started out to make contracts at a
reduced price with some of the customers
of the other hrewing companies,

“When this was done Mr. Katz owner of

the Arlington Brewing Company, formerly
the Consumers’, came to Washington and
offered to give Mr. Heurich back all the

trade he clalmed had been taken from him,
but Mr. Heurich declined to accede to the
proposition and the so-called beer war went
o, ’

“Afterward.” continued Mr. Carry, 'L
suw Mr. Heurich in Mr. Tobriner's office.
and he told me he had lost the sales of
10ty barrels, and he declined to come to
an agreementl until he had the amount oaf
sales restored.

“On the strength of this [ called a meet-
ing of the other brewers, and we concluded
to glve him back the 10408M-barrel trade.
Mr. Heurlen declined to aceept it, and
would not do anyvthing to settle the exist-
ing difficulties. He remarked to me, ‘You
can stand [t. Let us see what thos=e fellows
are doing.”

At the present time th's city produces
and consumes 230K barrels of beer an-
nually, all the produect of local breweries,
of which 10 per cent ig a better grade of
beer and sold at $7 and 38 per barrel, The
balance is sold at $#, less than 10 per e»nt
1= belGw the cost price and a big loss to
the brewers.”

Mr. Cuarry voncluded that the whole mat-
ter s to be regretted, and added that Mr.
Heurich’'s one object appears to be *“to
crush opt the weaker brewerjes. " .

THE ARSENAL STRIKE

Has Been Magnified Beyoud
Its Actual Importance.

NO SERIOUS PROBLEM

CAPT. SEWELL TO GET MORE MEN
AS HE DID THE STRIKERS.

If Civil Service Commission Cannot
Furnish Them Then Depart-
ment Can Step In.

The officlals of the War Department, al-
though net wishing to be quoted in the
matter at present, do not hesitate to say
that the so-called labor trouble at the
Washington barracks has been magnified
way beyond its actual importance. As one
high officlal expressed it, it is a feeble at-
tempt to make a mountain out of a mols
hill and to introduce a serlous problem in
a =ituation where it does not actually exiat.
It was agreed by all officials at the depart-
ment approached on the subject that the
(uestion is to be determined in the first
instance by Capt. Sewell, the officer in
charge. He is responsible for the execution
of the construction work assigned to him
and is not expected to ecall on his superiors
for assistance except in a contingency
where he finds it imposs'ble for him to pro-
ceed with the work.

No Contingency Has Arisen.

1t is held in the present instance that no
contingency has arisen. A portion of ihe
men employed by Capt. Sewell on certain
work have gone on strike because of their
objection to another man employed in tlLe
same class of work, but who was secured
by Capt. Sewell in the same manner as
were the striking men, that is, by certiiien-
tion from the civil service commission. 1t
is held at the department that in case
Capt. Sewell desires additional men It is
his duty to apply to the civil service vom-
niission for them. If he cannot securs the
men and the work in progress is Interrupi-
ed, it will then be his duty to repori the
matter to his superior officer for instruc-
ticns. The present case, It is stated a. the
department, has not yet reached that stage,
and there Is no question presented for the
action of the department. )

The offickils made 1t clear that th_ﬂ-y will
rot be brought ingo the dispute with the
Libor union unless it shall be foreed upon
them by a labor organization. The asser-
tion Is broadly made that certaln elewiet
are trying to make political capital ou
this incldent with a view, as one official
expressed it, of “putting the Presidens in
a hole.”

The fact that a strike had occurrel1 at the
Washington barracks reservation was
hrought to the attention of Gen. MacKkenazie,
chief of engineers, this morning in a report
made by Capt. Séwell. The report will not
b+ made public, but the statement is othi-
cially made that it s a mere recltal of the
facts in the case as already published In
the newspapers,

Gen. Mackenzie’s Views. ~

Gen. Mackenzie's views of the situation
are expressed In the following statement,
which, he explained, was all that be cared
to say on the subject at this time:

“The matter of the so-called strike of
bricklayers at Washington barracks is be-
ing given a prominence, in my opinion. not
justified by the facts.

*All employes in mechanical trades and
skilled labor are secured by the govern-
ment under civil serviee rules and reguli-
tions, and when vacancies occur such va-
cancies are to be filled under clvil service
rules,

“In the present instance, it Is understood,
twenty-five bricklayers have quit work.
The only thing to be done in the matter is
for the officer in charge to secure substi-
tutes, as required by civil service law, as
in the case of any other vacaney, and ir
such can not be obtained to report the
facts to his superior and awalt instruc-
tions.

“Of eourse if workmen can not be obtain-
ed in the manner provided by law the work
wlll have to be suspended.”

Confers With Capt. Sewell.

Capt. Sewell was summoned to the War
Department this afternpon for conferince
with Gen. Mackenzie and was instructed
along the lines indicated in the authorized
statement, that is, he will endeavor to re-
cure men to take the places of the strikers,
and In case hes fails in that he will await
specific instructions from the chief of en-

Elneers.
In answer to the direct Inquiry, Gen.
Mackenzie sald that the matter had not

been referred to the War Department, and
thiat so far as he was aware there was no
probability of its reference to the Presi-
dent, except in the unlooked-for contin-
geney of a permanent interruption of the
government work.

Gen. Oliver, acting secretary of war, said
that the question had not been presented
to him, and from what he,read in the pa-
pers he saw no reason why It should, it
being a question for settlement by the en-
gineer department.

The lone colored bricklayer was at work
on the walls at Washington barracks to-
day. He may, however, have company
s00n, as a number of applications for work
have been filed.

There are still persistent rumors of a
proposed strike at the Washington navy
yard., where two colored bricklayers are
empioyed.

The trouble at the navy yard is said to
be the result of interference on the part of
a number of workmen who were discharged
some time ago, when the force was re-
duced by order. T

ESCAPED FROM BURNED SHIP.

Crew of the Ill-Fated Creedmoor Land-

ed Today.

WOODS HOLE, Mass., July 21.—Captain
Kennedy of the British ship Creedmoor
and crew were landed here today, having
escaped from their vessel, which was
burned off Fire Island yesterday.

The Creedmoor was oil-laden and bound
for Liverpoo). She was owned at Yar-
mouth, N. 8. It is thought she was the
burning vessel reported by Captain Dow
o fthe Aurania, which arrived in New York
today.

Capt. F. T. Pennington of the steamer
Georgetown. which arrived here today from
Newport News, reports that at 1:30 Wel-
nesday morning he discovered the salllng
ship Creedmoor on fire at a point southeuss
of Fire Island lightship. The ship was o1l
laden and was being rapidly consumed by
the flames. Capt. Pennington sent a boat
4s near as possible to the burning vessel,
bui eonuld discover nothing of the crew

The crew of the Creedmoor numbered
eighteen men bhesides the captain. The men
lost everything. They left the ship in her
own hoats and were picked up soon after-
ward by a passing schooner, which trans-
ferred them to a tug off Martha's Vineyard
early today. They had reached this port
and had taken the traln for New York Ye-
fore anything was known here of their ex-
perience.

The Creedmoor was built at Gardner's
Creek. N. B., in 1884, She was 214.4 [eet
long, 40.2 feet beam and twenty-four feet
deep. Her register was 1,39 tons. She was
owned by John Kennedy of St. John, N. B.

Orders to the Gresham.

Capt. Walker, the commanding officer of
the revenue cutter Gresham. was loday di-
rected by Capt. Shoemaker of the revenue
cutter service to inform himself as to the
reported burning of a vessel near Fire
Island lighthouse, Long Island, N. Y., and,
if necessary, to give any assistance. The
facts as to the burning of the vessel were
not known at the Treasury Department to-
day, the New York papers simply having
spoken of the fact that a ship was burning
near the Fire Island lighthouse.

HAGUE TRIBUNAL.

Red Sea Difficulty May Be Submitted
for Settlement.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 21, 6:45 p.m.—
The suggestion Is made that if Great Brit-
aln persists in raising the issue of the
stutus of the Russian volunteer fleet cruis-
ers now in the Red sea Russla will offer
to refer the case to the arbitration tri-
bunal at The Hague.

Count Lamsdorff has replied to the ver-

bal note of the British ambassador here on
the subject of the seizure of the Malacea in
the Red sea by the St. Petersburg, saving
that the inquiry into the case is progress-
ing.

————
AFTER LONG WAITING.

Claim Against San Domingo Settled by
Arbitration.

Another long standing issue has been
brought to a suceessful arbitration and set-
tled, as reported to the State Department,
in connection with the claims of the San
Domingo Improvement Company, a New
York corporation, against the government
of San Domingo. The company had exten-
sive financial and property interests jn the
island, including docks, bridges and a rall-
road.

The government took this railroad with-
out compensating the company. Through
the efforts of Minister Powell, S8an Do-
mingo about a year ago admitted a liability
of $4,300,000 to the company. The method of
payment, the time to be allowed and other
matters were to be arbitrated. John G.
Carlisle was appointed for the company,
Senor Galvan, the Dominican consul gen-
eral, represented his government and Judge
George Gray of Delaware was chosen by
them as umpire.

These arbitrators have fixed 4 per cent
as the amount of Interest to be paid by
the Dominlcan government on the prin-
clpal of $4,500,000; have provided for
monthly payments on the sliding scale and
have named Puerto Plata, Sanchez, Sa-
mana and Monte Cristl as ports whose cus-
toms revenues are to be pledged as securi-
tles for the payments.

CLANDESTINE DEPARTURE.

Caustic Comment Over Malacca Af-

fairs—Cabinet Meeting.

Special Dispatch to The Evening Star.

NEW YORK, July 21.—A cablegram from
London, referring to the departure of the
Malacca for Russia, the Globe this after-
noon says: “If this clandestine departure
was effected under orders from the Russian
government, we are afraid there ls only one
construction to be put upon it, namely, de-
liberate desire to force us to take action to
which there can only be one termination.

‘““We may be certain that by this time or-
ders have been Issued-for her seizure by the
first British man-of-war she may meet."’

The cabinet held a meeting this afternoon,
The stock market showed a renewed weak-
ness at the opening. There is a further
fall of 7-18 in consols on receipt of news
that the Malacca has salled from FPort
Sald.

A cablegram from Paris says: A dispatch
from St. Petersburg to the Matin asserts
that the British government In protesting
againsat the selzure of the Malacca and de-
manding her release, Insisted that the Rus-
sian government should reply within twen-
ty-four hours.

A cablegram from Rome says: An active
exchange of views i{s golng on between the
neutral powers with regard to the belliger-

‘ent rights of Russia In the Red sea. Italy,

fearing disastrous complications, declines
to joln in any energetic protests against
Russia's actlion, and will suggest an inter-
national conference.

Opening Dealings Today
Showed London Depression.

SOME SPECIALTIES HIGH

HEAVY SELLING BEGAN AT
HIGHER LEVEL.

Market Was Spotty and Irregular—
Responded to an Advance—Some
Reactions Later.

NEW YORK, July 21.—A rally was re-
ported in the London market before the
opening here from the depression caused
there by the war scare, but the opening
dealings in stocks in New York still showed
a reflected influence from the London mar-
ket in a number of declines fn the interna-
tional list, Others of the international
stocks showed good gains and some of the
gpecialties were also higher. Canadian
Pacific fell 1% and Louisville and
Nashville 8. On the other hand, Pennsyl-
vania rose 5%, Union Pacific and United
States Steel preferred 'y and a number of
other International “stocks a fraction. Vir-
ginia-Carolina Chemical gained a point.

A rise of a point in Union Pacific acted
as a lever in lifting the market after the
opening and all of the prominent stocks
rallied to a fraction over yesterday's
close. Heavy selling began at the higher
level, and the list broke sharply. Unlon
Pacific lost its advance, Atchison, Mis-
scuri Pacific, Southern Pacific and Louis-
ville sold large fractions below Ilast
right, and the list generally a fraction.
The market turned upwards again before
the end of the hour.

The market was spotty and irregular, but
responded to an advance of 13 in Reading.

A few stocks got a fraction over last night,
but the Pacltics hung back. Atlantic Coast
Line rose 4%, Ann Arbor preferred 2, and
Northwestern, Delaware and Hudson, Ten-
nessee Coal and Ice preferred, 1 to 1%.
