Annual Report of the Pension
Commissioner.

BURDEN GROWING LESS

LESS THAN $1.32 PER $1,000 OF
TAXABLE WEALTH.

High Water Mark Was in 1902, When
1,000,732 Were Carried on
the Rolls, .

In the annual report of the commissioner
of pensions for the fiscal year ended June
80, 1904, it may be seen that the United
Btates Is paying a pension to one widow
of a soldier of the revolutionary war and
to two daughters of soldiers of that fight
for the freedom of the American colonies,
In addition to this exposition of American
longevity there are one survivor of the war
of 1812 and 918 widows, while of the Mexi-
can war there are 5,214 survivors and 7,821
widows,

The total number of pensioners for all
wars and for other reasons governing the
granting of pensions in the United States
reaches 980,852, and they received last year
$140,257,020.03. Of the war with Spain
there are 16,529 pensions of all classes, and
the met galn In the roll since 10 in all
classes s 1,233, Living outside of the
United States there were 4,910 pensioners,
who drew from the fund $72,40.60 Jast
year. The high-water mark was reached
September 30, 1902, when the rolls carried
1,000,732 names, In the year just ended the
number of deaths among the soldier pen-
sloners was 81,728; of these 30,071 were vol-
unteers of the civil war. Divided into gen-
eral classes there were on the rolls at the
close of the last fiscal year 720,315 soldlers,
273,841 widows and dependents and G
army nurses,

Veterans of All Wars.

Since the establishment of the pension
roll it is seen by the report that the num-
ber of men engaged In upholding the flag
was 3,804,995, and the total clalms paild
reach the enormous flgure of $i,17W,717,-
161.65. Classified, the number engaged In
each struggle for the supremacy of the gov-
ernment was:

Large though these flgures are they do
not include a large number of clvillans who,
in temporary organizations, fought the
savages through a period of 125 years with-
out making any claim for their services.

The pension syetem was the greatest as a
burden to the people of the United States in
1503, since which time the burden has been
constantly decreasing unti]l] it has shrunk
in eleven years from $2.24 to less than $1.32
per $1,000 of taxable wealth, In ten years
more the burden will cease to be noticed.

The Only Revolutionary Widow.

The record of Noah Damon, whose w:dow
{s the only one of the war of the revolu-
tion now pensioned by the government, 18
inspiring to American patriotism. It Is In-
teresting as showing the Instability of
military commands during the war. The
pension office record follows:

Damon, who served as a private in the
Massachusetts troops as follows: Bix days,
from April 10, 1775, in Captaln Tucker’s
company; twenty-five days, from April ‘1?.

Mortality During Year.

“Rebecca Mayo, dled March 6, 1904, at
Newbern, Va.: age, ninety-one; pensioned
as widow of Stephen Mayo, who served as
a private in the Virginia troops as follows:
Three or four months, in the fall of 1776,
in Capt. Thompson's company, Col. Camp-
bell's regiment; thirteen months, from Feb-
ruary 4, 1777, in Capt. Hawkins' company,
Col. Charles Lewls’ regiment; two or three
months, In 1779, in Capt. Hatcher's com-
pany, and from the spring to the fnllowlnlx
September, 1781, In Capt. Andrew Hayden's
company.

Last SBurvivors.

“pDaniel F. Bakeman, the last survivor of
the war of the revolution, was born in Scho-
harie county, N. Y., September 28, 175;
died in Freedom, Cattaraugus county, N.
Y., April b, 1860; aged, one hundred and
pine years, six months and eight days; and
thus one of the heroems of the revolution,
who fought to bring the United States into
existence, lived to see Lee surrender at

Appomattox and to see Alaska purchased
from Russia and added to the Union.

“Hiram Cronk is the only surviving pen-
sioned soldler of the war of 1812. Mr.
Cronk was born April 29, 1800, and enlisted
at Western, N. Y., on August 4, 1814, when
he was just a little more than fourteen
years old, and on the same day his father,
James Cronk, and two brothers, Casper
and John, also enlisted, serving under Capt.
Edmund Fuller In the defense of Sackett's
harbor. At the close of the war the father
and three sons were honorably discharged
November 16, 1814."

The Pension Bureau Force.

The number of employes of the pension
office on June 30 last was 1,601, the salary
allowance for the year having been $2,132,-
210. A majority of the employed are over
fifty years of age and fourteen are over
elghty years of age. The total number of

ex-soldlers of all wars in the bureau Is 462,
of whom 379 are pensioners.

Applications and Rejections.
Regarding applications the report says:
““There is no law or order fixing or limit-

ing the number of applications that a
claimant for a pension or for an increase
of pension may file in the bureau. Im-
mediately upon the rejection of an origi-

nal application or of an application for

“jncrease the claimant may file A new ap-
plication.

~ “Immediately upon the allowance of an
original application or an application for
increase a successful claimant may file
a new application for an Increase.

“There is nothi improper in this, be-
cause the laws of Congress recognize pro-
gressive disabilities as arising from wounds
and disease and provide for increase by
reason thereof.

“On account of the ravages of disease
or by reason of rapid decline it not In-
frequently happens that several applica-
tions are filed before the time of adjudi-
cation arrives, so that duplicate applica-
tions are gquite common, and there are
sometimes as many as four or five. If
one application is granted the others are
rejected.

“In addition to this, different and separ-
ate applications are often filed by a sol-
dier claiming under different acts of Con-
gress or by and through several separ-
ate attorneys. The number of duplicate
applications filed in 1904 was 28,783, which
greatly Increases the number of rejec-
tions.

“For this reason it happens that the
number of rejections does not represent an
equal number of separate claimants; very
far from Iit.

“0Of the 108,114 cases rejected last year
83,601 were rejected on medical grounds,
and most of them were applications for
increase in which the examining surgeons
found no increase of disability since the
last medical examination. A very small
proportion of the above were original
claims.

‘“There were 24,423 cases rejected on legal
grounds. In these cases it was found that
either there was no legal title to pen-
sion, or the claimants were unable, by
reason of lapse of time and other causes,
to furnish the necessary evidence to es-
tablish their claims. Most of these claim-
ants are already in receipt of pensions un-
der the act of 1800, and were trying to
obtain an increased allowance under the
general law.

“They were afforded every opportunity
to establish their right under said law,
and when they had declared their inability
to furnish further evidence a formal re-
jection of said claim was entered up In
order to take the case out of the pending
files.

“As stated above, a very small num-
ber of these rejections pertains to claims
in which no pension has been granted.
Under the provisions of the act of 1800 a
claimant can prosecute claims under both
laws at the same time. When a clalm s
admitted under one law a rejection of the
other claim is usually entered up.

*Thus, while the records may show a
rejection, such rejection is often aecmn_—
panied by an allowance of the other claim.™

Pungy Lost in Gale.

The pungy Martha Moore, while on her
way from Norfolk to Baltimore with a
cargo, ran ashore on a reef in Chesapeake
bay a few days ago and will prove a total
loss. The wreck occurred in a heavy gale,
and her erew had considerable difficulty in
getting ashore. The Moore is owned by
parties in Baltimore, and was a frequent
visitor to this city. The Moore was a ves-

gel of thirty-elght tons, and was bullt in
1873.

Tugboat Bought by Contractor.

The little tugboat The Dispatch, hailing
from Baltimore, has been purchased from
her Baltimore owner, Capt. L. 8. Collison,
by the contractors for the building of the
new highway bridge across the Potomac,
and will be used In towing barges laden
with timber and stone from point to point
as the work on the bridge demands. The
Dispatch arrived here a day or two ago,
and has been turned over to her new own-
ers. She is a small craft, being only 41.2
. feet long, and having a beam of 7.7 feet,
and a draft of 4.5 feet. Bhe was built at
Greenport, N. Y., in 1893, and has been a
very satisfactory little craft. In conjunc-
tion with the little tug Sunbeam she will
do all the towing work for the new bridge.

Receiver Appointed.

GUARD AGAINST GERMS

Measure to PreVent Spread
of Typhoid:Fever.

HEALTH OFFIOE -DATA

UP-RIVER TOWN UNDERGOING A
SCOURGE.
P ——————————

Recommendation Made That Washing-
tonians Boil Potomac Water Be-
fore Using It.

————

The people of the District are advised by
the health officer to boll Potomac water
before using for fear typhold germs might
be lurking in the muddy river. This advice
{s not meant to be taken as a precaution
of ordinary times, but a necessity for an
extraordinary emergency. According to
the health officer, there is danger of many
typhoid germs being found in the water,
and his advice is in the nature of a warn-
ing. It is stated that typhold is raging at
Mount Savage, Md., which has no sewage
system. The town Is on a steep hillside,
and the dralnage Is Into a creek that
empties into the Potomac.

On the strength of these circumstances
the health officer has Issued the following
statement:

““There have recently occurred at Mount
Savage, near Cumberland, Md., 120 cases
of typhold fever, the population of the
town, according to the United States census
of 1900, being but 2,645, The town has no
sewerage system, surface closets being used
exclusively. It Is on steep hillsides, and the
rains do most of the scavenging. Jennings’
drains the town and empties into Wills'
creek about three miles above Cumberland.
Wills' creek empties into the north branch
of the Potomac river at Cumberland.

An Instance Cited.

“When it is remembered that the outbreak
of typhoid fever in thls District in the win-
ter of 1899-1900 followed Iclosely upon an
outbreak of typhold fever in Cumberland
and vicinity, a part of the drainage from
that locality then flowing into Wills' creek,
and when it is known that the local out-
break was attributed by those best able to
judge to the prevalence of the disease at
Cumberland, the possibilities of the present
outbreak are apparent.
infection at Mount Savage is now being
falrly well done and that the outbreak is
subsiding. It will be well, however, to err
on the side of safety, and, particularly at
the present tlme, to drink no Potomac
water which has not been boiled.”

Health Officer Woodward held a confer-
ence with Commissioner Macfarland this
morning and explained to him the situa-
tion. Dr. Woodward stated that he was In
close touch with the Maryland health au-
thorities, and that every precaution would
be taken to prevent the spread of the epi-
demlic to this clty. Both the Commissioner
and Dr. Woodward view the situation with
some alarm, although each says that the
fact of the prevalence of typhoid at Mount
Savage does not necessarily mean that the
infection will reach here. It is the Inten-
tion of the District officials to do every-
thing that can be done to prevent any fur-
ther spread, In this section at least, and
Commissioner Macfarland has authorized
Dr. Weodward to use all means In his
power to keep Washington free of the

germs. )
Increase of Fifty Cases,

The fact that there was an increase of
fifty cases of typhold in the rettrns so far
for the month of August over the month
of Beptember would tend to show that

there has been some infection already from
Mount Savage. Dr. Woodward states that
this increase may be an accident, however,
because the returns for the two months,
July and August, for 1904, will average
with those of the same two months of 1003.
According to the ligures g{e n out today
by Dr. Woodward it would appear that In
July, 1903, there were 122 ¢ases of typhoid
in the District. In August of the same
year there were 135 cases, giving the two
months a total of 257 cases. The returns
for July of this year show but 101 cases,
and for August, up to today, 151 cases, an
increase of PO cases over last month, but a
decrease of 5 cases over the report of the
two months last year.

First Notice of Outbreak.

The local health authorities first heard of
the outbreak at Mt. Savage Saturday last,
when Dr. Woodward's attention was called

to a paragraph In a local newspaper dated
August 5, stating that a large number of
cases had been developed in Mt. Savage.
After Investigation Dr. Woodward wrote,
Monday last, to Dr, John 8, Fullon, secre-
tary of the state board of health of Mary-
land, for information regarding the report-
ed epidemic and requesting information as
to the origin, cause, ete.

Dr. Fulton replied yesterday with a long
letter reviewing the conditions, but he did
not state when the first case was discov-
ered, He did state, however, that the epi-
demic was “‘explosive in character,” a
great number of cases coming to the at-
tention of the physicians at one time. Five
of the cases reported, he said, developed in
the last eight days.

Dr, Woodward was asked by a Star re-
porter If the Maryland authorities were not
tardy In making known to the District
government s0 important a matter as an
epidemic of typhoid. He stated in reply
that is is probable the Maryland officials
never gave the District a thought in the
premises. They probably considered the
place infected as too remote to affect any
other city or town.

SUIT TO PREVENT SALE.

Effort to Determine Which of Two

FIRST * TRAIN PASSES

NEW RAILWAY BRIDGE USED FOR

Southbound Track -Open to Traffic—
01d Long Bridge Soon to
Be Superseded.

The first train to be pulled across the mag-
nificent new double track bridge of the Penn-
sylvanla raliroad, bullt at a cost of $750,000,
left the station at 6th and B streets north-
west this morning at 4 o'clock, in charge of
Conductor J. F. Taylor. This marks the
practical completion of a new mile stone in
the evolution of the city of Washington and
opens a new viaduct across the Potomac,
which will greatly facilitate traffic between
Washington and the south, and eliminate
the delays heretofore experienced between
this city and nearby Virginia points. It
will accomplish even more than this, for
nine-tenths of all the traffic between the
northeastern and southeastern states passes
through Washington, and the good effect
will be far reaching.

The finishing touches on the southbound
track were put on late last evening, -and
bright and early this morning train No. 39,
behind the Richmond, Fredericksburg and
Potomac engine No. 28, Engineer John
Robey and Fireman Harrls, steamed from
the District to the Virginia shore, en route
to Alexandria and points beyond.

Only the southbound track is open for
traffic, the work on the other track neces-
sitating a week or ten days before It will
be completed. Then it is probable the rail-
roads which will use the new steel struc-
ture will arrange for a formal opening. At
the offices of the Southern railway today it
was stated that the bridge would be ready
for all traffic by August 28.

The new viaduct relegates the once fa-
mous Long bridge to an ignominious obliv-
fon. It {8 nearly five hundred feet longer
than the Long bridge, is higher and wider,
and In every way a marvel of modern en-
gineering skill. The painters’ craft has
not been overlooked, elther, and a brilliant
coat of red paint brings the new brldge out
in bold relief, contrasted as It js with the
blue of the river and sky, and the green of
the trees along the shore. The Long bridge
crouches friendless and palntless in the
shadow of its successor, seemingly con-
scious of its humility, and fearing the de-
struction which must come upon it soon.

Veterans’ Monument Demolished.
