TO APPOINT RECEIVER
Petition Filed in Regard to

Mr. Waggaman.
REMOVAL AS TRUSTEE
IS ALSO ASKED AS TO CERTAIN

PROPERTY.

Six Residents of Maryland Unite in the

Request, All of Whom
Invested Money.

The Supreme Court of the District of Co-
lumbia was today asked to appoint a re-
ceiver for certain property of Thomas E.
Waggaman, against whom bankruptcy pro-
ceedings were recently instituted. The re-
moval of Mr. Waggaman as trustee for
certain real estate was also asked.
The petition in equity is filed by M. Ag-

nes Gardiner, Annita B. Simms, B. S. Boar-
man, Emma L. Burch and J. Cecilia Burch,
all residents of the state of Maryland, and
declares that the complainants at various
times placed money in the hands of Mr.
Waggaman for investment and received
from him various notes representing the
investments.

The Gardiner Investments.
About February 11. 1S93, the complainant,

M. Agnes Gardiner, placed $6,000 for in-
vestment, and received a note for $6,000,
payable on or before two years, made by
William O'Brien to the order of S. E. Allen,
jr., the note at first purporting to be se-
cured by certain collateral notes represent-
ed, it is said, as secured upon various
pieces of property~ in the District. On the
face of the note, it is claimed, has been
written by some person unknown to the
complainant, and at some time unknown to
her, these words: "A great portion of these
securities having been paid, this note is
now secured by list No. 1." The note is
indorsed by Samuel E. Allen, Jr., and pur-
ports to be guaranteed by Thomas E. Wag-
gaman.
About October 31. 1894, the same com-

plainant invested $3,000, for which she re-
ceived a note fot that amount payable on or
before three years. made by W. S. McLeod
to the order of J. B. Nicholson, purporting
to be secured as collateral security by a
list of notes numbered thirty-eight, aggre
grating $11,735.55, secured on real estate
notes, and the $3,000 note was indorsed by
J. B. Nicholson and purporting to be guar-
anteed by Mr. Waggaman.
About July 17, 1,297, a similar investment

of $1,000 was made by the same com-
plainant, who also made two like invest-
ments of 15.000 each about October 22, 1900
and December 20, 1902.

Annita Simms' Charges.
The complainant, Annita B. Simms,

charges that she intrusted to Mr. Wagga-
man $1,500 and received notes similar to
those enumerated above, and the two other
complainants each made similar Invest-
ments and received similar notes as those
received by the complainant, M. Agnes
Gardiner.
The petition after setting forth the above

statement declares that Thomas E. Wagga-
man became as to each of these com plain-
ants a trustee of the notes referred to as
"list No. 1," and was bound to hold the
h,otes for the benefit of these complainants,
and that on the information received by the
complainants August 23, 1904, that Mr.
Waggaman had become insolvent and was
not, in their opinion, a proper person to
act as trustee, caused a demand to be made
on Mr. Waggamen that he furnish a com-
plete list of the notes embraced in the ''list
No. 1" mentioned in their notes, with a
statement of the maker, amount of each
note and thT property upon which it is se-
cured, that their attorney have opportu-
nity of examining the title papers to the
properties involved and also a list of any
outstanding notes, which had been issued
against the notes embraced in 'list No. 1."
To this demand, complainants charge, they
received only a verbal response that a
schedule of all notes and of all his affairs
was being prepared for an inventory in
bankrupey and the list would not be com-
pleted for several days.
On these representations the petitioners,

by Attorneys Ralston and Siddons, asked
the court to remove Mr. Waggaman as
trustee. to appoint a receiver to take charge
of the notes contained in "list No. 1," with
the title deeds and other securities relating
thereto, and also asked the court to com-
pel a discovery by Mr. Waggaman of just
what notes made up this "list No. 1," and
whether there were any outstanding notes
against this list.

Exhibit Attacked.
Attached to the petition as an exhibit is

a copy of the $6,000 note received by M.
Agnes Gardiner, which reads as follows:
WASHINGTON, D. C., February 11, 1893.
"On or before two years after date I

promise to pay to order of Samuel E. Allen,
Jr., $6,000) for value received, with interest
payable quarterly at 6 per centum per an-
num until paid, principal and interest pay-
able at office of Thomas E. Waggaman,
Washington, D. C."
As collateral security I have deposited

with said Allen, Jr., notes as follows: Note
of Benj. Bivier for $1,050, dated July 16,
1902, for three years, secured on lots 45
and 46, block 18, Wesley Heights; note
of Rose Wilson for $1,000, dated Decem-
ber 13, 1892. for one year. secured on- lot
39, block 15, Le Droit Park; note of M. V.
and G. W. Bonnell for $500. dated Febru-
ary 7, 1893, for fifteen months, secured on
lots 68, 09, 137, 138, square 235; lots 83
and 84, square 100; note of C. E. Banes
for $4,000, dated January 26, 1893, on or
before one year, secured on lots 2, 3, 4
and 5. square 7, Le Droit Park; note of
John Fenn for $300, dated March 5, 1887,
for five and six years, secured on lot 48,
7th street road; notes of Arthur Briscoe
for $500, dated November 8, 1872, for two
and three years, secured on lot 40, Le
Droit Park, and notes of M. A. Gillem for
$136.50), dated February 5, 1893, due Oc-
tober 18, 1894, secured on lot 20, square
181, and in case this note shall not be
paid at maturity I hereby give authority
to sell above collateral and apply pro-
ceeds to payment of this note and inter-
est.
"In case the proceeds of said sale shall

not cover the principal and interest of this
note and the expenses of sale, I hold my-
self bound to pay any such deficiency."~
The note purports to be signed by Mr. Wag-
gaman.
Attorney Ralston presented the petition

to Justice Stafford in Equity Court, and a
rule to show cause was issued requiring
Mr. Waggaman to appear in court Tuesday,
August 30, 1904, and show cause why the
prayers of the petition should not be
granted.

What Mr. Williamson Says.
Mr. Irving Williamson, attorney for Mr.

Waggaman, was informed of the filing of
the suits above described by a reporter for
The Star. He said they related to traun-
sactions which be had not become ac-
quainted with as yet, but as far as he
could see, they could not affect the pro-
ceedings now pending, involving the sol-
vency of Mr. Waggaman.
It was his opinion that if solvency is

proven and the deed of trust to the Catho-
lic University allowed to stand all other
suits wilj either fail or be withdrawn, and
matters allowed to readjust themselves.
The belief was generally expressed in finan-
cial circles today that the Waggaman hold-
ings are ample to meet all demands, if time
is permitted for values to increase, which
can reasonably be expected.
The schedule of assets and liabilities has

not been completed, but two clerks are de-
voting their entire time to this work, and
Mr. Williamson hopes to have the much-
desired information it will convey by Mon-
day, when Mr. Waggaman must make an-
swer to the application for receivership
made in the Supreme Court today.

Suits by Ranks.
After the filing of the bill in equity two

suits at law were filed in the District Su-
preme Court today. The National Capital
Bank of Washington filed suit against
John L. Waggaman, a son of Thomas E.
Waggaman, for $20,000, represented by .two
notes of $18,000 and 32.000, The plaintiffis represented by Attorney J. 3.-Darlington.The Columbia National Bank entered suit

Lenthall Wa man for $10,700 on a de-
mand note held by the bank. Attorney B.
F. Leighton fled the latter suit.

Three Deeds Filed.
Late, this afternoon three deeds were filed

which appear to be connected with the real
estate of Thomas E. Waggaman. Samuel
E. Allen, Sr., conveyed by deed dated June
18, 1894, to William M. O'Brien lot 101, in
square 364, and by deed dated July 11,
1805, part of original lot 4, square 515.
James B. Nicholson, by deed dated July 10.
1902, conveys to William M. O'Brien partof lot 7. in square 275. The consideration
In all three deeds is nominal.

YOUNG MAN BADLY HURT.

Falls Down Elevator Shaft Distance of
Twenty Feet.

Frank Allen, nineteen years old, living at
at 3421 U street northwest, had a narrow
escape from being killed shortly after 8
u'clock this morning by falling down an
elevator shaft at B. B. Earnshaw Broth-
ers' place of business, 1107 11th street south-
east, where he was employed. He fell
about twenty feet, and was picked up un-
conscious and hurriedly conveyed to Pro-
vidence Hospital in the patrol wagon from
the fifth precinct police station. At the
hospital it was found that he was suffering
from concussion of the brain. His condi-
Ion is regarded as serious, but it is thought
he will recover.
Soon after arriving at work this mornyag

young Allen was sent to the second floor
to get a sack of flour for -a customer. Se-
suring the flour he started In the direction
af the elevator shaft, which is protected by
t railing. The bar was taken out and Al-
en, without stopping to see if the elevator
was at that landing, which was at the time
mne floor above, stepped from the floor intospace. Hie realized his mistake after put-
ing out the first foot, but it was too late
.o save himself. He called for help and at
he same time grabbed at the handle of a
teavy truck standing beside the shaft. The
wheels of the truck began to turn, and had
t not been seized by several workmen
'iearby the vehicle would have fallen down
the shaft and probably on top of Allen,
who was unab,le to retain his hold and fell
to the floor below, as stated.

vay from Mount Savage to Washingto.nd it is just as certain that the "creaures" will be rather far apart in t

Vashington aqueduct, but, neverthelesine germ has the aggravating propensitf multiplying after it finds a home in tuman system.
So be careful is Dr. Woodward's advice.
