THE TURBINE ON WARSHIPS.

Naval Enghgserl Prepared to Submit

A board of naval engineering experts has
just completed a thorough examination of
the Turbina, one of the latest developments
in the use of the steam turbine as applied
to naval proportion. The vessel was built
in England and although Intended only for

short runs, crossed the North Atlantic
without stop, under her own steam, sailed
up the St. Lawrence and has now engaged
in regular traffic on the great lakes. She
is the largest turbine-driven vessel in the
world, though she will be much exceeded In
size by the Victorlan, launched yesterday
in Belfast, Ireland.

The naval engineers are trying to adapt
the turbine for the propulsion of blg war-
ships, and they .aave been at a loss for
data as to the qualities of the turbine be-
cause before the building of the Turbina
this novel engine was employed only to
drive a few torpedo boats, a couple of
English channel steamers and several
yachts,none of which approximated in thelr
construction and needs conditions on a war-
ships of good size. Therefore the opportu-
nity to study the Turbina's performance
was selzed with avidity by the special naval
board which is charged with the selbction
of motors for the swift and formidable
scout ships which are to be constructed for
the United States navy.

The results of the inspection will be made
known in detail in a report upon the whole
subject of turbine power which the board
will prepare, but meanwhile it may be
statax that the performance of the turbine
was regarded as highly satisfactory.

Then almost no repairs are neces-
sary to the engines, there being no frie-
tuon except in the few bearings. There is
no pounding and thudding of engines:
nothing but a soft rush of steam through
the plpes, so that noise is suppressed, an-
other valuable consideration in naval com-
bats. The engine room force s largely re-
duced, additlonal coal carrylng capacity s
gained by the reductlon of weight of the
engines, the center of gravity Is lowerad
through the motors being placed just above
the keel, and, altogether, now that a prae-
ticable reversing device has been found and
Installed on this boat, the naval engineers
are prepared to press forward the comple-
tion of their plans for the Installation of
turbines on the scout ships which will be,
so far as known, the largest warships in the
world to be thus equipped.
